aged horses. There is but littlechance of
either of these classei filling. Owing to the
barring of Haze) Wilkes out ol the 2:L'O
class we had to enter Una Wilkes in her
place, although her record is but 2 :"J".'-i-
There ere so lew purses given in this b;ate

that ye must trot out of our class or get no
place to trot. Owing to this and the dis-
crimination against our stock we are u>ter-
tenuir.ed to follow Mr. Salisbury's shoes
lit xt year and go East. We have a fair lot
of youngsters, but no aged horses, and as
many of them are well engaged East we
shall start only a few (if thorn here and re-
serve Itin rest for green classes another
year.

--•on. He is now running out and willdo80
until next winter. We do not lock for any
r<coru-briaki:;g this season In California.
We know that there will be none in our
stable."

BL'.NMM;IX AND OUT.
The entire Chicago press is unanimous in

condemning the inconsistent running of the
various stables at the present Washington
Park meeting, aud the head lines of all their
tuif articles alone express their views very
plainly. As quite a large number of Cali-
fornia horses are starting there, the criti-
cisms sttiact iiMBthan passing notice. The
Chicago papers new give a column daily.
contrastlMg the performances of most of trie
prominent horses, and in ihis nianner afford
ample opportunity for reflection. Thp fol-
lowing is v sample: "AtWashington Park,
on Juno 23d, Verge dOr, IJ2 lbs., beat
Kaiine 133 at a mile and half a furlong,
four days later Racine 124 lbs., beat
Verge dOr 108 lbs., at one mile and a
furlnng. For "reversal of form' thn per-
formance would take lirst premium in any
country."

The jockeys, riding these two, are not for-
gotten and occasionally the judges seem tv
wake up and find out that crocked work is
going on right under their coses. Then
they suspend a few of them.

NARVAEZ SUSPENDED.
Among the jockeys recently suspended

is a boy named Narvaei, who "forsome time
past 'has been frequently charged with
fraudulent riding on California tracks, but
who always escaped punishment through
peculiar influences, lieis engaged by the
Undine Stable, which has the very" best
California colts under lease from the Palo
Alto stock farm, and it may be here n<t d
that this stable's running has b»;eii most
freely criticized. On Thursday last, while
riding Bob L..Narvaez so openly pulled the
hor-e that the judges suspended him for
the meeting. >arvaez, riding on the last
day's racing of the Blood Horse spring
meeting wa> denounced by every paper in
this city, and if justice h:\d been done he
would have been ruled off theu and there
for life, but again his pull saved him.

Merry Monarch, St. Fiorian, Vic-
tory anil Nomad, of which three would have
carried the maroon and scarlet The best
three-year-old filly may at present be said
to' be Li Tosca without much fear of con-
tradiction, though that marvelous aniuiiil.
Fairy, must not be left out of our reckon-
ing. Potomac is '.he best three-year-old
colt, while among the older division Prince
Royal and Kaceland would have proved
worthy representatives.

Perhaps ther» is no more deceptive ani-
mal In training at the present time than Mr.
L. P. Hose's good filly Fairy. After in-
specting her it would take a bold man to
back her in anything like fair company,
and even after the excellent form she his
<list laved this holds true. She is, in fact,
nothing but skin and bone, but in that at-
tenuated body of hers is as stanch and
game a heart as ever a horr-p possessed.
Her victory in the Thistle stakes Honda;
was a great surprise, as the price against
her (hawed, especially as she was ridden by
the stable jockey, Ward, »ho had not so
far distinguished himself by any remark-
ably artistic performances. Asa matter of
lact, on this occasion he rode a well judged
race in some respects.

KENTCKCT RACERS.
Itis not an unusual thing to find a horse

that lias every quality of a winner, but
which seems nimble to get oast the » ire in
advance of his field. There, are a score of
such worses in active training, and some of
them can be found right here in Chicago,
Bays the Evening Post of tint city. Good,
consistent animals, game and speed}*, they
c«n depended upon to do their b<S to

win, and though they are always wellup at
the finish they do not seem to be able to get
their noses in front. Whether it is ill luck
or whether it is the fault of bad riding no-
body can determine, nut everybody is cer-
tain that itis due to a lack of speed. Such
a horse is Business, who astonished several
thousand people at Washington Park re-
cently by beating Kingman at a mile and a
half. The lullbrother of the famous Dad,
who won the Oak wood three or four}Card
ago, this horse has been pursued by the hard-
est sort of luck.

That he has speed was shown by his per-
formance when be went the mile and a half
In3:35%. He is always in the front rank
at the finish, and seldom fails to show, that
is, run first, second or third. Last year he
won ouly one race in thirty start?, but only
once did lie run worse than third. There
are a whole lot of men who have confidence
in Business and never fail to bet on his
chances, and though they have lost heavily
on him, they unite in saying that nothing
but ill luck keeps him down. Another
such horse was Unlucky, who rarely ever
ran worse than second, out everybody said
I;is name was responsible for bis perform-
ances.

SURF-PERCH FISHING.

It Is Exhilarating, bnt Requires
Confidence. *

The Unwary Tyro May Get a Genuine ana
Unexpected Salt-Water Bath Free-How

to Angle and Where to Go.

To the angler in search of a new sensa-
tion surf-perch fishing is commended as the
ideal of sport, ifhe possesses the one element
necessary to success

—
confidence. Itmust

be that sort of confidence, too, which Is not
discouraged by a thorough Boaking and an
occasional prospect of being drowned.

At this season of trie year the argler
stands sorely inneed of something to tempt
him outdoors. The trout streams are dried
up; smelt have either ceased to run, or bite
as capriciously as a seventeen-year-old
beauty at a matrimonial offer from an in-
eligible swain; ruck-rod have lost their
charms and salmon are sulking in the Sac-
lamento. But just now, especially on a
moonlight night, surf-perch afford grand
sport all along tho bay shore from Fort
Point to the Cliff House, and thence right

down to the Ocean-side House, near Lake
Merced.

There Is this additional attraction about
surf-perch fishing that the fish are sure to
be large, few weighing less than a pound,
while the majority scale from three to five

pounds. The fish bite quite hard aud a
emit deal more skill is required to land
them than to entice them to take the bait.
It stands to reason that strong tackle Is

required for the sport, and the usual thing
is a long bamboo pole with the top joint re-
moved; a reel fitted with fiftyyards of line
nearly as thick as whip-cord, and three or
four hooks, fastened on wire, set a foot
apart, above a four-ouuee sinker. The bait
may be clams, shrimps or spiral worms.

The habits of the ftirf-perch suggest that
to be successful tho angler must fullow them
into their liaunta. These haunts are the ed-
dies which How around submerged rocks
just where the surf begins to break. Hence
it is tlmt the no\ice at surf-perch fishing
Rlways comes to grief, liis expert friends
have been careful to assure him that he
nui"t, at all risks, watch his opportunity to
scale one of tlie rocks which lie ten or fif-
teen feet from the shure, cast well out, aud
never mind if a big wave does come Blong.
For half an I our all goes well, and thn
tyro picks up tluee, four or five fish, which

he places probably on the rock or in Ills
wallet, to show to his friends by and by.
But, as Bobbie Burin once said:

: 'iliebest laid plan* of mice and men
*

Art cans: agtcy.
And surf-perch fishing is no exception. Sud-
denly, without a moment's warning, a big
wave come* along; it submerses the rock
entirely, und the tyro is lucky if lie escapes
being rciljed over and over tillrescued on
the beach by some friendly hand. His li-li
and tiis tackle of course become the spurt of
the wave* as they recede In the direction
of the harbor bar.

There are some to whom thit impromptu
bath and the scramble on the rocks would
become an Irresistible attraction. To such
persons surf-perch tithing is most cordially
recommended. Ail that is necessary is to
cast the line well out into the surf and look
out for a strong pull as the line, sinker and
all Is playfully rolled over the bottom. It
is under these conditions that the surf-perch
feeds. And when a bin fellow of four, live
or six pound! gets hold tho tyro will have
to set his wits to work to basket the capture
without a surf bath fcr which he has made
no (reparation and paid no fee.

A Wretch's Awful Method to Secure His
nival* Wife.

blood. Most of U3 wanted to turn back at.d
li'rvo the place, but our leader halted us.
Again and aeain we heard that weird cry,
niinuled with v oan-, which seemed to us as
ifsome one was in torture.

"We went on toward the object to investi-
gate and, winding about the cave, we came
to an iron door fastened into the rock and
covered by gaied bar*. We could hear the
moan plain nuw and we halloed to the per-
son inside the dungeon. We could hear
nothing but groans and cries, and some of
the party went back for chisels and ham-
mers to break the door.

"These proved of no avail, but a giant
blast of p.. wder removed lliedoor, and Hy-
ing open revealed the form of a man chainra
to the rocky lloor.

strnngo ease that i? puzzling the most able
physicians of Hartford and New Haven
has developed In this county. The victim of
the hallucination, curse, disease, or what-
ever it may be, is a young woman by the
name of Jennie Watson, the daughter ofa
well-to-do merchant in the manufacturing
:village ofEast Iladdntn and the recognized'
leader in polite society for miles around.

The thing from which Miss Watson is
suffering is an insatiable hunger.

that she consumes daily is simply astound-

weight at the rate of ten and twelve ouncesa day.

She
eats every hour during the day, and in the
night she wakes once In three hours, and
each time siie consumes from eight to ten
hum sandwiches lintshe h.m prepared and
placed at her bedside before rotiring.

HIS LAST SWIM.

Max Staddleman Drowned Near
Harbor View.

He Wai Seiied With Cramps and Disappeared
Before His Horrified Friend* Could

Rescue Him.

To drown within sight of friends who
are unable to attempt nrescue Increases the
horror of death in the waves. That is how
Max Staddleman, a well-known young up-
holsterer, lost his life yesterday afternoon
In the surf near Harbor View.

In company with a dozen friends he at-
tended a picnic eiven by the Madrid Benevo-
lent Association in Harbor View Park. It
was a merry party, and the young men
danced and sang until they declared they
could stand the heat no longer. After some
argument they agreed to adjourn to the
bath-house, on tho beach and take a Bwim.
Staddleman was the merriest of the party,
and continued to sing as he stepped from
his room, clad in the regulation bathing-
suit.

"I'm going to take a long swim," said
Staddleman, as he prepared to plunge into
the wavna.

"Don't do it, Max,"said a friend in dis-
may, "the undertow is strong, the water is
cold and you may be carried out to sea."

SWIMMING TO lIIS DEATH.
Staddleman, who had always been known

as a strong, steady swimmer, refused to
obey the warning. Itwould have i-aved his
life had he done so. He started off ai once
and soon distanced his friends, who pre-
ferred to remain incloso to the bench. On,
on he swam, iind his friends watched his
movements with interest, mingled with
alarm.

When out about 200 yards from shore he
was seen to cease tlie"line of his arms aud
6iuk beueath the waves. In a few moments
he arose to the surface, but sunk again and
was seen no more. At first his panic-
stricken fiiends could hardly realize what
they lia<j seen. Itwas several momenta be-
fore tin y became awureof his danger. Then
they rushed wildly along the beach aud
wrung their hands inagony.

BANK FItOM SIGHT."
Help, help bim, he's drowning," some

one cried. None of the party dartd swim
out that far and the work of rescue; did not
commence until one of the party su^uested
that a boat be sent out. It was several
minutes before a tioat was seemed from
lishernwii and rowed to the spot where the
daring swimmer was last seen. The men
rowed around in the vicinity for some time
ana then gave ud ail hope of rescuing the
unfortunate man. It was evident that he
had been seized by crumps, which caused
him to become perfectly helpl-ss in every
limb and to drown before help arrived.

Allefforts to find the body were without
avail, but tiie search was kept ud all the
afternoon. Policeman Jaim-s Kelly No. 2
was summoned. He wrapped up the drowned
man's clothes and took them to the Morgue.
He aiso brought a written statement of the
tragic occurrence from C. Herman, the pro-
prietor of the b.it h-!iou-e. Herman declared
that Staddlenißii was at least half a mile
from 6hore when he disappeared, but others
say the distance was not more than i.'OJyards
out. Itis feared that the body may be car-
ried out to sea by the strong current.

ing a member of the iharpsboothen and the
Gruetli Veiein. lie was single, Hged 30
years and roomed at the house oi his cousin,
Victor Strett, 1722 Clay street.

AN UNKNOWN MAN DUOWNEI).

The Body of a Mi-h!Ir-A [_-<\u25a0.! Man Found
I'lontiiii*In the l'.;i>.

The body of an unknown man was found
Boating in the bay near Section 3 of the sea-
wall yesterday morning and removed to the
Morgue. Qustave Lanjordrcre of 5.4 Ya-
llejo street discovered thu body, and by the
aid of bontruen towed it aslore. The de-
ceased was middle-aged and had the appear-
ance tt liaving beeu in the water several
days. He was poorly dressed, his clothing
consisting of n striped cotton shirt, striped
brown trotf-fis, black tftCK coat and buckled
brognns.

A REMARKABLE (JEM.

The Representation of the Famous Eiffel
Tower Sold.

The famous representation of EiffelTower
indiamonds was recently sold at auction in
Paris. Tins remarkable work of art, it
willbe remembered, wan constructed toward
the end of the Universal Exposition by a fa-
mous worker iv jewelry, named Martin
I'osuo. He was, unfortunately, not able to
finish the piece in time toexhibit, itwhile the
crowds who came to see the exposition were
in Paris, so that the receipts from its display
amounted to little, and the diamond tower
was seized to satisfy the claims ol certain
persons who had advanced the capital nec-
essary for its manufacture, at the head
of whom was Martin, who himself
had invested much capital in the venture.
He bad himself declared an adjudicator in
the matter and secured the tower at 220,000
francs. It is said by those who were at the
sale that the tower was an excellent bargain
at this price for the adjudicator, and that he
undoubtedly more than covered all his ad-
vances. There were 21,000 diamonds in the
tower, many .of tho brilliants weighing
nearly two c rats, ifthe (jems were of th*
first quality the total value of the. diamonds
alone ought to be nearly 100,000 franc.".

Granting that the eeius were only of ordi-
nary quality, ifsold individually t!iov could
have uroiluced, itis claimed, from 300,000 to
350,000 francs.— Paris special to St. Louis
Post-Dispatch.
