Information has oozed out and is or.
1 eyed to l>." correct that school-teachers'
salaries are to be reduced for the coining'
year. Tub reason given is that the funds
at the disposal of the department me not
sufficient to meet the present scale of ex-
penditure. A good many of these expenses
were banded down from the last board, ana
the prt sent board finds salaries the easiest
point of retrenchment One of Superin-
tendent Swett'a reports showed early In the
year that there were some thirty-five more
teachers than classes of the average number
of pupils. The natural policy would have
been to consolidate classes and to assign
teachers thus consolidated out to new
classes that it might be found necessary to
form. Cut lite board has preferred to elect
new teachers at the risk of having to re-
duce the salaried of those who have full
work as well as of those in charge of a
score or so of pupils. The most experi-
enced educators in the city have stated that
the School Fund is ample for ?11 purposes if
judiciously expended. With the money at

-the disposal of the board there was no
necessity of economizing en salaries. The
Call much regrets tlie action reported. If
a cut had to be made anywhere salaries of
?70 a :..'i.th and less should have been ex-
cepted.

SCHOOLB IS THE SOUTH.'

A contemporary publishes tables showiu™
that !he public- school enrollment in sixteen
Southern States is increasing much faster
than their copulation, while in an equal
iiU4iiber of Northern Spates with oue excep-
tion, the school enrollment is falling behind
the gener; 1 increase in population. Evi-
dences of progress in the South are es-
pecially welcome. The North remembers
Uiatvhen i.OOC.OOO freed men, mostly illit-
<-r;ite, were thrown upon the hands of the
white people of t!;e S.ut!:ern States, there
were niUgiviugs as to the result. A degree

of enlightenment is cousidered indispensa-
ble to the permanence of republican institu-
tions, and itwas a grave question whether
the ruling class in the Southern States
would be able to handle not only their own
Illiterate, but the almost solid mass ot
emancipated slaves. It is therefore with
feelings of pride and pleasure that the suc-
cess of the Southern people inovercoming
the difficulties in their way is received at
the Nostb. The comparison instituted
proves rothibg. Progress from a very low
percentage is easily niorf rapid than from a
higher percentage. Assuming that a school
enrollment of ;>0 per cent of the entire pop-
ulation includes all tie children .of school
a;;e, a State that maintained a school enroll-
ment nf 2Ti per cent could show but little

. progress, white a State that could show but
10 per cent might be expected to do much
lutter. The i-ixteen Southern fctates nen-
tioned are doing well, but they may con-
tinue to do well tome years without reaeh-
ii.K the educational standard of the States
with which comparison is made. The fact
that in most of the Northern States the
population is increasing more rapidly than
the school enrollment may be attributed to
the immigration of grown people. There is
also an increasing attendance upon private
schools. Probably there is no falling offin
the relative proportion of children attending
school in any Northern State, and it is ex-
ceedingly gratifying to find that the South,
which has been in the rear in this resj.ect, is

catching up.

For tern* years the New York Sun has
been waning war against the pet diminutives
of ladies' Christian names. The "Elizabeth"
who signed her name as "Bessie." th»
"Charlotte" who preferred to be "Lottie,"
the "Matilda" who thought "Tillie"more
inkeeping with her personality than the
BUM< fficiallygiven her, had no high place
in the Sun's opinion. The assertion was
often made in that journal that there was
no more sense in calling a young woman
''Bessie," "Lottie" or "Tillie" than in
speaking ofan elderly man of high position
as "Charlie" or "Tornruie," as the case
might be. The Sun has at last prevailed
upon the Kew York Board of Education to
require teachers to sign the names that
were given them at baptism. No more pet
names are toappear upon the rolls of school-
teachers. The City Superintendent is re-
quired to summon the "Bessles," "Lottios"
and "Tillies" to his office and ask them
their fullChristian names. The Sun seems
to have made nn unjustifiable attack upon a
woman* inalienable right. Why not let a
girl shed the stiff and perhaps unpro-
nounceable names bestowed upon her at a
time when she was unable to protest if she
wan ts 10? She does not need to be "Bes-
sie" at the age of 40 years because she was
nt the age of14 years. Some girls are never
associated in the minds of their companions

witha pet nnnie; to others the diminutive
seems entirely appropriate. There is no
lack of respect in the use of the pet names
it the relationship warrants. Legal docu-
ments fhould of course be signed by tho
legal name, but there is no harm in the "ie"
when proueily used.

THE FAVLOK SUIT.

The stilt of George W. Faylor to recover
£i>oOo fioiu a number of State Senators h

nmkine better progress than was expected.
Trie fact that the suit was on its face to

allow compensation for service which was
contrary to public good was looked upon rs
an obstacle to judicial investiga'.iou. But
Jiid^e Wallace does not considerit so. The
demurrer of the defendants to plaintiff's
amended complaint lias been overruled and
tiie case set for trial on Monday.

Stripped of legal verbiage, Faylor desires
to recover from certain Senators a share of
the financial results of a sale of Senatorial
votes at the last session of the Legislature.
Faylor does not claim that he. assisted
Senators in the performance of their le-
gitimate duties. lie claims to have con-
ferred withrevrt'senl;ilives of corporations
which nail bills before the Legislature.
The part he had to perform was apparently
to arrange the terms upon which a certain
iiumber of votes could be secured for this
or that measure . Taylor claims that he had
a good deal of running back and forth to
do. liwas not always an easy ta-->k to bring
representatives of corporations desiring to
buy votes and Senators having votes to sell
to an agreement its to the peicentage of the
profits the corporations expected to mate
out of the vro|>osed legislation that should
be allowed for Senatorial vets. lie claims,
however, to have succeeded in it sufficient
number of cases to realize a sum of which
his pro rata share would be SCCOO. The
public is curious to see the nature of the
defense that willbe ninde. Tiie impression

has been that it would take the shape of
coin and effect an abandonment of the suit,

liut as the case is set for to-morrow, the
time for a defense of that nature is short.
Possibly the answer will be that Faylor
rendered no service. This, under known
circumstances, would Imply that no bar-
gains for votes were made withcorporations
or individuals. If the defendants can
establish such a line of defense, they will
come out of the trial politically alive, no
matter what may be their financial condi-
tion. But no one anticipates such a result.
The general belief is that there was a com-
bination of Senators in the Legislature
which made a good deal of money from the
sale of their voles. If the trial separates

the wheat from the chaff, and burns the.
latter at the stake of public indiguation.it
willhave served a good purpose, whether
so intended • r not. •

TIIK MISSIIINAiUES IN HANGER.

1'r. A. P. Baoper, a missionary who has
been forty-seven years iv China, brings
rather alarming accounts of tho uprising
ngaiust th« foreign missionaries in that em-
pire. After recounting a number of attacks
upon missions and their inmates, he states
that on the day he left the Viceroy of the
province of Kwan^ttiug had called a meet-
ing of the foreign Consuls to warn tlii'in cf
t.i- necessity of combining for mutual pro-
lection; from which it may be inferred that
the Viceroy despaired of his own ability to

control the .anti-Christian mob;.
The venerable doctor ascribes the trouble

to a desire on the part of the Chinese race
to get rid of the Tartar element in the Gov-
ernment, and imputes to the mobs a savage
hatred of foreigners, arising from a belief
that foreigners tear out the eyes of children
to use them as medicines. ItIs not easy to
see bow the ancient rivalry between Tartar
and Chinaman would lead to interference j
with missions which have never sided with

'
either; nor willit be generally believed that
the old story about children's eyes has ob-
tained general credence. Such delusions
fun only be entertained by very small
classes of people. They are quickly refuted
by experience. They merely figure as pre-
texts to conceal race hatreds and provoke
race conflicts. The danger in which mis-
sionaries in China now stand must have a
more substantial cause than that.

The history of missionary work in China
has been a chronicle of endless strusgles to
disseminate Christianity among a people
who hated it, ana who were only restrained
from extirpating its apostles by the exhibi-
tion of force. For fifty years, at intervals

of a year or two, mobs have attacked the
missions, put the inmates in fear of their
1 ives, and done their best to wipe them out,
until they were dispersed by troops either
foreign or native. A few of them were put

to death, and the Chinese. Government paid
an indemnity for the outrage. The story
lias become painfully monotonous. Yet
such has been the devotion of the clergy to
the cause of true religion that these dangers
have not diminished the supply of mission-
aries. In the single province of Chih-li
fifty of them

—
all Americans— are now at

work; and in two prefectures alone, the
Japan Gazette reports that sixty Chris-
tian churches have been built, with con-
venient parsonages and pleasant glehes. It

dies not appear that the number of converts
corresponds with the number of mission-
aries. A high Christian authority lately
gave the former as 2.10,000, which is a small
proportion of the 400,000,000 inhabitants of
tlie Middle Kingdom. But the zeal of the
mis>ionaries has not been cooled by the
stubbornness of the heathen, nor has there
been any slackness in tlie willingness of
church members tocontribute to the support
of the miss ions.

The busine. s has now reached a crisis
which may be grave. Any day the tele-
gram may bring up word of the massacre of
a party of American missionaries in China
by a mob niuddenad by race prejudice and
boiling over with hatred of foreigners, who
are endeavoring to overthrow their creed.
Should such an accident unhappily occur,
itwould 1m impossible lot the Government
to ignore it.

There are at this moment more than 1000
Americans, Men and women, persons of
culture and education, who are carrying
their lives in their hand in their endeavor
to convert the Chinese lroui BttddbUtD, or
some other Oriental faith, to tiirisiianity.
Fifty years' experience proves that it is dif-
ficult to reconcile the Chinese masses to
their presence in the empire. Itthey are to

stay, how are they to be protected? Itis a
]>erplexing problem.

A WKUNG.

The case of Irene Colt is probably des-
tined to mark an epoch in the struggle of
women for their rights. Hiss Coit is the
daughter of a gallant veteran of the war,
who entered the ranks as a private and
came out Brigadier-General. The young
lady studied at the common schools of Nor-
wich, Conn., and acquired great proficiency
In languages. IShe presented herself as a
candidate for*,matriculation at Yp.le Col-
lege, and passed an examination which «as
perfectly satisfactory to the faculty.* But
she is a woman, and therefore, under an
old law of Hie university, she was pro-
nounced ineligible for admission. Yale,
unlike Harvard, Columbia, Berkeley and
Cornell, still adheres to the doctrine that
education is thrown away upon a woman.> \u25a0 These sporadic

would be amusing if they were not shame-
ful. They are so astonishing that one has
to pullone's self together to be sure that they
are real events. To deny higher education
to women in an age which has produced
Genrgc Eliot and which allots the highest
place in painting to llosa Bonbeur, in vocal
music to I'atti, in dramatic art to Sarah
Bernhardt. in medicine to Mrs. Putnam-
Jacobi. appears to be evidence of such
adherence to ancient fallacies that it al-
most argues infirmityof intellect. Itleads
one to wonder whether at Yale the clrcula-
tion of the blood is still denied, and the bo-
lief in Sorcery still prevails.
Itis puerile to argue that them is a law of

the university against the admission of
women. Yale's laws are not like the laws
of the Medea and Persians, which could
never be amended. Inintelligent communi-
ties, laws are constantly being altered to
suit changed circumstances and ripened
knowledge. Itis as disgracefuUto leave a
bad law in force after its badness has been
rroved as it is to enact a bad law in the
first instance. There must be some power
somewhere which can amend the univer-
sity rules so that they shall harmonize with
enlightened public opinion. That that
power has not been invoked justifies the im-
pression that at Yale the march of progress
cannot override the vis inertife.
Itis singular thnt the haunts of learning

Bhould so often be tut. .-efiige of decayed
superstitious, and thy hotbed o£ absurd

theories. The University of Oxford iv
England has always been more or less a
political institution. Vnliilately, it enjayed
representation in the British I'nrliameut.
The students have always entertained views
of their owu on public affairs, and have not
been backward iv expressing them on com-
mencement day. Itis believed that there
has seldom been an occasion on which the
university was right on political questions,
seldom a reform that it did not oppose.
It had bean supposed, until now, that this
tendency to espouso tlfb wrong ftide was
peculiar to the English college, but it seems
itis not •

firm had sold the banking firm of Kuffers &
Sons. Proef having been made that the
bond sold had been stolen and payment
stopped, the brokers pleaded that it was the
custom of tin.' London Stock Exchauge to sell
Inmis known to have been stolen to persons
ignorant of the theft. In sailing the stolen
Dond they pleadf.d that they hart but fol-
lowed custom, anu were consequently not
liable for the loss. Several brokers suni-

nioned as witnesses admitted that the cus-
tom of the exchange was a.-< the defendants,
had described. But a jury took another
view of the case, and the brokers were held
responsible. The incomprehensible feature
in the case is the open admission of brokers
not interested that the rules of the Stuck
Exchange permit the sale of stolen property
if a person can be found Ignorant of the
fact that ithad been stolen. The London
Slock Exchange appears to be somewhat
likoan institution known in this country as
a "fence," the conductor of which fre-
quently conies incontact with the law, on the
ground that "the receiver Is as bad as the

BUSKED FOtt LYINtt.
The Inhuman Method Adopted by a Lon-

don Mother.
Recently, in one of the London police

courts, a married woman was charged with
cruelly ill-treating her son, aged 7, by plac-
ing a hot poker in his mouth. A lodger in
the same house as the prisoner stated that
on Saturday afternoon the prisoner sent her
boy on an errand to a baker's shop, and that
the child returned and laid that he had lost
the money, three pence. Shortly afterward
the prisoner went out, and on her return
she told witness that -lie did not believe her
&on's story, and that she had gone to see the
woman at the baker's shop, who told her
that the best way of curing a child of telling
falsehoods wa3 to burn its tongue with hot
curling-irons. The prisoner added that she
had not tiie irons, but she would use a
poker, and then went upstairs to her
rooms. Witness did not believe that the
prisoner would do such a thing, but
soon a.'terward she heard the boy scream-
ing, and rumiing upstairs to the
prisoner's sitting-room she saw a small
poker in tne tire. Tii« prisoner admitted
that she had used the poker in the way she
had threatened to do, and witness ou exam-
ining the chiid found that his tougue and
the side of his mouth were burned. She
was i.iii,,/,<: at the cruel conduct of the
mother, and communicated with the police.
The prisoner was taken into custody soon
afterward.

A doctor who had examined the child said
that the front of his tongue was burned,
though not very seriou ily, and also the side
of his mouth. The pii-oner in defense said
that her son had on two or three occasions
when sent on errands .stolen some of tho
money, and afterward told lies about it. He
had also told lies about other matter*, and
on Saturday, in consequence of the advice
Kiveti her by the woman at the. baker's
simp, she determined to break him once for
all of the habit. The woman tnld her that
if she used a pair of hot curling-irons or a
skewer itwould cure the boy of lying iu-
stitutly,adding that she must not make the
inetiuniput too hut, but hot euoiißli to make
thi) child feel it. The woman said she had
known two or three children to be cuied iv
this way.
