whether the bill would have the support of
the Irish members. T. M. Healy said that
it would have their support.

The intimatisn made by Balfour in the
Commons, says a special cable correspond-
ent, to the effeet that a local goverziment
bill for Ireland based on the same lines as
the English and Scoteh aets will be intro-
duced by the Government at the next ses-
sion of Parliament, is founded on fact, and
such a measure will certainly become a part
of the Government programme for the next
session. The discussion of the estimates in
Parliament has been made ihe occasion for
long reviews in the press, in which the im-
proved condition of Ireland, the fact that
agrarian erime has diminished, trade in-
creased, evictions lessened in number, boy-
cotiting almost ceased, the plan of campaign
become almost extiuct, and emigration de-
creased, are considerably touched upon.

THE LAKE ROUTE.

A Grain-Laden Steamer From Duluth Arrives
at Liverpool.

LoxpoxN, July 21.—The new American
steel steamer Charles W. Wetmore, which
sailed from Duluth, Minn., in the latter part
of June, arrived at Liverpoo! to-day. The
Wetmore is an inland-built steamer and
her cargo, consisting of 95,000 bushels of
grain, is the first grain eargo shipped from a
lake port direzt to Liverpool without being
rebandird. The route was down the lakes
from Duluth, through the Welland Canal,
down the St. Lawrence River and across the
Atlantic. The success of the voyage Is evi-

DISTRESS IN BUENOS AYRES.

Famine and Financial Ruin Threaten the
People of the Argentine Republic.

THE CANNIBALISM STORY.

Result of Mrs. Jameson's Inquiries in the
Heart of Africa.

Loxpox, July 21.—For some weeks past
Mrs. Jameson has heen in the heart of
Africa, engaged in making eareful inquiries
to test the accurzey of the cannibalism story
in which her husband was implicated. as
having bought a clild, who was killed and
eaten by the native forces belongingto Tippoo
Tib at Stanley Fails. Mrs. Jameson visited
her husband’s grave, and has held personal
interviews not only with thechiefs and war-
riors, but also with the carriers with whom
her husband was brougiit into contact. It
is said that she will shortly return to Eun-
gland, when she will publish a reply to the
story which was told by Stanley as having
been told to him. It is also said that
when Mrs. Jameson’s book comes out
it will create a sensation. Very recently
Tippoo Tib, who has just arrived in Z nzi-
bar, was interviewed about the Jameson in-
cident, and he gave assurance that Jame-
son himself was quite innocent in the mat-
ter and that he could not have prevented the
act of cannibalism had he wished to do so.

Tennessee Militia Ready to Start
for Briceville,

Reso!ntions Adopted at a Meeting of the
Miners at Coal Creek.

A Commlttee Appointed to Arbitrate With
Governor Buchanan — Assistance Of-
fered From 2 Kentucky Town.

KNOXVILLE (Tenn.), July 21.—The mine
trouble is in statu quo, and the end no one
can see. Five hundred militia-inen have
arrived and are now in camp. Brigadier-
General Carues says that ha is simply wait-
ing for orders from Governor Buchanan.
The Constitution and laws of Tennessee are
peculiar and anomalous. The Governor of
the State is in doubt as to whether he can
order out the military legally, and it is sure
he cannot p:oclaim martial law throughout
the mining region. 7To endeavor to proceed
against tlie miners civilly would be folly, as
the sympathy of all classes is with the
miners, and convietion would be almost im-
possible.

At Coal Creek, since Sunday night until
this morning, the telegraph wires have been
in the hands of the miners, and nothing has
been sent out except such as they ullowed
the operator to send. This morning there
were rumors there that a large military
force was coming to reinstate the convicts,
but no one knows the truth of such rumors.
There is shown at Coal Creek great hatred
of Governor Buchanan, and threats are
openly made thatit will not do for him to
return there, Special telegrams from Coal
Creek and DBriceville are seunt by train to
Knoxviile, as the miners will not permit
news detrimental to them to be seut.

The trouble at Briceville commenced last
week., About 400 armed strikers attacked
the guards who had charge of fifty felons
and liberated them. Governor Duchanan
was immediately notified and responded by
ordering two companies from Chattanooga
and one from Knoxville to the scene, Of
the fifty convicts taken from the guards at
Briceviile two escaped and the others were
brought to this city. When the militia ar-
rived they took the econvicts back with
them and warnped the mob that they would
protect them at all hazards. Governor Bu-
chanan at once proceedel to the seat of
trouble and in a neat speech explained his
pesition to the rebellious miners, He told
them that it was his sworn duty to uphold
the law, and il the convict leass system was
wrong Lie was not to blame, and that the
only recourse of the men was through the
Legislature. The miners anuounced that
their families were starving and that they
were compelled to drive out the convicts if
it cost the life of every man iu the valley.

NasuviLrLg, July 2L.—A special from
Coal Creek, Tenn., to the American says:
“A meeting of miness was held this afcer-
noon. \When the men first assembled there
were a few hot heads, but they were quickly
suppressed. There were speeches by a
number of leaders, all of a conservative tone
and advising againsl any act in violation of
law. The men said they simply wanted the
convicts sent away, anud nothing more or
less. Finally a resolution was unanimously
passed to appoint a committee of five to go
to Knoxville and Nashville, if necessary, to
confer with Governor Buchanan and arbi-
trate the present difficulties. Commissioner
Ford and Assistant Alleman were invited
and asked to go with the committee.

*‘Resolutions were unanimously passed
that each man pledge himself on his honor
that not one dollar’'s worth of property
would bedestroyed, and that the company’s
property should be guarded. It was fur-
ther determined that no omne shonld offer
violence to any one except in self-defeuse.
There is a seuse of relief and quiet since
the meeting.

*“*A telegram was received from the Ken-
tucky side at Joyce to-day coffering a large
number of men in case help was needed.
The reply was for the men to hold them-
selves in readiness in ease they were called
for. Nearly every man present at the meet-
ing had asho gunora Winchester rifle, be-
siaes a revolver.

CoArn CreEgg, July 21.—At 10 o’clock this
evening everything was quiet. The miners
are firmly eonvinced that they will eventu-
ally trininph, and so long as this fealing
pravails no violence will ba done. The be-
lief is increasing that the Governor has no
authority to sead the militia here. The
men renew their assurances made at this
afternoon’s meeting that no violence will
be done to mine property.

MeMpHIs, July 21.—A spacial from Nash-
ville savs: Governor Bucianan and At-
torney-General Pickle have been closeted
to-day considering the question of the le-
gality of the Governor’s action in ordering
the militia to Briceville a{lcr the Sheriff had
left the scene. Pickle, late this afternoon,
handed in a written opinivn to the Gover-
nor, in which, it is understood, he says the
Governor’s action is justified by law in
sending troops, but they can only be used
under civil authority, and unless the Sheriff
comes forward and again asks for assist-
auce the militia will have to be recalied.
The Governor is very indignant at the
Sheriff for his fatlure to uvhold the dignity
of the law. It is also understood that the
Governor will make another attempt to
pacify the miners. Should he fail he will
probably call an extra session of the Legis-
lature and leave the matter in the General
Assembly’s hands.

GENERAL NICOLAL

Death of a Son of a Well-Known Embassador
Under an Assumed Nams,

NEw Yorg, July 21.—Just thirty vears
ago General Nicolai, son of the well-known
Embassador, and whose name was on every-
body’s lips in connection with the Russian
war, mysterivusly disappeared. Last week
Father John Louis died at La Grande

- Chartreuse, in cunsequense of an accident,

and it turns out that he was the wissing son

of the Embassador. His ce!l has since been
given to the nephew of one of the De Brog-
lies, who is known as the father of Dom
Charles, and he had long been believed by
his former friends of the Jockey Club to be
traveling in the interior of Africa. A few
ears since De Broglie was, known both in
aris and London as one of the smartest
examples of the French jeunesse doree.

STONEWALL JACKSON.

Tribute to the Memory of a Famous Con-
federate General.

LexiNeTON (Va.), July 21.—This is the
thirtiethanniversary of the battle of Manas-
sas, and Lexington, a quiet agricultural vil-
lage, in which was spent the life-time of
Stonewali -Jackson, the most picturesque
figure of the Southern Confederacy, is brill-
iant with life and color, while 10,000 stran-
gers are assembled within its environs, to
participate in the exercises incideat to the
unveiling of a monument symbolic of the
esteem and veneration felt for the great
soldier,

The weather is superb,a frash, cool breeze
tempering the rays of the sun. The streets
and buildings are appropriately decorated.
Three beautiful arches exiend over the
main street and banuners with the name of
Jackson’s different battles printed on them
swing within 100 yards of each other across
the line of march. On one appears Jack-
son’s noted telegram after the battle of
MeDowell: “God blessed our arms with
victory at McDowell yesterday.” Long
streamers of Confederate States’ flags and
battle flags, set off with national colors,
decorats the houses, and Le«’s mausoleum

.i8 covered with evergreens and cut flowers.

THE STATUE.

The statue stamds on an eminence of a
circle in the center of the Citv Cemetery on
Main street, well set off with giant trees.
The sculptor is the Virginian, Edward V.
Valentine, who designed the Lee monu-
ment. ‘The statue isof bronze and of heroic
size. It portrays Jackson with uncovered
head leaning on his sword and resting on his
left leg, looking out upon the field of
battle. In the right haund at his sideis a
field-glass. The figure isclad in the full
uniform of a Confederate Lieutenant-
General, The scabbard of the sword was
medel-d from Jackson’s own sword. The
statue proper measuares eight feet and sur-
mounts the granite pedestal, ten and a half
feet high.

THE PROCESSION.

The parade ground of the Virginia Mili-
tary Institute was the piace of formation of
the procession, which was under the direc-
tion of General James A. Waikerof Wythe,
Va., the only surviving commander o. the
Stonewnll Brigade, and the members of
General Walker’s staff oceupied ths right.
The staff was followed by the Stonewall
Band of twenty pieces, heading the Rock-
bridge (Va.) Baitery, under Colonel W illiam
Poague, with the guus of the battery oper-
ating under General Jacksor at the first
battle of Mannssas. The guns belong to the
Virginia Military Institute, and before the
war the cadets received instruction in their
use from the hero of Chancellorsvile. The
remainder of the procession was made up
of the survivors of the Stonewall Brigade,
consisting of tha Second, Fourth, Fitth,
Twenty-seventh and "Thirty-third Virginia
reziments, under command of Colonel An-
drew Jackson Grisby and Colonel J. K.
Edmondson; a Maryland band an ! Conf ed-
erate veterans of the armyv aud navy from
Maryland, under General Bradley T. John-
sou: various Confederate camps and car-
riages, one of which contained Geperal
Jubal A. Early, orator of the day; Geueral
Wade Hampton, who presided over the cer-
emonies; Edward V. Valentiue, sculptor;
Mrs. T, J. Jackson, General Rosser and a
pumber of distinguished Confederate offi-
cers and the ladies of the Monument Com-
mittee.

LITERARY EXERCISES

The procession first moved_to the campus
of the Washington and Lee University and
halted about the platform, which was hands
somely decorated. Rev, Dr. H. C. Hopkin
of West Virgzinia, wno, as clhaplain of the
Second Virginia Regiment, was with Jack-
son in nearly all his fights, cpened the cere-
monies with praver.

General Wade Hampton introduced the
orator of the day, General Jubal A. Early,
aud Colonel Thomas M. Simmes, who read
two puems, entitled ** Stonewall Jackson’s
Way” and *Over the River,”

General Early’s speech throughout was
mild and full of argument, being little more
or less than a eulogistic sketeh of Jackson’s
life.

Here little jula Jackson Chris-
tian, from an elevated platform, pulled the
cords which sustained the veil over the
statue and exposed it to view while the

The weak point in this plan is that it would
not deprive the Alton of the power to do
mischief, for, by a wholesale slashing of
rates, it wounld nrevent the other roads from
deriving any benefit from the heavy increase
in the tonnage that is expected to mark the
remaining months of the year.

THE DESERT LAKE.

Director Powell of the Geological Survey
Explains the Mystery.

NEwW Yorg, July 22—Major John W.
Powell, Director of the United States Geo-
logical Survey, believes that the new lake
which has recently been growing in Colo-
rado Vailey is the overflowing of the Colo-
rado River through a neavly made mouth, He
says tlie traditions of the Indians are by no
means the only evidence that this basin has
been filled wholly or partially before since
the delta was formed, and that a portion of

the Gulf of California was cut off
and left to evaporate under terrific heat
of the sun. he Colorado has been

vlaying pranks of this sort on several occa-
stons. Along the hills which form the sides

-of this basin there are shore marks which

indicate that at different times the basin has
been flooded to different heights, and
then when the river cut back throngh
its old channel the evaporation has
agaln changed the lake to a parched desert.
The indications are that the valley has been
inundated within fifty yvears. There is no
immediate danger of the basin being filled,
because it requires a large volume of water
to fill it to the river level, and the
evaporation is something wonderful. The
waters of the Colorado are saline, for the
river flows through bels of rock salt at
places many miles up from its mouth, and
the successive deposits from the waters of
this river as they have flooded the valley
and then dried up have largely added to
the original deposit.

BUSINESS ISsSUES.

Remarks of Senator Sherman at the Cincis-
nati Chamber of Commerce.

CixcINNATL July 21.—This afternoon, at
the close of ’Change hours, Senator Sher-
man was escorted into the Chamber of Com-
merce. He was greeted with loud applause
and a speeeh was called for. The Senator
in part said: “All the issues of the day
are business issues, I am not going to talk
polities; but there are issues that appeal to
the business man, whether Le be a Demo-
crat or a Republican. The mode of levying
taxes will alwayvs eause a difference of opin-
ion, and parties will alwavs divide upon the
question of hew shall money be raised to
support the Government, and so the muode
of levying taxes interests you all. Now, the
question is, is the way we have done ita
wise one ? Take the question of the develop-
ment and protection of sugar. We are ex-
perimenting with the production of sugar by
means of Lhe beet, as well as with the cane.
There is the question of tin. Wa hear a
gooed deal about tin horns and the like. We
consume about 600,000 tons of tin, Now, the
tin of commerce is about 95 per cent iron,
and the question is how to produce our own
tin, and we are experimenting to that end.
There is the question of reciproecity with na-
tions; & special arrangement by which we
can get articles in free which we donot
produce ourselves, by reciproeating with
other nations on something which they can-
not produce. Reciproeity ane the question
of silver are issues which touch the pockets
of all business men.”

Its Works.

STEELTON (Pa.), July 2L.—Evervthing [is
quiet at the furnaces, The assoctation men
will try to-morrvw to dissuade thenon-mems-
bers from working.

This action, it is said, was taken
after the company discovered that there was
not sufficient men to continue operations.

MINNEAPOLIS, July 21. — Joe Ellings-
worth of New York, ex-amateur middle-
weight champion ot America, and Harris
Martin, better known as “the Black Pearl,”
of Minneapolis, fought to a finish to-night
under the auspices of the Twin City Ath-
letie Club before a large crowd of specta-
tors. The fight was for a purse of $1500.
Four-ounce gloves were used, and each con-
testant weighed a fraction less than 150
pounds. Henry Seely was the referee.

First round—Both men sparred for an
opening, and Ellingsworth got in a couple
of good body blows as time was ealled.

Second round—Ellingswoerth led out with
his right and left, nearly sending Pearl to
the ground. After an exchange of half a
dozen smart blows Pearl, following up an
advantage, drew first blood from Ellings-
worth’s neck, sending him to the ground.

Third round — A vicious upper-cut fol-
lowed with a left lunge sent Eilingsworth
on his back. A blow bebind the left ear
sent him down again. After the exchange
of face and Lody blows, a stomach blow
sent him down again, and before the end of
the round he was fluored for the fourth time
by a right-hander.

Fourth round — The New Yorker was
hardly able to keep his ,feet in this round.
“Throw up the sponge,” “Don’t murder
the man,” cried the audience, but he was
game. Pearl rained blow after blow upon
his face and body, sending him to his cor-
ner four times in as many seconds.

Fifth round—This was a repetition of the
preceding round, Ellingsworth making but
an infant’s resistance, while the blood
flowed from his face. An upper-cut sent
him reeling across the ring. He tried to
rise, but fell back just as his seconds threw
up the sponge. Martin was practically un-
touched, while Ellingsworth was badly pun-
ished.
