PAR1S, July 22.—Horrible scenes have
been witnessed during the past week on
and sbout the Place de la Roquette, where
criinals are executed by the gulllotine.
Crowds of the lowest of the low have assem-
bled there every evening and passed the
night In the vicinity, eagerly waiting an op-
portunity to witness the execution of mur-
derer Berland and his accomplice Dore. On
Saturday morning a large crowd gathered
about the place in expectation of seeing the
execution, which was postponed on account
of the marriage of Executioner Deibler’s
son. Since that time, Sunday morning ex-
cepted, a number of voyous and their con-
sorts, as well as a certain number of people
of the better class, have gathered each
morning about the prison and the execution
place, singing, shouting and using profane
language. This morning tbe crowds were
more riotous and otherwise offensive than
usual. Consequently the police have been
compelled to charge the crowds, making
many arrests and somewhat clearing the
neighboerhood. The gargotles, restaurants,
drinking saloons and other public resorts in
the neighborhced have, throughout the
week, been doing a booming business as a
result of this blood thirsty expectancy, and
when the police had cleared the streets the
officers had another quite as lively a task
clearing out the most disorderly of these
drinking pla Here again many arrests
were a pumber of bideously
drupken men and women, velling and fight-
ing, were taken tothe police stations, soil-
ing the very air throu hich they passed
by the horrible languaze with which they
profaned it

Two murders, similar in character to those
ascribed to Jack the Riyper, have been com-
mitted in Marseilles within a week., A
man, giviny an Italian pame, twice took

s accompanied by a woman, and in
1 case the woman was afterward found
murdered, having been strangled and then
mutilated. A letter sent to the police stated
that these crimes were the beginning of a
series.

THE

The Line of Policy Outlined for the New Papal
Nuncio.

RoMmE, July 23.—In connectlon with the
reception accorded ¢n Monday to Mr., Fer-
rata, the new Papal Nuucio at Paris, by
President Carnot, and the nuncio’s an-
nouncement that he hoped to draw closer
the ties existing between the Vatican and
France, it is learned that prior to his de-
parture from Rome Ferrata had a long con-
ference with the Pope and Cardinals
Rampolla and Rotelli. As a result of these
conferences he must have mapped out the
line of couduct for the application in France
of the republican policy of Cardinal Lavi-
gerie. ‘T'he Vatican is absolutely decided,
In spite of the threats and persuasions of
the monarchists, to cox%inue the policy of
adhesien to the republ ¢ in order to restore
France to union and to religious and
'pr‘]ltical pacification. The renewal of the
Triple Alliance will only give strength to this
evolution, which will mark a new departure
in the international ecclesiastical policy
of the Holy See. The programwe of Fer-
rata will consist first, in applying this
prineiple to the Cgnstitutional ftight. the
party of M. Pibu in the Chamber of Depu-
ties; second, in prevailing upon the Bishops
and clergy to make a solemn act of adhesion,
and thirdly, to constitute & vast Catholic
union in the country outside of the old
dynastic partiess. The Vatican wishes,
sbove all, that the monarchical parties
should not meddle in the movement.

THE CHILEAN WAR.

France and Portugal Refuse to Permit Enlist-
ment of Sailors.

LoxpoN, July 23.—It is stated here that
the Chilean cruiser President Pinto, as she
was about to leave France, received an!in-
timation that she must immediately 1.nd all
the men on board of her who were French
subjects.

NATIVE GOLD.

Rich Specimens Found in the Placer Mines
of Nicaragna,

GRAXADA (Nicaragua), July 23. — The
famous placer mines at Prinzapolka have
again started the gold fever throughout
Central America. Gold nuggats weighing
from six to thirty-eight pounds, twenty-
tyo carats fine, were lataly found there, A
Nicaragua soldier stationed at the mines
discovered a nugget weighing eighteen
pounds, which he sold at Leon for §2000.

Senor Cabezas, who has just come from
the mines, has with bim rich specimens of
native gold. He says that there aro numer-
ous pocketsdistributed in all directions, ob-
viously caused by the voleavie upheaval of
the lower strata, throwing gold mineral to
the surface. The excessive heat melted
the gold, causing it to flow over the ground
like a stream of lava.

NEwW YoRrg. July 23.—Haytians who are
now in this city say that the revolution
against Hippolyte may break out within a
week, or perhaps not for a month or two,
but that it is bound to come. In faet, they
have left thelr country so that they may
not  be present at the - outbreak.
They are all prominent men, profess to be
true patriots and are pdssessed of wealth
and influence. It would not be too much to
say that they are the real leaders of tlie pro-
posed revelution. They are going to France*
and will sail Friday on the La Bourgoyne.
A Tribune reporter learned in talking to
several of them that the feeling in Hayti is
that of sullen subjection. There are about
500 Hayvtians in exiie. Most of them are in
Kingston, Jamaica, and others at Coion and
St. Thomas. The exiles pronose to secure a
ship arnied and equipp=d with 400 men and
sail for Port au Prince.

OTTAWA, July 23.—At a meeting of the
Privil-ges and Elections Committee, Robert
H. McGreevy, who is one of the most active
prosecutors of the charges of corruption
against his brother, Hon. Thomas Mec-
Greevy, testified that he obtained from Lar-
kin, Connolly & Co., after a cross-wall con-
tract had been obtained for the firm through
his influence, notes to the value of $23 000,
a part of which had been used by Thomas
MecGreevy in the paying of a personal debt
of §27.000. Robert H. McGreevy in contin-
uing his evidence stated that he had been
instrumental in receiving for Thomas from
Larkin, Connolly & Co. $£22,000 for further
influence used to obtain for the firm a cen-
tract to complete a dock,

WHEAT DEAL.

Movement of the Farmers' Alliance to
Corner the Entire Crop.

St. PAvrL, July 23.—St. Paul has been
made the headquarters of a national move-
ment by the Unitea Farmers’ Alliance to
corner the entire wheat crop of the country.
At 317 Wabash street for several days a
large force of employes has been engaged in
sending out circulars with the view of hay-
ing all elasses of farmers keep back their
wheat crop until prices have been advanced
to a high point., The plan is to unite the
farmers in a gigantic wheat trust, in which
the producers shall be stockholders, and by
which speculators and wheat buyers will be
squeezed to the wall. George M. Muller, an
editor and a prominent Alliance man, is at
the head of the movement. ‘The wheat crop
of the Unitea States of 1891 is esthinated at
500,000,000 bushels. The promoters of the
Farmers” Trust believe that four-fifths of
this can be heid back by farmers from four
to eight weeks, by which it is though: prices
will go skyward. Circulars already have
been tent to Secretaries of alliances in all
the wheat-growing States.

WAsHINGTON, July:23.—H. W. Avyer, Sec-
retary to President Polk of the Farmers’
Alliance and manager of the * Reform
Press Bureau,” says the work of sending
out eirculars designed to show the farmers
of the country that it is to their advantage
to hold back the wheat erop, is activel
proceeding in this city as well as-St. Paul.
Avyer said that already 400,000 of these cir-
culars have been sentout from Washing-
ton, and during the next few days an
average of 100,000 a day will be mailed until
more than 1,000,000 circulars altogether
are issued. The circular will also be pub-
lished in 2000 weekly papers with which the
bureau is connected. Information that the
Issue of such a cireular by the Alliance men
was in contemplation became public premae
turely about two weeks ago, when a circu-
lar in course of preparation was published
in a newspaper. The final decision to issue
the circular had not at that time been
reached.

ST. PAUL, July 23.—Presiflent Ignatius
Donnelly of the Minnesota Alliance has
issued a circular to the members of the
Farmers’ Alliance of Minnesota, in whieh
he disclaims any connection with the move-
ment for withliolding a part of the wheat
crop to raise the prices, By covertallusions
to the wheat ring deals he casts cold water
on the movement and leaves the inference
that it is unauthorized.

Action on Governor Buchanan’s
Decision. :

Resolations Unanimously Adopted at a
Hiass-Meeting at Coal Creek.

Kn Unsatisfactory Conference—The Convicts
to Be Retorned to Work at Briceville,
Possibilities of a Confliet.

NASHVILLE (Tenn.), July 23.—The min-
ers’ committee, which went to Coal Creek
to-day to communicate Governor Buchan-
an’s decision to the men, reached their
destination at noon. A mass-meeting was
immeadiately called and the spokesmen of
the comimittee detailed their conferences
with the Governor and the resuits thereof.
They said the committee had received con-
cessions and, in thelr opinion, the men cugnt
to muke some. This did not meet with any-
thing like universal satisfaction, but the
implicit confidence the miners have in their
leaders was shown by a unanimous vote to
accept the report of the Committee on Reso-
Intions. The gist of the resolutions was that
the convicts should be returned to the
mines, the miners guaranteeing that they
would not be molested. The militia will be
ordered home, and sixly days will be al-
lowed to convene the l.egislature, during
which tima no convict shall be molested and
no property shall be destroved, and the
miners, if necessary, will place guards to
see that th2 promises are kept good. The
miners’ committee returned to Knoxville
this evening to confer with the Governor.

The conference with the Governor this
evening lasted three hours, and ended
without satisfactory results. Governor Bu-
chanan declined to consider a proposition
for an armistice, on the ground that it would
be an implied compromise with violators of
the law, and if the Legislature declined to
comply with the demands of the miners
acts of violence might be renewed with im-
punity. *The comwittee disclaim _any
threats, but the Governor was firm. There
is no longer any doubt but tnat he will re-
turn the convicts to the mines at Coal €. eek
and Briceville. The Conference Committee
is of the opinion that if they are returned
with only _such gnards as are necessary to
keep them in custody there will be no inter-
ference with them until the L-*,;isln{un-, hs
acted, but if the militia returns with them
they fear a terrible conflict way follow. The
Governor will meet the committee again in
the moruning.

UNDELRGROUND TRACKS.
Plans for a System of Rapid Trarsit in New
York.

NEw YoRrEK, July 23.—The Rapid Transit
Commissioners have decided upon a plan
for travel for the East Side, It provides for
an underground four-track railway, diverg-
ing from the proposed Broadway line at or
near Fourteenth street, thence under Uunlon
square to Fourth avenue, under Fourth and
Purk avenues to mear and south of Forty-
second street, thence by a suitable eurve to
the westward under such private property
and streets as shall be found practicable to
Madison avenue, at or near Forty-fourth
street, thence under Madison avenue to a
point near Ninety-sixth street, thence curv-
ing eastward to a point 100 feet east of Madi-
son avenue, thence by a viaduet over other
property parallel to and not less than 100
feet from Madisou avenue to a point near
and south of One Hundred and Thirty-
fourth street, thence by a curve to the east-
ward and by a bridge across Harlem River.

The general plan of construetion, to a
point near Ninety-sixth street, will be
either by a double-deck tunnel, with two
tracks upon each deck, or four tracks upon
the level, as may be found to be most ex-
pedient, and as near the surface as shall be
found practicable.  From Ninety-sixth
street porth the rout- is to be by viaduet to
Harlemn River. The,motive-power will be
eleciricity or some other power not requir-
ing combustion. 1t will take the engineers
a month to complets the preliminary plans
for the structure for preseuntation to the
Board of Aldermen. Little will be known
until they are finished. In a general way It
may be said that the road will resemble
closely the road proposed years ago by the
Arcade Cowpany. Tuat is, it will be four
tracks on the level, and they will be as
near to the surface of the street as safety
will permit. The track will be as far un-
derground as the present elevated strue-
tures are in the alr.

GRAIN BINDING.

Radical Improvements Over the 0ld Method
of Harvesting.

Concerning the Refurn of the
Chinese,

Diplomat'c Complications Arising With the
Minister From Great Britain,

What Constitutes a Domicile for a China-
man—The Position Taken by the
Government Qfficials.

WAsHiNGTox, July 23.—Interesting com-
plications may pussibly oceur with the Cana-
dian Government in consequence of the re-
tura of the Chinaman arrested at Port
Huron, Mich., in an attempt to eunter this
country in violation of the law. The ques-
tion at issue between the British Minister
and the Treasury Depart-uent seems to be
as to what constitutes legal residence in
Canada. Attorney-Gsneral Miller's recent
decision says that Chinamen must be re-
turned to China unless they can prove
“domicile” in Canada or some other coun-
try. How long and under what conditions
must the Chinaman have been a 1esident in
Canada to make nim a citizen or subject of
Canada’s Government is the question which
will perplex the State and Treasury depart-
ments in a few days. 1ln the case of the
Detroit Chinaman, on whieh Attorney-Gen-
eral Miller’s recent decision was based, this
matter was not touched upon, except inci-
dentally, but at the same time Attorney-
General Miller istated that the Exclusion
Actmu.t apply against all Chinese laborers,
whether subj-cts of China, Mexico, Canada
or any other country. Now the question
arises, will other countries submit to the ex-
clusion of their *wcitizens” or ‘‘subjects,”
even though they are Chinamen ?

This is an interesting point that might
possibly involve the United States in com-
plications with England, especially as Brit-
ish Minister Pauscefote is inclined to regard
all such matfers with much coneern without
raising this point as yet. In his note to the
Treasury Department he claims that this
Port Huron Chinaman Is, by residence, en-
titled to be returued to Canada as his adopt-~
ed country. The matter in dispute will be
discussed for the next few days. Assistant
Secretary Spalding was sean by your cor-
respondent to-day, and he said: *We in-
tend to stand squarely by Attorney-General
Miller’s decision. Chinamen must prove be-
yond auy doubt whatever that they are not
merely temporary residents or *sojourners’
in Canada, but are, under all the circum-
stances, entitled te recognition as Canadian
subjects or citizens.”

“Suppese this latter is established by
them, what then?” he was asked.

“I'hey would, of course, be excluded just
the same,” said he. *'Of course we must
earry out the law of Con:ress to the very
letter, but as to the deportation of captured
Chinamen that is another matter w hich must
be considered hereafter.”

A TRANS-MEXICAN ROAD.

Word bas been received by the Bureau of
American Republies that the Monterey and
Mexican Gulf Railroad will be opened in a
few days to the Mexicau Gulf port of Tam-
pico. Mazitlan, the largest Mexican city
on the Pacifiz Coast, will be the western
ferminus of the road. 1t will thus become
the transcontinental line. The Government
has spent and will spend several miillions of
dollars on improving the harber at Tam-
pico, which is three-quarters of a mile wide
with water of suflicient depth for any
draught of vessel, aud steps are now being
taken to do the same at Mazatian, where it
is said the best harbor on the Pacifie Slope
south of San Frauncisco can be made,

THE GRAND ARMY ENCAMPMENT.

Washington is making great efforts to
secure the Grand Army of the Republic en-
campment here for next year. [t seemns to
be understcod that Washington can secure
it if £50,000 is guaranteed to provide for the
entertainment. Colonel Staples, the pro-
prietor of Wiltard Hotel, is the chief muver
in the affuir. He said to-day that in a meet-
ing held recently at his hotel the committee
reported that $350,000 had been subscribed,
lacking a few hundred dollars. Colonel
Staples at the head of a committea will leave
for Detroitin a few days to urge Washing-
ton as the place. They will be armed with
maps, showing that the Washington Con-
veution would be located in the midst of
many ecelebrated old battle-fields. Besides
this inducement many old soldiers have
a0t been in Wishington since 1865, and
they would doubtless view the marvelous
changes since that time with some aston-
ishment.

CROP PROSPECTS.

The Monthly Bu'letin Issusd by the Agri-
cultual Department,

WasmnNGTon, July 23.—The monthly
crop bulletin of the Agriculiural Depart-
ment, issued to-day, says: The average
condition of Califernia wheat is 98. Never,
perhaps, have the grain crops looked more
premising.

The acreage of potatoes is considerably
more than last year. Southern California
is producing & great many for export East,
Los Angeles and neighboring countles will
have about 2590 car-loads for export.

About 1000 car-loads of Limma and white
navy beans will be shipped from Ventura
County,

Concerning wool, special revorts show
that there has been great improvement in
the blood of flocks during the past ten years
and a consequent increase «f wool. In 1879
the average weight per fleece, incuding
fall clip in Texas and California, was
slightly more than four and a half pounds.
The present return, after careful examina-
tion and consolidation, makes the average
four and nine-tenths pounds, or an increase
of nearly half a pound per head. No esti-
mate of the total clip can be given at this
time,

New York, New Jersey and Pennsylvania
show fine prospect for .peaches, Delaware
about the average, Maryland unusually good
and Virgiuia rather low. In Ohio and Vic-
ginia the crop is very short. In Caiifornia
peaches will yield a full medium crop and
pears also.

Concerning California grapes the reports
are generally favorable, but wine men feel
despondent over the exceedingiy low prices
for wine prevailing. The phylloxera and
Auabeim disease are decimating the vine-
yards very fast. The outlook fdr this in-
dustry, ouce so bright, is very gloomy.

Jn Oregon, owing to the unusuaily cool
and wet season, the ecrops are somewhat
late, but very promising, with the excep-
tion of corn, which on account of the low
temperature is below the average. The
acreage of corn is considerably increased
over that of last year. Both spring and
winter wheat is looking splendié. The
condition of both is mueh above the aver-
age at this stage of garowth just previous to
harvesting. I'he same may be said of oats.
The acreage of Irish potatoes is much
greater than that of last year, and the con-
ditions are favorable for a very heavy
yield. Beans show a very fine condition,
with an area of about 25 per cent greater
than that of last year. The wcol elip is at
many points greater thau last year’s pro-
duction. The pastures are in fine condi-
tion, and hay promises an abundant crop.

The boy was not a liveried attache of the
hotel. Who he was and who are his confed-
erates, who must have known that Mr.
Potter’s satchel contained valuables, is
what puzzles the police.

Mr. Potter is a member of the firm of Pot-
ter & Co., publishers, 1113 Market street,
Philadelphia, with branches at London and
Melbourne. A short time ago he was mar-
ried to Miss Bessie Herndon, daughter of a
prominent and wealthy lawyer in Texas,
who has charge ot Jay Gould’s interests in
that part of the country. ‘I'he wedding was
a large one, and there were a number of
valuable presents, among them a number of
diamonds and a check for $10,000 from the
bride’s father.

The young people have been on their wed-
ding tour, and were on their way home
when the robbery occurred, and the valise
contained the valuable presents.

A POSTMAN’S ADVENTURE.

Bound by a Maniac
Hostage,

Very strange is the adventure through
which a postman pawed Boudon has just
passed at Nimes, in France, chronicled in a
British exchange.

Faure seat a note to the head
of the Postal Departiment, explaining how
matters stood, and, while awaiting an
answer, barricaded his apartment. When
the police ariived he called out that he had
provisions for a week, two revolvers and
plenty of ammunition, and that if they at-
tempted to force the door he would kill his
prisoner, The situaticn was extremely
awkward. The affair had become known in
the neighborhood, and the adjacent streets
were soon thronged with at least 5000 of the
townspeople.

A last attempt to parley with the infuri-
ated shoemaker having proved abortive, the
police and gendarmes broke into the piace,
fired a few shots to frighten Faure, and suc-
ceeded in securely tuking him into custody
ere he had time to carry out his threat.
They had great difficulty in condueting him
to prison, as the crowd wanted to “lynch”
him. Faure is described as monomaniac,
and it appears that when M. Carnot visited
Nimes some time ago he made some curious
preparations in order to attract his atten-
tion, which, however, were lost labor, as
the President passed down another street.

This is an age when people analyze, but
whatever will be the onteome, whether
Christ be accepted as God, or a prophet of
God, the world wiil stiil coutinue to be re-
ligious.”
