MEN AND THEIR FEET.

Some Hints About Boots and Shees and
Walking,

A man who dresses well will never wear
boots that turn up at the toes. The flat sole
is more comfortable and it looks better.
And yet it is a common thing to see 2 man
who might pass muster from his ankle to
the crown of his hat spoil his personal ap-
pearance by wearing boots the soles of
which remind one of a rocking-horse, with
the toes pointing skyward. Aund this is be-
cause the average man, when he stands be-
fore a looking-glass, only sees the reflection
of the upper part of his body., When he
looks at his boots he looks downward, while
to see them as they appear on his feet he
should look at them sideways.

Nature never intended that man should
walk altozether on his heels, and yet the
way some boots are made and worn would
lead one to believe that that was just what
nature intended one should do. Indeed,
most men use the heel too much in walking.
They make it act as a pivot for the rest of
the foot, and walk as if they were hung on
hinges. But the heel and the ball of the
foot should toueh the ground nearly at the
same time. Tnis is not meant in the ballet
sense of the terw, but in the natural order
of locomotion.

The Indian in his pliable mececasin puts
his foot on the grass as nearly as possible in
the same manner as the bather walks on
the shore or as the barefooted farmer’s boy
trudges on the highway. And one of the
causes of this walking too mueh on the heel
is the attempt to walk too erect—soldier-.
fashion, as it were. The result is that in-
stead of leaning slightly—very slightly—
forward, as nature intended, some wmen
walk as if they had a ramrod running
through them fromthe erown of their heads
to the soles of their boots. But no man ever
yet walked gracefully who walked in this
fashion.

It may do very well for the parade ground,
but it is too artificial to be graceful. It
throws the walker too far back on his heel,
instead of forward on the flat of his foot, as
nature intended. Aund a man can walk with
his **chest expanded and his shoulders
thrown back™ and lean forward and bring
his foot fair and square on the ground at
the same time. The ‘‘Grecian bend” of
twenty-five years ago was but an exazger-
ated form of what graceful walking should
be.

Of course it was an absurdity, but it was
a protest against the slovenliness of the
walkers of that day. It pointed out the fact
that should be evident to all that the posi-
tion of the body should be in harmony with
the direction in which the walker is going.
And to do this all that is wanted are boots
with flat soles and men with common per-
ception.

It is not necessary to be *“a dude” to de-
sire to look presentable and to have
shapely limbs and feet. Aud with a little
practice any one can make bhis feet look
smaller than they are. It issimply a ques-
tion of angles. If yon watech a man walk-
ing before you in the streets, and if he
turns out his toes at an angle of 45 degrees,
that man’s feet will look larger than-if he
turned out his toes at the lesser angle, or if,
better still, he kept his toes pointed straight
in the direction in which he is going. Turn-
ing the toes in, or pigeon-toe-walking, has
fur some time been fashionable in England,
but that is a fashlon that is better noticed
in the breach than in the observance.

To keep the feet straight in the direction
you are going of course requires practice,
and for a time vigilance, but after a few
weeks the feet naturaliy fall into line, and
the effect is in all cases beneficial to the ap-
pearance of the man. And any one who
does this and avoids theridiculouslygpointed
toes and gets his footwear made in conform-
ity with the shape of his foot will make his
feet look smaller than they are.—Philadel-
phia [tem.

LIBBY PRISON.

Captain Orcatt Tells How the Boys Sang N
tional Alrs on the Fourth.

“Twenty-seven years ago I was one of ﬁ
Union so'diers who sang the * Star-spangl
Banner,” * Hail Columbia’ and other ra-
tional airs in Libby,” said Captaip Orcuté
at the St. Charles Hotel,
had concealed about him a small flag which
escaped the scrutiny of the guard.
placed it on the top of a pole and rallied
around it like a lot of school-boys'. We oc-
cupied the third story of the building, which
was in one reom. When we looked through
the grating on the windows we cot_xld’see I{Ip
angry guards below, and they didu’t hesi«
tale to shoot when a face was presented.
The bullets would frrquently strike the
ceiling and ge up through th e roof. The
prison authorities tried to stop us, but 03;
spirits were too buoyant that day. V
padn’t been reduced much at that tlma.{rmg
sturvation and exposure. They punishe
us by giving us nothing to eat for four dn_v);i
and then we received a pint of coarse me
apiece. s

] didn’t remain long at Libby and soont
was sent to Andersonville. I served nine
months during the war in prison. Mnn‘y
and many a time I longed to be in the peln -
tentiary, Anything was better than that
terrible confinement. 1 used to lie awake
for hours and think of the swill my father
gave to his hogs when Twas a boyand I
often wished 1 could get some of it, for i
was a good deal better than the fare we re<
ceived. It is strange under sl'lch circumsa
stances that a soldier wouldu’t think of
feasts, ete,, but I didn’t. The rebels really
had plenty to feed us. They were not‘go
poverty-stricken as they represented. The
men, however, suffered the most from ex-
posure, aud there was no excuse for this at
Andersonville. It was downright barbarity.
1 he prison was surrcunded with a forest of
pine trees and we would have been glad te
build shanties and cut the wood for fuel, but
they wouldn’t permit it. I have seen as
many as five of the boys frreze together in &
heap. They had no clothes to wear and X
did not have a fire during w. imprisonment.
Twice I broke away, but was tracked by
bloodhounds and brought back. The first
time I lieard them coming I got into a tree,
when four men on mules came up. They
ordered me down, and I told them I would
come as soon as they took the dogs away.
They threatened to shoot me, but for some
rea-on they didn’t. At another time, while
on the way to Macon, I jumped off the train
iu a swamp with four others. We were out
for four days before recaptured.

“] was one of the principal witnesses a$
Washington against Wirtz after the war.

Bob Duncan, the Quartermaster, in Georgia,
I remember we were in the stone jail a
Petersburg when Graunt sheiled the town.
