He
imade a trade with the railroad company
when he went to Chicago as a delegate to
the National Convention, Our contem-
porary has sold himself too often to make
a denial of any cunsrquence.
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SCHOOL FPRINCIPALS,

There are fifty-two prineipals of schools
in San Fraucisco who do not teach a class.
Tie CALL does not profess to be sufficiently
well informed as to the details of school
management to determine of its own knowl-
edge whether a school prineipal can teach a
class and also perrorm the duties of prin-
cipal. The statement is made, however, on
good authority that in other cities principals
are required to teach. In this eity their
duties are confined to the inspection of the
teaching of others. In considering the abil-

. ity of a school principal to perform the
duties of that office aud also teach, it should
be borne in mind tbat the school-teacher’s
day is short. A principal may poasitly
teach during the five or five and a half
Liours of the school day and attend to the
duties of principal before school and after.
Business men generally are glad to get off
with nine or ten hours” work. If the pupils
assemble at 9 o’clock in the merning, it
would not be a hardship to require the prin-
cipal to be in his rcom at 8 to receive par-
ents and listen to complaints. Possibly an-
other hour after school would answer for
the performance of duties attached to the
office of principal. We do not exaetly un-
derstand why San Francisco schools should
require so much more Inspection than Bos-
ton or New York schools. If there is suech
reason we would like to know it. There is
no disposition on the part of the public to
withhold a dollar from the schools that is
pecessary for their welfare.

We bave not read the editorial to which
reference is made, but have had our atten-
tion called to it by several persons, hence
we presume it is all our correspondent says
itis. ToE CAuL aces not expect, however,
to influence reforms in tne Clronicle man-
agement, for we are aware that there are
two classes of persons who patronize news-
papers. THE CALL caters to one and the
Chronicle for the other., Tur CALL goes
into families in nearly every quarter, while
our contemporary is spurned in various
households. We realize that De Young
alms at catering for the element which pur-
chases and sells office and infinence; that

the paper pufls everything and anything

which will pay themost money. THE CALL
is satisfied with its patrons, but it admits
that there is a considerable element which
believes it just and proper to bribe and take
bribes, and we are not quite sure but
polyzamy and bigamy would find many ad-
vocates. Evidently the Clhronicle manage-
ment believes such to be the case, or it
would not cater for thei.

SELF-SUPPORTING WOMEN.

A proposition is being agitated in New
York to introduce a bill into the next Legis-
lature giving the suffrage toall self-support-
ing women in the State and also to the
widows and daughters of veteruns cof the
civil war and to nurses who served in the
army. ltis said that advocates of woman
suffrage, despairing of complete success in
tbe near future, have given their sapport to
this partial measure. The consideration
which seems like'y to be fatal to tho move-
ment is the distinetion which is made against
wives and mothers. Why give the suffrage
to the woman who works for wages and
withhold it from the woman who rears a
family? Is there any educational advan-
tage possessed by the former which may
not be shared by the latter? Is thure any
reason to suppose that a woman who devotes
her time to the honorable labor of bread-
winning has a deeper interest in the country
than the woman whose bread is earned for
her by her nusband and whose time s de-
voted to the vreparation ot childrcu for the
duties of 1life? The real issue between the
advocates and opponents of woman suffrage
is if women as a sex would be better off
with suffrage than without it. Whenever it
can Le made to appear that women will be
better off with than wituout it, there shouid
be no hesitation in extending it to them.
Whether man would bLe better off under
woman sufirage is not the guestion. Woman
has a right to be as well off as a wan as
far as the conditions imposed by naturs
will permit. Dividing wowmen into classes
breaks the force of the argument in favor
of suffrage. It is an admission that the in-
fluence under which the class exists for
whom suffrage is not provided is adverse to
woman’s highest development. Thero is
also something in the argument that a
premium of any kind on single life is against
public morals. At the basis of the social
fabric is marriage and the family. What-
ever tempts woman from the fulfillment of
the duties nature has imposed uzon her
should be put away without consideration.
If there is to be a discrimmination among
women it should be in favor of wives and
mothers, If there is any virtue in law to
confer conditions which conduce to happi-
ness, it certainly should not be withheld
from women to whow thie guidance of the
rising generation is intrusted.

Buat it is littie
things of this character that have gained
for Vg Young the nickname above men-

tioned. Small economies are not to be de-
spised. If there ara enough of them run-

ning through a leng period of time they will
make a man rich. This person, who has in-
troduced into his business so many devieas
for small profits at the expense of his em-
ploves, now expresses the opinion that TeE
CALL is not making so much money as the
Chronicle, and is even so far forgetful of
recent defeats as to disparage the standing
of THE CALL in the estimation of the com-
munity, As a mattercf fact, however, THe
CALL has won every political fight it has
entered into in recent vears. The Chronicle
opposed the nomination of Markham with
what influence it possessed, but Markham
was nominated all the same. It opposed
tbe ballot reform bill in a Legislatare of its
own party, but the ballot reform bill was
passed. 1t aavocated the confirmmation of
Maxwell as Chief of the Horticultural Bu-
reau of the World’s Fair, but Maxwell was
not confirmed. Ii then attached itself to
Forsythe for the same oflice, but its sup-
port proved fatal. De Young now opposes
Shorb because Shorb would not indorse
either Maxwell or Forsythe. The only sue-
cess the Chronicle has shared in in recent
years was the election of the Republic:
ticket last November. But on that occa-
sion it played with eonsiderable address
the part of the histerical apple that floated
down the current crying, * How we apples
swim!” In all the defeats and mortifica-
tion the proprietor of the Chronicle has
been recently subjected to be has seen THE
CALL atthe lead on the other side.

SOCSAL ISOLATION.

Mr. John W. Bookwaliter of Ohio owns
about 60,000 acres of land in Nebraska.
Partly to make farm lifs attractive and
partly to increase the renting valus of his
Jand be has plauned a loeation of tenants’
houses in greups with lands at sueh dis-
tance as mav be necessary on the outside.
Mr. Bookwalter thinks tbat much of the
distaste to a farmer’s life which is ad-
mitted to exist i3 due to social isolation.
If a collection of families in villages eould
be made farmers’ sous and danghters would
be more contented with their Jot. In coun-
ties devoted principally to grain there will
be some diffienlty in grouping people into
villages, but in fruit districts a village may
be formed every two or three miles. The
fruit distriets of California promise to be the
realization of the ideal of rural life.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Consul-General Booker of New Yark 1s the
authior of a report on the effecrs of tie MeKinley
bill, whieh appears in the British Loard of
Trade Journal, in which he says: *‘Iufluenced
Ly the new and higher duties afforded for the
benefit of American manufacturing interests,
new life has been imparted to the cotton,
worsted, woolen aud knit underwear Industry.
Everywhere, especially in the Southern States,
new textite mills have been going up with sur-
prising activily, and all the old corporations
have beenm operating on full time.,” Legarding
the worsted goods industry, he also declares 1t
“has been marked by fresh life siuce the new
tariff has to a great extent cuat off the Importa-
tion of Lhe lowest grades of such goods. All the
oid factories have started up and are making
Roods on safe orders, aud new mills are befng
ereeted by Eurepean and British eaptralists with
a view to manufacturing a finer class of dress
goods, etc., than ever before has beeu proauced
in this conntry.””

The first case under tbe new Missourl antl-
trust law, io which a Kansas City plambing es-
tablishmeat sought to recover the amount of a
bill, has resulted o favor of the maa who de-
clined to pay It on the ground that the eompany
was a member of a combination to keep up
prices, and rherefore could not make use of the
courts 1o recover money due for work doose or
services rendered. Il this decision Is allirmea
by the higher eourts the plumbers’ lines will pot
fall in sueh pleasant plaees, and their bauk ac-
counts will hereafter not be so bulky.

A prominent English shoe manufaeturer warns
hls fellow Britons that if they do not wake up
anad exert themseives they will surely see their
shoe tiade captured by America, the quality of
whose goods is superior. II, he deelares, the
Americas-made shoe fluads its way to our foreign

customers, good-by 1o our monopely. Already
encroachinents are beiug made in the trade in
the countries to the south of us.

While the reduction of the tobacco tax de-
prived the Goveroment of a large amouat of
revenue, the internal reveuune receipts of the
past y-ar aggregated $§146,000,000, against
§$142,000,000 for the previeus year. Treasury
officials aturibute the increase to ihe growlag
consumptien of beer in this country, the output
of the brewerles Laving beeu greater thau ever
before.

The effeet of the dime savings bank erazs is
seen in the exiraordinary demand for 10-cent
pleces, the Director of the Mint having been un-
able to supply the ceins In desired quaniities.
A large numbes of uncurrent silver haif-dolars
will consequently be converted into the coln for
whieh there is sueh a popular clamor,

Besides wueat, another product thas will have
a material effect ob the returning tide of gold
from Europe will be the cotton crop, Lhe present
indicatious pointing to the largest yield on
reeord, one of the leading factors at New Ovleans
placiug 1t at 9,000,000 bales.

WAS HE DROWNED?

Charles P. Anderson Goes Fishing
and Disappears.

Charles P. Anderson, a well-known long-
shore lumberman, kissed his wife and echild
good-by last Sunday morning and left his
home at 319 Brannan street to go on a fish-
ing trip. They have not seen him since and
fear that he was drowned.

At 11 o’clock he secured a whitehall boat
and started out from the foot of Third
street. After fishing for several hours in
the vicinity of Goat Island he changed his
course southward. He was last seen by a
boatman near:Hunters Point belween 6 and
7 o’clock in the evening. At that time the
weather was very squally and his friends
think that the boat was capsized. If he
was not drowned at onee it is feared that
he drifted out to sea while clinging to the
keel of the craft, as a strong ebb tide was
running during the night.

Mrs. Anderson has not yet given up all
hope as she says there is a chance of her
husband having been picked up by a pass-
ing vessel. Nothing has yet been seen of

he boat. The only mark on the eraft is the
name of the builder, James I. Twigg.

DEFENDING THE JEWS.

Dr. Browne Holds the Romans Guilty of
Christ’s Death.

“Did the Jews Actually Crueify Jesus of
Nazareth?”” was the subject of Rabbi
Edward B. M. Browne’s lecture at the
Howard-street Methodist Episcopal Church
last evening.

On the lite and mission of Jesus Christ,
Dr. Browne declared in the course of his
lecture, *“‘history was silent.”” He would
take the record of the Christian gospels aud
show that the Jews neither crueified Christ
nor were accessory to the crucifixion.

Having kindled the histerieal imagination
of the audienes by sketching a parallel case
fitted to possible American circumstances
the lecturer drew a vivid picture of the state
of Jewish parties and Jewish feeling at the
time of Christ’s ministry.

All the recorded incidents of the trial, Dr.
Browue declared, were contrary to Jewish
iaw and Jewish custom and were all of
them Roman. The ordinary estimate of
Judas Iscariet was warmly attacked by the
lecturer, who addueed fact after faet whieh
did not fit the theory that Judas was a vol-
uatary traitor. The delivery of Jesus to
the priests was Judas’ plan to protect him
from the Romans to wnom his presence in
Jerusalem had become known.

The lecture occupied about two hours in
aeltvery and was listened to throuzhout
with the closest attention.
