New York, Aug. Edmund Yatss'
special cablegram to the Tribune from
London says the French fleet Is to arrive at
Spitbead on the morning of August 20th,
and in the afternoon the Queen willreceive
the officers at Osborne and the Admiral will
dine with her Majesty in the evening. On
tho morning of tho 21st the Queen, ac-
companied by the Duke anil Duchess of
Edinburgh and the Duke of Counaught, will
pass around the fleet In the royal
yacht Albert. The Prince of Wales
is to leave London for the Continent, ac-
cording to present arrangement?, on the
evening of August lG:h, direct for Ilom-
burg. The Prince willremain in Hombnrg
until September sth and then proceed to
Denmark to visit the King and Qieen at
Fredensborg, where the Princess will al-
ready have arrived.

Emperor William offered to make Lord
Salisbury Knight of the Black Eagle. There
never was any idea of the Prime Minister
accepting the order, for by doing
bo he would have created an em-
barrassing and undesirable misap-
prehension in every court in Europe.
Moreover the Queen must have returned the
compliments by giving the G. C. B. to Cap-
rivi, which would have strengthened the
impressions abroad, which itwas the object
of her Majesty and Salisbury to re-
move. The only British statesman who
was ever made a Knight of the.
Bluet Eselo was th* Duke of
Wellington, who received the ercat Prussian
order from Frederick William 111 after the
battle of Waterloo. The consideration of
nearly 100 cases of what is called an outrage
to the Emperor are pending in Germany and
their increased number excites widespread
uneasiness. Several new charges have arisen
out of the recent slight accident on board too
imperial yacht, one of them appropriately
enough having been exaggerated by foreign
papers. They are as a rule disposed of by a
brief term of imprisonment, but they are
calculated to make the existing regime very
unpopular.

NATALIE'S SON.

Royally Received by Russians, But Estranged
From His Mother.

St. Peteiisbujmj, Aug. 3.—King Alex-
ander, the youthful ruler of Servia, arrived
at St. Petersburg to-day on a visit to the
imperial family. He was met at the rail-way station by the Cz;ir and several GrandDukes and accorded all the honors paid to a
ruling sovereign.

Queen Natalie has made frantic and pitiful

appeals to the Czar and Czarina for permis-
sion to see her child, as she calls him. "la
the name of the most merciful God." she
has written, "IImplore you to have pity on
a woman so sorely tried, and to permit me,
poor miserable woman, to clasp my son to
my bosom." She begs the Czar, as her son's
pod-father, to order him to see his mother.
The CVar is powerless to interfere, as Kinc
Alexander is in the care and custody of the
Chief Regent, AI.Ristitch, whoaccompanies
him.

MEXICAN MATTERS.
Railroad Concession Forfeited— Com-

ing national Election. -

City ofMexico, Aug. a—Mr. McWooil,
whose railroad concession has been declared
forfeited by President Diaz, for non-compli-
ance with his contracts, now asserts that he
bribed various officials, acd tho latter have
decidid to bring the matter into the courts,
accusing McWocd of calumny. McWood
asserts he organized a company inLondon to
work the concession. The case promises to
be quite interesting.

The time fixed for the Guatemalan-Mexi-
can Mixed Claim Commissioners to finish
their labors h£.s expired, and the Guatemala
Commissioners have left for home, and have
left eleven claims either undecided or un-
touched. They actually admitted no claims,
and cannot continue their labors until they
receive further authority from their respec-
tive Governments.

The Slate is also
overrun by brigands.

A German syndicate is trying to purchase
large tracts of coffee and rubber-producing
lauds in the State of Chiapas.

REVOLT IN SPAIN.

Tna Garrison at Barcelona Attacked by

an Armed Band.

Barcelona, Aug. 3.—Great excitement
was caused iv this city last night by what
was for the time believed to bo a revolution-
ary movement on trie part of the Republican
party, but which subsequently provoa to be
a desperate attempt upon tha part of cer-
tain speculators on tho Bourse to bring
about a decline in the prices of securities
dealt inupon the exchange. For foolhardy
daring the. scheme tta» never been equaled
by desperate speculators in this or any
other country.

A band of fifteen men, armed with rifles
and revolvers, cautiously approached the
barrack buildings and attempted to surprise
the guards, itbeing their intention to force
their way into the barracks. The sentries
discovered t'.ie approach of the men, whom
they ordered to halt. .

The order was answered by a rusli upon
the sennit, the band trusting in the con-
fusion which would follow that they could
force their way into the buildings. As they
ran toward the sentries they delivered a
volley from their weapons, and some of the
guards fell to the ground wounded ;but the
other sentries, however, answered the vol-
ley witha fusillade from their rifles.

For a short time a regular battle was
fought, and a number on both sides was
wounded. Iv the meantime the officers
stationed at the barracks summoned the
troops toarms, and In a very short time the
attacking party was surrounded. Resist-
ance was found useless, and the whole party
wai placed under arrest. They will be
tried by court-martial, and the chances are
they willbe all shot.

Paths, Auk. 3.—Senor Zorilla, the Spanish
Republican, in an interview to-day, denied
that he was in any way implicated in the
Barcelona affair, lie said that he would do
nothing withouta certainty of success.

The latest report from Barcelona justifies
the belief that the affair was a genuine iev<>-
tutionary attempt on the part of the Repub-licans, as all the persons arrestel are Fed-
eral Republicans.

RECEPTION DAY.

Gathering of Veterans and Their
Friends at Detroit.

Tie Annual Grand Army Encampment to
Open With a Magnificent Review.

Friendly Rivalry for the Position of Com-
mander-in-chief— The Color Question

Revive] by Southern Delegates.

Frecial to The Morn-in-cj (Met.

Detroit (Mich.), Aug. 3.—The twenty-
fifth annual encampment of the Grand
Army of the Republic will formally open
to-morrow forenoon, nt which time Com-
tr.ander-in-Chief Veazey will head the lino
of march and review 40,000 or 50,000 vet-
erans as they pass before the magnificent
reviewing-stand on Woodward avenue. To-
day has been the reception day of the en-
campment. It is estimated that, there are
80,000 visitors in the city to-night, but the
great crowd is not expected until to-morrow
morning.

There is strong rivalryin the race for the
position' of National Commander-in-Chief,
but thus far iihas been in the nature of
friendly competition and is unmarked by
strife. The leading candidate of a.ll those
mentioned in last night's dispatches, is ac-
knowledged to be Colonel Welssert of Mil-
waukee.

Weissert was a. prominent candidate for
the position one year ago and withdrew in
favor of General Veazey. He will prob-
ably get the support of General Veazey's
friends and is a strong candidate.

Colonel Smedberg Is probably the most
enthusiastic G. A. R. man on the Pacific
Coast. lie has dene much toward organiz-
ing and booming the G. A. R. in California
and other Pacific Coast States, and is very
popular throughout the West. lie is also a
very energetic and enthusiastic Loyal Legion
man, and willget the support of the mem-
bers of the.Loyal Lesion attending the en-
campment.

General Hurst Is popularly known as
"Fighting Sam," and comes with tiie unani-
mous backing of the Ohio delegation,

Colonel Lincoln is a well-known Michi-
gan man, who now holds the position of
Deputy Commissioner of Pensions. Ho
will get the unanimous vote of Michigan,
anil may get support from the Eastern
States.

Inaddition are mentioned the names of
General 11. A. Barnuiu (if New York City,
General John Palmer of Albany, and Gen-
eral Ira M. Hedges ofHaverstraw, N. Y.

The main fight lor the location ot the next
encampment is between Washington and
Lincoln,Nebr., with chances favoring the
former. H. M. Bishuell of the Lincoln
delegation says that, Lincoln is the center of
a vast territory in which reside 300,000 vet-
erans, all of whom would prefer Lincoln to
Washington or any other city. "We have
the support ofSouth Dakota. Kansas, lowa,
Colorado and oilier States," said he, "and"
we shall see delegates as fast as possible
from the other States."

No arrivals at the Central depot created
more excitement to-day that the Georgia
and Florida departments. There wore 153
in the latter delegation, and nearly all were
bedecked in hats of not only curious con-
struction but of natural seaweed. They were
incharge of Department Commander Welch
of Weichtown, Fa. Ouacar oftheir train was
filled with products of Florida, from a live
crocodile ten feet in length to a bunch of
seaweed. They had watermelons in great
prolusion, banana trees in blossom, olive
and oraiiKu trees, and any quantity of phos-
phate, which promises to eclipse the orange
asa fortune-maker for the citizens ofFlorida.

Assignment of a Dealer inCommercial Paper

lJ!itn Heavy Liabilities.

New TonK, Aug. 3.—Abraham Backer,
dealer in commercial paper at 285 Broad-
wuy, made an assignment tc-day, with
preference to Benjamin K. Einstein of
Townseud, Dyetl <fc Einstein, lawyers.
Backer was n heavy dealer iv commercial
paper, aud also a capitalist of the firm of A.
Backer &Co., dry goods commission mer-
chants at !!8j Broadway. He also manu-
factured goods at Glastoubury, Conn., where
he had a fine mill. These goods w-ere prin-
cipally for the Southern trade, Backer hav-
ing been a merchant iv tlie South for many
years, coming to New York twenty-seven
years aco. llis original business "in the
South was principally in gruceries and
liquors. Then he got iiito tho collar busi-
ness, aud later with collar goods and then
into commercial paper. For some yean
Backer nlso manufactured ollar goods 111
l'hiladelphia, but sold out there about five
years ago and went to Glastoubury, Couj.,
where lie purchased a mill cheap and Wi-
Ftivrd it. Ho sold the goods which he.
manufactured through his own firm, A.
Backer &Co. llis assignment, it is said,
does not atTect the. firm, although he was
the principal partner ami capitalist, his sun,
N. C. Backer, being the "company.

Backer's principal business was dealing
incommercial paper, llis large connections
inthe South and West enabled him to han-
dle v groat deal uf commercial uapt-r, either
as n brcker or purchaser. He was very
popular iv financial a;id counoerclaPcLrcles,
and had the Confidence of the banKs mid
bankers In this city and elsewhere. He was
a Director in the city banks nun in several
Southtru banks. He had a number of bank
iiccounts where he got his paper discounted.
The assignment, it is said, is principally
due to tiiu condition of the money market.
His liabilities are said to be about $4,<XX>,-
(XX), of which SiIJOU.iKX) is direct, aud
5i.000,000 contingent. The latter is said to
be all right, and no loss is anticipated. The
contingent liabilities are mainly indorse-
ments oc commercial pater discounted by
the banks. The liabilities are principally
to banks iv this city and some ebewhere to
Individ11ills.
It is generally understood that Backer

will uot be called upon to pay the full
amount of his liabilities, as overdne-thlrd
are notes which ho had indorsed, but which
willbe take n cure of by the maker*. His
assets, ifproperly taken care of, will, itis
said, more than cover the liabilities, aud all
the creditors will probably be eventually
paid in full. Among other entries the real
estate records show that in January hut
Backer took the title to property ou One
liundr.d and Twenty-first street, near
Manhattan aveuuo, tho consideration being
8100,000, and two weeks later he sold it to
Abraham Schiuider, the consideration be-
ing $11.1.000. The asset* are, to 11 large ex-
tent, bonds of Southern railways and other
corporations.

AN INTERESTING FIGHT.
Basis of a Suit Against toe Pullman Palace-

Car Company.

Chicago, Aug. 3.—There was filed in the
United States Circuit Court this afternoon a
suit that may, in various ways, affect many
railroads.— Itis it bill inequity-, filed by the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Railway
Company against the Pullman Palace-car
Company for an accounting under a con-
tract made in 1882, by which the St. Puul
road secured from thirty to forty-five pal-
ace, dining and sleeping cars. The road
charges that the Pullman Company, under
the contract for maintaining the cars, made
charges that were grossly excessive and
fraudulent. An accounting is sought and

an injunction restraining the Pullman Com-
pany from prosecuting an action at law
Jigaln3t th« road for 51.000,000, now pending

annum.

Regarding the enormous amounts paid to
porters and conductors, according to the
Pullman bills, the railroad company asserts
that there was never any detailed statement
made of t!w wages paid these employes.
The cost of manufacturing the cars is uona
into and the bills for the cost of the cars in
question, it Is asserted, lire greatly in ex-
cess of the actual cost. Edwin Walker,
counsel for tlie road, said this evning:
"This suit willnever be settled out of court,
nnd we intend to sea ifwe cannot bring this
company to a proper recognition of the
rights of our company. Ithas never acted
fairly and squarely in the matter of ex-
penses, and we intend that itshall be com-
pelled to account for everything. Stato
Legislatures have sent committee after com-
mittee to investigate th« Pullman Company,
but eacli time the same old report of every-
thing being absolutely perfect and right is
made. It is about time tho peoplo and the
railroads of Hid country knew how t!in
affairs of the Pullman Company are being
managed. We propose t» nud out."

SAVAGE BUTCHERY.
Inoffensive Paraguayans Wantonly Slaugh-

tered by a Band of Outlaws.

New York, Aug. 3.—A morning paper
says the harrowing details of a terrible mas-
sacre of inoffensive, residents of an isolated
village in Paraguay by the half-savage na-
tives have loachcd this city by mail. Ac-
cording to the advices 150 men, women and
children wore wantonly slaughtered and
then the butchers celebrated their victory in
wildorgies.

The affair occurred on the ni<jht of Mnrcli
10th ami the news whs delayed in reaching
here by the lack of facilities for communi-
cating with the outside world. According
to the details which were published In L:\
Democratia, at Assumption, Paraguay, a
band of the most lawless native', angered
by stiiiie political differences with the resi-
dents of the neighboring villngo of fsla Pan,
descended on the latter plnco and began the
slaughter by an attack on the house ofJudge
Gauna.

I.ED BY A BANDIT.
The attacking party was headed by the

notorious bandit. Beailo Benitez, and num-
bered about titty meu. Arriving at Judge
Uauna's housu the desperadoes surrounded
it and opened lire from the rear. There
were but four people there, at the time

—
Judge Snuo&'a aged wife, his two sons an.l
\u25a0laughter. The Judse himself and oi.e of
his sons were absent on business. The lire
of the desperadnes was returned by the men
in the house, the women aiding "them by
loading tlio guns ng fast as they emptied
them. When the ammunition of those ivthe house was exhausted, the desperadoes
eutereu and killed liie two sons aud louk
the women prtaowni

XOOTIiU THE HOUSKS.
Atthe beginning of the attack some of

the inhabitants, nttmcted by the Uring,
rushed into the streets and fired into the

mot), but a detachment of desperadoes
speedily luslied upon them and murdered
them and their neighbors, pillaging aud
burning their houses. Humble homes and
the homes of luxury*were destroyed by the
fire. Not even the churches were spared.

riLI.AOED THE CHURCH.
Atthe Church of the Immaculate Concep-

tion mass was being celebrated at the time,
ana when the raiders were denied admission
to the church they forced an entrance nnd
waited patiently for the conclusion of the
services before they began their bloody
work. A priest was among the slain. In
the looting of the edifice not an article of the
slightest value was left by the raiders.

HEFUGKKS EATEN KY SUAKKS.
Many who sought to take refuge on the

opposite shore of the Paraguay River, that
flows near the cily. were devoured by the
shark. The attack on tlie home of JuOge
Subeldia, at the other end of the village,
was desperately resisted and several of the
ritiders were killed, the leaders, Benitez and
Jlartiuez, being amoug them. Inall, eleven
raiders and 150 of the inhabitants were
killed.

The latest news from the scene of tho ter-
rible slaughter stated that the Government
troops were pursuing the outlaws.

KENTUCKY ELECTION.

Democrat State Ticket Chosen and the
New Constitution Adopted. .

Louisville. Aug. 3.—With a quiet elec-
tion Kentucky to-day elected a State ticket,
ad. pled a constitution and chose a Legisla-
ture. The State officers elected are: Gov-
ernor, John Young Brown of Henderson;
Lieutenant-Governor, M. C. Alfordof Lex-
ington ;Attorney, W. J. Hendrick of l< lein-
iugsburg; an Auditor, Treasurer, .Superin-
tendent ofPublic Instruction, Register of
tilt-Land Office, and a Clerk of the Court of
Appeals were elected. All are Democrats
and were elected by majorities ranging from
20,000 to 40,000. The Republican party has
not bad inA. T. Wood of Mount Sterling so
aggressive attd popular a candidate as Brad-
ley was four years ago, and the Democratic
majority will probably show an increase.
Returns are now in, however, from only
fiftyout of 110 counties, and the returns are
not full from these The new constitution
lias carried and the majority for itis placed
at anytbine from 50,000 to 100,000. The
heavy majority for itis a great surprise to
its opponents. These have included some
of the best known and ablest public men in
the State, including Senator Carlisle and
Governor Buckner.

The People's party has polled about 20,-
--(00 votes. These have come mostly from
the Republican party in four cities. While
tho Alliance was supposed to be back of the
People's party, ithas done very little for it
on account of dissensions which arose last
January, and which caused the retirement
from tho Alliance of the President, S. B.
Erwin, the People's 1arty candidate. The
Alliance lias devoted itself to the Legisla-
ture, and probably has practical control of
that body, and so will control the revision
of the laws under the new constitution. In
only a few instances has the Alliance put
out candidates in opposition to the Demo-
cratic nominations. While the Legislature
willbe nominally Democratic, it will have
strong Alliance affiliations and tendencies.
The Prohibition party had a full ticket iv
the field, but polled a very light vote.

The jatest returns to-nlaht indicate that
the Legislature willstand about as follows:
Farmers and Farmer Democrats, 73; straight
Democrats, .10; Republicans, 15. The con-stitution, which the granger Legislature
willrevise the State laws for,prohibits lot-
teries and trusts to control prices, and pro-
vides for the stringent oversight of railroads
by a commission.

THE LEGISLATURE.
Cincinnati, Aug. 3.— Several gentlemen

and he thinks the People's party willsecuresix, and pussioly seven, of these. He says
they concentrated their efforts to secure the
Legislature.

ELECTION" IN THE CHEROKEE NATIOX.
Taiileo,uaii (I.T.),Aug. 3.—The general

election for Chief and members of the Cher-
okee Legislature took place in the Nation
to-day. Nothing definite as the result can
be obtained until to-morrow. Itis believed

DEMOCHATIC VICTORY IXUTAH.
Ogde.v. Aug. 3.— The first election in

Utah on national party lines came off to-
day. here were three tickets in the field.
The remnant of the Liberalparty, made up
mostly of Republicans, nominated a
fullticket. The Mormon vote was about
equally divided between Democrats and
Republicans. The former won by a small
plurality over tho Liberals, who were
slightly ahead of the Republicans. The
town is wild withexcitement to-night over
the first victory In Utah of American poli-
tics over church ana anti-church parties.

HOURS AND WAGES.

A HllililON-DOliliAJtFIRE.

A Chicago Dry Goods and Notion Store
Burned.
