A Tulare Pastor Dies by the
Railroad Track.

Domestle Dificaltles and Divorce Induce
the Desperafe Deed.

Fatal Injurfes to a Contractor—A Young
Girl Takes Polson by Mistake In-
stead of Peppermint.

TULARE, Aug. 6.—H. Frank Tandy, pas-
tor and founder of the Christian Church at
Talare, committed suicide at an unknown
heur last evening by taking poison. The
bedy was discovered near the railroad track
at Tagus siding at 10 ¢’clock this morning
by a freight brakeman. The cause of the
act was a suit for divorce bought by his
wife on July 8th last in the Superior Court
of Visalia. The complaint in general alleges
cruel and inhuman treatment. He leftleiters
to his wife, son, parents and friends, and in
all of them he claims the charges against
him were magnified. The answer to her
complaints were lints against her chastity,
and for this Le feared violence at the hands
of her brother and friends, and for safe pro-
tection he cariied the revolver found on his
person after death. He leaves a son 12years
old and commended him to his mother's
care. Deceased was a Kentuckian, about 37
years of age, and an Odd Fellow. The
Coroner’s jury brought in.a verdict of
suicide. Public opinion is about evenly di-
vided as regards his innocence or guilt. He
had more than ordinary ability and the
largest congregation in Tulare. In the
letter to his father he says: ** While I have
been led to say and do many things which
were wrong, I am sure she had also, In
many caseg, been cruel. I am not here to
eriminate her. The foul charges she brings
are utterly false. I did no such things, as
God is my judge, I did not,” ete.

SAN DIEGO'S FORTS.
Proposed Fortifications for the Defense of th
Southern City.

SAN DieEGo, Aug. 6.—General McCook
has informed parties here that the bill to be
introduced in Congress at the instance of
the War Department yproviding for San
Diego’s fortifications will cover the expense
of five military establishments. A large
fort with powerful guns, together with bar-
racks, will be put at Coronado Heights,
another fort, a water battery of eight-inch
guns, will be built on North Island, also bar-
racks for the use of artillerymen. On Bal-
last Point there will be a nest of mortars
and on Point Loma a fort commanding from
its elevation of 400 feet every marine Aap-
proach to the harbor. The fifth establish-
ment will be the military post proper, the
location of which has not yet been decided.
The largest fort of the series will be the one
at Coronado Heights, as that work must be
-depended upon, not only to waintain a
crossfire wi he guns at Point Lema upon
an approaching enemy, but to protect the
bay and the country on the Mexican border.

FAILED TO ESCAPE.

Daring Attempt of Convicts at Nevada State
Prison to Break Jail,

Canso~n (Nev.), Aug. 6.—The fact has just
come to light that a scheme for a general
break was recently concocted by the inmates
of the State Prison. Last Sunday, on the
pretext of wanting something, Jerry Piper,
the cage guard, was called by some prisoners
to the door leading from the room where the
s are allowed to congregate on Sun-
Piper went to the door, when Huteh-
inson, one of the robbers recently sent from
Dayton, and Grant, an Eureka convict, sud-
denly put their hands through the grating,
grabbiug Piper by the shouider. Piper,who
1s a strong man, braced his feet against the
cell-door, and resisted with such strength
that he managed to free himself from the
desperate men and gave the alarm. Upon
an examination later a gag and several files
were found in the possession of Hutehinson,
Grant and others. The prisoners intended
to gag Piper and file thelr way thraugh the
Jail doors and make a break for liberty.

SIFTING THE FACTS.

John E. Dixon’s Last Will and
Testament Found.

Circumstances Brought to Light Confirming
the Theory of Suicide — No Red-Whis-
kered Man Was in His Company.

Several developments took place yester-
day in the case of John E. Dixon, whose
body was found on the ocean beach, near
Mussel Rock, which dispel the theory which
has been advanced that the deceased was
foully murdered.

The facts which came to light are some-
what of a confirmation of the theory ad-
hered to by Captain Lees, that Dixon com-
mitted suicide. Detective Rogers, who has
been investigating the case day and night,
Is also & believer in the theory of suicide
and does not see how any other snpposition
can be tenable in view of the circumstances.
Yesterday an examination of Dixon’s private
effects resulted in the discovery in his desk
of a tin box. In this was found a large
sealed envelope addressed to George W.
Hubbard of the Hibernia Bank. When the
envelope was opened two papers were dis-
closed. One of these was a very peculiar
letter addressed to Hubbard and the other
proved to be a will, dated January 2, 1891.

A PECULIAR LETTER.

Of course the letter was never received
by Hubbard, who did not know of its exist-
ence. Still from its wording it reads very
peculiarly. The following is the letter:

January 2, 1891.

Friend Hubbard: 1 expect you will wish I had
not bothered you in this matfer, but I know you
will forgive me for it, as you wont have much
bother any wav. A vear ago In making my will
1 appointed John O’ Brien as sole executor, but I
expect to outlive i, so take a younger friend.
I will make a siatement every thiree mounlhs or
80, 80 you can see what is due me and what I
owe, and begging your pardon for boihering you,
1 remain yours, Joun E. DiIXoN. @

There is also a strangeness about the will,
which minutely disposes of the small per-

sonal effects of the deceased. As the will

is dated not long after the explosi¢n of cer-
tain mines in which Dixon was iaterested,
the police are inclined to believe that Dixon
at this time contemplated suicide.:

ANOTHER FACT DEVELOPED.

Another fact was also develoreil yester-
day which tends to show that the my'sterious

company long.

On Tuesday it was learned that J. Ep-
stein, tlie broker, had met and taiked with
Dixon between 8:30 and 8:40 o’~lock on
Bush street, going west, on the Saturday
morning that the deceased left his home at
1101 Pine street. Epstein state¢ he saw
and spoke with Dixon on Bush street, be-
tween Taylor and Jones.

Dixon was alone at the time. " e mur-
der theorists contended that this w3 before
Dixon had entered his house, aft’ retura-
ing from a bath at North Beach, z4d Lefore
he met and left with the “red-vgiiskered
man.” 2

OTHERS WHO SAW DIX0X"

R. J. Weods, proprietor of the va.rehouse
on Vallejo street, wrote a letter to > he Chief
of Police yesterday, stating that: while he
was standing on the doorsteps of ;his resi-
dence, on California street, near {scott, on
Sunday morning, preceding the Seath of
Dixon, he saw the latter going wist on a
California-street ear. Dixon was iéside and
alone, and the time was about 8:: t.'«"hwk.

Mr. Woods stated that he was na positive
about the date, but thought it whs either
Saturday or Sunday preceding: Dixon’s
death. Mr. Woods was subsequent'y inter-
viewed by a detective at his resid<uce, 2714
California street, and he stated ti:at when
Lie saw Dixon he was vositive he 1 s alone.

He could not be certain about $hie hour,
but it was shortly before 9 o’clockgand was
either on Saturday or Sunday. On %eflection
he was inclined to believe it was ~n Satur-
day morning. This fits in exactly with the
statements of other parties, who ss* Dixon,
among them Jerowe Sullivan, ~ mining
operator, who saw him on the md;ning he
disappeared (Saturday) on Buash stiet, near
the Denman Schoel. -

DIXON WAS ALONE. 3

Epstein, Sullivan acd Woods- 411 agree
that Dixon was alone, and the pokice con-
tend that after leaving Epsteln shd Sulli-
van, just after going down the hill from his
house on Pine street he turned west and
continued out Bush. Alter reaching Hyde
street it is surmised that he took th» Hyde-
street cars, took a transfer and went out on
one of the California-street cars going west
toward the park and cliff cars.

Epstein and Sallivansaw Dixon about 8:20
o’clock in the morning. Woods saw him
about 9 o’clock within a California-street
car going west. This was only a few blocks
from the terminus of the road where the
Cliff House cars can be boarded, and all the
times mentioned Dixon was alone,

The police argue that these facts dispose
of the storv of the deceased having been
accompanied to the beach by the * red-
whiskered individual,” and murdered and
then robbed. Captain Lees holds very firm-
ly to the theory of suicide, and says that
nothing has as yet been discovered to shake
his belief, while every circumstance tends
to support it,

IN SUPPORT OF THE THEOQORY.

In further support of his theory Captain
Lees mentioned that Dixon left his wateh
at his home befare going out, and in the
next place he owed $40 gboard. The chief
circumstance, however, was that Dixon was
broke and had borrowed money from a
number of friends.

Tne fact of the disappearance of the cuff
buttens frem the sleeves can easily be ex-
plained. They were either taken from his
sleeves by some one who saw the body or
Dixon may have disposed of them pre-
viously.

It was stated yesterday that the murder
theory has found its chief supporters
among certain mining men, who thought
that if it was believed that Dixon had been
driven to suicide by his losses in the mines
people would withdraw their support and
the stecks would suffer.

In support of this fact it was said that
within the last year two other men had
committed suicide on account of losses in
the same mines, their names being Hoeflich
and Goetz. Dixon would make the third.
This, it was argued, would not tend to ad.
vertise the mines in an enviable light.

HE TOOK MORPHINE.

Financial Losses Drive an Old Man to
Suicide.

A. H. W. Albuch, a German, 65 years of
age, died of morphine poisoning shortly
before 12 o’clock last night at his home on
Illinols street, near Napa. Word was re-
ceived at the Morgue a few minutes later,
and Deputy Coroner Sam Bridgewood went
out for the bedy.

The morphine was taken with sufeidal in-
tent at 6 o’clock yesterday morning by the

eceased, who was despondent over finan-
cial losses. At 5 o’cleck last night his con-
dition was discovered, and Dr. Wentle was
sent for. He administered antidotes, but
without avail, Albach, who kept a restau-
rant on Illinois street where he died, had
lost $9000 during the past year in putting
up buildings that did not pay and in run-
ning his restaurant, which also proyved a
losing venture. The loss so preyed on his
mind that he finally determined on suicide
to escape his troubles. He left a widow,
but no cuildren.

LABOR AND CAPITAL.

Signs of Strife on the Horizon
of the Future.

Pressmen and Typothete Will Confer To-
Night—Discharges at Crocker's—Shoe-
makers’ Labels Counterfeited.

Secretary Williams of the Association of
Employers and Manufacturers thinks that
the relations between capital and labor
on this coast are becoming strained, and that
there will be troublous times ere the falling
of the leaf. The union pressmen, he says,
have presented a new scale of prices that
will interfere with the internal arrangements
of the offices in the city and will not be ac-
cepted by the proprietors. -

As aresult of the demand Crocker & Co.
on Thursday discharged six of their hands.
A meeting of ihe committees representing
the Typothet®e and the Pressmen’s Union
will be held to-night, at which itis hoped
by both parties that an amicable settlement
of all differences existing between the two
bodies will be made. As stated in yester-
day’s CALL, the employers have no gesire
to antagonize the men, but are willing and
anxious to promote peace,

The “interview” with the Secratary of
the Typothet® 'which appeared in a daily
paper yesterday morning on the trouble be-
tween the Typothet® and the pressmen was
originally written on July 24th by Everett
Waddeuo of Richmond.jVa., as part'of an ad-
dress to the United Typothete of America.

In speaking of the demand which it is
probable the ‘T'vpographical Union will
make for a reduciion of hours in job offices
to nine per day, \WWadden says the Execu-
tive Committee of the United Typothetwe
earnestly advises united opposition to the
movement, on the ground that it would be
unequal and unjust in its enforcement, be-
cause it could not be made operative in
more than one-tenth of the printing offices,
and it would be unfair to expect that one-
tenth of the offices would submit to a disa-
bility from which nine-tenths are free.

Practical printers in this city differ with
Wadden, but they consider his alarm some-
what premature, as the Typographical
Union HKas not asked for a reduction of
working hours as yet, and will not do so
until three-fourths of the unions in the In-
ternational Union have voted in favor of it.

Secretary Williams of the Emplovers’
Association published a letter last night in
which he declared that it is not the purpose
of that organization to “erush® the labor
unions, but merely to “restrain’ and oppose
them. The DPresident of the Molders’
Union, after reading the letter last night,
remarked: ‘““You don’t kill a fish, you
merely take it out of the water.”

Photographers Restrained.

The amateur photographers of the Iron-
molders’ Union, who have been taking
shots at the *scabs’ in the employ of the
Founders’ Association, collided last night
with the strong arm of the law.. One of
their number, who had a camera aimed at a
non-union employe of the Union Iren
Works, was seized by a policeman snad
threatened with arrest if he did not speedily
depart. He retaliated by taking the cfficer’s
photograph, which will be added to the
gallery at the molders’ headquarters.

Tailors Progressing.

Tuae CALL’S revelations of the prograss
which the Chinese are making as clothing
manufacturers have interested the Journey-
men Tailors’ Union, and a special meet-
ing bhas beea called for to-morrow
night, at which the matter will be thorough-
ly discussed. Officers of the Federated
Trades will be pres-nt, and it is probable
that the union will join that body.

H. J. Skeffington of Boston, general
Secretary of the International Boot and
Shoe-Makers” Union, has written to the
White Labor League that goods bearing im-
itatiops of the League stamps ure being
manufactured in the East for sale on this
coast.

LAID IN HER GRAVE.

Respee!s Paid al the Fuaneral of
Angus MecLeod’s Daughter.

Her Death in Victoria After Two Months of
Married Life—The Remeains Bronght
Home for Interment. «

Almost the entire Scoftish community in
this city attended yesterday the funeral of
Mrs. Georgle Munro, the eldest daughter of
ex-Chief Angus McLeod of the Caledonian
Ciub. The services were of a particularly
sad character, and, judging from the grief
manifested, the deceased was the object of
more than usual effection and esteem among
a large circle of acquaintances.

The sadness connected with Mrs, Mun-
ro’s death was Intensified by the fact that it
is only two months ago since she was mar-
ried.

Shortly after the marriage to Robert Mec-
Kenzie Munro the couple proceeded on their
honeymoon trip to Victoria, B. C. The mar-
riage had taken place-on June 2d, at the
residence of the bride’s father, at 513

among the Scottish residents. When the
couple departed they had the best wishes of
hundreds of friends. On the trip Mrs.
Munro contracted a cold which turned iuto
pnecmonia.

ATTENDED BY HER MOTHER.

As soon as her case assumed a serious
aspect Mr. Munro telegraphad to her mother,
who arrived at her bedside a few hours be-
fore she died, on July 31st.

FAIR'S FIVE HUNDRED.

Swindled Ont of His Hard Earn-
ings by a Forger.

An oily-tongued young man named Bayard
Seviile, all the way from Delaware, swin-
dled Hon. James G. Fair out of £500 early
in June onla cleverly execuled forgery.
Fair indorsed a draft for Seville un a letter
of introduction purporting to be from ex-
Senator T. F. Bayard, an old friend of ex-
Senator Falr. The draft proved to be
worthless, Fair lost his money and Mr.
Seville is behind the prison bars beoked on a
charge of obtaining money by false pre-
tenses,

The story of Seville’s downfall is a pecu-
liar one. It was brought about through
sickness and want and that is all he offers
in extenuation for the crime of forgery. A
few vears ago he was a prominent New
York stock-broker. Buslness was good,
but his wife took sick with consumption.
Seville exhausted all his meaus doctoring
his wife iu the East, but it did no guod. So
be came vut and made the acquaintance of
E. J. Baldwin. The latter took an interest
In Seville’s cas2 and sent him and his dying
wife to Santa Anita rancho, near Los
Angeles, Here he remained until his wife
died in June last. He then came to this
city early in June without money and with-
out friends and proceeded to make a raise.
Mr. Baldwin was out of town or he would
have gotten some money from him. So he
approached Mr. Fair.

He introduced himself to the ex-Nevada
Senator, and told him he had formerly
been employed in the law office of the ex-
Senator from Delaware. Next he presented
the letter with the forged signature. Iav-
ing thus established his identity to the satis-
faction of Mr. Fair, he told that gentleman
he had a lot of money on deposit in the Se-
curity Trust and Safe Deposit Company of
Wilmington, Del.

“Would youn kindly indorse a draft for
me?”” Mr. Seville asked.

F';Certainly, with plensure,” replied Mr.
air,

Seville made out the draft, Mr. Fair put
his name on the back and Mr. Seville went
to the Nevada Bank and got the $500. Later
the draft was senton for collection, but was
returned as worthless. Fair made good the
amount,

Detective Bob Hogan and Captain Lees
were detailed on the case. They traced the
forger to a hotel at San Rafael, where he
and a female compenion had registered as
John Quigley and wife. He then went to
Menlo Park, but finally returned to the
city, and was arrested Tuesday night on
Kearny street by the detectives. Seville
said that after lLie committed the crime re-
morse drove him to drink and dissipation,
and when the money was all gone he came
back to face the music. He had §2 when
arrested.

THE MOMENT OF DEATH.

The Pain Manifested by a Dying Person
Purely Imaginative.

*“‘Many persons wonder,” said the house
doctor of a well-known hospital to a New
York Telegram reporter, “how physicians
can watch unmoved the death of persons
whose cissolution is seemingly accompanied
by evidence of great suffering, and the
remwark is a common one that doctors are
heartless and unfeeling, This harsh eriti-
cism is founded on a wrong idea of things.
The fact is that what is known as the death
agony is largely restricted to the imagination
of the watcher at the bedside of the dying
person. The visible spasms and distortions
of the facial muscles, which in many cases
mark tiie ending of life, are not only pain-
less, but take place unconsciously as far as
the dying person is concerned.

“Even in cases of death by hanging, where
the prolonged agony of the sufferer is feel-
ingly described Dby witnesses, it is reason-
ably certain that in a few moments the
person becomes unconscious and diesin that
condition. Such has been the experience of
persons aceidentally or purposely hanged,
but afterward resuscitated. 1tis afactthat
persons who have been nearly drowned
agree in the statement that after a few
moments of painful struggle a feeling of
tranquility ensues.

o 'I'he suffering is while the resuscitated
person is being brought back to conscious-
ness, Then itis he often sufifers physical
pain and mental misery. It is a merciful
dispensation of God and nature that when
the last moments of the dying man are at
hand vlial forces give out, and the long-
drawn-out gasps for breath come and go,
the appayent sufferer is happily in a coma-
tose condition, and so passes painlessly into
the other life.”

The Alexline Case.
In the Alexine case last night Tihon
Sorotin, one of the Alaskan boys and a wit-

ness for the defense, was cross-examined by
the prosecution. He corroborated many of
the siatements made by the boys as to
cruelty and ill-treatment.

OBITUARY.

EX-GOVERNOR SAMUEL B. AXTELL.

Ex-Governor Samuel B. Axtell died yes-
terday at the residence of his son-in-law,
Charles M. Phillips, in Morristown, N. J.,
after a brief illness. Mr. Axtell was born
in Franklin County, Ohio, October 4, 1819,
He was educated at Oberlin and Western
Reserve Colleges. In 1851 he came to Cali-
fornia and was Prosecuting Attorney of
Amador County in 1854  He was sent to
Congress from the First Congressional dis-
trict of California in 1867 and re-elected two
ears later. In 1874 he was appointed by

resident Grant Governor of Utah Terri-
tory, and_then transferred by President
Hayes to New Mexico. He was subsequent-
Iy appointed Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court of New Mexico, from which position
he resigned May, 1889, Since that time hg
has been engaged in the practice of the law
in Sauta Fe.
