BURNING OIL.

Destruction of & Refinery and Broom Factory
in Portland.

PORTLAXND, Aug. 12—A fire occurred

early this morning in tie oil refinery and

store-house of Kelly, Dunne & Co., Eleventh

and K streets, completely destroying the
building and contents. When the fire had
plmost burned out flames issued from the

broom factory of Zan Bros.,'one blockaway,
and soon this building was a mass of flames.
Fortunately there was no wind and the
fire was confined to the factory, which was
also destroyed. The total loss will reach
$70,000. b
A later estimate places the loss at §120,-
000. Kelly, Dunne & Co. estimate tueir
loss at £40,000, and Zan Bros. report a loss of
$75,000. It is supposed that the fire was the
work of ap incendiary. Oil was found or a
wood-pile at St. Vincent’s Hospital, and it
is supposed some one was preparing to fire
the Rosnital, which contains 150 patients
one-third of whom are helpless. Several
houses in the vicinity were badly damaged.
Oil from the warehouse flowed through the
streets like water. Kslly, Dnune & Co.’s
insurance is $22,500, and Zan Bros. were in-
sured for $41,000. The risks were distrib-
uted among twenty different companies.

SWETT TALKS OUT.

It’s Time to Call a Halt on Issu-
ing Certificates.

The Investigation of Professor Knowlton
Commenced — Mrs, McPherson Has
Not Yet Been Removed.

Superintendent Swett made a special re-
port to the Board of Education last nizht on
the subject of issuing certificates, and if the
same is heeded it will call a halt in maay
abuses at present existing in the School De-
partment. Follewing is the full text:

I herewith submit a special report In the mat-
ter of teachers’ certificates,

Al a mecting of the Board of Education, held
on July 29, 1891, a communication was received
from the Board of Examination recommending
that a certificate be issued to Mr, 1. Leszynsky
for teaching in a ** Commercial Evening School.”

*This was ainended, on motion of Director Wood-
ward, by stuiking out the word “evening,” and a
culn tiicate was 1ssued for teaching a *“commercial
school.

In this motion, it seems to me that the board
exceeded Its legal power, and that the certificate
which Mr. Leszynsky now holds Is null and void,

Under the circumstances I have withbeld my
signature to Mr. Leszynsky’s salary warrant for
the mouth of July, aud have submitied the ques-
tion Involved to the State Superintendent aud
the City and Couunty Attorney.

During the past two mouths at least five teach-
ers have been elecied who, at the time of elec-
tion, were not the holders of legal certificates.

It would be altogethier safer to refer all noml-
nations to the Commitiee on Qualifications of
Teachers to ascertain before thelr electiou if the
nominees are belders of leg .l certificates.

I am fully convinced that the power of issuing
certificates belongs, under the law, to the Board
of Examivation, and that the assumption by the
Board of Edaucation ordering the issuing of cer-
Liiicates is a usurpation of power.

ludeed this usurpation of power was begun
only In 1887, by a board that was notable for its
general disregard of law. Before that time
teachers’ certificates were 1ssued and sizned by
the Board of Examiuation ounly. It is time now
Lo return to ulegal way of doing official busiuess.

scLools, $16 663 insurance, $12 50. Total,
£3507 99, Credit to all current funds for
July $138.

Resignations weare tendered and accepted
from Mrs. Kate Crawford, assistant in Lin-
coln Gramwar, and Miss Kate M. Hassett,
assistaut in the Horace Mann Grammar.

The average daily attendance during the
month of July, as reported by Superintend-
ent Swett, was 34,085, an iucrease of 2276
over the corresponding month in 1890, The
total enroliment was 37,414.

The death of Miss Josie Lynch, an assist-
ant teacher in the Lincoln Gramnar, was
announced by Superintendent Swett, who
spoke of lier in terms of praise and said the
departient had sustained a severe loss.

CITING THE E£XAMINERS.

Decker moved that the Board of Examin-
ers be cited to appear before the board at
the next stated meeting to answer certain
questions iu relation to their acts in granting
certificates,

P’resident Sabin thought such a motion
unnecessary. No doubt if the members of
the board were requested to attend they
would do sa.

Decker insisted on his motion, but upon
being advised that the better way would be
to summon then before the Committee on
Qualification and Credentlals, of which he
is Chairman, he said he would witidraw, it
the board would give that committee such
power.

The report of the Classification Committee
provoked a long and Dbitter wrangle. It
recommended that one class be consolidated
in the Sutro Primary, and that another be
opened in the Iacific Heights Grammar.

The following assignments from the even-
ing school substitute eclass were recom-
mended: W. J. G. Williams to Washington
Evening School and Miss Laura Daniel to
the Commercial Evening School.

Lick Primary, Miss M, Corkery from Pa-
cific Heights Grammar to Hearst Grammar,
Miss J. I, Banks from Hearst Grammar to
Irving Primary, Miss C. Laugley from
Irving Primary to Lincoln Grammar.

Miss Alice N. Metcalf was recommended
to the State Board of Education for a life
diploma, Miss Lillie Kalmuk for State edu-
cational diploma and Miss Rosa V. Clai-
borne for State educational diploma,

FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS.

It was recommended that the election of
Miss S. McGorey as probationary teacher in
the Whittier Primary School be coufirmed
by the board, she having successfully served
the period of probation required by the
rules.

That the action of the board taken July
29, 1891, by which the teaching of Spanish
was discontinued in the Commercial School,
and the teacher of Spanish in that school
was dismissed, be rescinded, and that Miss
M. J. Solcido be re-elected to the position of
teacher of Spanish in that school.

That the Committee on Buildings and
Grounds be authorized to fit up another
room in the Pacific Heights Grammar.

That Mrs. S. W. MecPherson, assistant
teacher in the Girls’ High School, whose
services are nct required at said school, be
transterred {o a grammar school awaiting a
suitable vacancy for her in a high school.

That the action of the board taken on July
20th, discontinuing Spanish in the Lincoln

rented for such purpose.

Tuat Charles H. Murphy be transferred
from the position ef vice-principal of the
Franklin Grammar to the head of the com-
mercial law department in the Chmmercial
School.

That M. S. Sturges be transferred from
the James Lick School to the vice-principal-
ship of the Franklin Grammar.

The following nominations were made to
the day substitute class: Gertrude J. Cut-
ler, Josephine Downey, Edna Cottrell,
Susie Farwell, Jennie P, Hateh, Gertrude
I’Hommedieu ; and to the evening substitute
class, Veronica Harold.

SOME OBJECTIONS MADE.

All the above recommendations were ap-
proved except that proposing to remove
Mrs. McPhLerson.

Woodward -was the * cantankerous
kicker” against nearly all the recommenda-
tions, and taking that cue for a weapon
Presiient Sabin read him quite a lecture,
accusing him of shirking all committee
work and then coming into the board to
hiinder the proceedings with trivial objec-
tions.

In the spat that followed the lie passed
from Woodward to Sabin four or five times,
The ruffied sea finally quieted down, how-
ever.

CHARGES AGAINST KNOWLTON.

The board resolved itself into a Committee
of the Whole to investigite the charges of
incompetency against Professor Ebenezer
Knowlton. Atterney William H. Jordan
appeared as Knowlton’s counsel .,

The first witness was Professor Morton,
principal of the Boys’ High School, on
whose report the charges appear to have
been made. )

The direct examination brought out sim-
Ply what the cliarges state, and that he had

witnessed two or three trivial things in
Knowlton’s class-room which wgre not ex-
actly proper.

On cross-examination, which was distress-
ingly rigid and searching, it was brought
out that Morton objected to Knowlton being
put in that school originally; that he had
been trying ever since to have him put out,
and that he had a friend whom he wanted
placed in Knowlton’s place.

The charges of incomveteney weare nearly
all made on hearsay, and the attorney com-
pelied the witness to confess, virtuaily, that
of his own persoval knowledge he knew
very little against Professor Knowlton. He
recited once having heard some marbles
rolling on the fluor in the professor’s class-
room, and took that to be an indication of
poor discipline. He also heard some desks
slammed on one occasion.

The investigation will be resumed on
Wednesday night.

A PROTEST SUBMITTED.

A communication jwas received from W.
T. Arnold protesting against the action of
the board in revoking his permit to photo-

raph the schools and leaving the sole privi-
ege to do such work with L. C. Shiliing, a
Democrat, while the protestant is a Repub-
lican.

DOWN TO HIS DEATH.

Pascal Scafoni Drowned Off the
North Heads,

Gallant Attempt at Rascue by Boatmen Crow-
ley and Pennie—Calling Out the
Fort Point Life-Boat,

A drowning accident oceurred off the
North Head, at the entrance to San Fran-
cisco harbor, about 3 o’clock yesterday
afternoon, by which a fisherman named
Pascal Scafoni lost his life.

The unfortunate man left Fisherman’s
Wharf early last Monday morning and pro-
ceeded to Bolinas Bay on a fishing trip.
What success he met with will never be
known, as his boat capsized while returning
to the harbor and in a very few minutes
Scafoni sank beneath the waves.

The poor fellow was alone in the boat
when the sad accident occurred and so far
as known only four persons witnessed the
accident. These were Mr. Stafford, keeper
of the signal station at Lime Point, his wife
and two boatmen, Dave Crowley and George
Pennie, both well known along the water
front.

The first news of the accident reached the
Merchants’ Exchange in the shape of a tele-
phone message from Point Lobos stating
that a fishing-boat had ecapsized and that
Dave Crowley had picked up the craft and
was towing it in. A CALL reporter was at
Meiggs Wharf when the boat containing the
boitmen reached the city and from them
learned all that is known of the sad affair.

STORY OF THE DROWNING.

“ We were out at the station on the look-
out for ships,” s1id Crowley as he tried to
wring ihe water cut of his hair, *““and were
talking to Mr. Stafford and his wife, when
our attention was called to a fishing-boat
that was heading into the harbor. There
was 3 heavy sea on at the time and the boat,
which countained only one man, was making
very bad weather of it. The sea at times
seemed to go clear over her and hid all but
the sail from sight. After watching her lor
a few minutes my attention was drawn to
something else, and 1 thought no more of
the boat until Pennie exclaimed *The fish-
erman has hauled down his sail I’ T locked,
but the boat had disappeared. Taking my
glass, after a short search, I saw the boat
botlom up and the man clinging to her bot-
tom.

“ ‘The boat has capsized "’ I shouted to
Stafford, and Pennie and inyseif ran to our
boat, which bung in the davits, while Staf-
ford ran to lhe engine and blew the danger
signal to call vut the life-saving ecrew at
Fort Point.  As soon as possible we had our
bout in the water and started for the over-
turned craft.

HAD DISAPPEARED.

“Several times our boat was very nearly
capsized by the heavy sea, but we hung on
to tne sail and soon got out to where we
thought the boat was. I then stood on the
seat, and to wy surprise could see nothing
of her. For over an hour we pulled around
but could find no trace of the boat, and at
last gave up the search and started for the
city. It was blowing half a gale of wind
and our boat tlew through the water ata
great rate, and as the tide was on the flood
it did not taks us long to get over the
ground.

‘*All at once we caught sight of the fishing
boat, which had been carried in by the
stronz wiod and tide, and we immediately
ran alongside eof her, but the man had dis-
appeared. Tne heavy ballast had shifted
after the boat upset and slipped aft to the
siern, and the boat was floating end up
with only about a foot of her bow out of
water, The sea was going clean over her,
and no man could haye Leld on for more
than a few minutes,

*“We got a rope fast to the bow and started
to tow her in, but could make but little
headway. The mast and sails were stiil in
the boat, but no doubt everything else
except the Dallast had been washed out of

her.

*Off the fort we met the life-boat and erew
and turned the overturned fishing-boat over
to them and tliey took it ashore to the sta-
tion.”

IDENTIFIED BY HIS COUSIN.

Furnished with a description of the boat
THE CALL man was soon at Fisherman’s
Wharf, but it was some time before any one
could be found to identify the boat. ~Sey-
eral of the fishermen disclaimed all knowl-
cdge of such a boat, and laughed at the story
that a boat had upset at all.

At last in a saloon on Vallejo street,
known as Fisherman’s Home, which is fre-
quented by Italian fishermen, a man was
found who identitied the boat from the de-
scription and with tears in his eyes stated
that the drowned man was his ‘cousin. IHe
alsostated that Paseal Scafoni had only been
in this country two years. He was a native
of Italy and 32 years old. He was a singla
man and lived with Lis cousinat 1114 Vallejo
street.

The boat in which he was drowned is re-
garded by the fishermen asa very unlucky
one as the former owner of her lost his life
by being washed out of her some time ago,
and this is the third time that the boat has
upset with Scafoni,

MEXICO’'S CONDITION.
Suffering Caused by the Failure of Crops in
Several States,

SAN ANTONIO (7ex.), August 12.—Ad-
vices from wany points inthe States of Coa-
huila and Durapngo, Mexico, are condensed
in the following: Water is scarce, crops
poor and there is no money. A ¢ood cotton
crop has been gathered in but one settle-
ment—the Colony of Tiahualilo, in wnich
President Diaz and one of his ex-Ministers,
are personally interested, These people
have obtained water from the River Nazas,
thereby depriving the planters of the laguna
district and their bundreds of dependents.
Riot has been narrowly averted, Corn in
Durango is selling at €4 50 per venega, of
168 pounds. A deputation of citizens re-
cently visited the City of Mexico to induce
the Government Lo remove the duty on
American corn, but they were not SuCCess-
ful. Many of the poorer classes of Durango
are destitute, and their necds haye con-
verted them into very aangerous characters.

Fitzsimmons says that he is on the mar-
ket to fizht any man ¢in his class for the
largest purse offered by any American club.
He thinks that his next meeting will be
with Pritchard, the English champion, as
Hall bas no intention of fizhting him for
love or money, Filz gives Hall an awful
black eye, and placards him as the biggest
fraud in America.

His alleged feeling against * Parson ”
Davies’ protege is very bitter, and only a
meeting between the two middle-weights
will ease the champlon’s mind, which be-
comes very much troubled and excited
whenever the name of Hzll is mentioned.
Fitzsimmons has already declared his in-
tention of becominz an American citizen,
and expects his first papers in May next.

After that he will prove an acquisition to
the Democratic party in the event of a death
blow being administered to prize fizhting by
“the powers that be.” There is one thing
about Fitzsimmons whieh many of the pu-
gilisis of the piresent day eannot boast of,
and that is he has 2 normal sized craninm,
which has in no way become enlarged since
his advent in this country.

OBITUARY.

GEORGE JONES.
George Jones, editor, proprietor and publisher
of the New Yok Times, died at Poland Springs,
near Lewiston, Me.,, at 4 o’ciock veserday

morning. Mr. Jones was born in Englaud in
1812. He early entered the fieid of journalism

in New York City, and on the 18th of Sepiem-
ber, 1851, In connection with Henry Jarvis Ray-
mond, who had uot ouly been associated with

Horace Greeley on the Tribune, and also on the
Courier and Enqutrer, but had nad considerable
expertence in the field of polities, founded the
Neéw York Times, a paper which aimed to reaeh
the couservative mitdle classes aissatisfied
with the ‘I'ribune and the Herald. Mr. Raymona
died in New York June 18, 1869, and from that
time on thie entire weight and responsibility of
the conduct of the Times rested upon the sthoul-
ders of Mr. Jones, Tie labor he performed was
simply herculean. Iu 1884 the Times, which up
to that time had been a pronounced Republican
Journal, supported Mr, Cleveland, while in 1888,
althaugh favoring the 1e-election of Mr. Cleve-
land, i{is caudidate for Governor of tha State was
not Hill, but Waruer Miller, the Republican
uominee. Under the management of Mr. Jones
the Times exercised a very wide infiuence, both
in New York City and throughout the State.

On July 16th Mr. Jones arrived at Poland
Springs, to whieh place he was suinmoned by the
serfous illness of his daughter. His care and
anxiety for her welfare completely exbausted
Inm, and this. ccupled wiih the fact that he was
a suflerer from a complication of troubles, eom-
pletely prostrated him, and bI1s plysical con-
dition became weaker and weaker. His ad-
vanced age was against him, and on Tuesday he
commenced to sink 8o rapidly that it became
eyident that the end was not far off, and he died
as above sunted. Iis remains will bs taken to
New York City, and on Filday worning at 10
o’clock he will be burled from Rev. Dr. Newton’s
chuieh, corper of Madison aveuue and Sixty-
sixth sireet.
