At the time of the
accident the boat had a barge in tow, and
both craft were at onca tied up. Tho
steamer Aurora was soon sighted on her
way to this city, aud slip took tho disabled
steamer in tow to this city. The Sonoma
tied up at Jiicksnu-street Wharf and her
wheel was stripped preparatory to patting
in a new steel shaft.

The tag Wizard, Captain Clem Randall,
recovered yesterday tlie anchor lost by the
bark Gerinania on Sunday. The mud-hook,
with the chain attached, was landed at
Main-street Wharf.

POSTAL TELEGRAm LAID. .
The work of laying the submarine tele-

graph cable from this city to Oakland was
finished yesterday afternoon by laying tlie
threo and a half miles of two-inch cable
from Oakland toGoat Island. Quite a large
gang of men was employed, and the work
was completed without a hitch. The land
line across Goat Island is also completed,
and the finishing touches will be put on to-
day by making the connection.
