Editor Woman’s Colwmn, Morning Call:
The perusal of “The Woman’s Colamn,’’
while it suggests many pleasant thoughts
aud gives very much useful Mmformation in
reference to woman’s work, her aims, her
efforts and her achievements, also proves
conclusively that there are traitors within
the camp, foes within the fold, who seek by
every effort within their power to deride
and ridiculs the work of their truer and
niore generous sisters.

In nothing 1s the narrow-mindedness so
often, and I fear justly, ascribed to women
more conspicuously displayed than in the
matter of woman’s suffrage.

Some of the burning and shining lights
among its opponents are like the dog in the
fable—they do not wish thie bone themselves
nor are they willing that others should pos-
sess it.

Belog, some of them, evidently women of
thought and culture, it is singular that they
caan find no more laudable method of dear-
stalking than this with which to occupy
their time and talent.

Why need the coveted right of suffrage
interfere with one who does not wvalue it,
and would not, were she able, avail herself
of it?

No man who does not wish to exercise his
privilege of voting is ever forced to do so,
and it is not probable that more, in this
line of her duty, would be required of an
unwilling sister than has ever been expected
from an unwilling brother.

It is truly puzzling to know why she who
‘“‘does not wish to vote,”” *‘has all the rights
she wants,” ete., should concern herself in
this matter at all. If she likes being a non-
entity under the law she certainly should be
satisfied, for she is one, and

No others of her sex should express such
heterodox views, or oppose that which
itin anywise ameliorate woman’s con-
n, is quite incredible. For one, I
always doubt the sincerity of these latter
and find myself wondering if thsv are not
simply trying to “curry favor” (pardon the
slang) with the masculine element.

The women who desire suffrage and who
are willing to use their best efforts with voice
and pen to obtain it find in the reluctance
of men to yieid to them this right a suffi-

the wall difficulty, wou!ld be in mueh less
danger of falling ard thus injuring all, and
the time, too, would be shortened. The
line, *‘united we stand and divided we fall,”
is as applicable to woman’s struggle for
liberty as to man’s,

a change, fearing lest that change may im-
ply the going from bad to worse, the “‘jump-
g from the frying-pan ioto the fire.”

Iie tree of siave enfranchisement was
bhardly so long in growing as the ceuntury
plant of woman suffrage has been, vet the
Tormer has borne much fruit, and the latter
will yet give forth blossoms such as no
other century plant has ever produced—
flowers whose fragrance will be the com-
bined sweetness of woman’s prayers and
tears. The rock ot public opinion is being
steadily, if slowly, undermined, and re-
cruits to the cause are being at most daily
added from the great and ever-increasing
army of thinking men and women.

CALIFORNIA STATUTES.

What Was Done for Woman by the
Legislature Recently Adjourned.

Editor Woman’s Column, Morning Call :
After each lLegislative session there is add-
ed to California laws an octavo of several
hundred pages. That showlng the work of
the last Legislature is just out, and it is a
good thing for people subject to those laws
to know what they are. Americans are pe-
culiar; they have profound respect for Jaw—
will bear an evil most meekly if they be-
lieve it legal. American women, if edu-
cated, know about English and French goy-
ernment, about ancient Babylon, the laws
of Menu, of Lycurgus, of Solon, of Egyp-
tian law, the Code Napoleon, but they take
uo iuterest in the laws that govern them-
selves, that fix the legal and, to most, the
only standard of right and wrong. Mendo
the voting and most of the hurrahing, but
few ever read the ordinances of their eity or
the codes of their State. Queer people! Ap-
propriations and the reform baliot law
represent most of the work, but women
were not enlirely overlooxed, and ought to
have au interest in the legislation that con-
cerns them. They all know that a law was
passed prohibiting the sale of liquor to
niinors, also one to prevent the sale of cigar-
ettes to youths under sixteen, but

THE LAWS
That give women power are far more im-
portant, because they work toward a consti-
tuency that wants good laws enforced. The
best law is null and void in the bhands of
evil, a geod constitution is as essential es a
zood law. The laws  in regard to women
ave changed a liltle, and not for the worse.
Section 1370, Civil Code, is amended: *A
married woman meay be appoiuted adminis-
tratrix,” and “‘marriage does not extinguish
her authority.,” The old idea that *‘man
and wile are one and that one the husband”
still pervades law; at marriage woman
passes “‘under coverture,” becomes an **ad-
junet,” and until recently could not testify
even in coury, her individuality was lost; in
fact, when the “commsn law’”” was framed
ghe was a slave, subject to punishinent by
her *liege lord,” with mo clzim but for
“food, clothes and medicine,” and that
claim subject to his judgment. Blackstone
culled the code “the perfection of human
reason,” but a little niore of divine reason
is infused into man; the world new judges
a woman to be an individeal, and law is
clowly shaping itself accordingly. Section
58, amended, A wowan may become notary
yublie,” and uowhere can a bright, well-
yalanced womaun help women more than in
law. Section 1352, amended, A married

executrix.” “*AMarriage does not destroy the
authority of one apvoiuted before mar-
riage.” This also points to the individual-
izing of wowmen, and marriage is not quita
80 much of a pevalty as when it took
from woman all coutrol of her own prop-
eriy, ali pewer to represent lierself or any
onc else in law. Certainiy women are no
woiselor that much of liberty, and the
ownelship oi person and earpings wust

soon fellow. Section 1751 (amended): *“The
father or mother of a minor child under 14,
if competent, is entitled to be appointed
guardian, in preference to another.” Hither-
to the widow, if she knew the law, could pe
but haunted by the fear that another migit
be appointed guardian of her children; now,
If the father is not living, she is quite sure
of being their guardian, of controlling their
property, and—because of the dignity and
power such independeuce gives—of con-
trolling them. In case both parents are
living, tho father still comes first. Section
172 says that *the community property is
under the control of the husband the same
as his seprarate estate.” Now it is amended
as follows: *“Provided, however, that he
cannot make gift of such community prop-
erty, or convey the same without a valuable
consideration, unless the wife
CONSENTS THERETO IN WRITING.”
Still, for a “‘ valuable consideration” he can
sell and dispose of the money; still, he caa
mortgage or sell without the wife's knowl-
edge, but he cannot as heretofore deed to
another for * love and affection,” or deed to
pay a gambling debt. T'lhe amendment does
not amount to mueh, but recognizes the in-
dividuality of the wife. The law makes all
the earnings of either ** community prop-
erty,” and the husband has full control, no
matter in which name. No property is
separate in the eye of the law unless held
before marriage or acaquired by gift, demise
or descent. A place deeded to a woman, ex-
cept by her husband, if community prop-
erty, is not hers. She can give no good title
to it, and formerly she must prove that
property in her name is “‘separate.” Now
there is improvement. The burden of proof
is taken frowm ber, for an amendment reads,
““property in a wife’'s name is presumably
separate property.” Instead of her being
obliged to prove that it is hers, some one
else must prove that it is not hers, If
proved not hers, but bought with commu-
nity property, however, her deed is not
valid.  Women ashore ought to feel interest
in those in peril of shipwreck. Most wo-
men, no matter how hard they work, are in
financial shipwreck. Every true man and
woman should help to get off their legal
manacles, so that they can help themselves.

ELLA DIETZ CLYMER.

A Woman Who Attracts Much Attention.
Her Personality and Popularity.

In the ravks of advanced woman thinkers
and reformers, there is no personality that
better represents the highest type of the
vopular wonsan of the day than that of Ella
Dietz Clymer—actress, poet, philanthropist,
advocate of woman’s privileges and rights,
and withal a womanly woman in dress and
deportment.

In appearance Mrs. Clymer has a beauty,
which picturesque quaintness of attire en-

hances. Wonderfully expressive black
eyes look out from beneath a low brow, on
which fair wavy hair rests lightly. In the
soft, dull lavender and gray gown she
affects, with the silver chatelaine at the
waist and lace at the wrists, she looks as if
she might have stepped from some antique
canvas.

In personality she has the dignity and gra-
ciousness of the grandes dames of the old
regime. Never excited, irritated or aggres-
sive, never raising the tone of the clear
voice that rings through the shrill chatter of
womeun's gathierings, she forms a happy con-
trast to the pronounce dictatorial type so
common among the leaders of the woman
movement. She is said to be the best par-
liamentarian of her sex, and those who
have seen her marshaling the excited fac-
tions of Sorosis in array understand how
she has earned her title of henor.

One of the secrets of Mrs, Clymer’s sue-
cess as a reformer is perhaps that, unlike
her prototypes, she does not affect the
brusqueness of masculinity demanding con-
sideration and attention, but rather, with
the sweet persuasiveness of woman, appeals
most potently to her hearers. Her first
efforts in this. direction were devoted
to the uplifting of the dramatic profes-
sion, which she embraced with suéeess,
until delicacy of constitution prevented her
from fulfilling 1ts exactions, Accordin:
her theories the stage should be subsidize
by the Government, and made available to
the masses, to whom it must stand in the
relation of teacher of ethics rather than as
an amuserieut, and the calling of the actor
sheuld be considered as second to that of
the priest. Religion shounld espouse the
cause of the stage, and make 1t an important
ally in the salvation of the people from in-
temperance and vice. Ouly a woman could

)

have dreamed anything so poetical. As
Pauline, Rosalind, Juliet and Margueiite
she was successful in her poetical and

imaginative characterizations, and when
failing strength made acting impossible she
turned her attention to writing. Ier books
were a!l published in Londun during her
residence abro d. and are not as well known
here as among Euoglish eritics. Among the
most im tant are “The Triumph of Love,”

*The Triumph of Time” and ** The
Triumph of Life.”
Mrs. Clymer’s club life began with the

inception of Sorosis, of whose first Executive
Committee she and Phwebe Cary were mem-
bers, and in whose incorporation she was
instrumental. She has been aver an active
and capable membter of the cinb, was its
President for two vears, and is now the
Vice-President. Very rarely doas any one
hear from her any of the radical doetrines
promulgated by the aggressive arguers for
woman’s equality, but when some one said
to he r not long ago, *“You are not one of
these masculine reformers, 1 hope,” she an-
swered very decided but smilingly:

*I am a reformer to some extent, though I
hcpe that in consequence 1 liave not ceased
to be womanly. My life Lias chi«fly been de-
voted to literary and artistic pursuits, but I
sympathize strongly with some of the reform
movements, I have always believed since |
have been old enough to think that woman
should take her share of responsibtlity in
helping govern her country, and I think wo-
man’s broadening sphere of usefulness to-
day is the result of the agitation eaused by
the noble picneer women who claimed the
right of every woman to help frame the
laws under which shie lives. I cannot see
how this country cau ever attaln the stand-
ard which our fore‘athers raised up for us
unless woman's influence shall be brought
to bear in some way upon the political life
of the nation. I think, for man’s sake as
well as ber own, woman needs to be recog-
nized as part of the organized force in polit-
ical life. My temperament being artistic,
my active energies huve been expended in
the direction of art and literature; but I
love my country too well not to think of
many problems that are to-day affecting its
welfare, and I held decided opiniors as to
most of them.”—N. Y. Sun.

This was reported to
Chief Crowley, and Detective James Rogers,
the fatherly Hawkshow of the upper ofiice,
was detailed to act a3 a mediator between
the women, Iis mission was successful,
and now the woman who married Schorr
ten years ago in Roumania is in possession
of the family Bible, a ring and other keep-
sakes she presented to Carl during their
courtship.

Seeking Her Daughter.

Mrs. Catherine Hugles of Sacramento
has apvlied to Judge Sanderson for a writ
of habeas corpus to secure the release of her
daughter, who, she says, is an inmate of 3t.
Joseplh’s Orphan Asylum. The chief of-
ficers of the asylum will attend the session
of the court this morning with the records
of the institution, It is said that the child
was placed in the asylum eleven years ago
and is now bound out to service.

Prisoners From Oonalaskna.

United States Marshal Porter arrived yes-
terday from Oonalaska by the steamship
Umatilla with four prisoners for San Quen-
tin. One was a Russian Jack-the-Ripper,
who had killed his wife and terribly muti-
lated the corpse. He was convicted at
Oonalaska and sentenced to lite imprisen-
ment. Two are Indians under conviction
of murder and the other will be imprisoned
for grand larceny.

Landlady Against Tenant.

Mrs. Francisco Paradas, who lives on Jes-
sie street, swore to a complaint yesterday
for the arrest of Mary Gallagher, her land-
lady, eharging her with an assault with a
deadly weapon. While hanging out clothes
the propristress of the house swooped down
on her with a butcher-knife uttering the
threat, “I’ll fix ye.”” Mrs. Paradas fled be.
fore the threat could be executed.

CONSTERNATION.

Boodlers Alarmed by the Charge
to the Grand Jury.

Judge Wallace Orders an Inquiry Into Legis-
lative and Municipal Corruption.
Faylor’s “Partners” in Peril.

A thunderbolt fell yesterday into the
assembly of the beodlers that disgraced the
State at the receut session of the Legisla-
ture.

Lobbyist Faylor lonz ago threatened that
he would have the Grand Jury investigate
the transactions of the *'Senatorial com-
bine,”” which he alleged would not pay him
the share of profits to which his eminent
services entitled him, but Judze Wallace
saved him the trouble by eharging the Grand
Jur)‘ to inquire into the matter without in-
terést, passion or feeling, seeking only for
the whole truth, and nothing but the truth.
He also charged the jury to make a search-
ing examination of municipal affairs.

The character of the men whocompose the
jury will not allay the alarm of the State
and city boodler which the charge pro-
duced, for there are men in the jury who
have long been known as anti-Buckley Dem-
ocrats, and there are others who are equally
well known as reform R=publicans.

Barclay Henley was appointed foreman.

JUDGE WALLACE'S CHARGE.

The GrandJury being impaneied and sworn, 1
am requbied by law to deliver to you a charge,
and doing that to impart to youa such juforma-
tion as may be deemed proper.

An elaborate deiall of the rules of law povern-
ing the production and application of evidence
and of the 1egulations by which the sittings ana
proceedings of the Grand Jury wiil be governed
1§ scarcely necessary, because all these will be
found plainly set down lu the codes, which will,
of couise, be in your tands. You are all gentle-
men of lJarge experience and high 1ntelligence;
besides, your foreman here 18 happily hunself a
lawyer of marked abi and thorough knowl-
ledge of the law; moreover, you are entitled to
have the ollicial advice of the Distiict Attorney,
aun officer of great efliciency in thie discharge of
his duties, as_ well as the advice of tho Courr,
stould you at any time suppose yoursel in need
of it.

The Janguage of the oath which you have just
tuken, if you have closely atiended to it, as you
no aoubt nave, has already furnished youin a
great measure with all the imformnation requisite
to the proper discharge of the importaut duties
now devolving upon you. The phrascology tn
which that oath 13 couched has undergone but
little change—in its diction it is mueh, and (o 1ts
substance and meaning it s altogetuer, thiv same
as Las been sdministered among Eung
ing people for more thau seven Lt
from thie days of the first Plantagenet.

As an institution the Grandg Jury is Anglo-
Saxou in origin. Coming down mote fmmedl-
ately tous it is secu to harmonizs in a pecullar
manner with our representative system of aemo-
craile governmeni, for ihe Grand Jury comes
rom time to time from the body of the people,
and 1s indeed the especial basis, Lthe very tap
1oot, as 1t were, of that eulightened freedom
which distinguishes ours as pre-emioently a
sell-governing people.

AN INDISPENSABLE INSTITUTION.

In our history there is perliaps no other single
lnstitution which has played so important a pait
in the administration of public justice and the
pression of crime—ix that has proven it-
sellso Indispensable 1o the peace and well-belug
of sociely, ihe safety of the individual citizen
and the hounor aud good repute of the State, as

Your spec aud pecuiiar mission is to look
after and foguire about that importautl mass of
affalrs—public aftairs—which conceru everybody
1 general and nobody in partleular, and as to
wiich It 18 paradoxieally and proveibially saia
that,belngeverybudy’s business, they are nobody’s
business. These public affairs thus placed un-
der your scrutiny are not muunietpal merely—you
are not lunited even to the very carefui exam-
Ination of the booke, records aind accounts of
the more than forty ofticers wiiich are embraced
in the goverument ¢! the city and county of Sau
Fraucisco, and to which the iaw makes it my
duty hiere to call your special attention.

cover a sum of mouey, which is said to have
been a part of the gainy made in that business,
was lately brought and actually tried heie in
this department of the court,
SUCH RUMORS ARE FACTS.

T advertto these matters merely by way of in-
troduction to av Hllustration of the instruction
which 1 now give you., whichds that for you sueh
rumors are facis—uot facis, of course. upon
which to find any indictment or Indictments of
anybody—ihat ¢in only be done after legal evi-
deunce of the commission of the offense shail have
first been obtained by you; but these rumors are
facts upon which your lnquisitorfal investigat-
Ing power is put in motlon. You must investi-
gale them, you must inquire conceruing them—
not Iu a formal or pedlunctory manner, not as
those who, having eyes, see not, or haviug ears,
hear not; butin the langnage of your oath dili-
gently, with asstaul:y and with the Intent and
purpose lu good faith to ind ocut the truth, and
if the commission of the offense bs proven to
preseut ang Indictment or Indiciments here
against the guilty parties, provided the offense
be one which, to quote the statutory phrase, is
“triabie” in the eity and county.

And this sugeests the inquity a8 to what is an
oftense triable here. 1 Instruct you that any

Between Georgia and Virginia street
wharves, says the Vallejo Chrouicle, is now
a thick bed of tules, sowething which has
sprung up inside of two years. Last year
there was but a tuft or two of tule grass,
but it caught hold and it was not long be-
fore what had been mud flats at low tide
and a smooth sheet of water at high tide
was covered with a thick green swamp-land
growth.

A cattle-raicer from New Mexico has
been telling the St. Louis Globe-Democrat
how cowboys prevent stampedes of cattle
when they see the well-knowa signs of such
an event by singing to them, which immedi-
ately pacities them and theyv all lie down
quietly. T'hose who have had the pleasure
of hearing cowboys sing will readily under-
stand why the cattie lie down—Dbecause the
music makes them want to die,

The E-<condido irrigation distriect has
made a contract with the Moffett Company
of Syracuse, N. Y., for the development of
a water supply from the San Luis Rey
River, and it 1s likely that other distriets in
tlie neighberhood will be supplied from the
sawe system, which is expected to be one of
the largest on the Coast. An expenditure
of §5,000,000 is mentioned as probable in
carrying out the company’s plans.

A Pasadena man has discovered a new
process for the rapid curing of summer
grown lemons. His method i3 to lay upon
the floor of a cellar or curing-house about
8 inches of green alfalfa, on which he piles
several lavers of lemons and covers the
whole with about 8 inches of the same
material. By this process, it is said, he
succeeds in curing perfectly green lemons
in from ten to fourteen days. The chemi-
cally preduced heat of the alfalla acts as
the curative agent.

The Los Angeles Express says: A good
result of the glutin the potato market this
season is likely to be the establishment of a
starch manufacturing industry in this sec-
tion. It is generally admitted that the sur-
plus erop could be converted into starch,
with tair returns to tbe growers and the
manufacturer. The potato yields one-fitth
of its weight in starch, which is werth 5
cents a pound, or the equivalent of a cent 2
pound for the raw potato. The crop can
ble grown here as profitably as anywhere
else,

According to the Salinas Index animals
now protected by the game laws are hurt-
ing the orchards up there. In one ortwo
orchards particularly a gieat number of
trees have been killed by the browsing of
deer, and at other places n the country
quails have harvested a good part of the
crop of the vinevards. While it might bea
technical violation of the law to kill pro-
tected game out of season, no jury or court
in the world would convict a mau for an
actdone in the necessary protection of Lis
own property.

A Portervillo man was bitten by a big
scorpion the other day. A white swelling
at once formed, and a couple of gentlemen
present gave him a tumbler of whisky and
put some salivated chewing tobacco on the
wound and bound it tightly up. The whisky,
however, having no effect, a second tumbler
was given and he then lay down. About
five hours later the bandage was removed,
revealing a greenish matter whieh had been
drawn out by the tobacco. Another band-
age was put on and he rested until the next
day. The wounded man vomited freely,
which no doubt expedited his recovery.

Looking for a Lost Brother.

William Breslin, a sailor, left his board-
ing-house on Vallejo street two vears Ago
with the intention of shipping on a deep-
sea vessel. Since that time his relatives
have not heard from him and they fear that
he has been foul'y dealt with, His sister is
now in the city and has asked the police to
look for him. Breslin is about 28 years old
and 5 feet 8 inches in height.

A PLEASANT HOME.

Over One Hundred Men Devoured
by Fierce Polar Bears.

Three of the Mattie T. Dyer's Crew Take Up
Their Residence on St. Mathews Island
to Hunt the Brutes.

Among the arrivals in port yesterday was
the sealing schooner Mattie T. Dyer from
Sand Point. As a result of her season’s
work the vessel has on board 360 seal skins,
85 sea-otter skins and 10 bear skins.

The vessel brings no great amount of
news regarding the movements of the seal-
ing fleet other than that all the schooners
have been driven out of Behring Sea by
the war-ships. ** You could notstay in there
with a canoce,” said one of the crew.
** Some of the schooners tried to hide from
the cruisers, but sooner or later all of them
were forced to leave, and are ncw on their
way home.”

The Dyer brought down a man who,
with two more, was lost from the schooner
J. Hamilton Fish, and afterward picked up
by the schooner Leo, and landed at Sand
Point. The men were adrift five days be-
fore they were rescued, and suffered terri-
bly from cold and huneger. A thick fog pre-
vailed most of the time, and to add to their
misery a gale sprang up on the third day
that nearly sauk their boat.

EKEPT HEAD TO THE SEA.

A sea anchor was formed of the oars and
by this means the boat was kept head to the
sea, which often swept over her and kept /
the erew hard at work bailing the boat out.
After being rescued by the Leo one of the
men joined her crew, and before the
schooner reached Sand Point was shot in
the neck by one of the men who was clean-
ing a rifle.  The wound proved fatal, as the
man died soon after being taken ushore.

The bear-skins were taken at St. Mathews
Island, and are of the white or polar bear
species. The island literally swarms with
the ferocious brutes, who seem to make the
island their headquarters. It is nothing
uncommeon to see a dozen of the animals at
one time, and they are so fierce that they
will attack a man on sight.

*““The ten we got.,”” said the mate, *‘gave
us the hardest kind of a fight, and we had
to shoot them all to pieces before they gave
up. At one time the island was inhabited
by quite a number of Indiane, but nearly
all of them fell victims to the terrible
brutes, and the rest were compelled to leave.

DEVOURED BY BEARS.

“I'lie ruins of half a dozen log houses
stand in different parts of the island, but in
nine cases out of ten the owners have been
devoured by the fierce animals that come up
out of the water at night aud roam all over
the island.

“Kight years ago a party of five men
were left there with the intention of spend-
ing the winter huoting the ferocious ani-
mals, for the sake of their skins, which are
worth quite a sum of money. A good strong
log-liouse was erected, plenty of fuel and
provisions stowed away and the entire
party well provided with firearms and ammu-
nition, yet when the vessel returned in the
spring not a single man of the tive was left
to tell the story of the terrible fizht with the
fierce beasts. The log shanty was torn to
pieces and ciose by were a few scattered
bones, all that was left of the hardy men
who had been conquered by the bears.
Everything around the spot showed that a
fearful struggle had taken place before the
little party succumbed to the terrible
brutes.

TOLD THE TALE.

“Piles of empty cartridge shells lay on
the ground. Hatchets and knives, mingled
with broken rifles and shreds of clothing,
told the tate of how the pvor fellows had
died.

*I'hrea vears ago a party of mining ex-
perts, all of whom were well armed, camped
on the island with the intention of searcn-
ing for gold or other minerals. They did
not stay long, however, and when asked by
the people at Sand Point what the island
contained, replied: ‘Bear, bear,and lots of it.”

“ In spita of all the stories told of the
pumber of men who have been devoured by
the savage beasts, a party of three are now
on the island with the intention of remain-
ing through the winter, and will spend the
time hunting the brutes. The men are part
of the Dyer’s crew, one a Frenchman and
the others Americans.

“ The schooner remained two weeks at
the island, and during that time a log hiouse
was buiit that seemed able to defy the at-
tacks of all the bears in the Arctic,

A FORTRESS OF LOGS. .

“ The building is 20x20 and construeted of
solid logs Lolted together. ‘I'he roof is also
formed of logs and well bolted down. Loop-
holes were cut ou each side and a heavy
door built, the outside of which is plated
with iron.

“The men are supplied with suflicient
provisions to last until spring, and also have
six heavy repeating rifles and plenty of
cartridges. A good supply of knives,
hatehets and other weapons were left with
the daring trio, as well as lots of clothes and
cooking utensils. They are to get one-half
of all the skins taken, and if they survive
through the winter -ought to make their
fortunes,” said the mate of the schooner,
“but I doubt if anything more than their
bones will be found in the spring.”

D EFENSE OF DALY.
Wood Believes Himm a Monomaniac
and Incurable.

The defense of James Daly continued
yvesterday in Judge Lawler’s Department.
Daly is on trial for the killing of F. S. S.
Buckman on March 6th, and his attorneys
are pleading insanity. The only evidence
that is being introduced is that bearing di-
rectly on the plea in defense.

James Carroll, who has been Daly’s cell-
mate during his incarceration in the County
Jail, gave all the details yesterday of the
mar’s queer behavior while in confinement.
In his opinion Daly is insane.

Dr. Leonard Wood was called as an ex-
pert. He believed Daly afflicted with what
is technically called secondary monomania.
The man appears to have pronounced de-
lusjons on a certain subject or two, and no
amount of reasoning or talk can disabuse
hli;u. The doctor believed the case incur-
able.

Daly persists, as if to break the monotony
of the trial, in protesting every now and
then to the court against the pleaof insanity
and against the course his atterneys are
pursuing.
