SEA AND SHORE.

Return of the Charles J. Wilson
From tbe South Pacific.

Schooners Saved by Tugs
—

Laid Up With a

Broken Shaft— The Pensacola MakingBeady

to Go to Sea— Movements and Charters.

The schooner Charles J. Wilson arrived
yesterday afternoon after a cruise in the
South Pacific extending over thirty months.
Upon leaving port her destination was kept
a secret, but it leaked out that she had gone
on a shark-hunting tripand several other
vessels were fitted out soon after, but none
of them made a success of the business.
How the cruise of the Wilson turned out

no one but the captain, to whom she is con-
signed, can tel and he is as silent on that
point ns a mummy. The vessel was boarded
by a Call reporter insearch of news, but
there seemed to be a scarcity of the article
on board. "The captain Is on shore, but
will soon be on board," volunteered the
mate, who shares with his commander the
distinction of being the only two whites on
board, the crew being natives of the Caro-
line Group. Even the captain's wife is na-
tive of those far off island*.
"Ican tell you nothing at all of the trip.

You must see the captain," added the mate,
but the reporter was not kept waiting long,
for the great man soon came on board. He
was mad, and the cause was soon ascer-
tained.
"Ihave been chasrd all over town by half

a dozen reporters, but 1have no news of
any kind to give, so there is no use of you
waitinc," he exclaimed. "The Morning
Star lirouclit up all the news, and we have
nothing more to tell."

KNOWS NOTHING OF SHARKS.
"

"How is shark fishing?" asked the re-
porter.

"Sharks is something Iknow nothing at
all about," replied the captain loitily,as he
strodo from side to side of his little vessel.
"Lots of people think they know all ab'iit
them, but Iknow nothing. How many did
we catch? Well, that is my business, and
also tho manner in which they are caught."

Finding there was nothing to be learned
as to the manner in which the tigers of the
sea are- captured mid prepared for the mar-
ket, the newspaper man asked whether he
could look at a queer boat lyingat the main
hatch.

"That Is a canoe Ibought at one of the
Caroline Islands, and 1expect it is the first
of the kind ever brought here," explained
the captain.

Trie craft is quite a novelty, as it Is fur-
nished withan outrigger, which is necessary
to keep it from upsetting as itis not inoie
than fourteen inches wide. Itis about four-
teen feet long and nearly three deep, and
is made of the bread-fruit tree. Itis painted
nearly all the colors of the rainbow and
would create a sensation should its owner
decide to use itin San Francisco. The crew
say it is n fu.c tea-beat, but it would hardly
bo the kind of craft tin- life-saving crew at
Fort Point would like to use to go eft' to a
ship in distress.

NIGHTLY DRILLING HIS MEN.
Inorder to mr.ke his crew as proficient as

possible inlowering the boats in case of a
person jumping or fallingoverboard, Cap-
tain Hughes of the steamer Oakland drills
his men nightly as soon hs the boat is tied
up for the day. A reporter was present last
night when the cry of "Mau overboard"
rang out on the boat. A life-buoy hnd been
thrown overboard and allowed to drift away
from the steamer. When the alarm was
given U was fully 100 yards from the ves-
sel. The boat was lowered and tho life-
buoy picked up within three und a half
minutes.

"People think we take no interest In this
sort of thing," said Captain Hughes, "but
we do nil inour power to pick up every one
that either jumps or lalls overboard from
the boats."

Outside the Heads the weather yesterday
was hazy, with a west wind blowing sixteen
miles an hour. The barometer stood 29.95.

SATED ONLY BY THE TCCIS,
During the fire at Eureka a few days ago,

which destroyed Bendixon's saw-mill, a
couple of tine schooners, which had only
been launched a few days before, narrowly
escaped being licked up by the flames. One
of them is a handsome four-masted vessel
built for Captaig M. Olson of this city.
Nothing but the prompt action of the tugs in
towing the two vessels away from the wharf
saved them. Itis said that the mill was a
total loss, estimated at 830,000.

The Government steamer General Mc-
Dowell whs laid up for repairs yesterday
and her place was taken by the Spreckels'
tug Active.

OFF THE DRY-DOCK AGAIN.
The ola war-ship Pensacola was taken out

of the dry-dock at Mare Island on Wednes-
day evening, and her crew has been kept
pretty busy since in fillingher bankers with
coal and taking in a large supply of pro-
visions.
