DYlStt OF JIYDKOPHOBIA.

Effect of Having Been liltten by a Flay-
fulMastiff.

Hugo Eitel. 17 years old, who lives at
Fifth avenue and 110th street, had a mas-
tiff which had never been known to do any-
thing worse than chase the cats of the
neighborhood, says the New York Sun.
Hugo and the mastiff had always been on
good terms, but about five weeks aeo, when
playing with the dog, the boy was slightly
bitten on the forehead and hand, lie
thought nothing of the bites, and did not
say anything to his parents about them.

He went over to Astoria to spend a few
days with his cousin, P. J. Keinhardts of
309 Lbckwood street. Soon after his arrival
he seemed unwell, and began to ask ques-
tions about dog', He wanted to know
who owned the dogs In the neighborhood
and what dogs did and where they came
from. His relatives felt no uneasiness
about him until ho told tlifin he had been
bitten by the mastiff. He was taken with
what the doctors now say Is hydrophobia."

He was seized with convulsions," says
Mr.Reinuardt, "at about 12:30 o'clock in the
afternoon, and began to bark like a doc and
foam at the mouth. lie jumped at every
one who came near him and had to be
knocked down withpillows and bolsters to
be kept from biting the members of the
family."

Dr. Hildebrnndt was summoned and
treated young Eitel with morphine injec-
tions and chloroform, but from time to time
the convulsions reuppeared. At night it
was necessary to tie tup. patient to his bed.

The boy's father, Eniile Eitel, was noti-
fied immediately. He went over to Astoria
and brought Hugo to his home. When the
boy left Astoria he was calm, but, accord-
ing to Mr.Beinhardt, he sniffed mound the
woodwork and put out his tongue like a
doc. He would ask for water, but at
the sight q.f it would be seized with
convulsions. On arriving in New York lie
became so violent that the police were noti-
fied and an ambulance was summoned.
The boy was taken to the Presbyterian
Hospital, where it was necessary to place
him in a straitjacket and handcuff?. He
still barked like a dog, the doctors say.
The house surgeon. Dr. Frank Hupp, said
last night that he thought the patient had
Improved since be hud been in the hospital,
and that be was then quiet.

The boy, it is believed, Is in tho second
stage of the disease. When rabies is far
advanced, as itseems to be in this case,
the patient is not likely to live more than
three days. Young Eitel has been subject
to epileptic tits for two years, and it is
thought that this may be largely responsible
for his present condition. Ho is a tall,
large-boned boy for his age, and it takes
several men to handle him when he has a
convulsion. The doe was shot.

SEA AND SHORE.

The Coal in the Bark (iwalla at

Fort Costa on Fire.

A Sea-Wall Shed Damaged -Wreckers Float

Offthe ElDorado— Departure ofthe Ala-

meda—Movements ofVessels.

Word was received in thl9 cityat itn early
hour yesterday morning that fire had
broken out on board the British bark
Gwalla, lying at Selby's Works, near Port
Costa. The news put the tug-boat men on
their mettle, and four at onto started for
the scene, of the blaze. They were the
Sprockets boats, Active and Alert, and the
red-stacked tugs, Rescue and Sea Queen.

The Active was the first to reach the
burning ship, but as tho Rescue was close
behind, and the red-stack boats have the
contract to do the towiug, the cautain at
once called the Rescue alongside, and she
was soon pumping several streams of water
Into the burning vessel. Soon after the
Queen arrived and nlso went to work. The
lire had broken out about ">::>0 o'clock in the
morning, and by the time the tugs reached
her the hold of the bark was like a furnace.

Allthe paint had peeled off her bow?, and
out of both the fore and main lower mast-
heads dense volumes of black srnoko poured.

The masts r.re of steel and of cour.'o hol-
low, and made first-class smokestacks. Soon
after the tugs were alongside au attempt was
made to smother the flame* by stopping up
the vents formed by the two masts. Canvas
and sacks were tied over the mastheads,
but had very little effect on the lire, which
continued to roar i.i the ship's InId.

TONS OF COAL ON FIRE.
All the coal, amounting to over ISO tons,

was in tile forward part and had been left
in her for stiffening or ballast, but was to
have been taken out yesterday us nearly 300
tons of wheat had been placed in the after
hold. Inaddition to the stream* from the
tuus two lines of hoses were connected with
the pumps in Selby's works and also turned
on the lire. SteaJEly the water rose in the
Dark's hold, but it did not seem to have any
effect on the burning mass.

Shortly after 11 o'clock. itwas decided to
run the vessel on the mud, as fears were en-
tertained that she would sink if she re-
mained at the wharf. So she was run on the
mud stern first. At 2 o'clock word was re-
ceived at the Merchants' Exchange that the
lire was still burning, although the ship's
hold was half fullof water.

The Gwalla is au iron bark of HOS tons
and came here from Australia with a cargo
of coal consigned to Husband & Brooks.
She was under charter to load wheat for
Europe.

SMASHED INTO THE SHED.
The Norwegian Bteamshlp 11. W. Jarls-

berg made things very interesting when she
docked at Section Ji ol the se-awall yester-
day morning. The ship used her own
steam, and alter reaching the berth the
signal to back was given birt misunderstood
by the engineer, who, instead of backing,
opened her out full speed ahead, with tho
result that her how struck tiie wharf with a
crash, tearing through the compound stringer
and not stopping until about lilteen feet of
the vessel's bow was under the freight-sheJ.
The damage to the vessel is slight, because
she escaped with a few bent plates aud the
loss of iome paint. Tiie wharf and shed
suffered more, the former having been turn
up for about twenty feet, witha big liole
punched iuto the side of the shed.

The mail steamship Alameda left for
Honolulu and Sydney alxmt 2 o'clock yester-
day afternoon. She took away a goodly
number of passengers, among whom were
John D. Spreckels and wife, who are
bound to Houolulu ou a pleasure trip.

WBECKKBB ABB AT WOBK.
A dispatch Ims been received by the

Southern Pacific Company, owners of the
Morcan line of steamers, that no sooner
did the revenue cutter MeLane leavo the
scenw of the wreck of the steamship XI
Dorado than the wreckers from Bahama
took possession of her and managed to float
her off. Tha news was at once telegraphed
to tne Secretary of the Treasury and the
MrLaue was at once ordered back.

Another dispatch from hundon states
that the I'iitish ship Ivermi has been in
collision at Havre with the Norwegian bark
Einar, but the extent of the damage is not
stated. This is the second time that the
Iverna lias been in collision since shs
reached Havre.

During the absence on Thursday night of
the crew cf the BCow Lizzie M at Vallejo-
stieft W'liart some cue broke intntbe cat>lu
and stole two suits ol clothes, np;iir of nil>-
ber bouts aud other articles, amounting lv
vakil1 to nenrly $l<)0.
