In its annual review of the American har-
vest, the dmerican Agriculturist estimates
that the crop will be worth $1,000,000,000
more this year than in recent years of de-
pression. As the prices at which the surplus
grain will be sold are not established the
estimate takes on somewhat the character
of conjecture. A few cents a bushel more
or less will materially affeet the grand total.
Assuming the estimate to be correct, it does
not follow that the pro rata share of any in-
dividual will be handed over to him. The
farmers will get considerable more money
for the same amount of work, but as they
Lbave been doing a great deal of work for a
small amount of money, alittle equalization
will not come amiss. But the people gen-
erally will be benefited individually. Farm-
ers will pay their debts and spend their
surplus for things they need, but have not
felt able to buy. The money they receive
wili flow into every channel of trade. The
only part that will do no good is that paid
to Chinese laborers, most of which is sent
to China to await the coming of its owner.
All that is paid American laborers will pass
from hand to hana, making business brisk
where it was dull before,

RECIPROCITY DECLINED.

The word comes that the Congress of

Venezucla has declined the American
offer of reciprocity. The decision of Vene-
zuela will afford an example of the

_American policy toward countries that re-
Ject regiprocity. It has been intimated that
the Presdent would not exercise the au-
thorily entrusted in him by Congress to re-
impose duties that have been abolished by
law in cases where reciproeity is rejected.
It is wore likely, however, that the Presi-
dent will consider the law mandatory, and
consequently announce the imposition of
the old duties on all produets from Vene-
zuela included in the offer of reciprocity.

A CHANCE TO EXPLAIN,

It is stated that thirty-six boys and girls
were comwitted to the Indusuial School
during the month of July. These commit-
ments were in vioiation of an agreement
among Judges and the Supervisors that
jovenile offenders should be sent to the
reform school at Whittier. Probably the
committing Magistrates have some reason
or excuse for notacting up to the agreement.

As for the
scatterbrain who takes the Italian motto for
his guide, and canoot find topics for satire
vithout drawing upon his invention, his
finey may be bright, and his dietion grace-
ful, but he will live a dreary life and will
die without a friend.

THE WHITNEY BOOM.

The frequent mention of ex-Secretary ot
the Nuvy Whitney as an aspirant for the
Dewmocratic nomination for the Presidency
indicates dissatisfaction witn the more
prominent aspirants. Whitney has not
mueh of a public record. His adwministra-
tion of the Navy Department was on the
whole creditable, but in no way distin-
guished. Its principal feature was the
preference displayved for Eoglish models.
The contractors of the Texas have been
struggling with these English models ever
since they were received, and it i{s now a
guestion whether the battie-ship will float
when she is completed. Still, since Mr.
Whitney had to begin out of nothing, he
did as well as another would have done.
But a fair admiunistration of the Navy De-
pariment is a rather insecure foundation to
build a Presidential boom upon. Probably
the secret of the frequent mention of Mr,
Whitney’s name lies in the fact that he is
rich. damuel J. Tilden was an eminent
lawyer and a statesman of advanced ideas,
but the fact of his having several millions
had wuch to do with his success in reaching
the leadership of his party. In the present
condition of the public mind in respect to
the aggressions of the money power, Mr.
Whitney could only be elected over a nomi-
nee as thoroughly identified with that
power as himself. There is no danger of
the Republicans making such a mistake as
that wounld be. Both parties will keep the
third party in view, and the one that draws
most largely from the third party in 1802
will elect a President. But no Vanderbilts,
Astors, Goulds, Rockefellers or Whitneys
are likely to be at the head of either ticket.

THEMOST FAVORED NATION CLAUSE,

There bas been considerable discussion as
to the course natious entering into commer-
cial treaties would pursue when other na-
tions than the one the treaty was mads with
demand corresponding privileges under the
most favored nation clause, which is in-
serted in nearly all general treaties. Spain
has answered for her course by the an-
nouncement that all Spanish treaties with
Europsan Governments would cease to
have force aiter the 1st of July next. The
trealy by which Spain gives the United
States especial privileges in Cuba is rather
in the nature of a bargain than of an ordi-
nary commercial treaty. Spain takes off the
duties on certain United States products on
condition that the Uuited States admits
certain Cuban products free of duty. In
both cases the articles included in the
reciprocal trade are specified. Spain is
therefore in a position to say to any Euro-
pean nation demmaunding the same privileges
that she gives the United States that she
will grant them wlhen such nations can and
will make the concessions the United States
has made, As Spain gives the United States
something for something, she has a right to
decline to give European nations the same
something for nothing.

WORTH HAVING.

If the value of an office may be tested by
the number and standing of men in pursnit
of it that of Superior Judge for the County
of San Krancisco is worth having. There
are eight or ten more or less prominent
lawyers anxious to take it and it is sup-
posed that thers would be more if the
chaness of getiing it were better, All the
same as soon as the new Judge is seated he
will doubtless advance the proposition that
judicial salaries are not as high as they
ought to be. This opinion is entertained
by some of the present Superior Judges who
would find it difticult to earn one-half their
present salaries in the practice of their pro-
fession,

SINGULAR.

The statement comes from Chicago that
the local directory of the World’s Fair is
determined to nominate a Californian as
Chief of the Horticultural Burean. The
difficulty appears to be in getting Director-
General Davis to nominate another Cali-
fornian. But Director-General Davis has
said that he would nominate Mr. Shorb if
the representatives of California would sup-
port the nomination. The especial object
in the way of Shorb’s appoinment is M. H.

de Young. Thus we behold the singular
spectacle of a California Commissioner to
the World’s Fair preventing the nomination
of a Californian as Chief of the Horticultural
Bureau. 3 R

MORE OF THE FAIR BUSINESS.

The following item of news, which is
copied from the San Jose Herald of the 22d
inst., will doubtless iuterest some Califor-
nians, as it shows how the affairs of our
citizens are managed when an opportunity
offers:

Now comes the story that Forsyth’s mother-
-law, the New York correspondent of the Sun”
day Chroniele, has been appolnted one of the
lagy Would’s Falr Commissionérs from New
York State, and the mother-in-law of M. H. de
Young has been appointed to a like position
from the State of California. Venily there is
profit as weil as glory in these World’s Fair posi-
tions, and we do not wonder that some of our
own bummers, male and feinale, are so eager to
get them. 1t will be for the people of the city
and county, however, to see that the bummers
take a Lack seal for once.

SUTLIFE'S DEBTS.

A Sunit Against His Attorney,
Thomas J. Clunie.

Thomas J. Clunie is defendant in an ac-
tion by Henry Suatliff in the Superior Court
to recover $874. Sutliff also prays the Court
to adjudge that Clunie holds the money in
trust for the payment or two promissory
notes, and that having refused to so employ
it he is guilty of fraud.

Sutliff states that on the 1st of July, 1887,
he believed himself to be insclvent, and was
advised by Clunie, as his attorney, to assign
all his property to A. J. Clunie, the defend-
ant’s brother, in trust for his creditors.
Among the iatter were Rosenbaum Bros., to
whom Sutliff says he owed 8579465, This
firm agreed to sell to Clunie, as attorney for
Satliff, its indebtedness at 60 cents on the
dollar, and Clunie made the purchase,
agreeing to pay 50 cents on the dollar within
ten Jays after the sale, in addition to which
sum Sulliff executed his promissory notes
aggregiting $574 for the remaining 10 per
cent.

Between July 1, 1887, and January 1,
1859, Sutliff says that Clunie reeceived $24,-
000 belonging to him, and received it in
trust to pay the indebtedness exlsting at the
time the assignment was made. Clunie, he
alleges, refused to pay the two promissory
potes, and Sutiiff himself was compelled o
do so, claiming that. although he sigaed
tihem, Clunie promised to pay them out of
the moneys received by him Dbelonging to
plaintifi, and that he now holds, in addition
to the aggregate amount of the two notes,
over 39000 owing to the plaintiff in excess
of all his indebtedness at the time of the
assigninent.

OYER A SPOONFUL OF RICE.
Lee Fook Almost Chops His Cousin to
Mincemeat.

A dispute over the possession of a spoon-
ful of rice almost resulted last night in the
murder of Lee Sing by his ecousin, Lee
Fook. The relatives quarreled over the
Chinese staff of life at 730 Commercial
street, and Fook had just about established
his right to the rice by main force by chop-
ping Sing nearly to pieces with a cleaver,
inflicting a severe gash in the left shoulder,
another aecross his left forearm, still an-
other on the back of the left hand and one
final deep one on his right cheek. Officer
Peters, with much exertion, forced his way
in, stopped the mincemeat affray and ar-
rested Fook, whom he eharged with assault
to murder. Sing was pieced together atthe
leceiving Hospital, and went back to finish
his rice. Fook is said to have been recently

discharged trom San Quentin.

Drowning of Dixon.

The police have completed the investiga-
tion of the drowning of John E. Dixon upon
tne ocean beach. There is no longer any
doubt that the stock broker committed sul-
cide, and for that reason the Coroner’s in-
quest will be concluded on Friday. One of
the three ** suspicious” men seen at Colma,
a farm-hand known as * Frenchy,” was in-
terrogated by Captain Lees. He admitted
that he was at Colma with two Itaiians, to
whom he showed his hands, saying they
Were very sore.

No Relation to J. J. O’Brien.

The father of Thomas Dillon, who was
kicked by a horse on Sunday, says that the
injured lad is no relationto J. J. O’Brien.
It was stated in Tue CALL yesterday that
Thomas was a nephew of the well-known

dry-goods werchant.
