Ie characterized his old
teacher as a buffeon, a clown, addieted to
story-teljng to a wonderful degree, a man
of **stupendous and impenetrable conceit,”
of “‘general shallowness of mind,” and “ap-
parent insincerity.” He often told jeculiar
stories, and frequently consumed the greater
part of the recitation hour, to the neglect of
the study, telling stories.

Wilson informed him that he hat no ehoice
in the matter, and when the sailor tried to
leave the bar-room he wasseized and thrown
Into the ceilar, where Le remained for some
time in darkness.

He was then visited by Wilson, who, find-
ing that he still objected to going to sea,
beat and kicked him. Laur made his es-
cape, dnd going to the City Hall procured a
warrant for the arrest of Wilson ona charge
of battery, and it was served by Officer
Egan.

Wilson having been released on bail was
soon rearrested on a second and very similar
charge. Heo had set uvon another sailor
named Thomas Brown, whom he beat and
kicked, breaking his nose, beating his body
and legs black and blue, and cutting his face
and head.

STOCKTON’S BENEFIT,

Many Improvements to Be Made by San
Francisco Capital.

Ex-Congressman James S. Touttit of
Stockton is at the Lick, and yesterday con-
sumnated a transaction Dby which the
Stockton Street Railway passes into the
possession of a company of San Francisco
capitalists, who will replace the present
mule-car line with an electric road, having
ten miles of double track.

The same company which will operate the
street railway will probably furnish Stock-
ton with electric light and will illuminate
Goodwater Grove, which will be transformed
into a park, especially for evening recrea-
tion. About $15,000 will be expended in
sinking a natural gas well and $25,000 will
be devoted to the improvement of the grove.

One terminus of the road will be at the
grove and the other end of the line will leave
the passengers at Jackson Park, where
there are twenty-eight gas wells, one of
which produces ail{ from 90,000 to 100,000
cubic feet of gas. Water which is said to
be developed with the gas is said to possess
curative qualities, especially beneficial for
rheumatic troubles aud skin diseases.
Swimming bathss into which this water
can be turned, will be coustructed, and
$460,000 will be expended in Stockton as a
result of the investments of San Francisco
capitalists,

JOHN H. BARRY.

John H. Barry, Chief of the Delivery Depart-
ment of the Westein Unilon Telegraph oflice,
died at 4 o’clock vesterday morning at Lis resi-
dence, 1401 Powell street, of acute cerebro-
splual meningetis, superinduced by close and
unremitting attention to the duties of his office
for a period of twenty-seven years without an in-
termission of one day. In a word, he literally
wore himself out in the harness,

Mr. Barry was born in Philadelphia, Pa., In
1847, and was at the time of bis death nearly 44
years of age. He came to San Francisco iu Sep-
tember, 1856, with his father, mother and one
sister, who, together with another sister and two
brothers born here, survive him. Miss Mary
C. Barry, a teacher In the . ‘4 . Grammar
School, 1s one of the sisters. He was edu-
cated fn the public sehioels of this city, and in
1864 ne entered the oflice of ihe Western Union
Telegraph Company as Assistant Chief of the
Delivery Department, and in a short time he was
promoted to the position of Chief, an office which
he has hield continuously ever since. 1o use the
langnage of one of the chief officers of the com-
paoy, ** he was exceptionally falthful and com-
peteut, and the company could not hiave lost one

of 1ts employes whose death would have
been more regretted.” He clung to the detatls
of his busiuerss with a  pertinacity that

was absolute infatvation. Thme and again he
was told to take a vacation to rest himsell, to
lay aside thy cares of Lis oflice and recuperate,
but Lis only answer was: ‘‘*How can 1? See
what bas to be done, and then tell me how imat-
ters would progress if I stop, even for awhile.”
Expostulation was useless, Avout two years
ago his unremitting attention to his work began
to tell on his physical system. He was again
warned, and told 1o take a rest, but nLis answer
was always the same. Last Friday he went
Bome cowpietely worniout. He bad outraged
nature by pushing it beyond 11s limit. and the
machinery gave way, and refused to do any more
WOrK., AU 12:30 o'clock that night he became
delirious, ln wnich condirion he rematned with
but few brlef Intervals, uniil the iamp burned
out and he sank to sieep in death, surrounded by
his family, who idolized him.

Mr. Barry, in 1882, married Miss Susie M.
Smitn, a sister of Mr. Andrew F. Smith, foreman
of THE CALL composing rooms. 1hey had two
children, both of whom are dead. Mis. Barry
survives her husband. 71he funeral will take
place to-morrow afternoon at 2 o’clock, aud the
lnterment will be at Calyary Cemetery.

THOMAS CORDEILL.

The funeral of Thomas Cordeill took place yes-
terday from his late residence, at 1405 Webster
street, Oakland, and was atieaded by a large
gathering of Milends from Oaxland as well as
from this side of the buay. The remains were
deposited In the family vault at Calvary Ceme-
tery, San Fraucisco, and the pall-beareis were
J. Moflitt, J. Cadogan, A. J. Mouateith, J. Brod-
erick, J. J. White, P. Lynch, J. Buike ana H.
Dalton. Thomas Cordeill was born in lveland in
1819, but at an early age emigrated to America,
where he located in Philadelphia. Afier spend-
g a few years in that city he met Miss Fortuune,
the eldest daughter of a prominent citizeu.

A few years later he be-
came Chilean Consul for this port, but resigned
agaiu and became Consul for Austro-Hungary.

DR. GEORGE H. L. FISCHER.

Dr. George Heinrieh Ludwig Fischer, one of
the best known of the early residents of the
State, died yesterday afiernoon from valvular
disease of the heart, at his residence, 526 Kearuy
street. Many will recognize him on account of
his stalwart appearance, his martial bearing and
notic avle features, conspicuous as he was for
wearing, as he always did, a military cloak aund
glazed cap. Among the many who have crossed
the silent river none was more noted than Dr.
Fischer for his generosity, fealty to Irleuds,
Kinduess to the needy and simple-heartcdness.
He never knew what it was to refuse any request
for assistance from any quarter, and many,
many families in this city can attest to bis unob-
trusive beneficence. The doctor came in 1852
to California from Prussia, where e was born,
and afier practicing his profession in this city
for several years engaged in mining near Moke-
lumne Hill, where he amassed a fortune. Re.
turning to this city, unfortunate speculations
ewept away his money, aud again he resumed bis
practice, which was of tbe most luerative nature,
mauy of the carly ptoneers demanding his ser-
vices, Iu 1878 he went to Guatemala and be-
came oue of the leading men of the country. He
returned to San Francisco In 1883, since when
he contented himself with practicing solely for
those who could not afford to pay any fee. When
Dr. Fisclier 18 iala under the earth mauy a tear
will be shed by those to whom he was a true
friend, an unosteuntatious benef:ctor and an un-
swerviog ally.

RIGHT HON. H. C. RAIKES.

The Right Hou. Heary C - cil Ralkes, Postmas-
ter-General of the United Kingdom, died yester-
day in London. He was the eidest son of the
late Mr. Henry Raikes of Liwynegrin, Flintshire,
and was born m 1838. He was educated at
Surewsbury School and Trinity Coliege, Cam-
bridge. He was called to the bar-at the Middle
Temple tn 1863 and was clected a Bencher in
1880.

Mr. Raikes
was well known as a director in numerous pub-
lic companies, He was an eminent churchman
aud Chalrman of the Couucil of Diocesau Con-
fereuces,
