San Bernardino has decided to raise $2500
by a general tax to establish a library and
free reading-rcom.

Mrs. Letitia Beedle of Woodland died a
her residence there recently at the ripe old
age of 102 years, 7 ménths and 25 days.

Alliance orgzans are advising the farmers

of California to hold wheat for a raise. Un-
fortunately for the farmer, however, he is
too generally hard up to be able to hold his
crops very long.
Fresno boasts of a seventy-two-pound
cantal We do not dispute anything
vs, says the Woodland Mail, We re-
member Henuigan’s pumpkio that weighed
so well. It was filled with shot, but it got
there.

The dredger Ajax is hard at work in Mor-
men Channel, Stockton, removing 1000 yards
of earth . A chaunel is being cut six
el deep at low water that will make it pos-
le to reach the lumber-yards and ware-
houses with steamers and barges throughout
the geason.

Rev. Dr. Merritt, a Sedalia colored
preacher, is blessed with a flow of language,
bui le o-casionally gets beyond his depth.
Recently in adjusting a little business diiter-
ence of 25 cents he said: *“1 didn’t mention
the matter to make an interruption, and I
hiope it wont cause any calamity.”

The Reno Gazette thus speaks of what
seems to us a consummation devoutly to be
hed: At the rate at which rattlesnakes
are being killed it will not be many years
until they will be as scarce as the buffalo.
If no effort is made to preserve a few there
will not be envugh left for specimens,

Puget Sound and Commencement Bay are
literally fuil of salmon. Nothing like the
run has ever been seen before. There are
so many fish that the wheels of the steamers
actually kill them. Old Indians say that
not within theic mewory have salmon ap-
peared in such numbers as this season.

There is hope for the growth of Nevada
in population, now that her peopls are turn-
ing their attention from mioing to agricul-
ture, It is believed that the next Legislature
will provide for the guaranty of interest on
irrigation bonds, and this will-insure build-
ing of storage reservolrs aud other irrigation
works,

According to the Yuma Sentinel an expe-
dition is being talked of for the purpose of
making search for the lost Pegleg gold mine,
supposzed to exist in the desert northor
northwest of Indian Wells. It will leave
Yuma as soon as cool weather comes, and,
if necessary, will devote the eutire winter to
the search.

A disgusted peach-grower of Tangerine,
Orange County, Florida, has written to the
Riverside Prese, giving his expericnce in
raising peaches in that State. He shipped
200 bushels of that fruit, and after paying
all expenses (including the loss of twenty-
six crates of peaches), found that he had
made $57 58 on the 200 bushels. The gen-
tleman announces tbat he has a bearing
peach orchard for sale.

The Valley of Capay, in the western part
of Yolu County, comes to the front with the
first dried grapes of the season. A car-load
of 20,235 pounds was shipped this week from
the Cashmmere Vineyard in that valley to
San Francisco. These grapes were dried
and shipped ten days after they left the
vines, a most unusual thing, which we do
not remember having been known to occur
in any other section of the State.

The Mohave Miner says: The Wallapai
Indians will probably send a large number
of children to the school at Fort Mohave
during the next term of school. The Indians
are well pleased with the progress made by
thie children who attended the last term and
would like to send down quite a number of
little ones, but as they think they are con-
ferring a lasting benefit on Uncle Sam some
coaxing will have to be applied to the heads
of families.

Three young ladies of Pasadena drove re-
ceutly to the Devil’s Gate and tied their
horse while they strolled along the banks of
the stream, 7Then they returned and drove
safely home, but in backing their horse, on
reaching howme, one of the shafts broke short
off, near the shoulder, and they then dis-
covered that during their absence some
wretch had taken three bolts out of the
shafts. How they got home without an ac-
cldent is a miracle.

The Albuguerque Democrat says: The
golondrina, which is a sure cure for the bite
of the rattlesnake, scorpion, tarantula,
plaek spider, or any other poisonousinsects,
is not the sams as the mock orange, or wild
pomegranate. Golondrina is a small moss-
like plant, while the mock orange is a run-
ning vine similar to the watermelon, 1t
will not cure the bite of the rattlesnake,
but it is one of the most useful medicinal
plants on the Pacific Coast,

The Reno Gazette of Wednesday last

says: Something has overcome the Truckee
River like a summer dream since the dawn
of this morning’s sun. Then its waters
were crystal clear and at noon it was pour-
ing down a muddy flood that was about Lhe
color of cafe an lait. At this writing none
can tell the cause. Some suggest a cloud-
burst up in the mountains and some think it
may be a ditching-machine turning loose its

Men Who Have Fiomred in the Early
Histary of California,

Rev. J. Avery Shepherd, Albert Gallatin, Levi
P. Peck, Rev. J. Rowell and W. P,
Harrington.

To-day the pictures presented in the THE
CALL are those of men whose names recall
old-time recollections. They are all well
known and the sketches of them will be
read with interest.

REV. J.

AVERY SHEPHERD
Enjoys the distinction of being a leading
Episcopal clergyman and educator of note, &
Mason of high standing and a poet of much
merit.

He was born in Brandon, Vt., August 26,
1816. Early in Mr. Shepherd’s life
his father moved his family to Bra-
zil, locating at Rio Janeiro. There
thechild grew to boyhood, meanwhile
acquiring the DPortuguese language to
such a degree that to him it is almost his
vernacular, and he still speaks it with fio-
ency. In Brazil his brother was born, and
there his father died. One of the incidents
of his life in South America was of such a
nature as to make a vivid impression upon
his mind ; and what wonder, sinca the ship
on which ha was a passenger was chased by
pirates off the Drazilian coast for two-
thirds of a day. 'T'he pirates came so near
that those being pursued could see their
faces., Dut this proximity disclosed to the
pirates the faet that their intended victims
carried three guns on each side of the ship;
and so, evidently velieving that this was a
case where discretion was the better part of
valor, the pirates, not caring to risk the
encountar, sheered off., %

In the vear 1524 Mr. Shepherd was the
child in the partv who on Sunday, July 4th,
held the first celebration of the anniversary
of American independence ever held in
Brazil. A dozen Awmericans went out to an
island in the Dbeautiful harbor of Rio de
Janeiro for that patriotic purpose. He is
the only survivor of that party.

In the evening of a long, eventfn! and
successful life Mr. Shepherd, since 15879, has
been in Sauta Rosa, the beloved rector of
the Chureh of the Iocarnation, residing in
his own house, **Cherry Lane,” not a hun-
dred yards from the chureh. Ie is alone,
without a family, his only son, Herbert,
dying in 1830, and his wife passing beyond
in January, 1887,

A college-bred man, Mr. Shepherd has
always taken the greatest interest in all
educational pursuits. IHe himself passed
through the academy in Brandon, and after-
ward graduated with howors from Middle-
burg College, Vermont. Among his other
scholastic attainments may be mentioned
the fact that he speaks, reads and writes
five different languages.

His first adveat in California dates back
to February 12, 1855, and upon his arrival he
at once filled a place as a professional
teacher most acceptably. In one of the
houses oppe e the present site of Grace
Church he established a day and boarding
school which comprised among its pupils
the elite of California. That this is not an
empty honor is proved with the anxiety
shown Dby all to ve classed aujong the mem-
bers of the old set.

In 1858 Mr. Shepherd returned to the
East, organized and built up a large school
in Montgomery, Ala.,, whera he, with the
break of one year spent in Mississippi, con-
tinued this school until the close of the war
in 1865. In 1866 Mr. Shepherd founded a
large and guccessful school in Ellicott City,
Md., where he remaived nearly ten years.

As a clergyman his first charge was over
a church in Kentvcky. Later North Car-
olina was the scene of his pastoral labors.
This was betore his duties as an educator
begau. He ceased to teach in 1866, and
since that time has never been without a
chureh. Born and . educated a Baptist, at
the age of 20 he became an Episcopalian
from sincere conviction, aud his worth has
been recognized in the church by his having
been appointed to positions of trust and re-
sponsibility.

During his activa career Mr. Shepherd has
built up three large and sunccessful schools
and two churches. He has been associated
with DBishops Hopkins of Vermont, Smith
of Kentucky, Ives of North Carolina, Green
of Mississippi, Cobbs of Alabama, Kip of
California, Whittingham of Maryland and
Wingtield of California. Among his pupils
twenty have become clergymen, among them
Dr. Parks of Boston; while others hava
gained distinetion in the leading professions.
William Walter Phelps was once in Mr,
Shepherd’s Sunday-school class,

ALBERT GALLATIN
Holds a responsible position in the commu-
nity as a solid business man. He was born
in Livingston County, New York State, on
the 10th of December, 1835, and, like most
of our business men, received a good
Eracucal education, that has fitted him for
is duties of the present hour.

He had reached the age of 25 years when
he decided to make California his abidmg-
place. He reached this State in April, 1860,
and at once engaged In mining, This he
continued as long as he felt that there was
anyvthing in it for him, and just as soon as it
appeared that he could better himseif by
making a change, with that quick business
instinet which has been invaluable to him
ever since, he decided to embark in mercan-
tilé life.

He has made a success of his endeavors to
‘win a foothold in the businéss community.
He is firm, decided, yet much beloved by
those who know him best. Those in his
employ have the highest respect for him,
and he is not unmiudful of their best inter-
ests as well as his own.

LEVI P. PECK
Belougs to the list of men who eame to Cali-
fornia in the time thata rush of immigra-
tion such as the world had never before
secn had directed itself toward this land of
summer, flowers and goid. Mr. Peck isa
pioneer, and in common with all the other
argonauts is properly proud of the fact,
since they all may be justified in feeling

that to them, one and all, in a greater or less
degree, is due the prosprrity of our State,
for they came before the State had ever be-
gun to develep its wonderful resources, and
it was their enthusiasin, their energy which
not only heralied her advantages to the
world, bat took an active part in their imme-
diate developuient. ;

Mr. Peck was born in Fairiizld, Conn., on
the 13th of Janunary, 183{, and on the 12th
aay of August, 1849, the good ship Brooklyn
entered into the harbor through the Golden
Gate, with Levi P, Peck among her pas-
sengers, His first occupation in California
was that of mining; afterward he entered
mercantile life, where his integrity gave
him an enviable position among business
men: Heis a book-keeper and an exvert
accountant and is well known for his ability
in this respect. He resides in Alameda.

REV.
Is a veteran clergyman, both as to years and

as to his residence in California. He was
born in Cornish, Vt., on the 22d of April,
1820, consequently the gentleman is now
over 70 years of age. His life has been a
well-spent one, in reviewing which he may
take the satisfaction which can be experi-
enced only by & man who knows that he has
done his duty at all times and has been act-
uated by the sincerest motives, for the
Rev. J. Rowell has ever beeu an ardent ex-
horter, an earnest preacher, a faithful pas-
tor and a true friend. He bas arrayed him-
self on the side of truth wherever he found
it needing a champion, regardless of the fact
that his advocacy of an unpopular eause
might cost him his friznds or lessen his sal-
ary. He has labored to upbuild the ecause
of true religion with a wholeheartedness
that could not fail of producing good and
lasting results. DBeloved by those who
have been under his pastoral care and
thoroughly respected by all who have come
in contact with him, he has won an envia-
ble place in the hearts and minds of men.
On many different occasions he has read
remarkable papers before the ministerial
conventions that have met in this ecitv, and
at the Monday meetings of the local clergy-
men.

‘I'he reverend gentleman has been con-
nected with many different branches of his
ministerial profession, and his recollections
of his experiences in mission work among
the poor of our city would indeed be of
great interest,
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W. P. HARRINGTON
Is a gentleman whose recollections of the
early times in Califorunia daate back to the
davs of "49,

He was born in Nobleboro, Mass., on tha
17th day of Avril, 1526, and grew up amid
those New England surrcundings which
have aone so much to make many of the
leading men of our times, He received a
good common-school education, supple-
mented by further educational advantages.

He was a very young man when the ¢ali-
fornia furor broke out. He resolved to
follow the example of the many and join
the vast concourse who wended their way
by various routes to the Golden State.

Nor did he make the journey alone, but
traveled in the company of many men, some
older, some youbnger than himself. Not a
few of them were his old friends and school-
mates, while others he met for the first time,
and in that gold-seekers’ journey cemonted
friendships which were to stand tim in good
service during his future career as a busi-
ness man.

In common with the majority of those
who entered the new El Dorado, Mr. Har-
rington found that the mining ecamp pos-
sessed a stronger attraction for him than
did the opportunities for engaging in com-
mercial life in tiie young and growing city.
So he struck out for the mines, and had just
about the snme luck that the rest of "the
argonauts experienced. One day he would
strike it rich and thé next was nothing ex-
cept hard work and little to show for it.

Later on he became interested in mercan-
tile pursuits, and in this field he succeeded
so well that he found 1t profitable to engage
in banking.. He is now one of the leading
bankess of the State, with interests in many
localities. He resides a great part of the
time at Colusa, Cal,, but his face is a 1a-
miliar one in San Francisco, both in busi-
pess and in social cireles,

A PREPOSTEROUS CLAIM.

The Supreme Court Summarily Disposes
of a Technicality. 3

The Supreme Court, in bank, yesterday
handed down a decision that will be of in-
terest to those who take appeals on mere
technicalities in indictments, The case was
from Alameda County, whers Manuel Lo-
pez was convicted oun an indictment charg-
ing him with the stealing of a horse. The
appeal was upon the ground that the in-
dictment did not state that the theft was
committed *“feloniously,” and that, there-
lorlnf,l no conviction as a felony could be
valid.

The Supreme Court disagreed from this
view of the matter, and aflirmed the judg-
ment of the lower court. The decision is
based upon Sections 957 and 938, the first
reading: *‘ The words uvsed in an indict-
ment or information are coustrued in their
usual acceptance in common lauguage” ; and
the next: ** Words used in ast.tute to de-
fine 2 public offense need not be strictly pur-
sued in the indictment or information but
other words couveying the same mem'xiul
may be used.”

The opinion closed with this pertinent
paragraph: *“To therefore contend that the
defendant, who must be presumed to be a
eerson of common understanding, did not

now what was intended when e was
charged by the Information with stealing
another man’s hoise, is simply propoﬂemus’.
* * * Where the word ‘Teloniously ’ js
omitted from and the word *steal’ em-
vloyed in an information for grand larceny
it will be understood as charging the erimival
lntgut. * * * An indictment for larceny
which contains both or either of these
words will be held valid if found to be suffi-
cient in other respects.”

ARE IN ORDER.
The Fire Commissioners in a
Very Bellicose Mood.

Schmitt Essays a Bold * Bluff” 2bout Choking
Off Martin—The Troublesome Chari-
table Fund.

At least three of the five Fire Commission-
ers are seriously considering the advisability
of securing several sets of boxing-gloves,
claiming that at future meetings the “mit-
tens” may be as essential as the Commis-
sioners themselves,

In short, there is a strong possibility of an
encounter between two members of the
board, and the others of the department are
alarmed at the prospect of their being so
disabled as to render an application fora
pension necessary. ;

W lien the board convened yesterday after-
noon President Newman was absent, so
Maurice Schmitt took the chair, smiled
comwplacently at Commissioners Parsons and
Awes and trowned upon Mr, Martin, who
always votes contrary to the wishes of the
solid trin.

The trouble began when Chief Scannell
recommended the appointment of four re-
lief drivers ahd two relief engineers. Martin
was objecting to the appointment of these
men, when Schmitt ignored him in the mid-
dle of a speech, put the motion to elect
them, and it was carzied by the vote of the
inflexible trio.

*“I object to such a proceeding,” insisted
Martin, *“and I further object to being
choked off while speaking befure this
board.”

SCHMITT WILL CHOKE OFF.

*“I did not intena to choke you off,”’ re-
sponded Scmitt, *‘but I’ll do it whenever I
find it necessary.”

* Well,” shouted Martin, as he sprang to
his feet, with clenched fists and glaring
eyes, ‘‘no gentleman would do it, and
furthermore, I don’t propose te be choked
off by one of your caliber.”

“Nevertheless,” said the Chairman, “I
will choke you off whenever I deem it nec-
essary.”

**Go on then and do it if you think vou
are able,” added Martin with increasing
warmth,

“I’'m not training for a slogzing contest,””
remarked Schwmitt, quietly, “aud I don’t
mean to choke you off by physical strength,
but verbally, I proposeto do so when I
think it is necessary and right.”

“That’s a matter ot opinion,” said the
man in the minority, ““as to whether you
woulddo it when you are in'the right or not.”

* Break away,” interrupted Awes, with a
broad grin that caused every one to laugh
and quietness to be restored,

A few minutes later peace agaln ‘took
wings, when the communication of the
Board of Supervisors in reference to ap-
pointing the Commissioners as T'rusteds of
the troublesome Charitable Fund, was read.
Martin moved to lay the matter over for
one week, but received no second.

BERIOUS DOUBTS ENTERTAINED.

Schmitt said he had serious doubts as to
the legality of the proposed ordinance, and
for that reason had asked an opinion from
his attorneys, They had, therefore, fur-
nished him withi a written opinion on the
validity of the proposed law. It was the
opinion of the attorneys that the duties at-
tempted to be impused on the commission is
invalid under the present State law.
Schmitt therefore asked that the matter be
referred to the City and County Attorney
for an opinion as to the validity of the pro-
posed order,

**In view of the scandals connected with
the management of this fund,” said Martin,
1 would like to know in whose hands was
this fund vefore the first of the year.”

Ames—About that time the Board of
Foremen informed me that I bad been
elected Treasurer of the fund, but I declined
to act. President Newwman of this beard
was Treasurer up te January 1st,

Martin—The Chairman of this board al-
ways had control of this fund up to January
1st. Is the fund now controlled by the
Board of Foremen?

Ames—I don’t know,
Martin — Doun’t you know that John
Dougherty had the fund?

SCHMITT IN EXPLANATION.

Schmitt—The Charitable Fund was de-
posited with Chairman Newman previous
to January 1st. For some reason, best
known to himself, Newman resigned the
trust ana the treasurership was offered to
me, but I declined to acceptit. The rumor
that the fund bad been used during the last
session of the Legisiature for corrupt pur-
poses was investigated before the Finance
Committee of the Supervisors, and the fund
was found to be in the possession of John
Dougherty and intact. Mr. Martin has in-
sinuated that members of the department
coula tell consideravle about the fund if
thiey were not afraid. I’m sure that no one
is to be kept from telling the truth, So far
as I'm coucerned 1'd rather resign than ac-
cept the trust,

The Chairman of the last Buckley County
Committee entered from the back room and
asked as a citizen to be heard. “1I'm John
Dougherty,” said he, ** and as my name has
been bandied in connection with this matter,
I’il say right here that 1 did receive the
fund, and that the Supervisors were satis-
fied with my explanation and the vouchers
I showed them.”

It was decided to refer the whole question
to City and County Attorney Durst for an
opinion.

ROUTINE AFFAIRS.

Routine affairs were soon disposed of.
James S. Butler sent in his resignation as
an extraman ol Truck 2and it was accepted.
Mr. Butler is serving sixty days in the
County Jail for vagraney and owing to cir-
cumstances over which he:has no control is
unable to answer alarms.

H. A. Greentield and A. S. Collins were
appointed extramen of Truck 2.

The trial of Charles E. Broad on the
charge of neglect of duty was again post-
poned for two weeks.

The application of Henry Cooper to be
pensioned was referred back to him to com-
ply with the provisions of the law.
