DISTURBING
GOMPLICATIONS.

Two Incidents Liable to Pro-
voke War.

Free Passage of the Dardanelles and the
Servlan Military Maneuvers—British
Crops Ruined by Rain.

Epecisl to Tar MORNING CALL.

NEW Yny-:i;, Sept. 5. — The Tribune’s
special cablegram from London says: It is
curious that at the time when two such high
authorities as Lord Salisbury and Prince
Bismarck unite In crying peace, two inci-
dents should have raiidly succeedea to
show upon what a foundation of powder-
barrels the pedce of Europe rests. The first
touches the old battle-ground of the Darda-
nelles, Early in the week the report
reached London that the Sultan, under
pressure irom St. Petersburg, had conceded
to Russia free passage to its war-ships
through the Dardanelles. It was added,
with suspleious exactitude, that Russia had
been backed up in this request by France.
It would be impossible to exagzerate the
importance of such an arrangement if it
were really brought about. With the Dar-
danelles a free waterway, the Russian
fieet could sweep down on Constantinople

and rush through into the Mediterra-
nean, making it a Mnuscovite lake, and
commanding the world’s trade passing

through the Suez Canal. OI course Russia
urgently desires such emancipation. She
nearly secured it sixty years ago and
seemed finally to lose it as one tangible re-
sult of the Crimean War. That fresh ne-
gotiations on the subject have been in prog-
ress is likely enough, and 1t is even pos-
sible, though not probable, that the in-
scrutable Turk might, for some immediate
sdvantage, be induced to placa the key of
bis emwpire atthe disposal of Russia. Happily
Turkey is not the arbiter of the situation.
England, Italy, Austria and, in a remoter
degree, Germany, would have something to
say on the subject, considerations which
enable us to dismiss the rumor asscarcely
worth the attention it has absorbed here
and on the Coontinent at this dull season.

The other disturbing element has had
more aciuality, Here again Russia and
Turkey bave been at work using their

old tools, Bulgaria and Servia. ‘I'hs Servian
Government suddenly resolved that the time
was opportune for a series of military ma-
and orders were issued for the
mobilization of 65,000 men. ‘This was well
enough and perfectly within Servia’s right,
but the aspect of affairs was altered when it
was disecovered that the maneuvers were (o
take place on the Bulgarian frontier. Bul-
garia was instantly on the alert, anfi forth-
with orders were given for the mobilization
of three army corps destined for maneuver-
jng on the Servian frontier. Only one re-
sult could follow from such an artistic ar-
rangement. With a lighted match and a
train of powder counveniently disposed, an
explosion would be a matter on'y of davs
or even hours. Diplomacy was thoroughly
alarmed, and, moviag promptly, succeeded
in at least deferring the collision. The
T orte, acting in the character of suzerain
of Bulgaria, plainly informed Servia that
the proposed maneuvers must not take
place. Russia, appealed to by the Servian
Government, said that under the circum-
stances the maneuvers had better be post-
poned. So the cloud suddenly darkening
the horizon has blown over. :

His wife, if even she gets only a portion of
the fortune left her by her aunt, will be
rich enough to indulge in the luxury of
starting a daily newspaper, but Parnell has
never been prone to risk his private belong-
fugs in the prosecution of public purposes,
and “‘what is Kitty’s isnow his.” America,
once the El Dorado of the cause represented
by him, is his only hope, and he talks boldly
of tryving it. The result of the last visit of
his emissaries was, however, not encourag-
ing, and Mr. Parnell may find a pretext for
inaefinitely postponing his excursion.

Toward the middle of the week it seemed
probable that the long spell of bad weather
that has played havoc with the crops was
broken and that something mignt be saved
out of the wreck, but the burst of fine
weather was only temporary. Once more
the rain descended. Floods have come and
beating on fields ripe for barvest have
quenched the last spark of hope. What
makes the trial harder to becr is that the
disaster has followed fast on what promised
to be an unusually fine harvest. There was
not only a bountiful crop, but owing to the
failure of the harvest on the Continent
prices rose and British farmers began to
meditate serenely on the prospeet of six
shillings a bushel for sound wheat.
But that dream is over and the only
question Is whether it will be worth
while or even possiple to harvest the
beaten-down product of the flooded fields,
The grain already cut is sprouting and a
few more days such as we have lately had
would render the crops worthless for bread-
mwaking purposes. It is not only rain, but
wind that has completed the ruinof the
farmers in Kent. Hops might have stood
up against the rain, continuous as it was,
but tney bave been ruthlessly beaten dowrt
by the prevalent storms, and whole gardens
which a short time ago promised a fair re-
turn are to-day hopelessly battered. Nor
Iias fruit culture escaped the scourge, ap-
ples, pears and peaches being swept off the
trees, Itis bitterly felt by British farmers
that England’s adversity is America’s op-
portunity, and the reports which reach this
rountry of the magnificent harvests in the
Uniied States do not relieve the despair
with which the British farmer looks upon
his own wasted land.

CHILEAN AFFAIRS.

The German Minister Disagrees With an
Admiral Over the Refugaes.

VALPARAISO, Sept. 5.—The Germian Min-
ister to Chile and the German Admiral com-
manding the German fleet at Valparaiso, are
at odds over the disposition of the politi-

cal refugees, who are now in asylum
aboard the German cruiser Sophie.
I'he  Minister notified the Admiral

yesterday that he might be required to sur-
render to the officials representing the Junta
Senor Claudio Vicuna, who was to have
succeeded Balmaceda as President; Admi-
ral Oscar Viel, late Intendente of Valpa-
raiso, apd Captain Alberto Fuendes, late
Captain of the torpedo-boat Lynch. The
Admiral bluntly informed the Minister
that he would do no such thing, unless spe-
cially ordered to do so by the Emperor or
Chancellor von Caprivi. The Minister did
not insist. As soon as the conference had
ended the Admiral sent a cable dispateh to
Emperor William explaining the sitaation,
and announciog that unless he received or-
ders to the countrary, the Sophie with the
refugees on board, would proceed to-morrow
to Mollendo, Peru, the nearest neutral port,
where the people wanted by the Junta
woeuld be landed. Later in the day a reply
was received from Berlin approving the ac-
tion of the Admiral and granting him per-
mission to send the refugees to Mollendo.
The Sophie will sail to-morrow morning
early. Word was received from there to-
day that the Congressional officials had
taken possession of Coquimbo and Serena
without any disturbance, and that order bhad
been maintained throughout.

AT WASHINGTON.
The Junta Not Yet Recognized by the
State Department.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5.—Whether or not
the Congressional Junta has been recog-
nized as the de facto Government of Chile
cannot be officially learned at the Depart-
ment of State, as the acting Secretary re-
fuses to make any statement whatever on
the subject. Neverthcless there is good
reason to believe that, acting upon Minister
Egan’s information that the authority of
the Junta is supreme in Chile, he has, as
already predicted, been directed to open ne-
gotiations with them. 1f there has been
any question as to the proper treatment of
the refugees aboard the United States war-
shipsit has been decided by Admiral Brown.
He cabled to-day that the Baltimore left
yesterday for Peru, taking away twenty
refugess, whose lives were not safe in
Chile.

Senor Don Preduncia Lascano, the Chilean
Minister to the United States, has given up
the house he has occupied herd for a time,
and, accompanied by his wife, laft this city
this afternoon for New York., Itis believed
be is ¢n his way to Eurvpe.

MILITARY MANEUVERS,
Extensive Operations in Frarce — Russia

Massing Troops in Warsaw.

PARi1s, Sept. 5,—The second series of the
great French army maneuvers In which
110,000 men are takinz part, com menced to-
day. It will last until September 9th and
consist of a five days’ battle between Gen-
eral De Galliffet and General Davout, under
the supreme direction of General Saussier,
Military Governor of Paris, wiio has already
been designated as the probable commander-
in-chief of the French armies in the case
of war.

Loxpox, Sept. 5.—Advlees from Cracow
state that householders in Warsaw, the cap-
ital of Russian Poland, are ordered to pre-
pare to accommodate a large nuwmber of
troops witiin a fortnight; that a great con-
centration of Russian for es is in progress
at that point, and that the Russian police
have warned the newspapers not to publish
anything about the movement.

BERLIN, Sept, 5. — Field Marshal von
Blumentnal, Chief of the General Staff of
the Prussian anny, classed as the most dis-
tinguished strategist of modern times, has
resigned command of the Fourth Armny In-
spection district. Von Blumenthal has
been succeeded by Prince Leopold of Ba-
varia. This is taken to be another instance
of a desire of the Emperor William to please
the South German States,

VIENNA, Sept. 5.—The Austrian army
maneuvers about Schwarlzenow continued
to-day. The Austrian and German Emper-
ors and the King of Saxony were in field by
80’clock this niorning. They tovk positions
commanding a good view of the opposing
troops. All the forces were engaged and
the effect resembied that of severe fizhting.
The cavalry forces were much hampered,
owing to the wooded nature of the country.
The two Emperors watched the evolutions
closely, exchanging comments in the most
cordial manner. The operations were sus-
pended at noon and the two Emperors re-
turned to Schwartzenow.

———
TREATY RIGHTS.

England Urged to Use Firmness With the
Chinese Government.

Loxpox, Sept. 5.—Commenting on the
statement cabled to this city from Shanghai
and purporting to give the viewsof the edu-
cated classes of China in regard to foreign
missions upon Chinese territory, which, it
is claimed, have utterly failed in the objects
they were intended to accomplish, and only
tend to foment revolt, the Times to-day
says: The lesson to be drawn is that a lib-
eral treatment of Chinese i3 useless. Europe
should inflexibly and sternly insist upon the
observance of treaty rights, and thus avoid
irritating, fussy naval displays.

The Morning Advertiser says: The nation
(China) which occupies toward foreigners
such an belligerent standpoint as this can
hardly be brought toa desirable frame of
mind by diplomatic remonstrances.

The Post expresses the opinion that it is
evident, equally from the inhereat strength
of the Chinese as from their manifest weak-
ness, that a trifling policy is the worst that
can be adopted. Europe must prepare
either to enforce or Lo renounce her treaty
rights.

BERLIN, Sept. 5—An American giving
the name of Carleton Graves, whostated his
business to be that of a photographer, and
his address as *“Columbia,” was arrested to-
day at Mavence and charged with being a
spy. Graves’” baggage was seized and
searched and he will be detained until a sat-
isfactory explanation as to certain actions
of hia, classed as suspicious by the German
police, is furnished. He was at the Ma-
yence Fortress and in default of more defi-
nite information and In view of the fact
that Graves gave Lis occupation as & photo-
grapher, itis presumed he may have been
kodaking the fortifications.

PARis, Sept. 5.—In the recent storm ter-
rible damage to the market gardens and
vineyards in the environs of this city was
caused. At Stains a farmer and laborer
were killed by a thunderbolt. At Clamart a
peasant and his wife were killed. Scien-
tists assert the Eiffel Tower causes electri-
cal disturbances, and that the climate here
has been much worse since the tower w as
built.

SURROUNDED BY
K WALL OF FIRE.

Shocking Fate of Workmen on
a Pile-Driver.

A River Turned Info a Sea of Flames—Three
Men Fatally Burned by a Mass of
Blazing Naphtha.

ProvIDENCE (R. L), Sept. 5.—In view of
a hundred spectators twn men were literally
roasted alive with water forty feet deep all
about them. The city has a process of dis-
posing of its garbage swill by treating it
with napht ha, a large tank of which was
lying on the bauks of the Womasquatucket
River. The tank began to leak yesterday,
and the river Lecame covered with a thick
coating of inflammable stuff.

Just below the tank there was araft on
which was an engine and pile-driver worked
by three men. Their names were Patrick
Nagle and Palrick Fennessy of Providence,
and Phineas Gammell of Pawt ucket.

The outgoing tide carried the naphtha to
the pile-driver, which was completely aur-

reunded, and the gases arising from it were
fgnited by the fire under the boiler, and in-
stantly the pile-driver was ablaze, and a
fearful flame and a heavy black cloud of
smoke hid the raft and pile-driver from
sight, but while the smoke was rolling up
there were heard the most agonizing screams
from the men on the raft.

An alarm was given and when the fire
was subaued the three men were found
blackened on the raft, rolling in their frenzy
aud agony. They had been pinued in by a
solid sheet of fire and had been roasted.
Every bit of the skin on Nagle’s face, liands,
arms and legs came off like an old glovs, as
well as the thumb and finger nails. Gam-
mell was not so badly burned, but his in-

juries are very serious. All will die.

Represented at the Fair.

Commissioners have been
appointed to superintend the co!lection of
exhibits and are already at work.

The Government of Salvador has appro-
priated $10,000 to erect a building in Chi-
cago, and has directed Baruch, its new Con-
sul-General in New York, to draw plans
and superintend the construction,

CHICAGO, Sept. 5. — The National Co-
lumbian Commission reassembled this morn-
ing and most of the forenoon was spent in
the transaction of routine business and the
hearing of reports from the various States
as to the progress of work therein. An in-
vitation trom the Loeal Directory to mem-
bers of the commission to visit the fair site
this afternoon was accepted.

OF CAUTION.

———

England Advised to Act With
Deliberation.
Germany Opposed to a Hasty Remonstrance

Agalnst Turkey—Probable Early Collapse
of the Pro-Russian Ministry.

BerLIN, Sept. 5.—The conferences be-
tween Chancellor von Caprivi and Count
Kalnoky, the Austrian Prime Minister,
near Schwartzenau, have ended in their
advising the English Government not to be
in a hurry to take any diplomatic action in
connectivon with the Dardanelles incident.
The tone of the official press here indicates
distinetly that the Government is averse to
Joining England in any hasty remonstrance
against the Porte's agreement with Russia.
Tne North German Gazette holds that the
Porle’s assent to the claims of Russia is less
important as & breach of the treaties than
serious as disclosing a new line of policy
adopted by Turkey toward Russia. The
Viennese Presse, a semi-official paper, anti-
cipates sharp antagonism between Dritish
and Russian influences at Constantinople,
and recommends that England become more
amenable so far as Egypt is concerned. In
the opinion of the Presse the new position
of affairs does not involve any danger to
the peace of Europe. The other great
powers, it holds, have no grounds for taking
active share in England’s impending diplo-
matic measures. The currents of intrigue
around the Sultan, which are now in a
swollen condition, may be allowed to run
their course, as the vital interests of Turkey
will finally bring everyihing back to the
proper track.

The waiting attitude which the imperial
Chancellors have recommended to Lord
Sulisbury is explained by the official ad-
vices received to-night from Constantinople
to the effect that the life of the new Turkish
Cabinet will be brief. The bighest Turkish
circles are indignant over the composition
of the new Ministry, and especiaily at the
dismissal of Grazi Osmau, the Miuister of
War and the Marshal of the Palace. Strong
protests have been sent to the Sultan,
whose own position is menaced by the mal-
contents. The reference of the Viennese
Presse to the belief that everything will re-
turn to the proper track points to the expecta-
tion of an early collapse of the pro-Russian
Ministry. A successful conspiracy for the
deposition of the Sultan is among the con-
tingencies that are discussed covertly in
diplomatic circles. It is the expressed con-
viction in official circles here that Lord
Salisbury wiil accept the advice proffered
him and await the outcome of events.

The Catholic Congress, which opened on
Sunday and held its closing session yester-
day, assumed unexpected importance. Over
1000 delegates were in attendance. A reso-
lution was adopted declaring the time had
come to convoke a great interna-
tional Catholic eongress for the con-
sideration of the question of the
restoration of temporal power to the
Pope, and a committee was appointed to ar-
range for holding such a congress. In dis-
cussing the guestion of neutral ground for a
place for the meeting of the proposed con-
gress Switzerland was most in favor. Dele.
gates will be summoned from every Cathaolie
community in the world. The question of
the restoration of temporal power to the
Pope will be treated, not as an Italian ques-
tion, but as one of universal concern. The
congress affirmed the determination of the
German Catholies to remain resolute sup-
porters of the Dreibund and decided to con-
tinue the policy of Dr. Windthorst in work-
ing for the recall of the Jesuits and forere-
ligious instruction in primary schools.
Aflter considerable discussion it was voted
to favor state regulation of labor questions.

The removal of the prohibition against
the importation of American vork into Ger-
many has elicited few press comments.
Several progressist and socialist papers re-
fer to the measure as a relief to the poor
classes. In official circles, where is best
known the nature of the resistance to the
measure and the persistent effort made in
its behalf by United States Minister Phelps,
bis success has evoked many encomiums,

The political police bave been eagerly
hunting for the author of the stories re-
cently published in French papers regard-
ing the health of the Emperor, Having se-
cured the manuscripc of some of the
articles, thay have been interviewing a nume-
ber of newspaper men in the attempt to
find some one who would recognize the
handwriting, but their efforts have proved
unavailing. The attempt to connect Bis-
marck with the authorship of the stories
met with equal lack of success.

Russian advices repcrt the discovery of
great coal oil fields in the region of the
Caspian  Sea., The production of these
fields is said to be more than ten-fold
greater than that of any other existing oil
territory., At the same time, Russian pro-
ducers complain bitterly of the competition
of the Standard O: Company, against
which they say they are puwerless. Ef-
forts have been made to create a Russian
trust similar to the American company, but
the attempt failed because of lack of finan-
cial backing.

RUSSIAN JEWS.

The Sultan of Turkey Has Stopped Emigration
to Palestine.

Loxpox, Sept. 5.—A letter is published
here to-day from the minister in charge of
Christ Chureh, Jerusalem, saying that the
Sultan has stepped the influx of Russian
Jews, and that he will not permit them to
land in Palestine without a special order.
Fifty families who arrived recently were
sent back.

The letter adds that Baron Hirsch ought
to arrange with the Porte terms of settie-
ment which would permit of the Jews lo-
cating in Palestine. FPalestine, the writer
says, at present is thinly peopled, If the
country were terraced, planted and supplied
with water reservoirs it would be highly
productive and the cost would be small in
comparison with the expense of the system
adepted in South Ameriean countries.

CoPENHAGEN, Sept. 5—The Czir gave
audience to Arnold White on Baron Hirsch’s
scheme yesterday. It is reported the inter-
view was satisfactory.

The Sultan Feared Assassination.

Loxpoxn, Sept. 5—The Standard’s cor-
respondent at Constantinople attributes the
change in the Ministry to the Sultan’s sus-
picion of a plot to take his life, such sus-
picion arising from the sudden extinguish-
ment of the gas in the palace during a storm
recently and the explosion of fireworks, on
occasion the Sultan forthwith dis-
missed and arrested several officjals.

PORK EMBARGO.

Official Notification of the Removal of the
Restrictions.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5.—The formal notice
of the success of the negotiations resulting
in the removal of restrictions uvon tha im-
portation of American pork into Germany
reached the Department of State in the shape
of a letter addressed to Acting Secretary
Wharton by the German Charge d’Affaires,
dated New York, September 4, 1591, It
reads: * I have the honor to inform you

that the restrictions placed uvon the im-
portation of American pork, swine and
sausages into Germany have been rescinded,
provided such live pigs or hog products have
been examined according to your law of
March 3d and according to the regulations
of March 25th of this city and are furnished
with proper official certificates.””

ARE OPTIONAL.

The Grand Council of the Y.
M. L So Decide.

Close of an Eventful and Busy Annual Ses-
slon—Fresno the Next Meet-
ing Place.

Srecial to Toe MoRNING CAUG

WATSONVILLE, Sept. 5.—The last day’s
session of the seventh annual couneil of the
Young Men’s Institute of the Pacific was
ushered in here by a heavy thunder-storm
at daybreak. Raln fell heavily for two
hours, washing the red dye out of the ban-
ners and causing the sidewalks and gutters
to look like the flcor of a slanghter-house.

When the council assembled at9 o’clock
in the morning the sun shone out brightly
and the members proceeded to grapple with
the vexed question of funeral benefits. At
a previous session a motion to abolish the
benefits had failed, and a proposition to
make the matter of benefits optional fared
no better. Further discussion of the mat-
ter in the hotel corridors had, however,

convinced the leading spirits of the order
that something must be done to retain the
insurance feature in a modified form, and
the optional plan found many converts
among those hitherto opposed to it.

Finally the matter had been referred to
the Committee on Laws and Supervision,
who this morning reported amendments on
death benefits in substance as follows:

Any member may In writing notify his council
of Lis desire not to participate in the death-bene-
fit feature, and thereupon shail not be liable for
any death-benetit assessments, nor shall he be
euntitled to any iights to death beuefits. The
counell shall forward such notice to the Grand
Secr tary at once. Any member of the instiiute
fallig to pay any death-benefit assessment
wliblo thirly days afier the official announce-
ment of the levy thereof In his council shall by
the very fact of such non-payment be deprived
of all rights to death beunefils, ana shall not be
restoied except upon a m.jority vote of bis coun-
clil after appllcarion 1bereto for restoration to
the death-benefit feature of the Institute, acecom-
panied by the suboidinale Medical Examiner’s
favorable report, and after payment of all In-
debteduess to his councll and all deati:-beunefit
assessinents levied and not paid by him, pro-
vided the certihcate of ihe Medical Examiver
shall not be required if application for restora-
tion 1+ made within sixty days afler suspension.

A failure to pay any death-beuefit assessment
shall nor, however, deprive any member of au
nghts of membership save the right to the death
benetit ailowance unless the member 1s other-
wise delinquent, Expulsion from (he 1ustitute
or suspeusion therefrom (@Quring the continuance
of such suspensiou) shall deprive the member
not only of the right to death benefits, but of ali
his other rights and privileges iu the order. No-
tice of all restorations to the privilege of death
benelits shall be immediately foiwarded to the
Grand Secretary; provided, however, that coun-
cils shall nol be required to pay such assessments
on members nol eutitied to the death-benefit al-
lowanee. In ease, however,of the restoiation of
a mewber 1o the rights of the deatti-benefit feat-
ure all moneys collected from him for delinquent
death-benefit assessmeuts sball be forwaided to
the Graud Treasurer,

The whole of the morning session was
consumed in debate on this all-absorbing
question, but po conclusion had been
reached when the cuuncil adjourned at
noon.

At the afternoon session, however, the
delegates began to perceive that their ranks
were being rapidly depleted by forced de-
partures to San Francisco and distant
points and it also became evident that an
evening session would become imperative
to the exclusion of the promised banquet.
Accordingly the optional amendment was
put to a vote aud carried. The remainder
of the business was rusbed through in short
order.

Votes of thanks were accorded to Arch-
bishop Riordan and the Young Men’s Insti-
tute and citizens of Watsonville. The new
grand officers were installed by Past Grand
President Suilivan,

Tho Finance Committee recommendea a
per capita tax for the next year of §1 75, and
that the Grand Treasurer’s salary be raised
from £25 to $75 per month. It is estimated
that the necessary current expenses for the
next year will be £9913 75.
