Madame Sarah Bernhardt opened her re-
turn engagement—curtailed by unforeseen
circumstances—at the Grand Opera House
last evening, in the presence of a very ap-
preciative audience. *Fedora,” one of the
chief works of Victoriea Sardou, was
selected for the occasion. Some admirers of
this accomplished play-writer are pleased to
call it his ““masterpiece,” but there are many
others, and we think they are in the ma-

jority, who consider there are brighter
gems than this drama of Russian
life in the coronet of his literary
