Santiago (Chile), Sept o.—The Junta Is
bnsily engaged in reorganizing the public
service. All the Judges and court officials
who were dismissed by Balmaceda have
been reappointed. Other changes will be
rapidly made until the entire civil service Is
in sympathy with the new Government.

When the papers in the desk of Balma-
eeda's Minister of Foreign Affairs, Senor
Godol, were examined to-day, a cable dis-
patch was found, dated Berlin, August 12th,
informing him that the German Government
had decided to recognize the belligerent

rights of the Concressioiialists. This news
Minister Godol had taken care to suppress.

Minister Egan has received a letter from
the Slate Department at Washington, ap-

proving his action Inendeavoring to bring
about a cessation of hostilities in Chile.
It is asserted on high authority that the

story that arms were shipped to Iqoique on
the steamer Moutserrat, is untrue. Itis also
asserted that there was not a single Lee rifle
In the hands of the Congressional soldiers.
The rifles which it was alleged bad been
transferred from the Itata to the Esmeralda
were of this make, and the fact that none of
th- were held by General Canto's army,
disproves that story also.

A conference has been held between the
Junta and leading merchants and bankers
relative to the recognition by the new Gov-
ernment of the note issues ordered by Bal-
maceda during tbe past six months. Just
what points were considered and conclu-
sions reached are not yet known, Itis gen-
erally believed, however, that action satis-
factory to all concerned will be decided
upon.

New York, Sept 6.— Valparaiso dis-
patch to the Herald says: Jialmacedist offi-
cials at Coquimbo bave been granted pro-
tection on board of English war vessels.
The Government troops at those places have
been disbanded and allowed to go home.
The large transport Aconcagua has been
ordered south to meet a ship bringing arms
and field guns ordered by the Junta in
Europe.

Don Prudenclo Lszcano. the Chilean
Minister, left Washington Saturday and
will probable not return In an official
capacity. He was not talkative about
lv He said that he was waiting
for one telegram, and when he received it
he willgo to Europe. He likes this great
country, and willsoon return. He said: "I
have heard so much about California thatI
would like to go there. Iunder-
stand that the climate closely resembles that
of Chile, in poor country. We are pro-
gressive people in Chile and Iknow that
we willgrow aud prosper, for Chileans love
peace."

A Herald's cable from Santiago, Chile,
says : The Provisional Government of the
Kepubllc of Chile will be formally recog-
nizer: by the Government of the United
States to-morrow. Minister Patrick Egan
to-day received a cable dispatch from the
State Department at Washington Instruct-
ing him to treat the Junta Government
as the Government de facto of the country.
Information to this effect was unofficially
conveyed to Senor Jorge Montt President of
the Junta, soon after the receiotof the cable
dispatch, but official action willnot be taken
before to-morrow. Minister Egan willbe
cordially received by the Junta for the news
he brings, if for nothing else. Members
of the Provisional Government were much
pleased at the receipt of this information,
though they were not greatly surprised.
They felt that as soon as the United States
understood the situation here, that order
had been restored throughout the country
and the authority of the Junta universally-
recognized, Mr. Egan would receive the in-
structions which came to-day.
ItIs the opinion here that Senor Pedro

Montt, who is now in Washington as the
representative of the Junta, will be the
regularly accredited Minister from Chile to
the United States as soon as the matter Is
reached. Tbis, itIs thought, will be before
many days,

Arguments in favor of closing were made
by Bishop Fowler and Miss Frances E.
Willard. Stirring addresses on the oppo-
site side were made by Mrs. Bagley of
Michigan, Mrs. Isabella Beecher Hooker and
Mrs. Trautman of New York, who con-
tended that the fair should be opened
Sundays for the benefit of the poor who
couJd not go at other times. Mrs. Hooker
said: "Open the great fair on Sunday.
Make it a great Sunday-school. Invitothe
world, regardless of religion, to come and
learn of the great works of men made pos-
sible by God."

When tbe roll was called on the resolu-
tion many members declined to answer.
Some one suggesting that they should be re-
quired to vote on lbe question, about
twenty-five ladies leftthe room.. Had they
remained and voted, It was asserted that
tbe resolution would have been defeated by
a small majority.

THE KEYSTONE BANK.

Two of Its Individual Clerks Arrested for
Falsifying Books.

Philadelphia. Sept 6.— Charles R. Ege
and £. L. Maguire. formerly individual
ledger clerks at tbe Keystone Bank, were
arrested last night, charged with making
false entries in thcledgers and making such
statements as would tend to deceive the
Bank Examiners. It Is expected tbat an-
other arrest upon the fame charge willbe
made to-morrow. The arrests ofMagulre and
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Ege were made upon affidavitsworn out by
Government accountants, who have been
examining the books of the bank. Late to-

night Mnguire and Ere were brought before
United States Commissioner Craig, and re-
leased in 810,000 bail for hearing on Tues-
day next. The method alleged to have been
pursued in their falsifications of ledgers was
to decrease the balances of depositors. Up
to yesterday morning, when he was dis-
missed, Ege had been helping Receiver
Yardiey to straighten out the books of the
bank.

AN OBJECTION ORDER-

Smoking: Virtually Abolished on the Missouri
and Pacific Bailroad.

LittleBock (Ark.), Sept. 6.—The Mis-
souri Pacific Railway management in this
State and Louisiana has virtually abolished
smoking on all its passenger trains. When
the law went into effect a colored coach
was placed next to the baggage-car,
a divided car next, and a white
coach behind. The divided car was used as
a smoker, members of each race using
their respective portion of the car. The
law, however, provides for separata coaches.
Yesterday an order was issued that smoking
should not be permitted on any train, except
in the smoking-room of the sleepers and the
chair cars. It is regarded as one of the
means adopted to make people sick of the
separate coach law. Ifthe conductors un-
dertake to eject passengers for smoking
some lively lawsuits willprobably result

TELEPHONE dividends.

The Western Union Wants to Seopen the
Big Case.

New Yor.K, Sept. 7.— The World states
that the Western Union Company willmove
inthe United States Circuit Court this month
to reopen its case against the American Bell
Telephone Company for nearly SB,ooo,oooin
dividends. The motion will be made on
the ground of newly discovered evidence.
Should this be disallowed the company will
move to set aside the report of the referee,
ex-Judge John Lowell, oil the ground that
a surprising number of his relatives
held a large amount of telephone
stuck and that they increased their holdings
while the decisiou was pending. Their stuck
was increased from 505 shares in 18S0 to1413
shares in ISB6. When Judge Lowell whs
made referee in the cise last May their
shares had beau increased to 2001.

GALE AT SEA.

A Violent Hurricane Encountered by a
French Liner From Havre.

New Yoke, Sspt. &—The French liner
La Touralne, which arrived from Havre
to-day, experienced a violent hurricane last-
ing forty-eight hours. During the gale the
sea stove in the lookout on the foremast,
forty-five feet from the water's edge ami
broke a number of stanchions. The cap of
the iron windlass, weighing over 400 pounds,
was hurled to the port side of tbe steamer,

a distance, of several rods. The. officers of
the steamer say it was one of the heaviest
storms experienced in seven years. No one
was injured. United States Minister to
Spain, F. Burd Grubb, was one of the pas-
sengers.

Notes and
coin are said to he Hie most frequent medium
lor its transmission, firs*, to shop-keepers
and then to the public generally. Solt parts
of the skin between the fingers and about
the wrists and elbows are most frequently
affected, lv adults iiis never found un the
lai c or scalp.

Another Parachute Accident.
Peoria (III.),Sept. 6.—Last Sunday two

aeronauts met with serious accidents whilo
making parachute leaps. One fell in the
lake and the other among the live electric

ires. These accidents d.d not deter pretty
Miss Kl,ofer, the sister of one of the in-
jured men, from making an ascension to-
day, but she will probably pay for her
foolishness with her life. Sue made an
ascent, but her parachute failed to work
and she alighted iv the lake. The big para-
chute settled over her and held her down.

Before the woman could be taken out she
was unconscious. The physicians hope to
restore her to life.

Pennsylvania Treaiury Investigation.
Philadelphia, Sept. a—The Legislative

Committee appointed to investigate the
State Treasury met this morning, but little
of importance was brought out. District
Attorney Graham of this city willbe called
upon to place at the disposal of the commit-
tee the correspondence held by him of
Auditor-General McCamant and ex-City
Treasurer Bardsley. The committee ad-
journed to meet on the 17th of this month.

Heavy Crops.
St. Paul (Minn.), Sept. 6.— As thrashing

progresses throughout the Northwest re-
ports of larga yields of wheat increase In
number. Devils Lake, N. Dak., reports
fifty bushels to some acres. Conservative
estimates place the yield of Minnesota and
the Dakotas at l'.'.">,000.000 bushels, against
90,000,000 last year. Itis asserted that the
wheat crop of the three States would fill a
train 250 miles long.

Irish National League.
Nashville (Term.), Sept. 6.— The Par-

nell branch of this city of the Irish National
League at a meeting this afternoon elected
delegates to the national convention and re-
solved, as the sense of the members, that
Parnell and McCarthy should both retire
and a new leader of the Irish party be
called to the helm. The Paruell branch
has hitherto been almost unanimous for
Parnell.

Beri.iv, Sep!. 6.—The grain crisis land
complications arising therefrom continue to
occupy the attention of the Ministry. At
the instance of the Emperor, Dr. Mi-
quel, Minister of Finance, and Baron
yon Bcrlensch, Minister of Commerce,
visited West Prussia to inquire into the
economic situation there. Dr. Miguel, since
his return, has privately expressed the
opinion that it would be Impossible to in-

sure the people work by starting
Statb industrial establishments for the
distressed agriculturists. The Ministers of
Agriculture and Education will visit the
same districts next week by special request
of the Emperor, and continue the Inquiry.

When the military maneuvers are over
the Emperor will hold a special council of
ministers, at which he will preside
in person, when reports of the condition
of the people In West Prussia will bo read
and measures of relief, the necessity of
which is daily more apparent, will be con-
sidered.

The Emperor is fully confirmed in his de-
termination to have passed at all hazards at
the next session of the Reichstag a bill to
diminish and punish drunkenness, no
has made many alterations in his own
handwriting in the original draft of a bill
which is said goes as far as to legalize the
Salvation Army on grounds of the service
ithas rendered to the cause of temperance,
as proved in England and brought tn the
Emperor's attention while then-. Radi-
cal members of the Reichstag
are preparing formidable opposition
ta the bill, on the ground that
itIs an unconstitutional interference with
personal liberty. As the Emperor's mind
Is bent on Its passage, a serious conflict is
likely to arise in tho Reichstag, the first
since the young Monarch's accession to
power.

JEAVISH PKKSECUTION.

Gloomy Picture of the Condition of Foreign-
ers in Russia.

New York,Sept. C—A London dispatch
from a respondent of the Herald says:
Ihave returned from a nearly two mouths'
Journey through Russia, extending from St.
Petersburg In the northjanu NijniNovgorod
in the cast to Odessa in the far south, cover-
ing as well a large section of the border land
on the Roumanian, Austrian and German
frontiers. Allthat Isaw convinced me that
we re only at the beginning of the Jewish
persecution and of the great convulsion to
which it serves as a sort of weather-gauge.
It is enough to say here that the situation
of the Israelites inRussia since last Febru-
ary has been far more terrible than the out-
side would imagine, and that its miseries
now literally defy adequate description.
They can best be compared with the suffer-
ings of the poor non-combatants in prov-
inces being overrun by a hostile and merce-
nary army in medieval tini<J_i Even this
parallel falls, for there is no possible solace
in the hope that the invaders willgo away
again. The situation might indeed be called
hopeless were it not for two chances of in-
tervention, one by an armed European force
and one by providence. This Jewish per-
secution Is only by accident aimed against
the Jews. It is In fact merely an overture
to the grand performance of chasing all for-
eigners and non-orthodox person " out of
Russia. Within lbe next six months several
hundred thousand German, English nud
other alien merchants inside the empire will
find themselves In the position nowoccupied
by the unhappy Jews.

ROYAL GREETINGS.

Emperor William and the King of Saxony En-
tertained at Vienna.

Vienna, Sept 6.—Emperor William and
the King of Saxony, with their suites wear-
ing Austrian uniforms, visited Archduke
Albrecbt to-day. Archdukes Charles, Louis,
William and Renter were also present.

Most cordial greetings were exchanged.
The Generals commanding the opposing
forces in the maneuvers each received a
life-size portrait of Emperor William,
mounted In a gold frame. All the officers
engaged in the maneuvers have received
decorations from Emperor William and
the King of Saxony. Archduke Al-
brecbt received the Collar of the Order
of the Black Eagle. A grand luncheon
was served inhonor of the visitors, at which
100 covers were laid. Archduke Albrechl
gave a felicitous toast to tbe German Em-
peror and Empress and to the German
Army. The toast was received with a
storm of cheers. Emperor William thanked
the company and proposed the health of
Emperor Francis Joseph, Archduke Al-
brecbt and his commanders-in-chief.

GLADSTONE'S VIEW'S.

In Favor of Increased Labor Representation,
but Opposed to ths Party.

London, Sept C—ln a communication
just made public Mr. Gladstone writes in
favor of Increased representation of labor
inParliament, but deprecates the formation
of a labor party. His objection to such a
party, In his words, is on the ground that
"if every class of the community exercised
the right to form a party we should have a
queer Parliament."

At the lime of the
alleged marriage the pastor of the only
Greek church Inthis city was Dr. Bjerrlug,
and be says this report is unfounded, and
that in all his interviews with the Grand
Duke! there was no mention of such a thing
as a marriage. He says the story is an old
one and reappears at intervals. \u25a0\u25a0:•• .-_.

New Orleans, Sept The Times-

ganization of colored cotton-pickers who
have agreed to pick nocotton after a certain
date for less than $1 and board per 100
pounds. The organization has been per-
fected through the medium of the colored
Alliance, which numbers more than half a
million. ItIs learned that a secret circular

has been mailed to all pickers throughout
tbe cotton belt fixingthe date for tbe In-
auguration of the strike.

TEMPERANCE.

Senator Frye Advocates Absolute Prohibition
as a Cure for Drunkenness.

Lewiston (Me.), Sept. o.—Senator _Frye
delivered an address at a temperance meet-
ing here this afternoon ta an Immense
crowd. He asserted that a prohibitory law
was the only remedy lor the evilof intemp-

erance. He also denied that the habits
of Europeans tended to temperance,
saying that France was deteriorating
by absinthe-drinking. Italy by cheap and
strong liquors, Germany by brandy, and
held that the German Empire was alarmed
by tlio increase of intemperance and was
issuing edicts tending toward a reduction
in the growing consumption of spirits. In
closing, Senator Frye called on the Mayor
and county executive officers to enforce the
law, and ended witha powerful exhortation
to the people to stand by the laws.

A Mulatto's Story of the Condition of Affairs
in Liberia.

New York, Sept. 6.—George B.Parks, a
mulatto belonging in Atlanta, Ga., with his
family of wife and seven children, arrived
yesterday. He is an intelligent man, a car-
penter by trade, and tells an luterestiug
story of the condition of affairs InLiberia,
Africa. On the 24d of last Ma}*, lured by
the promises of the the Society tor the Pro-:
motion of Colonization in Liberia, he sailed
to that place. Ou lauding at Monrovia he
found the country in a most debauched con-
dition. The American negroes who had
already emigrated there had assumed the
most tyrannical rule over the natives. No
part of the ground was under cultivation.
Parks had been a slave Inthe South, but ho
says the condition of slavery In Liberia
is worse than in Georgia before the war.
Parks, because he would not deal in human
flesh, was ostracized by the negroes from
America. After spending twenty-one days
there he concluded to return.

PRESIDENT LINCOLN.

Jefferson Davis Charged With Having Been
Privy to His Assassination.

St. Louis, Sept. 6.—A special to the Re-
public from Parke rsburg, W. Va., says that
General T. M.Harris of Ritchie County,
who was a member of the court-martial
which Investigated the death of Lincoln
and condemned Mrs. Surratt, has just fin-
ished a history of the assassination
of President Lincoln. The .history
was compiled from the stenographers' notes
in General Harris' possession. In the book
Harris boldly asserts that Jefferson DavU
and certain members of his Cabinet were
Interested In and encouraged the assassina-
tion of Lincoln. He fortifies the statement
by a large amount of documentary evidence.

AUSTRIAN VINEYARDS.

American Vines Being- Depended Upon to Re-
sist Phylloxera.

WASHES Sept 6.—Consul-General
Goldschmidt, at Vienna, has submitted a val-
uable report to the State Department on the
subject of commerce and industries of Aus-
tria and Hungary. On tho subject of Hun-
garian wines and American wines Gold-
schmidt says the vintage of both Austria
and Hungary has turned out above "mid-
dling good," not only in quantity, but also
In quality. To counteract the spread of
peroiiospora Parliament has granted to viti-
culturists the importation of blue vitriol
Iree of duty, and the Hungarian Minister
of Agriculture contemplates utilizing the
large, sandy plains of the country for the
planting of vineyards. It is proposed to
plant about 40,000 acres with vines imported
lrom the United States, as these have hith-
erto defied the phylloxera. Not only aro
the viliiulturists of Austria dependent on
the American vine, but viticnlturists of
other parts of Europe are equally dependent
thereon. Itis not many years since the peo-
ple in general looked up inquiringly and
shrugged their shoulders distrustfully when
they first beard of tho wines of California.
To-day we may point out to skeptical Euro-
pean viticnlturists the prevention of their
Tinea from total extinction.

BUREAU OF INFORMATION.

The South American Republics to Open an
Office in London.

Washington, Sept. G—Several Consul-
Generals of the South American republics
InLondon have inaugurated a movement
for the establishment in that city of
a bureau of information concerning
South American affairs, similar to
the bureau of American republics,
which was established in Washington on
recommendation of the International Ameri-
can Conference, and a similar bureau which
has recently been organized in Paris. The
object of mis bureau, like those of Paris
and Washington, is to make known
the resources and commercial advan-
tages Of the Central and South Ameri-
can .republics and furnish specific
information on commercial subjects
when applied for. The States proposed to
be represented in the bureau are Argentine,
Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa
Rica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador,
Guatemala, Honduras, 'Mexico, Nicaragua,
Paraguay. Peru, San Salvador, Uruguay
and Venezuela.

KINDLYEMPEROR FREDERICK.

How lie Cheered an Old Woman in a
Hallway Car.

A pretty story of the late Emperor Fred-
erick, says the Pall Mall Gazette, is told by
one of the German papers. Some years ago,

shortly before the death of the old Emperor
of German a tall, handsome gentleman
Jumped into a third-class carriage of a local
railway at Berlin, just as the train
was leaving

-
tbo station. An old

flower seller, with a basket of
newly-cut hyacinths, was the only
other occupant of the compartment. lie
asked the old dame to sell him a hunch, and
mollified by his suave manner, she chose
the freshest and largest, and banded it to
him. Its price was a penny, but as the
gentleman had no coppers, and the old
woman no change, not' having sold any of
her goods yet, she was paid with a mark-
piece, which she said at once was a thing
that had never been heard of before in a
third-class railway carriage.

Presently the stranger and the flower-
seller were deep in conversation, and it
turned out that the woman was the ouly
bread-winner of a familyof four. Her son
was crippled, her granddaughter a little
school-girl, and ber husband had for some
months been out of work, since a new
railway oiiieial bad dismissed him as
being too old to do much work. The
stranger then suggested that she should
apply on ber husband's behalf to
the railway authorities. "That is no
good whatever," she replied, as she wiped
her tears withher apron; "if you haven't
the Pope for your cousin nowadays you can't
get anybody to listen to you." "Theu try
the Emperor," the stranger went on.
"Alas," she sighed, "if the old gentleman
was allowed to see the petitions that aro
sent itmight do some good, but he does not
gel to know about us poor people."*' Well, then, let your husband write to
the Crown Prince." "Yes," she said, "he
might do that," and she would tell him
so as soon as sho bad sold her flowers.
By this time the train bad got to the ter-
minus, the old dame bundled out her
basket, and noticed with astonishment
that the officials and the crowd on the
platform looked at her carriage and
saluted and cheered. "What's up?" she
asked.

Why, the Crown Prince was in the

same compartment with you." Then the
flower-seller held her head high and told
every syllable of what had happened to the
delighted crowd. Her flowers were sold
before five minutes were over, and a fort-
night afterward her husband was at work
again inhis old place.

BED SPIDERS.

A riague of These Insects Infests the
Orchards Around I.mil.

Millions of small redspiders have attacked
a number of orchards around Lodi, and are
doing great damage.

According to the Stockton Mall the pests
made their appearance during the very hot
spell of some ten days ago. They did not
come gradually, but seemed to appear all at
once. The ground, it Is said, is red with
them. Ono orchardist whose trees have
been attacked says:
'

"The Insects seem to attack the eastern
side of the trees, where the foliage is
thicker. They lay their eggs all over the
leaves, and when the eggs begin to hatch
the juice of the leaf begins to disappear.
The body of tbe leaf is not injured— that is,
no holes are eaten in it—but the young
spiders seem to draw the juice out. Ihave
examined the eggs under the microscope
and could see hundreds of them un a leaf.

The spiders themselves are not hard to
kill, but itseems almost Impossible to de-
stroy the eggs. The insects multiply very
rapidly. Even an application of water will
killa great many of them. 1have tried
Paris green and a patented wash on the
trees, but the stuff did not seem to affect the
eggs, for they hatched just the same. I
tried lime water a few days ago, and that
seemed tokillsome of the eggs, but Iwas
afraid of getting the mixture 100 strong and
injuring the trees. Iara going to continue
using the lime water."

This same authority says the spiders seem
to be the natural enemy of the almond tree,
but at Lodi seem to take anything they
can get even attacking the peanut vines of
one resident there.

No one seems able totell where the spiders
come from, they seemed to spring from the
ground. Cold weather Is hard weather, and
one or two cold nights might killthem all.
Itis said sulphur would probably kill the
eggs, but it would be bard to get it in the
leaves. One party whose trees at Wallace
were attacked claims to have killed the eggs
by washing withsulphur, potash and whale*
oil soap.

Clock Wound by the Sun.
A clock Is to be seen at Brussels which

comes as near to being a perpetual-motion
machine as is likelyever to be invented, for
the sun does the winding. The method by
Which it works Is described In the Optician.

A shaft exposed to the solar rays causes
an up-draft of air which sets a fan inmo-
tion. The fan acts upon a mechanism
which raises tbe weight ef the clock untilit
reaches the top, and then puts a brake on
the: fan till the weight has gone down a
little, when the fan is again liberated and
proceeds to act as before.

As long as the* sun shines frequently
enough and the machinery dues not wear
out the clock will keep !golug.—Newark
Journal.

FEVER AND DEATH.

Terrible Voyage of the BritMi

Bark Koyal Tur.

Captain Franklin and Chief. Officer Sogers

Succumb at Sea
—

Terrible Suffering

From Fever and Scurvy.

Few vessels have ever arrived 1n this port

the crews of which could tell a worse story

of sickness and death than can the crew of
the British bark Royal Tar, which entered
the harbor about noon yesterday, and now
lies off the smelting works with the yellow
flag flyingfrom her fore royal truck.

A Call reporter went as close to the ves-
sel as he dared, as she is in quarantine, and
heard the story of the terrible voyage from
the only surviving officer on board her. The
Royal Tar, a wooden vessel of about 1200
tons, left Newcastle. New South Wales, on
March 30th laden with coal for a place called
Frederick WilliamsHaven, on the Island of
New Guinea, where the bark arrived after a
passage of 29 days.

There Is really no town there, and the fa-
cilities for discharging a cargo a ere so poor
that the crew bad to build a wharf before
they could land the coal. The place is very
sickly and wet, and half the time the men
were wetlhiough while at work.

Evrything went along smoothly, however,
until May loth, when J. McColl, the second
mate, took sick with malarial fever. Cap-
tain Franklin did everything he could to
stop the spread of the disease, but to no

'purpose. Two days later a seaman named
Parsons was also taken sick, and forced to
take to his bed.

Four days after Captain Franklin was
forced to go to bed, and then the crew of
the fever-stricken bark became alarmed aud
sent for the only doctor in the place, a Ger-
man in the service of the Government.
This gentleman did allhe could to relieve
the sufferings of the sick men, but one by
one the poor fellows caught the terrible dis-
ease, and by the 25th of the month only two
men out of the entire crew were fit. to work.

The ship was now a perfect pest-house,
and so bud was the disease that not even
the natives would venture on board her.

DEATH OF CAPTAIN FRANKLIN.
Captain Franklin rapidly grew worse

until the night of the 26th, when he died in
terrible agony. The next day a party of
natives assisted the plague-stricken crew to
bury the remains of the captain in a
sheltered nook close by the shore.

Mate Rogers then took command of the
vessel and Second Mate McColl was made
chief officer, one of the able seamen being
promoted to fillthe position of second mate.
A council of all bands was then held, at
which it was decided that the best thing
that could be done would be toget out of
Fredrick Williams Haven as soon as possi-
ble, »s it was plain that if the vessel re-
mained there longer her entire crew would
soon be laid beside the captain.

Luckily the coal had nearly all been dis-
charged," leaving only enough for ballast.
On June oth the vessel pot under way and
stood out to sea, the crew heaving a sigh of
relict when they saw the shores of the
fevei-stricken island fade away in the dis-
tance. Captain Rogers headed his vessel

,for Eureka, to which place the vessel was*
bound, having been chartered to carry lum-
ber back to Australia. After leaving port

the vessel experienced light, baffling winds,
and although several of the crew were able
to move around, only four were fit to work.

MEDICINE GONE AND FOOD SCARCE.
To make matters worse, before the bark

reached the Marshall group the scaut sup-
rplyof medicine on board ran out and most
of the men relapsed.

The supply of provisions also grew very
scarce, and, to add to tne misery of the un-
fortunate men, scurvy broke out on broad.

Captain Rogers was stricken down with
the deadly fever on June IGth, and the en-
tire duty of navigating the vessel devolved
on Slate McColl. who had only three men to
assist him in the work of handling the
vessel. Most of the time the weather was
squally, with heavy rains, and the men had
to remain on deck night and day in order to
work the bark and attend to the wants of
their sick shipmates.

As soon as McColl took command he de-
termined to put into Strongs Island, one of
the Marshall group, and try to obtain as-
sistance from the American mission there.

With great difficulty the worn-out crew
managed to work the vessel up to the
island, but befoie any communication could
be had with the shore a terrific gale sprang
up, and the fever-worn crew had to put to
sea again.

TERRIBLE SUFFERING.
By this time everything in the shape of

food on board had given out except flour
and tea. The vessel now had only two men
in each watch, and with a heavy gale blow-
ing and the heavy sea breaking clean over
the deck?, the bark was a mere plaything
for the elements.

McColl, inaddition to the duties of cap-
tain, was also nurse, cook and quarter-
master, and for the entire four days that the
gale lasted did not once close his eyes or
leave the deck, except to drink a little tea
or eat a piece of half-baked bread, made
without either yeast or baking powder.

Captain lingers rapidly sank, and died on
August 30tn. The body was sewed up in
canvas by his faithful companion, who was
now left withonly two men to handle the
vessel and bring her into port.

The next day the wind blew a strong
gale and the bark was almost on her beam
ends, when, after a short prayer, the body
of the second captain was consigned to the
deep. As the body disappeared over the
bark's side the thiee men looked at each
other insilence and wondered who would
be the next to go.

"Boys," said McColl, "while there is life
there is hope, and we may yet reach some
port and obtain assistance and food."

TEMPORARY KELIEF OBTAINED.
A few days before Rogers died the Danish

bark Heydra was spoken, and from her a
small quantity of quinine and a few cans of
beef were obtained, and these were at once
distributed smong the sick. Happily the
weather moderated, and the men were able
to give more attention to their sick ship-
mates, several of whom were helpless and
their limbs were so swollen from tne scurvy
that Itseemed as if they would burst.

Light winds now prevailed, and on Sep-
tember 2d Cape Mendocino was sighted.
Slowly aud laboriously the worn-out trio,
now reduced almost to skeletons, worked
the vessel to the northward in hopes of
reaching Eureka, but fate seemed to be
against them, as the wind shifted to the
northeast,

The next day a steamer was sighted three
miles off and McColl at once ran up signals
ofdistress, but to their dismay the stranger
gave no sign of having seen them and was
soon out of sight. BE^S

ASSISTANCE AT LAST.
McColl then decided to head the vessel

lor San Francisco, but it took the scout
crew fully three hours before they got the
ship headed for this port and to their great
joy the wind did not head them off again.
Early yesterday morning the tug Reliance
was sighted, and in response to the signals
made was soon alongside.

"We have only three men able to work,"
said McColl to tbe captain of the tug, "and
one of them is at the wheel. Can you
spare a man or two to help us get the tow-
rope on board ?" The tug was quickly
alongside and the fever-stricken, starving
crew soon had the satisfaction of seeing the
bark heading in for the Golden Gate. The
news was v once communicated to the sick
men and they gave a glad shout of joy,as
they knew help was at hand.

The anchor was dropped at noon and
soon after Dr. Lawler, the quarantine offi-
cer, went on board. He nt ouce made ar-
rangements to have the sick men removed
from the vessel and taken to the Marine
Hospital, and a liberalsupply of fresh pro-
visions was sent off to the starving men.

removed TO the hospital.

At4 o'clock yesterday afternoon six of
the sick men were taken ashore and placed
in the ambulance, which carried them out
to the hospital. Dr. Lawler will attend to
those on board, and to-day the vessel will
be thoroughly fumigated.

Itwillbe many days before the men will
be able to work again, and the only wonder
Is bow the vessel ever reached port at all.
Great praise is due McColl for his noble
efforts aud untiring energy inattending to
the sick men and working the vessel into
port. Many a man would have given up
the task as hopeless and sat down in des-
pair, but be never for an instant faltered in
his duty, and to him the owners owe tho
safety of the vessel and the crew their
lives.-" - ' " •
