A novel n!eteorolc?icai plieimmenon was

presented in this vicinity recently. After a
sweltering duy, with the thermometer up
near the boiling point, a thunder-storm
loomed up to the southward and westward.
People prayed that the heavens would turn
louse and drench tin- tarclied earth and
that the electrical disturbance, would purge
the atmosphere and render existence sup-
portable. But the elements took it nut
on a ili-ui-e-liiuh bluff and but a dozen or so
dri pa of microscopic proportions fell, while
a r.iinlxiw of extraordinary radiance arched
the zenith almost directly overhead. This
hnrl>iuger of clear weather possessed more
elements of gHiidini-ss than utility a' d,
was viewed with dismay by a sweltering
populace. At the same time the heavenly
spectacle was gorgeous and unusual. Divid-
ing the firmament into three equal segments
running north and south, that on the west
was roofed with almost unbroken blue, the
central portion was flecked witha

feathery
clouds, over nnd through which the pris-
matic lints of the rainbow gleamed, while
the eastern segment loomed up dull, leaden,
sullen and threatening. Lightuiui: ziz-zaggfd
tbroueh the sky and distant thunder growled
and niiiiblt'.l, whilegeneral precipitation ap-
peared probable in that direction. The po-
sition of tbe sun well toward the horizon
was responsible for the situation of the rain-
bow so nearly overhead.

As the evening shut in threatening* of a
I'dinill;; sturm were renewed, mid a local
storm sailed past the city to the southward
and another to the northward, completely
ignoring St. Louis. Ihe upper windcurrents
carried the rain clouds almost due west-
ward, while a lower current caught the
raindrops that foil from the clouds hang-
ing: over the southern portion of tlie
suburbs and carried them fully two miles
into the city. People on the streets be-
tween 11 and 12 o'clock were mystified
lo feel rain sputtering upon their faces,
while, upon dancing into tlie sky, they ob-
served moon and stars sliteins through
unbroken blue. The phenomenon was an
unusual one ami was explained by a glance
to the southward, where the storm clouds
were massed.— }>t.

ITEMS FROM NILES.
A Superabundance of Fruit.

Orchanlists' Syndicate.

Editor Horning Call: Fruit has been so
plentiful in this vajley this year that the
o.ituiers have not taken anywhere near half
the product, and the prices in tbe markets
have been so ridicuously low that the
grower has been compelled to dry a great
quantity, whether he would or not. For
the lirst time since fruit has been raised for
profit, tons npao tons of peaches are rotting
on tiie eround. The two or three short
heated terms, too, caused much of it to be-
come so over-ripe that the cannera refused
it, and it was too ripe either for market Of
to dry. The petite prune is smaller thnn
usual this season on account of the large
crop; the silver prunes are scarce, but are
very large aud will probably bring a fine
price.

The rush In peaches Is about over, but
the work iv the prune orchards is now at
its height.

California has gained an enviable reputa-

tion for her blooded stock, both cattle and
horses, in the past few years. Itis hardly
necessary tv mention the success which has
attended the different stables which are
represented c .eh year in the East, and in
the local or county fairs held each season
one can see cattle and horses with pedi-
grees rivaling any iv the United States. It
has bteu left, however, for a Niles man to
make a new departure. As far as is known,
no reitlly tine thoroughbred hogs have ever
been brought into the State, so Perry Mor-
rison is the pioneer importer of the Poland-
China hogs, having brought two from New
.London, lowa. They have a pedigree
which goes brick to the seventh generation.
The itiin has been to produce the greatest
weight in the shortest time, and with the
least teed. When fully grown these boas
easily weigh 10»0 DOUndt, and are salable
at any age, of te"n weighing 300 or400 pounds
at eight months. It is well known that
lowa raises uioie hugs than any State in the
L'uiin, anil it is stated upon authority that
nine out of ten hogs shipped nit. Chicago
are of me Chin i-Poiand breed.

Circulars are being sent out by a fruit-
growers/ association in the neighborhood of
Santa Rosa, culling attention to the con-
tinued low prices of dried fruits, aud call-
ing for a meeting of all fruit-growers who
may desire to form a dried fruit Eastern
shipping agency, doing away as near as
'possible with middlemen. They argue
that the shipidug of fresh fruits East,
direcliy from the grower to the consumer,
has proved a great success, both parties
baing benefited, and that the same ought
to prove true with dried fruits.

Fresh fiuit being a very perishable article
it is possible to see how the supply does
control the prices almost absolutely, and in
handling fresh fiuit the. commission man is
a necessity to the fanner; but a different
state of affairs should exist concerning tho
dried article. The moment fruit is dried it
becomes, to all intents and purposes, non-
perishable. The supply and demand should
be the inly two factors to control or make
the prices, a commission merchant merely
making hi: commission. As the matter stands
the demand cuts no figure whatever, and
one of the greatest products of California-
dried fruit—is being used as a basis for
speculation by these middlemen. It looks
this year very much as if the syndicate,
,-ibnut which so much was said in the fall
and so little just lately, was working very
successfully. The only remedy, however,
is with the farmers. Let them co-operate
and ship to the Eastern markets direct. it
will take time, but would eventually suc-
ceed, jtist as surely as Eastern fresh fruit
-ii'Mn \u25a0 have do >\u25a0.
