ern part of the State, full particulars have
nut yet been received, but enough is known,
to arouse) widespread sympathy.

Faulk County has raised enormous crop .
this year, and the farmers were busy thrash-
ing. Aspark from a steam thrashing ma-
chine near'Faulkton, ignited the dry stub-
ble, and in a short time the flames bad
spread over a stretch twenty miles wide
and were rushing over theprairie. Xothiii2
could stop them, and a brisk southeast wind
was blowing and carried the sparks for a
half mile, while the tumble weeds, as large-
and round ns bushel baskets, rolled over In-
tervening ploughed fields and spread the
fire.

AtLoyalton the citizens worked for eight
hours and barely saved their house*-, but
lost all their crops and cattle. D..zens of
farm-houses standing on the open prairie
were swept away with their outlyiug build-
ings. Several other villages lay iv the track
of the blaze, but were saved by the most des-
perate exertions. The burned districts cover
an area twenty miles by fifty,and in all tli_t
district tbere is not a tree or haystack or \u25a0

herd of cattle which escaped. So for no loss
of lifeis reported, but at least 1000 persons
are homeless.— Journal.
