James Neary, a well-dressed man, about
30 years of age, was wandering along the
city front vesterday morning and could find
no place to sit down, except on the side of
the big dredzer moored inside the big fence
at the foot of Market street.

Sitting on the
dredger James went to sleep and fell over-
toard. He was powerless to help himself
and would certainly have drowned had not
the accident been seen by the men who
worked on the Tiburon ferry-slip. By the
aid of a boat-hook they fished Neary out
after he had sunk twice, He was nearly
dead when his rescuers laid him on the
wharf and began to roll him on a barrel in
order to get the salt water out of him. At
this time Cfficers Egan, O’Neil and Gwinn
appeared and rang for the ambulance and
sent the man to the Receiving Hospital,

After bard work on the part of the sur-
geons the man recovered sufliciently to give
his name and address and again elapsed into
insensibility, Up to a late hour last night
he had not recovered conscicusness.

Neary died at 11 o’clock last night, and his
body was removed from the hospital to the
Morgue.
