New York, Sept. 22,—The Herald's
cable special from Santiago says: The
emeute among the troops of the Junta yes-
terday, caused by indulgence in liquor, was
a trivial matter compared with the
revolt that broke out to-day. In-
cluded in the large number of soldiers
of the Provisional Government stationed
here are many volunteers from Tarapaco

and other northern provinces of Chile. For
some time these volunteers, many of whom
were drawn into the service of the Junta by
the hope of rich plunder in the southern
provinces, have been very restless under the
law oforder and restraint that has followed
the occupation of this city by the Junta.
ETlie spirit of lawlessness, which has been
smoldering in ranks of the volunteers, broke
out

- lay. As tenor Moneda at noon wan
walking through tiie main thoroughfare lie
was suddenly surrounded by an infuriated
mob of soldiers from a northern province.

They made a great outcry against what they
denounced as an injustice, keeping them
lonter in S.iutia2o, and demanded, with
many threats, that nie.lsn.re3 be at onco
taken to return them to their homes. Among
oth.T matters denounced was the food
which had been furnished them. They pro-

tested that the quality was inferior, and de-
clared that they wouldno longer submit to it.

As a consequence of the turbuleuce of the*
volunteers Santiago, which had not yet re-
covered from the excitement caused by li.il-
maceda's suicide, was again thrown
into a high fever. The news spread
quickly over the city, and ns it traveled
through one street after another, the startling
intelligence was followed by the closing up

ve spread itis impossible to
ouble.was happily averted.

Canto. Their firmness, coupled with
their promises to the angry soldiers that
thvir cr:evances would be attended toserved

'9i , allay the spirit of rebellion. These prom-
ises were not made in any more conciliatory
manner. The movement to return the dis-
contented volunteers to their homes willbs
b'-gtin to-morrow. Three battalions are to
be sent northward by steamer to lijuique
a:i'i to ither points.

Balmaceda a death, as Ipredicted, has
tpnd^d to toften the measures adopted by
the Junta in its conduct toward many of
the supporters of the late Government who
are yet in hiding, The sacrifice he speaks
of so pathetically will nut have been
made in vain*. With him still
alive certain of hi* prominent adherents
might well have dreaded the treatment they
would have met had they been caught by
tlie tors. Now that the grave- has dosed
over him the fierceness of the conquerors ap-
pears to be giving way en generous and mag-
nanimous feelings.

Edwards M .tie, who was one of the
lenders of the Contrressionalists, said to-day
tie Junta was n ;disposal to indulge in

any harshness. It preferred, on the con-
trary, to show lie world that the revolution
having gained all the objects desired the
Junta would not pexmit tiie names of its
leaders to be stained by any acts Of vindic-
tivene3S.

Great Destitution Reported in Many Places.
The Government Petitioned.

St. PBTBBBBUBU, Sept. 22.—Reports from
Tamboff and the adjacent provinces an-
nounce that the Zemstvos have provided for
the reso wing of the land and will furnish
supplies of grain until January next. After
that dat« there willbe the greatest difficulty
to ensure food for the people. As the col-
lection of taxes is impossible, the salaries
of the local administrative bodies have been
suspended. The scarcity of oats and hay is
compelling farmers to sell their live stuck at
mock prices. Destitution is also staring in
the face a large number of people who l;ave
been employed upon the public works, as
the woilc upon the latter must stop when
frosts set in. The masses of th« people rely
entirely upon the Government to help them.
This being tlio state of affairs in the present
mild weather, the gloomy prospects that are
held out by the coining winter can bo read-
ilyimagined.

OVER THE BORDER.

Government Lands Thrown
Open to Settlement.

Oklahoma Land Offices Besieged by Crowds
of Excited Boomers.

An Indian Tcwn Qulck'y Transrora-ed Into a
Lively City—

Rumors of Rioting Be-

tween Negroes and Cowboys,

FjecJal to Thk MorxixoCal&.

GUTliniE (0. T.), Sept. 22.
—

Simulta-
neously with the arrival of the hour of noon
the home-seekers gathered on the border
made a headlong rush over the line into the
coveted country and on to the quarter

sections upon which their eye* had been
feasting for lomedays, and others fur weeks
and months. There is room on this land for
about 5000 settlers, allowing 100 acres for
each. There were on the border waiting to

Claim the available land fully15,000 people,
so that there were three people for a quarter
section. Itwas no wonder then that the
rush was a mad one. Like scenes were
never witnessed before except inOklahoma
two years ago. The craze to become an
owner of iart of the new lands has caused
a strange commingling of the various ele-
ments of society. A half-hour's diligent

work would have sufficed to prepare the
most elaborately equipped boomer fora race
Into the new country, but the preparations
were begun long before the hour of noon.
Horses were hitched, the wheels greaned,
saddle-girths cinched, ami everything made
snug as early as 10 o'clock, so anxious was
every one to bs in readiness to move at the
appointed time.

A GENERAL STAMPEDE.
When the noon hour did arrive all the

pent-up excitement found vent In the. lirinj;
of revolvers and rifles, and the shouting and
singing and cracking of whips and furious
driving and running. The horsemen, of
course, had the advantage of every other
man in the race, and most of the racers
were horsemen. The mau who proceeded

to the border in a prairie schooner withhis
family, left his schooner, family and one
horse on the border and mounted the other
and became a horseman. After locating
his claim lie willreturn and direct his pos-
sessions to his new home. Some more des-
perate cowboys mounted steers and the
latter, Joining in the stampede, carried
their riders to the Interior, while others
were unceremoniously unhorsed or un-
steered near tan border.

PoOIU.Y GUARDED.
The Government supervision of the open-

ing seems to have been s.idly deficient.
The en tiie Government force was composed

of two companies of troops, numbering 200
men, and the forces of three United States
Marshals, numbering 'about 230 men. 01
the latter, fifty were ssnt to Langston to
preserve the peace between the cowboys
end negroes. Fifteen w=ro required at
each of the three land offices and twenty-
five at Tohee. 01 the regular troops a squad
Of men wa« stationed at each of the two
county scats. Tnis left only some 3XI men
to patrol the borders of about 200 miles in
extent. The nun were not stationed at
regular Intervals. In some places there
were ten or fifteen men to a mile, while at
other points there were stretches of from
five to ten miles entirely unguarded.

EVADED THE LAW.
Under these conditions it might have been

expected tlr.it a number of boomers would
enter before the appointed time, and they
did. Two miles north of Tohee about two
hundred boomers bad gathered in a se-
cluded spot. Knowing the Government
force to be massed at the border towns,
they allset their watches three hours ahead
last night, bo that thuir testimony would
agree a- to (he time, it their claims wero
contested on the ground of their being
"sooner?." At Do'clock their watches Indi-
cated the noon hour, and they rushed over the
bonier, and 1 i.an a rare for choice sections
of land. "Sooner*" at ither unzuarded por-
lieu- of the border were also very numer-
ous and itis estimated th.it fully 3000 settlers
entered en the hind before the legal time.

A NEW TOWN.
Tnt:ee this morning was an Indian town;

to-night Itis a white, man's city of 1900 in-
habitant-. It fell into the bands of a I «i-

--site company, organized here by the Presi-
dent of the Board nf Trade. The President
of the First National Hank, Air. Joseph
McNeil, and the City Marshal of Guthrie,
representatives of the company, tills after-
noon filed at the Land Once a plat til the
town and the company's claims. He re-
ports that at an election held this afternoon
McNeil was chosen Mayor. At Tohee the
boomers waited until the noon hour before
making a rush for lots and homesteads, and
the occupation of laud there was peaceful.
Ami the boomers at a point below Tohee
was one woman who crossed the line before
the time. A Deputy Marshal forced her
buck over the line. .Soon afterward she
attain crossed the line prematurely, and
when the deputy a second lime ordered her
back she drew a revolver from her dress-
pocket and opened fire upon him. The
Marshal returned the tire, and shot her in
the left leg just below the knee, shattering
her limb mid disabling her so that she was
unable to make the race. When the time
came the others left her under a tree this
side Of the border, and she was brought
here.

BCEXES IN OUTHRDS.
Guthrie was an animated town this morn-

Ing. Many belated settlers were skurrying
around to find a means of conveyance to ihe
new lauds. Horse-traders were selling
stock and farmers were soliciting men to
ride, with them to the border of the new
lands. Ten dollars was the fare, and anxious
boomers eagerly accepted a chance to make
the Journey even at that price. The farmers
did a thriving business; so did the store-
keepers. They all agreed last night to
double the price of their ware", and even
then the supply was nearly exhausted be-
fore night. The scene at the Laud Office
here to-day was a livelyone. About 250 old
soldiers, armed withdeclaratory statements,
had been in line before the office door for
four days vast, Some slept in chairs, some
on the ground and some hardly at all. Their
meals were brought to them by their wives,
children or friends.

Tlit!Land Cilice was opened at four sec-
onds past 12 o'clock, and the first man to
present his papers was S. F. Deamond, who
had stood in line day and night since last
Friday. lie was almost exhausted from ex-
poauie »nd want of sleep and rest, and as lie
staggered up to the window itwas necessary
for a friend to assist him. The rush from
here to the border began before daylight
this morning. Ten thousand persons would
be a moderate estimate of the people who
passed through this city en route for the
new country.

DISTRIBUTIONOF BOOMERS.
The boomers were distributed among the

various starting points about as follows: At
Tohee. 3000, Langston 2000, on the border of
the Kiukapon reservation 8000 and on the
I'ottawatouiie border 2000. The allotment
to the Pott.uvatomie Indians nearly exhaust-
ed the lands in their reservatiou so tlint the
home-seekers had little chance to locate a
claim there, \u25a0 ;? .

At Langston were the negroes gathered
by the iegro colonization society to the
number of 1500, and th«y were to move eu
masse into Clmarron Valley, the. most fer-
tile region, and locate in a bunch. I'ivo
hundred whites, mostly cowboys, also had
their eyes on that section, and each party
made all sorts of threats of taking the land
by force. A force of Deputy Marshals and
Deputy Sheriffs have been dispatched there
to preserve order, and it is beiieved they
willbe able to maintain peace.

One of the unique sights at Tohee was a
company of young ladies from Outline, who
had formed a colonization company to pro-
ceed to the new lands and settle on adjoin-
ingclaims. They were -mounted on Texas
ponies, and were attired as near as might be
in cowboy costume, armed with revolvers
and equipped for camping out. They made
the race in a body.

too far as ascertained up to the present

time no serious conflict has taken pla»e be-
tween rival claimants.

THE LINKS AT LAND OFFICES.
The second man at the office was J. I.Kalk-

loi'h, and the ihiid man was T. li.Knanp.

There was no disturbance about the ilhee
and business proceed! d quietly and swiftly.
At7 o'clock all the old soldiers had got In
their paners. The line did not decrease in
length, however, as settlers whohad located
claims in the new lands began to arrive to
file entry notices. The Land Office was
kept open until 7 o'clock. Atthat time fully
200 men were still in live and others were
arriving every minute.

Adispatch from Oklahoma City says: It
was expected that there would be a riot at
the Land Office when it opened for business
at noon to-day. The crowd which has sur-
rounded it for the last four days became
very boisterous last night and this morning
it wns fraud necessary to guard the office
with Deputy Marshals. The latter succeeded
in preserving the peace and there was uo
disturbance.

Reports from Lang-ton state that there
has been rioting between negro settlers and
cowboys. Two negroes are reported killed,
but no one seems to know how they met
their death. Two negro women secured
quarter sections immediately adjoining
Laogston. The Town-site Company plai-
ted iitown on A quarter section immedi-
ately adjoining the Government town-site at
Chandler and every lot has been taken.
South County's town-site lias been sur-
veyed and it will be opened to-monow.
Allis reported quiet here.

Seeing
that resistance was useless, lie came home
with only half a cargo, the trip being a
heavy loss to him. In the court the muti-
neers were sullen, and one would not tes-
tify until six months fur contempt nuide
him surrender. Allwere held in §1000 for
trial.

Salem (Mass.), Sept. 22.—The hearing in
the Searles willopened in the Probate Court
this morning. William V7. Dodge testified
to drawing up the willof Mrs. Searles. It
was read to her and she signed it after de-
claring that it expressed her wishes. She
was, to all appearance?, of sound tuiud. The
witness mentioned drawing another will,
and the Court, on motion, ordered it to be
produced. Incidental to the request it was
stated that Timothy Hopkins would not be
conceded the right to appear as an adopted

son.
Burleigh proceeded to cross-examine the

witness, his main point being the fact that
the name "Timothy Hopkins

"
was written

in apparently different ink in the blank
space left for the name. Dodge stilted that
Ills impression was that ho left the space
until lie got to Methueti, as he was not sure
whether there was a middle initial. Hehad
been instructed to draw the willleaving all
the property to Searles, ami as his duty as a
lawyer required he inserted the section re-
garding tlie omission of the name of Timo-
thy Hopkius. lie called the special atten-
tion ofMrs. Searles to this, and told her he
could modify it ifshe desired, but she stated
Itexpressed her wishes and itwas cxc uted.

WilliamM. Thornton, another witness to
the will,corroborated the last witness. The
cross-examination showed that the witness
could uot read a single word.

William 0. Norrls, a third witness to the
will, corroborated the previous witness as
to the execution of the two wills. He also
witnessed the willfor Mr. Searles since the
death of Mrs. Searlijs.

Air. Burlelgh asked the executors to pro-
duce the will of Mary F. S. Searles, dated
November, 1887.

Judge Harmon ruled that the exesutors
must produce the will.

Mr. Burleigh stale ithat tin? position of
the contestants was: First, there is no suffi-
cient attestation of tl:o will; second, the
will was procured by undue influence and
fraud on the part of Edward W. Searles and
some, confederates; and, third, the testatrix
was not of sound and disposing mind at the
time ilie willwas made.

Mr. Burleigh then called Edward F.
dearies to the witness-stand. He first met
Mrs. Hopkins in San Francisco In March,
1883, going to her house witha letter of in-
troduction to look over her house; he met
her several times, going on excursions into
the country twice with her and her daugh-
ter-in-law. lie then detailed his acquaint-
ance with and visit: to Mrs. Hopkins. The
first proposition of a marriage between the
'wo came from Mrs. Hopkins in New*
York in the fall of 18S3. lie did not
assent to it for a year, but in December,
1384, he entertained the proposition; he
knew at the time that Mrs. Hoikins was
born in 1820 and was twenty-one years his
senior; he had never previously proposed
marriage to any one; he could not well
help knowing that Mr-. Hopkins was a
laity of larun means; he delayed the propo-
sition of marriage to Eton her a chance to be
sure she was satisfied, and after he enter-
tained ithe delayed the wedding for three
venrs. In the spring of 1888 he went to
Florida as a guest of Mrs. Hopkins in her
private car; she was accompanied by Miss
Cuss pi Great Harrington; witness, from
1855 to 18S7, was superintending the build-
ing of Mrs. Hopkins' house at Great Bar-
rington. He had understood that her son,
Timothy, in connection with the railroad
people, managed her affairs; he had
been told by Mr-. Hopkins that
Timothy had objected to the marriage,

•but she cherished no 111-will toward him
for it; the agreement of marriage was en-
tered into In September, 1887, on the wit-
ness' part, because he greatly admired her.
Inreply to a question, he said he married
her for all she had, uotu love and money;
but should have never married her for
money alone. He did not know of the will
made the day of the marriage, Novembor 8.
1887, until after her death, but did not think
it was Intentionally made behind his back.
A marriage tract made at the same time
was nlsn put in, conveying by Mrs. Hopkins
to T. E. Stillmiii, trustee, fur the benefit of
Edward P. Searles. after the marriage, the
mansion In San Francisco, Improved and
unimproved land in Sacramento, mountain
lands in Summit County and si.da springs,
California; redwood and timber lands on
the Coast Range; two parcels of quarry
lands; the Great B:irringt<m property and
four lots on Ninth street, New York. This
contract was canceled June 10, 18S8. The
hearing was adjourned to to-morrow.

Town and Country Property Swept Away by
Forest and Frairie Fires.

No estimate of
the damage can bo had to-night, but it is
especially heavy to grain anil farm prop-
erty. The town of Bruuley is also reported
Dadly damaged.

Asm. and (Wis.), Sept. 22.—Tho weather
tho past few days hns been intensely hot
and ilry. Early last evening it was noticed
that the forest fires were underjway again,
and they seemed lo sweep alongalmost with
the velocity of prairie fires. Several home-
steaders toward tho reservation lost their
shanties anil barely escaped with their lives.
During the day the atmosphere has heen
heavy with smoke front surrounding fires.

Reports from down the Omaha road state
the damage willbe the heaviest ever known
unless the llnines are Boon choked. Over a
hundred acres are said to be a mass of
llitmes, about three mites from Cable. The
telegraph wires lire down to a considerable
extent.

TURTLE Lake (Wis.), Sept. 22.— The vil-
lage of Conistook was nearly destroyed by
6re to-day. The fire caught from forest tires
raging in this neighborhood. Comstock is
near the city of Cumberland, which is in
great danger of scorching. Ifno rain falls
there will be a still greater loss of property,
as it is impossible to stop the fire, every tiling
being so dry.

COAST INTERESTS.

Important Land Cases Decided— Patents
Issued

—
Pensions Granted.

Washington, Sept. 22.— Secretary Xoble
to-day modified the decision of the Commis-
sioner of the General Land Office in the
case of the pueblo lands of Monterey, Cali-
fornia. The city authorities hud made a
deposit sufficient to cover the estimate') of
the cost of a proper survey, but the inoDev
was frittered away on erroneous surveys.
Wl'at was known as the Garbor survey was
ordered approved, but the Commissioner
declined to approve it and Issue a patent

therefor until the costs of mailing it had
been deposited by the authorities of Mon-
terey. The latter appealed to the Secietury
of the Interior, and that official to-day ruled
that the Commissioner of the General Land
Office should ascertain what amounts had
been paid to the land officers on account of
the survey of the premises, and if it he suf-
ficient to cover the cost cf the survey
found to be properly made, then the Com-
missioner is to issue a patent for the lands
in question without further cnarge. If,
however, the deposit is nut sufficient to
covt-r the cost of the legal survey, then the
city authorities are to make up the defi-
ciency before the survey shall be approved
aud a patent issued.

TO NEGOTIATE ATREATY.
The Bureau of American Republics is in-

formed that Jose Ives Liuiantour, who lias
been appointed bythe Government of Mexico
to negotiate a reciprocity treaty with the
United States, willvisit Washington during
the early winter for the purpose of confer-
ring directly with the Secretary of State.
Mr.Limautour has for several years been a
member of the Mexican Chain her of Depu-
ties and a leader of the Liberal party in
that body. lieis considered the ablest de-
bater and writer in Mexico on financial and
economic topics, and an advocate of liberal
and advanced ideas in commercial policy.
He is a lawyer by profession, but has de-
voted most of his life to politics. Mr.
Liman tout 'a work was a plan fur the reor-
ganization of the Internal taxation system
of Mexico. Francisco de Macin, who has
been selected as Secretary to the Commis-
sioner, has held several responsible posi-
tions in the Customs Department of Mexico,
and was the private secretary to tile late
Mr.Dublan during almost the whole term
of the latter as Secretary of the Treasury.
Both gentlemen speak English lineally.

The Bureau of American Republics is in-
formed that large and valuable deposits of
mother-of-pearl have recently been found
in the city of Chihuahua, Mexico, on the
banks of the river Conchas. Some of the
shells are very large and of first-class qual-
ity. A company has been formed to de-
velop the deposits, and very profitable re-
sults are expected, as good mother-of-pearl
Is very rare, and pr.ces rule high.

FRACTIONAL SII.VKR COIN.
Treasurer Nebeker has issued a circular

intended particularly for the Pacific Coast
lection of the country, giving inform.
how persons and firms can obtain fractional
silver coin from the San Francisco Sub-
Treasury and the United States Mint at
that place. The circular says: "Frac-
tional silver coin—halves, quarters and
dimes— willbe furnished insums of S2UO or
mure by express free of charge, or by regis-
tered mails in sums or multiples of $30, reg-
istration free, for drafts collectable at San
Francisco, or for a deposit of currency or
gold coin made in the San Francisco Sub-
Treasury. Drafts in payment must be
drawn to the order of the Assistant Treas-
urer of the United Slates at San Francisco,
and should be mailed directly to that office.
New quarters and dimes, in amounts of $200
or more, if desired, can bo forwarded from
the Mintof the United States at San Fran-
cisco, and drafts in piyment therefore
should bo drawn in favor of the Superin-

tendent of that Mintand mailed directly to
that office. Silver coin will not be shaped
from San Francisco to localities nearer to
the Sub-Treasuries at Chicago, New Orleans
and St. Louis."

Assignment of Heavy Operators
in Grain.

Announcement of the Failure of tne Firm
of S. V. White & Co.

Effect cf tbe News on trie New Yorfc and

Chicago Markets— lmmense Purchases

Embarrassed Brokers.

New York, Sept. 22.
—

S. V. White &
Co. sent an announcement of their assrgn-

meiit to the Stork Exchange to-day. The
members of the firm say tlieir assignment
is due to a corner in corn. Their interest in
the stock or bond market is very limited.
The liabilities of the firm are very large, but
only a few hundred shares of stock are out-
Standing on contract.
Itis claimed that the catastrophe has been

approaching a culmination for the last two
weeks, and the news, which has been care-
fully guarded, leaked out yesterday after-
noon alter the closing of the Stock Ex-
change, and no excitement was caused there
by the announcement.

Allthe members of the firm were at the
office when the announcement of suspension

was made. E. C. Steidman, as a friend,

was authorized to make the following ex-
planation: "The cause of the trouble is
clue wholly to the decline in corn. The
house has been heavily long on September
and October corn and the immense receipts

were too much for it to stand."
The private fortune of S. V. White, so

lone noted for the success and boldness of
his speculative deals, is estimated at
$2,(00,000. A number of firms who were
borrowing stock from White &Co., received ]
notice from the firm before the opening of
business to-day to sell the shares, and the
market took the stock with scarcely a
tremor.

The failure caused but little excitement
on the Produce Exchange, for the reason
th at but few members are interested in the
deal. The failure, it is stated, willaffect
Chicago principally. The price of corn
dropped V/2 cents at the news of the failure.

Before the formal announcement was
made here that the firm had gone under,
commission brokers advised their customers
to be prepared forit. This advice started a
heavy liquidation and caused the first gen-
uine reaction that has occurred in the stock
market for six week?, but Lackawanna,
which always has been considered -under
White's Influmce, declined only 1per cent.
The members of the New York house are S.
V. White and Franklin W. Hopkins.

There are various opinions as to the effect
of the Whit- failure. One of the must
prominent member of the exchange said:
"1am surprise.! that White could have been
no foolish as to fool with the corn market.
He must have been long on corn, in fact,
was trying to corner the market. There is
100 much corn in this country for any one
firmto be able :o do that. The prospect of
an abundant corn crop, as well as an im-
mense wheat crop, have driven downprices.
Everybody who had any corn has been
sending it"to market to get the present high
price. This has resulted in a big drop, and
White &Co., who were carrying an eruorm-
ous line have been squeezed. What willbe
the effect is not gem-rally known. The
failure may unsettle prices tor a while, but
corn will eventually reach its true level as
far as price is concerned."

The opinion seemed to be this afternoon
that S. V. White & Co. will resume busi-
ness.

CHICAGO DEALS.
Chicago, Sei t. 22.— The effect of the fail-

ure of S. V. Whit* & Co. showed itself in
the lower figures which prevailed at the
opening of the Hoard of Trade this morn-
ing, and subsequent trading led to advances
in all the pits. Before the business began
the Secretary of the board gave notice that
White & Co., Hinting themselves uunbln to
meet their obligations, desired those having
trades with them to close them out under
the rules. This announcement, though not
unexpected in some quarters, created con-
sternation for the moment, especially in the
corn pit, where the firm had the heaviest
line open to the trades. The firm was
known to be the leading one of the band of
brokers who have, been representing a
clique in the bull deal which has been run-
ning in September and October corn for
several weeks. Several millions of bushels
of September corn and October future.* had
been bought by this syndicate, whose iden-
titythe traders have in vain tried to dis-
close, but whose names may come out as the
result of to-day's failure.

Of course the corn pit was the center of
attraction, and wild scenes were enacted.
The moment the bell was tapped traders
clambered over each other intheir efforts to
be heard, and all sorts of prices were asked
and bid at the same moment. October, in
which most of the unsettled trades existed,
closed yesterday at 51% cent-, and at the
start there were few trades at and around
48 cents for that future, but sellers quickly
advanced their prices, and it was not until
49 to 4034 cents was reached that trading
actually became active aud the market
strong between 49 cents and 49% cents.
An immense amount of grain was brine
bought in. The excitement began to quiet
down.

Uy11-.HO October had dropped to4f cents ;
September, the other bull future which
closed at 52% cents yesterday, opened at
00 cents and sold down to 49 cents. During
the same time the open trades in this month
were nut so numerous as in October, be-
cause, as it is understood, about 00 per cent
of them had already been settled by the de-
livery of the cash article. Much of this still
remains In the market, aud is looked upon
as a menare to casli prices.

White &Co. hud a line of trades In wheat,
but not nearly so large as that in corn, and
the movement of wheat was largely In
sympathy with that in corn. Their
deals in the wheat pit were soon
closed out. December, which closed yes-
terday at Si 00%. opened at 99 to 9934
cents, sold up to 99% cents and down to
99% cents at 11:30 o'clock. Th» firm aUo
had some deals in provisions, but they were
not numerous and were soon closed out.
The impression on the board seems to be
the effect of the failure has spent its force,
unless further complications not now fore-
seen follow. The amount of grain which
the clique bad bought for September and
October delivery must have been enormous,
for the actual arrivals of corn here daily for
the past six weeks approximated nearly
1,000,000 bushels, and nearly all this has
been delivered on September contracts,
while the forwarding has been nearly as
large.

When asked how they accounted for
the suicide, they grid nervousness was no
doubt the cause of the act.

CONCESSIONS FORFEITED.

Objection tothe Establishment of Negro Colo-
nies in Mexico.
