
MORE ROADS WANTED.

Compel ition Favored; by the Im-
misratioa Convention.

Many D3legates Express Strong Views on This
Important Subject— Permanent Organi-

zation Effected.

When the Immigration Convention met
yesterday morning in the rooms of the
Chamber of Commerce there was a larire at-
tendance, and it was 10 o'clock when Chair-
man Brig^s rapped the delecates to order.

The first business taken up was the re-
port of the Committee on Resolutions and
Permanent Organization. It reads as fol-
lows:

Mr.Chairman and Gentlemen of this Conven-
tion: '1Ins convention is composed of represen-
tative citizens iitins State, selected by the
Boards ol Supervisors of the counties therein,
lor the purpose ol devising means to eucourage
desitabie Immigration. Thin subject 1* one of
1 lie most Impoitaut Inconuectiou with the growth
aud IndUHtilfti devetoi)iiietit of tuts State tnas-
niuch as its vast uncultivated area of fertile land
and Its great natural resources otter many sub-
staulUl opportunities to agiicul:uclsts, vitl-
culiuilsts. hortlcuttuitsts, manufacturers, me-
cli&uic*,miner *, earners and capitalists. It
is. therefore, the se .v of this convention tint all
desirable Immigration 11110 this Mate should be
1 romoted ana encouraged, and to thai end we
recommend Ilia! a permanent organization be
c:e:ited to be known as the Calif.irula Male Ini-
nngiuliou Board, with headquaneratiiSau Fran-
cisco,

Such board shall con-lst of seventy-two mem-
bers, to be apportioned .is follows: From Shu
Francisco County, five members; l.os Angeles
and Alamedj, ihiee member* eacli; b'reano,
Huiuboini. Sacramento, San Bernardino, ban
Diego, Santa Clara, Suloua, Sonoma mid
iulaie counties, two members each, and
from tho other conotles one member each, The
members of said board to be Humiliated by me
deltv:alii'iu of the lestective counties repre-
sented in Ibis convent ion and to be continued
by Uie convention. The members from conn-
ti-s1101 rtpie-riiiad to be chosen by the Execu-
tive Conuulliee hereinafter provided for. The
board tliii<•t.cci-'.i Mi.ill elect a Pies Ideutf
their number and a seer tary and iho following
commi:tees: An Executive Committee of llva
on Transportation, to dral with all questions in
Ihe inierrMs of IMS cunvention and Its objects

.water, with 1tie view of necuiluK Incieased
transportation facilities and lower freinht and
passenger l.ui:l-; a Commit ire of ufu-cu on
finance and a Committee of liveon l.rt;l«i itlou;

and Bepresenuilves In Counters the necessity
ot comilettiiK tile suivey ofGovernment lands In
this Slate, aud the luiproveiiicut of uur liaibors
and liver-.

The permanent organization provided (or In
the rrpiMtshould proceed at once to spread an-
tlieuilc sod proper Infornnrtlon relative to the
advantages of cur State, the opportunities 11
oCers tor tducatiou. Is facilities tor trade and
conimeice with other Stales and uatlous, tor
winch our geographical position elves us excep-
tional advaut ges.
l!Is the «tuie of till? convention that com-

peting transcontinental line?, b.ith by hind and
water, would do much to promote the develop-
ment ol the Stale, and that such prises
would Bud this a profitable field; and, al*o, we
recognize the commercial Importance of tile
early construe lon of the Nicaragua Canal.

We recognize the gie.it woilc which has been
done by the publicpress or the State la aitveitls-
luj Its re^ouices auu advantages, and we call
upon itand the people generally to further this
effort to bring desirable Immigrants to California.

The report was signed by the foilcom-
mittee, consisting of K. P. Hammond Jr.,
U. H. Rose. A. B. Lemmon, C. 11. Phillips,
J. £>. Lynch, 11. Francis aud 1). A. Oatrom.

A MIXOniTT REPORT.
The last-named member expressed dis-

satisfaction with that part of the report,
relating to transportation and the encour-
agement of competing roads. For that
reason, he said, he bad leeu tit to make a
minority retort, the reading of which he
prefaced with si me very strong remarks in
favor of railroads and competition.

The minority report was as follows:

Resolved, Ilia: the mo«t Important aim of this
convention should In to Increase and expand the
facilities of our it-wdl carrying trade and to on-
couiace competini; transportation lines for this,
.-tare both by rail and water, aud be it further

Utiolitd. lhat it shall be the duty of the per-
manent organization of this convention toconfer
with the repiesentallves of the di&Vreni pro-
pos-d transcontinental railroads with a view of
ascertaining upon what terms they willextend
their railways into this State, and to Induce them,
If possible, to build competing lines to tide water
111 Hie bay of San Fraucisco and elsewbeie lv
tills Stat-f.

This was the beuinnine of the storm, and
for a time things were lively, the delegates
Clstnorlng for recognition.

™

Chairman Hammond from the committee
opposed the minority report aud hoped
tbat the other would prevail.

Delegate Miller of Tulare, a young man,
came back at him witn a speech in
favor of the amendment. It was
his opinion that extortionate freights
and fares had retarded immigration
more than all other causes combined. lie
believed in standing out In.ldly for competi-
ii"D,and was of the further opinion that
the convention could do much toward secur-
ingit.

ilr. Carnall of San Francisco followed in
the same strain, and gave it as his opinion

that California presented the worst case of
arrested development in the world, with the
single exception of Ireland. lie wanted
the convention either to awake to a realiza
tion of the situation, or to close up shop and
go home.

WILXIASISOS FAVORED IT.
Delegate Williamson of Sacramento was

also in an ami-railroad frame of mind, as,
indeed, seeui"d a majority of those present,
and he supported the minority report.

Mr. Camron of Alaineita was on his feet
and made aringingspeech in favor ofrailroad
competition. "This," said he, "instructs
the committee as to its duties. It tells it to
go East and see upon what term* wo can
imve a competing transcontinental line in
liere. Ifor one am sick of paying tribute to
the men who collect extortionate rates and
carry It off to New York to build palatial
re-idences there. We have an example of
iton exhibition now in the shape ol a Massa-
chusetts will case."

Ex-Judge R. B.Carpenter of Los An*:elp«,
an attorney of the Southern Pacific, was one
of those who opposed Ostrora's resolution.
He expressed a belief that the publication
before the world if a complaint about exor-
bitant rates would hinder immigration. It
was his belief when he accepted a seat in
this convention that their purpose was to
encourage immigration only, and not to dig
a ditch or build a railroad. The convention
should, he thought, stick to its first object
and not fritter away its time in the contem-
plation of impossible and visionary projects.

C. M. Wells of Iv Angeles followed by
sayini that •omething should be done be-
yond the distribution of a few circulars if
California was to be benefit*], and he fa-
vored a careful Investigation of the State
laws inorder to see which encouraged and
which retarded immigration.

Delegate Rose opposed the minority report
as an amendment.

C. P. Berry of Suiter was on his feat in an
Instant in favor of the minority report.

FAVOIiED HEALTHY COMPETITION.

He was followed by A. T. Hatch, who in-
formed the convention that daring his re-
cent visit to Chicago he had talked with a
number of Eastern railroad men, who pro-
posed to come to California, and he had in-
formed them at that time that he was of the
opinion that the people of this State would
assist an enterprise of that kind. He did
not wish to be placed in the attitude of op-
posing the railroads now in existence, but fa-
vored a good healthy competition. He fa-
vored the adoption of the minority report.

C. C. E;{an of Amador spoke in the same
strain. Without a competing line he deemed
th- question of securiug immigration prob-

lematical. •

A. C. Paulsell felt that it would be fatal
for the convention to reject the minority re-
port, and pave itas his belief that a good
coniuetine line would increase real estate
values fully30 per cent in San Francisco.

E. W. Maslin of the State board of Trade
cauiH to the defense of the Southern Pacific
by saying that he did not believe that the
present passenger rates retarded immigra-
tion. Ifa man could not raise $60 to pay
his fare from the East he is not wanted
Here. He denied, also, that It is true, as
had been intimated, that the railroad con-
trolled the Stat" lionrdof Trade.

A vote was then taken, which resulted In
the adoption of the uiiuurity report by 112
ayes to -1noes. , ,;'

Los Angeles refrained from voting, as the
delegation was divided. The Glenn and San
Bentto delegations were absent. In the
San Francisco delegation nine voted for and
three against the amendment. San Luis
Obispo voted "no" and Sisklyou 'yes.
San Diego also voted "aye."

By consent of the convention it wai then
decided to make the report read: "One of
the most imp irtant aims of the convention
is the encouragement of cheap transporta-
tion."

ASSESSMENT AND TAXATION.
Delegate Caminetti then introduced a

resolution authorizing the appointment of a
committee of five on assessment and taxa-
tion, whose duty itshall be 10 see, as far a?
it lay within the power of. the organization,
that the provisions of the constitution and
laws hearing on the assessment of property

\u25a0ball be strictly enforced, aud that taxation
thereof be uniform throughout the State.

On assembling lor the afternoon session
Chairman Brings called Wells of Los An-
pelf» to the chair.

Congressman Caminetti's resolution was
then taken up and that gentleman arose to
explain lib resists for having introduced
it. He explaiu«<; that ttie census had shown

that while that portion 0! California
lying south of Tehachapi Mountain had
Increased greatly the counties lying to the
north had nißde but trilling gains in their
rural population. This ha attributed to the.
fact that In the northern counties the land
is held in large tracts by a few individuals
who had refused either todivide or cultivate
it. Article 2 of Section 13 of the Constitu-
tion, he showed, provided that uncultivated
laud when contiguous and of Similar
quality to cultivated laud should be taxed at
the same rate. This ho considered should
be enforced and until it is Immigration
would be ret lrded. .

A. T. Hatch favored the resolution and
was followed by James McCtie, who took
occasion to say that he felt that what Cali-
fornia needed was more advertising, and
that "California on Wheels" had done more
fur the State than all other work ever dona
in that dtre-i ion.

Lemraon of Sonoma opposed the resolu-
tion and when a vote was taken Mr. Cama-
netli found himself in the minority.

The report of the Committee on Platform
and Resolutions was then adopted unani-
mously.

AIDFOR Till!CANAL.
Arthur R. Briefs then obtained the floor,

and Introduced a resolution extending to the
Nicaragua Canal the moral support of the
convention, and calling on tin- members of
Congress to vote and work for a billgiving
Government aid to the project in question.

Captain \V. L. Merry spoke enthusiasti-
cally in favor of the resolution, and called
attention to the fact that thousands of acres
of potatoes would rot in the around and
hundreds of acres of fruit would decay un-
der the trees iv California for lack of a mar-
ket and until this market is obtained by
improved means of communication. Ono
step in thU direction would be the building
of the canal.

This resolution was also adopted, and the
following delegates were appointed to serve
iv the permanent organization:

FBIIIIAXKXIORGANIZATION.
The convention then adjourned, and the

permanent organization was then effected
by the election of A. H. Briggd as President
and E. W. Towusend Secretary, to serve
temporarily.

An effort was male on the part cf Mr.
Briggs and others to induce K.P. Hammond
to accent the chairmanship, but this he re-
fused to listen to, pleading a lack of time.

A wrangle then arose over the question of
permanent orizanizition, a number of dele-
gates urging that thy are at groat expense
in coming here to attend meetings. The
temporary officers were made permanent
and an Executive Comwitttea of five, con-
sisting of A. It Brfggs, A. 0. Paulsell, A.
T. Hatch, C. M. Wells and X. I". Chiputan,
was chosen to begin active work at once.

CURTIS IN COURT.
His Examination on the Charge

of the Murder of Grunt.

The preliminary examination of Maurice
B. Streliiuer, alias Curtis, charged
with the murder of Policeman Alex-
ander Grant on the morning of
the 11th iust., was commenced in the
Police Court yesterday afternoon. W. W.
Foote appeared for Stieliu^er, while the
prosecution w.is conducted by I'rusecuting
Attorney Nicholson.

Strelinger's confinement has improved his
personal appearance greatly, and he ap-
peared a different man from the haggard
person who sat in the prisoners' dock on
the day after the homicide. His wife and a
couple of female friends sat behind his
chair. He displayed a livelyinterest in the
evidence that would convict him of murder
or establish bis innocence and which he
then heard fur the first time. He altern-
ately chatted with the. ladii stroked his
mustache witn a lead-pencil or smiled at
the humor incidents that always take
place in a Police Court.

Officer Charles N. J nnes was the first wit-
ness c.iilp 1. but he mu.-uU- t<v»li!ied that
Grunt had died iv this city and county, and
Aiigustino Marcoval, the tanmle-peddier at
Sixth end Folsorn streets was next called.
He saw Grant with s.-.me man incustody on
the night of the shooting between 10 and

12:15 o'clock. He did not pay any attention
to the man with Grant ami could give no
description of him. The two were convers-
ing in ordinary tunes, hut ho could not
understand what was saitf. They had come
down Sixth street and turned into Folsom.

Police Surgeon K. K. Williuns testified
a 6to the cause of death and the course
taken by the bnll. The examination was
then continued until to-morrow evening.

ALL IS ENDED.

Suicide of Adolph Jordan, Who Killed
Ilia Wife.

The coat and hat found by A. G. Gault en
Monday, on the ocean beucii, were identi-
fied yesterday as those wurn by Adolph
Jordan, the aged aud infirm German, who
killed his wife on September 10, 18'jO. The
foliowinu letter was also found in n pocket
of the coat:

September 10, 1831.
Herman stnt'bring: To accommoda « youI

will die. You have said Ihave killed my wife
and luat 1should liave ben liaii^-;.! fur that
cilni". Youare all of the same oiilulou, and so
IIIs the l*<tfor me, and so good- by to u.e world
and Igo wliere Ibelong to.

Jordan and his wife were ax< \u25a0! i pie and

for many yean lived happily together.
They kept a small saloon at 4i'"i Montgomery
avenue, but on account ot physical ail-
ment* he determined to killhimself and she
induced him to t.ike her life ulao. After
fatally stabbing her iie inflicted deep
wounds in his own breast. He recovered
and was tried for murder, but was acquit-
ted on the ground of Insanity. Since then
lie often said that ha did uot care for
life, ami it is believed that he committed
suicide by drowning, near the spot where
the clothes were found.

Fruit Fe*U.

Stale Hoard of Trade the importance of a
constant and determined fulit against fruit
pests was discussed, and it was ordered that
public attention lie called to the subject. It
was stated that ithad become impossible to
obtain a decent apple at Ogden, and thai it
would soon be as bad at Honey Lake, Dif-
ferent valleys in Nevada are beginning to
be troubled, and it will require aconstant
and bitter fight to keep out the destroyers.
Farmers and others should not set out any
more trees than they can attend to properly,
for they will breed pests which will not

only ruin their own orchards, but those of
their neighbors.

WOMAN'S WEAKNESSES.

TlieOpening Lecture of Dr. A.M.
Longshore-Potts.

The Lady Physician Discusses Female Health

and Ailments to an Immense Audi-

ence of Her Own Sez.

The opening lecture in Mrs. T>r. A, M.
Longshore-Potts' course on the "Health and
Diseases of Women" was delivered at the

lS.ildwin Theater yesterday afternoon. 2\'o
admission was charged, but the lecture was
open to Indies only.

Groups of expectant women waited for the
opening of the doors fully two hours before
the time announced, and when Dr. Potts
stepped upon the stage slio faced a sen of
female face?, whose owners occupied every
seat, box, step and corner in the house.

The lady lecturer spoke without notes in a
clear, well-modulated voice, which easily
readied every corner of the theater. She
was frequently applmded during the course
of her address, and was listened to with
breathless attention as she advised her
auditors to "know themselves," and to
study tho secrets of female health and
disease.

"We have come into this world to grow
Into a perfect manhood and womanhood—
physically, mentally and morally," she
said. "Inorder that we may achieve this
full development of our natures we must
understand ourselves. The. law* of vat ure
must be obeyed, and we willsuffer the con-
sequence of any violation. The human sys-
tem is a mechanical organization which
must be comprehended to bring out its uses.
Itis not a rare tiling to see men and women
Buffer mental mid physical anguish. llow
many persona when tliey reach the age of
4.) or 50 years are troubled with various dis-
eases 1

PHYSICAL LAWS VIOLATED.
"There are many mothers too illto carry a

pleasant face, and a youth from 10 Li12
years will not have strength of body to
learn the ordinary studies at school. When
the father is taken away from the family
his death brines despair to those around.
And why? Because there has been a vio-
lation of the physical laws. There are
heartaches for one and another because
death has broken up the family. A little
child's death always causes Intense grief to
the mother. As she stands by the side of
the coffin, looking at her child, who but a.
short time ago hud tun glow of health on his
cheeks, now lying de.id and cold with his
little hand* folded, the mother is sulk-ring
terrible anguish.

"She thinks she cannot endure it and
would gladly depart from this world with
her little child. We say that God takes
these infants away, but tint is an error.
God would never send a human soul into the
world for an hour, to bloom and die like a
rosebud. Infants die because of. the sins
and ilia of their patents and through the
misuse of love. Af'.er death has visited the
household then that mother grasps any-
thing that will save herself ana children
from further barm.

STUDY THE HUMAN SYSTEM."
Let me urge you to study the human

system before such a dark picture conies to
you. Ityou do tins you can live independent
of disease. Study, and with newly acquired
knowledge, be enabled to live without those
ailments which others sutler. When this is
attained we willhave less crimes. Why 19

it that so many crimes are being committed
every day? Did you ever stop to think that
crime is the outcome of a diseased mind or
body. A man in that condition is wicked
and will commit crimes, and when the
minds or bodies of women are diseased they
too willdo tint which would otherwise be
impossible to their nature. Vainand suffering
induce many a woman to submit to opera-
tions which destroy infant lifeand leave her
a maimed and stricken being.

"The good health of women Is of vital
Importance, for upon the mother's health
posterity depend-. Woman has Dei par-
ticular ailments and nffln-tlous and Is capa-
ble of much greater suffering than man.
There is no indelicacy In speaking and
thinking of these matters which uffect hu-
man life and happiness. Itiimore credita-
ble to a woman to blush for her ignorance
than for her knowledge of herself. Nothing
ordered by nature should cause shame or
embarrassment, and a woman need never
be disconcerted by learning troths about
her most secret and delicate organization.

"Men and women differ in their shapes
and forms; in their thoughts and feelings;
in their loves and almost in their sonis.
The bones of women are softer and of liner
texture, and her work is more painful than
that of man."

She also offered
many practical suggestions to govern a
woman's care of nerself during maternity,
outlining many common errors in treat-
ment.

Dr. Pott? condemned tight-lacing, horse-
back exercise, tennis, too much walking,
lilting heavy weights and any form of vio-
lent exercise for girls or women. Chronic
(li-eases ore olteii ncquirej by school chil-
dren through overexertion at rough games,
teachers urging girls to romp under tli«
mistaken Idea that the exercise would prove
beneficial.

The afternoon's entertainment concluded
« ith the phrenological cxmuinaton by the
lecturer of two women who were among Dr.
l'otts' auditor- and who volunteered a plat-
form examination. The possession of pe-
culiar characteristics was indicated, the
ladies concurring in the possession of quali-
ties ascribe! to them by the physic an.

To-day's lecture will also be free. On
Sunday the only lecture to both sexes will
bo given, eutitled

"Love, Courtship and
Marriage."

The reasons given
for testing her sanity are her marriage to tho
young man aud the permission sue has
given him to manage her property.

Of course it is alleged that it was for her
niouey that Saudttll married his aged con-
sort, who was the widow iternheimer. The
couple lived together very happily until a
Bhoit time ugo, when Mrs. Amelia Shenuuu
and Margaret Broiler, daughters of Mrs.
Sandell, petitioned tho court to place her in
control of a guardian.

The first witness examined yesterday was
N. M.Ford, one of Mrs. Sandell' tenants.
He said that he considered her incompetent
to manage her property because she was
under the influence of love and liquor.

George E. Dunn testified that he did not
know much about Mrs. Sandell's condition,
lie visited her quite often and shu fre-
quently drank liquor.

Jacob Broder, Airs. Sandell's son-in-law,
said that she and the barber weie married
without the knowledge of her frieuds. The
witness was at oue time driven out of the
liousa at the point of a revolver. He also
said that Sandell would not permit his
wife's relatives to visit her aud that when
she was sick lie. filled her with whisky.

Other witnesses were examined and the
case went over until to-day.
