TIME AND LOCALITY.

When Geperal fiancock advanced the idea
that a protective tariff was a matter of time
and locality a good many people who knew
less than the General did thought it a good
time to laugh. If the protective policy was
based upon a principle, they said, it should
be for all time and all people. Mr. Henry
Labouchere now advances the same idea.
He has never believed that the principles of
political economy were of universal appli-
cation. Free trade suits Eungland, but pro-
tection is better for the United States. The
reason for this dictinction is readily per-
ceptible. The nation that can produce the
most cheaply will be benefited by free trade.
The ability to produce cheaply may be ae-
rived from superiority of machinery, abund-
ance and cheapness of raw material, cheap
labor, cheap money, or all combined. Thus
we see that while wood was the principal
material of ships the United States built
cheaper vessels than Great Britain. But
when iron took the place of wood the iron
and coal mines of England supplied cheaper
raw material than the Unlted States pos-
sessed. When other conditions are about
equal, advantage in one respect may turn
the scale of cost. In respect to material,
machinery and skill there is no great differ-
ence, taking a wide range of industries, be-
tween the United States and Great Britain,
but in the large factor of labor the advan-
tage lies with Great Britsin. Cheaper labor
enables her manufacturers to have cheaper
coal, cheaper iron and chkeaper methods of
bandling commodities. Perceiving this, Mr.
Labouchere says that if he were an Amerie
can he would be a protcetionist; being an
Englishman he favers free trade.

RAPID TRAVEL.

There is no modern improvement in
which the public take a livelier interest
than in the acceleration of travel. Steam-
ships have attained an average speed of a
mile in three minutes, in rowgh seas and in
all kinds of weather. This record may be
beaten, but for awhile ship-builders will
probably take a rest. Meanwhile, railroad
managers are studying how to drive trains
at an inereased rate of speed, and this is
especially the case with the roads over which
visitors to the Chicago Exposition will have
to be carried.

At the present time the fastest train in
this country, the limited express on the New
York Central, between New- York and
Chivagoe, does not quite travel at the rate of
40 wiles an hour, including stops, while the
* Flying Seotchman,” which carries the
mail from London to Edinburgh, travels at
tte rate of 51.6 miles per hour, including
stops. To show what can be done in this
country, the Royal Blue Limited Express,
between Washington and New York, lately
covered the distinee between those cities at
the rate of 51.9 miles per hour, and a train
was run from New York to Butfalo over
the New York Ceatral jat very nearly 60
miles an hour, including ;stops. No such
speed has ever been attained before.

The problem of speed ou railroads de-
pends on four factors—the power of the
locomotive, the quality of the coal consumed,
the weight of the ballast in the road-bed,
and the absence of steep grades. If any
one of the four is wanting, the highest
rate of speed cannot be attained. On -
level lines of the New York Central and the
Pennsylvania roads the bed is ballasted as
heavily as that of any English line. Cars
can be hauled at almost any rate of speeds
without risk of jumping the track. Those
compaunies, likewise, have the most power-
ful locomotives, and they are abundantly
supplied, at moderate prices, with the best
kind of auvthracite coal, which is unsur-
passed as a generator of steam. There is
thus no reason why they should not run
special trains as fast as the English trains,

England’s determination to keep Russlan iron-
clads from passing through the Dardauelles at
will has been the means of preventing a pretty
large section of the Czar’s navy from co-operat-
ing with the larger fleets on the Baltic. The
war vessels now in the Black Sea include the
three 10,180.ton battle-ships, Catherloe Ky
Tchesma and Sinope, protected by sixteen incires
of armor, and having engines of 9000 horse-
pewer, with a speed of 15632 knots an hour.
They each carry thirteen guns of large caliber,
and collectively cost over §13,000,000. Another
ironclad, the 1welve Aposiles, having a displace-
ment of 8200 tons, was launched a year ago, and
two other large armorclads have been designed
or are under construction. Then there are 1ron-
clads of the Popeoff ciass and hall a dozen gun-
boats built or bullding. The torpedo Hotllla is
also poth large and efficient,
