The Representative uf Mexico Takes Is-
sue With Mr. J. K. Rohone.
AR ('om Consul General of Mexico,

ed as to the statements of
published yesterday,
*duJ that for an exhibition of ignorance of
Mexican history, volitical and otherwise,
Mr. Rohone’s statements stand unrivaled,
as none of them are founded on fact. Mr.
Coney rejected indignantly the libelous as-
persion cast by Mr. upon the Mexi-
can army and its officers, and preferred to
nave them judged, as they have been, by
such men as Geperals Grant, Sherman,
Sheridan, Miles and other famous American
military men, who bave been unanimous in
praising the officers and soldiers of Mexieo.

Furthermore, Mr. Coney stamps as in-
correct the statement that General Diaz
made up hLis army of bandits, or made any
such propesitions as Mr. Rohone says he
did make. Neither is General Diaz an
Indian as stated; nor is there any umns
rest throughout Mexico. On the con-
trary the telegrams show that the few
bandits that s under the leadership
of the netorious Garza and Buiz Sandoval
are fleeing toward the American boraer,
which does not show that there is any
evidence that they are being sustained by
any party in Mexico. In point of fact a
revolution, even to be started in Mexico or
elsewhere, must have some reason or prin-
ciple to be founded upon, and the offer of
mere pillage, as in this case of Garza, can
never be dignified by the name of revolu-
tion.

Mr. Rohone Is also mistaken in his de-
seription of the movement of troops which
yearly takes piace upon the celebration of
the national holiday on the 16th of Septem-
ber in all the large towns. Mr. Cobney
claimed that Mexico was never more pros-
perous nor more peacefully inclined than
now, and that General Diaz is universally
respected and liked by every class of soci-
ety, both on account of his able and wise
administration of vublic affairs and ot the
purity of his private life.

IS THE LOTTERY LAW VALID!

A Copent Argument Against It
Constitntionality.

THEPOWERS OF CONGRESS.

An Exhaustive, Learned and Logical Presen-
tation of the Case Against the Law
by Judge J. C. Carter.

Ronorable James C. Carter, the eminent
jurist of New York City, has filed a very
able, learned and interesting brief in the
Supreme Court of the United States on the
question of the constitutionality of the lot-
tery law. Mr. Cartsr’s elient, Georze W.
Dupre, was indicted February 19, 1891, in
the Circuit ('nux'L of the United States for
the eastern district of Louisiana, for mail-
ing a newspaper containing an advertise-
ment of a lottery contrarv to the provisions
of Section 3394 of the Revised Statutes of
the United States. e demurred to the in-
dietment and his demurrer was, upon argu-
ment, overriled, and he was ordered to
plead thereto, and was thereupon surren-
dered by his bail and committed to the cus-
tody of the United States Marshal, to be
held until discharged in due course of law.

He thereupon filed his petition in the Su-
preme Court praying for a habeas corpus
and certiorari to the end that he might be
discharged from bis imprisonment. The

ground of his petition is that the statute
under which he was indicted is unconstitu-

tional and void.
The provisions of the

them to be crimes, but harassing and ob-
structing them by withdrawing ifrom them
facilities which are under its control, for
no other reason than that it deems them
cerimes which it would suppress if it had the
power.

Thnis question must be promptiy answered
in the wnpegative, for the power thus at-
temipted to be exercised is a power to sap-
press lotteries and that alone. No such
power can be derived from any express
language in the Constitution, nor by any
just implication from any language in it.
More than this, the possession of auy such
power by Congress is utterly inconsisteat
with the whole theory of the

CONSTITUTIONAL RELATIONS
Between the General Government and the
States.

Nothing is clearer than that the carrying
ou of a lottery, or the dealing in the lottery
business, or with a lottery, is, in every in-
stance, an act done within a State, aud the
power to declare such actsgicrimes, or to
punish them as such, or to obstrnet or im-
pede them Dbecause they are crimes, is
lodged exclusively with the State govern-
ments. They possessed this power before
the adoption of the Constitution. 'I'hey did
not part with it by that adoption. Indeed,
nothing was more sedulously guarded
against by that instrument than the notion
tihat the States had parted with any of their
governmental rights over the conduct of
their own citizens upon their own soil, ex-
cept in respect to such concerns as were ex-
pressly intrusted to the Federal Govern-
ment,

In respect to all rights other than those
thus excepted, that Government was to be
as absolutely poweriess as if it were a for-
eign State. To borrow the language of Mr.
Chief Justice Waite, in the United States
vs. Cruikshank (92 U S. 512, 550): *“*Within
the scope of its powers, as enumerated and
defined, it is supreme above Lhe States; but
bevond, it has no existence.”

Whether a citizen of Louisiana, or of
Maine, may carry on the lottery business,
or do any act in the transaction of any busi-
ness with a lottery, must therefore depend
on the laws of those States respectively.

on the liberty of the press, explaining rls
evolution from the period when it was in
utter :uljection to the state through its
various trials and vieissitudes antil it reached
a condition of vnquestioned freedom. He
then took up tne inquiry as to whether the
statute under consideraticn is a law abridg-
ing that freedom. That such is its character
is very clear, he said.

That freedom, he continued, includes not
only the liberty "of printi nz, but the liberty
of publishinz. The former would be empty,
indeed, without the latter. And the liberty
of p'unhhmg must be coextensive with the
ixherlv of printing. And what is publish-
ing? Itis the communication te others of
what is pnn.e-d . in other words, it is eircu-
lating. Publishing and circulating are ad-
mitted to be synonymous, And what was
the liberty of publishing which existed at
the time of the adopiion of the Constitu-
tion? It was the liberty of circulating
printed matter in all practicable and per-
missible forms, of which that by mail was
by far the prineipal mode. It iucluded let-
ters, newspapers and packets.

The statuts forbids the earriage bv mail
of any newspaper, circular, pamphiet or
publication of any Kind containing matter
concerning it may be a thousand subjeets,
if it also contains *“any advertisement ol
any lottery or gift enterprise of any kind
effering prizes dependent upon any lot or
chanee, ur containing any list of the prizes
awarded at the drawings of any such lot-
tery or gift enterprise.”” Thus, no man can
circulate a newspaper in any State except
upon coundition that he consents to forego
the benefit to be derived from any such ad-
vertisement, although

IT MAY BE ENTIRELY LEGAL

In sueh S:iate. Of course. the conditlions
may, if this may be allowed, be extended to
any other advertisement relating to any
business or subject, and thius the power is
directly asserted by this legislation of Con-
gress to contrel the character of the whole
newspaper press; for no one will pretend
that the publication of newsapers is possi-
ble, on any large seale, if the benefit of the
mail service is denied to them. If this
power exists what stands in the way of ex-
cluding newspapers which eontain matters
advocating the tariff or free trade, or the
doctrines or the canaidates of any particu-
lar party ?

And still further: The statute ereates a
censorship. Had it forbidde:n only the de-
positing in the mail of the matter deseribed,
it might be urged that every one was at lib-
erty 1o make such deposit, subject to the
hazard of being indicted and punished, ana,
therefore, that there was 10 previous re-
strain. But the prohibition forbids the Post-
master from delivering any such newspa-
per, circular, pamphiet or publication.

The former was the principal one upon
which the whole public mainly relied. It
was censtant, regular, abundant and sure;
and, moreover, it had the eapacity by law
of exeluding the other from the field, if not
absolutely at least for the most part, and of
thus inereasing its own efliciency. There
was, and is, a similar, if not as great, differ-
ence between the methods as between the
sending of merchandise by railroad and by
private conveyance. This prineipal methed
of eirculation 13 denied to certain printed
matter, and yet it is declared that the free-
dom of circulation is not abridged!

It is quite evident that this conelusion
proceeds upon the view—it can stand upon
no other—that tte freedom of circulating,
admilxwl to be tantamount to freedom of

publishing, is not abridged so lonz as the
citizen has the rij ght to eireulate printed mat-
ter in any private manner which he alone,
or with the assistance of others, may con-
trive, and has reference only to the right to
circulate, and no reference to any right to
enjoV the usual public means of eirculating
which his fellow-citizens enjov, and for
whieh he is taxed and made to pay in com-
mon with them.

Against this view it seems to us more in
accordance with sense and reason to say
that the emphatic declaration of the Consti-
tution madse to forever preserve the

PRINCIPAL SAFEGUARD OF LIBERTY,
That Congres§ should not pass any law
abridging the freedom of the press, i3 vio-
Iated by any law which takes away any of
the ordinary methods of circulating printed
wmatter.

There are two principal questions in this
ease, and none more important have ever
been submitted to this tribunal. The first
is, whether Congress may, in virtue of its
authority to make laws necessary and
proper in order to earry into execution the
powers expressly granted to it, pass a law
manifestly and avowedly for the sole pur-
pose of suppressing a business within a
State, which that State has the right to au-
thorize, and over which Congress has no
direct control., The second is whether a
Isw prohibiting the circulation of certain
written and printed matter open to no obj=c-
tion save that it relates to a certain business
not eriminal in itself, and permtited by the
laws of some of the States, by the ordinary
and nsual means of circulation provided by
law for the public generally, abridges the
freedom of circulation, and, by consequence,
the freedom of the press.—DBoston (Mass.)
Herald.

INJURED BY A THIEF.
Mrs. Wilson chnre; Huart by Colliding
With a Stick of Timber.

James McCloskey is an individual that
makes his living by picking up anything he
can lay his hands on. Last night he went
into a lumber-yard on Stenart street and
shouldered a long stick of pine lumber, 2x6,
and started to wa lk off with it. He reached
Market street all right, and then ran the
end of his load against the head of Mrs.

The Session of the Sevenih-Day
