Cabinet -Makers Will Join the
Upholsterers' Strike.

The strike 'of the upholsterers at F. S.
Cbadbonrae & Co.'s factory was indorsed

I.r-t
uigtit at a meeting of the ExecntiTe

Ionimittee of the Furniture-workers' Union.
The withdrawal of the cabinet-makers and
finishers from the factory was also ap-
I'roved, and itwas decided to insist on a

nine-hour day inall branches of the furni-
ture trades.

A committee from the Cabinet-makers'
Union waited upon Mr. Chadbourne yes-
i-idiiyand nsked that all t'.ie men employed

in Ii- fnctory be granted a nine-hour day.
lie said that tliis would be imi-ossible, as
his li-mess would not permit of a niiie-
i:'.ur rule. He could not allow men to work
ouly nine hours in one end of liis estab-
lishment while men were working ten in
the other end. He was willing, however,
to grant an increase of wages lor overtime
ifdemanded.

As the men only desire to work nine boors
a iliiy,they would nut consent tonn increase
nf pay, so the fivecabinet-makers and three
finishers quit work last night, with tlie in-
tention of n^t n-turning until a nine-hour. day is conceded. Tbere are ten upholsterers
cut. and in all there are eighteen wen and

few days. The det -etives interested in the
ease claim to known>th ing further of the
tiiiding of the woman than the news con-
tained in tlie dispatch, and the story uf her
travels willbe developed later on.

Attention was first cnlleii to the myste-
rious disappe irance the latier part of last
week, when Detective Byram inserted an
advertisement in a morninz paper otfering
$1000 reward for information that would
afford a clew to the whereabouts of Mrs.
Joseph Maillard of San Gerqnimo. She had
suddenly lefther home, taking a truiiL full
of clothing, but saying nothing regarding
her destination. She came to San Fran-
cisco, where the detectives located the
trunk, but could uot lind the woman. Siie
was traced to employment agencies and the
offices of several female doctors, but tho
trail was filiallylost witiiout bringing Mrs.
Maillard to the surface.

Allscit- of stories were afloat concerning
the woman and her probable fate, among
which wura iucluded murder, suicide and
elopement. One rumor coupled her name
with that of a hired mniion her husband's
ranch, who lefiabout the same time that
Mrr. Maillard disappeared.
