Our citizens generally realize that but for
the exertions of The iall,Buckley would
still be » newer fur evil in the politics of

this city. Almost aloua this journal showed

We agree with nearly all that is said
about Buckley, but is itnot true that Demo-
crats of standing wish to get rid, of Buck-
ley? Doubtless they do. Is there any
wrong in this? Surely Buckley has cost

the M'^dearly. and it was time Democrats
of standing should throw him off. Itwas a
disgrace to the party to permit Buckley to
secure the election of judges and control the
machinery for the selection of jurors. Bat
what about this man Chute? Is he much
better than Buckley? Is it not generally
understood that he has been using money
in largo sums to rorrupt officials? Ifhe has
not, it would be an easy matter to go before
the Grand Jury aud say the reports con-
cerning him were false. Does the Chronicle
desire that the Republican party should
cling to such men as Chute and be dis-
graced?

„,,.. who was held under sentence lor
contempt for a similar refusal by Judge

Wallace. The cases ofChute and Gage are
legally identical. Chute and G.ige were
summoned to appear before the Grand
Jury, and both disregarded the summons.
Both were liable to arrest incontempt pro-
ceedings, but Chute happened to be first
taken inhand. Gage willbe convicted and
sentenced to-day, and then the game that
has beeu played In the Chute case will
probably be played over again with Gage in
the title role. IIJudge Murphy is not ;
blind he must see the follyof the course he :
is reported to have entered upon, 'He has.
no authority whatever to review proceed-
ings taken in another department of the
Superior Court. Jndge Wallace is acting
In the strict lino of duty, and will take no
notice of Judge Murphy's decrees. If,
therefore. Judge Murphy persists in his pur-
pose to reverse the sentences passed by
another department of the Superior

Court, there may be alternate arrests
and discharges until the proceedings
of one department are brought before
the Supreme Court. Itis still possible that
Judge Murphy may decline to attempt to
reverse the judgment of Judge Wallace's
department. His delay inannouncing his
decision doubtless strengthens the general
belief that Chute will be discharged. It
may be well at this point in the legal
wrangle to remind the men in whose names
itis being carried on that they cannot avoid
an appearance before the Grand Jury with-
out a complete overthrow of the processes
of law. If Gage and Chute may avoid an

appearance before tho Grand Jury so may

any and every witness the Grand Jury may
summons. And if then- is sufficient influ-
ence at the disposal of the boodlers to pro-
cure a decision declaring the present Grand
Jury illegal any succeeding Grand Jury

may, upon some pretext, be declared illegal.

This popular breeze will not Plow itself out

withoutresults. The men who are shelter-
ing themselves behind the technicalities of
law are the last men who should demon-
strate to tlie people that law has become In-
capable to administer justice. The two
in. whom the Grand Jury lias summoned
are the men of all others whom the people
desire to hear from. The belief is general
that they had the distribution of funds, not
only to corrupt the last legislature, but
many preceding Legislatures as well. If
they are above the law and able to defy its
ordinary processes itis high time the people
should know it.

TWO KINDS OF ,IAII. BKEAKKKS.

Grattan Dalton, highwayman and mur-
derer; John Beck, horse-thiif, and W. 15.
Smith, burglar, escaped on Monday eveuing
from the county jail at Visalia anil made
their way to parts unknown. Heavy re-
wards have been i.ffercd for their recapture,
and it is to be hoped that the gangs of ama-
teur detectives whoare scouring the southern
country on supposed trails will succeed in
laying hands on them. They deserve the
doom they were about to meet, and if,in
resisting capture, they should forfeit their
lives, society would not go into mourning.

And yet they are only one variety of a
class which is large. What are Buckley and
his ing, and the persons who are trying to
defeat the object cf the Grand Jury, but
constructive jail breakers? They do not
operate with jiuun.ies, or crowbars, or mas-
ter keys, or steel saws. The tools winch
they employ are money and smart legal
dodges, which are handled for them by ex-
pert attorneys and Judges. Dnltou crawled
through a hole inhis cell door; the boodlers
are trying to crawl through a hole in the
law. Dalton had a confederate who crept
through a basement window; the boodlers
have a small army of confederates who are
creeping through chinks and crannies to

effect a general jail delivery of their accom-
plices, llere the parallel ceases. Dalton is
inhiding, and if he is caught it willgo hard
with him. The city jail breakers cherish
too profound a scorn for the law to hide.

"Why should any- man. on a technicality,
refuse to go before the Grand Jury and lell
the truth of what he knows ? An honest
man, who is innocent of crime, has nothing
to fear from Grand Jury investigations. It
is one of the first duties of a citizen to as-
sist the departments of justice' in finding
out the truth; tliere is no reason why any
one should evade that duty, unless he thinks
be would criminate himself. Suppose all
that Chute's attorney claims was conceded;
that Judge Wallace erred in appointing au
elisor, and that the Grand Jury's organiza-

tion is detective; is that any reason why an
honest citizen should refuse to furnish the
jury with such information as he possesses
to enable itto discharge its duty? Aknave,
who knows that if tbe facts are unearthed
he willrun some risk of State's prison, will
naturally try to keep the facts from trans-
piring, and to throw nil possible obstacles
in the way of the jury. Thus, plninpeople
naturally infer that the recalcitrant wit-

nesses must be knaves, and that those who
aid and abet them must belong to the same
class. If they were not they would not

waste time inraising pettifogging objections
to the jury, but would go before it in a
manly way and tell what they know.

The exultation which prevails in certain
quarters at the new City Hall over the ex-
pressions let fallby Judge Murphy on Sat-
urday may prove premature. That Judge
has not yet said his last word. Itis possible
that at the last moment he may side with
tDe public against the boodlers. But if he
does not the battle is not lost. Tliere are
ways of bringing knaves to justice which
which have not yet been tried. When a
whole community is roused, as this commu-
nity now is, legal artifices never avail to
screen the guilty. Tweed thought he had
entrenched himself beyond the possibility

of successful assault from the people ho
was plundering. He bad the ablest lawyer
In New York in his pay—David Dudley
Field. He owned two Judges— Barnard and
Cardozo

—
who were ready to issue any or-

ders or sign any writs of injunction and
prohibition which he desired. lie controlled
the machinery by which juries were packed,
He had command of unlimited funds. And
yet a day came when he and allhis confed-
erates were driven into exile; his lawyer
was nearly thrown over the bar, and his two
Judges were impeached and expelled from
the bench. What has happened once may
happen again. The people ot San Fran-
cisco are as much in earnest as the people of
New York were in Tweed's time, and they
will brusli out of their path any one who
stands in their way. There is no one strong
enough to stand up against tlie people when
they are embarked in a crusade against
bribery aud corruption.

NO.-H-rAIU'ISAN.

The fact should be distinctly borne inmind
that the present movement against ithe cor-
rupt element in politics is entirely non-par-
tisan. There is 110 present disposition to
u-e it to advance the interests of either
parly. The dominant idea is to strike bood-
lers wherever they may be found- Ithap-

pens tint the Superior Judge who is by the
force of bis position the head of this move-

ment is a Democrat, while the Judge who is
relied upon toneutralize thaproceeding ofthe
Grand Jury is a Republican, but the flight

of Buckley does not indicate that the bood-
lers expect any favors at the hands of ttieir
political ally. Ithappens also that two of
the men most wauled by the Grand Jury
have acted with the Republicans, but itis
not as Republicans that the Grand Jury has
subpenaed them. There is a general belief
that they had a hand in the distribution of
funds in the late Senatorial contest, and the
Grand Jury wauls to know what they know.
Itis, perhaps, a misfortune for the Republi-

can party that tbe only newspaper of any
Importance Inthe Stale which questions the
legality of the Grand Jury is nominally Re-
publican. But thatnewspaper is and always
has been a pergonal organ, and has acted with
the Republicans when paid for Its services.
Itsdevotion to the party is not so deep as to
forbid itto make what itdeemed adequate
compensation a condition of its service.
But Republicans at" Democrats are so near-
ly identical in the boodlers' camp that it
mutters little what they call themselves.

Marriage and divorce was the subject ofan Inter-
esiing paper read by Hon, Carroll D. Wright at

the Unlarlan Conference at Saratoga. Com-
menting on Ilia fact that from 18C7 to 183G In-

clusive there were granted in tbe United States
328.716 decrees of dlroice lie pointed out that
the Increase was steady and rapid yearly, allow-
ing an Increase of 157 per cent in twmy years.
In which period the population Increased only GO
per cent. Of the 3^,710 divorces granted
210,170 were secured 00 tbe petition of the
wives. The duration of the married time aver-
aged 8.07 years for the meu and 9.27 years for
the women. Less then '20 per cent of the parties
were divorced inother Stales than those In which
they were married. To restrict divorces It was.
suggested that marriage should be made more
difficult and that the law should be changed so'
that the State should be a party to all divorce
proceedings.

Regarding corporal punishment In the public
schools. Professor William T. Harris. Colled
Stales Commissioner ol Education, expresses a
belief thai the (ewer the cases of discipline tin-
better the schools are likelyto be. .. Enlightened
public sentiment is against the frequent use of
the rod in the school. It brutalizes and terror-
izes. In Commissioner Harris' opinion the dis-
cipline of those cities in which corporal punish-
ment lias been entirely abolished Is far better
than what itwas when corporal punishment was
much used. There Is a healthy spirit ol co-
operation, a cheerful compliance with the rules
of good order; the pupils who learn to govern
themselves are the ones best titled to live under

Without warning he was suddenly
deprived of speech while retaining his men-
tal faculties, and for days while awake lie
walked his room like one in a trance.

Among those who became interested in
the case of Matthews was Rev. James
Bartlett of the New Ross Congregational
Church. To him Matthews recently wrote
that lie would soon regain his voice, and
that be would than tell the wonderful
things that had been revealed to him.

Afler twenty-seven days his weird silence
was broken, the first'.words spoken being
the first sentence of the Lord's prayer, alter
which he broke forth into singing "Praise
God from whom all blessings flow." ?:' *

Matthews addressed a large number of
his Iriends at his home. His pronunciation
was at times indistinct, He told a striking
story of his experience during the period of
his dumbness. He said that he had had
visions in which the celestial city had been
revealed to him, and his description of
scenes and his intercourse with those gone
before was thrillingin the extreme.

While in his speechless state he told that
he had revealed to him the fact of his daugh-
ter's death in Illinois.

Matthews insists that ho has been the
subject of a divine visitation and when he
has fullyrecovered he willbecome an evan-
gelist. Physicians and ministers consider
the case of Matthews one of the strangest
that has come under their observation.
