SEA AND SHURE.

Tidings From Alaska by the
Steamer Jeanie.

The Anasha Adrift in the Bay—Return of the
Survey Vessel Patterson—Arrivals, De-
partures and Charters.

The steamer Jeanie arrived yesterday aft-
ernoon from Prince Willilams Sound with a
cargo of 17,000 cases of salmon for J. N.
Knowles. Captain Porter reported that the
steamer Bertha arrived at the sound on Sep-
tember 25th aud expected to leave on the
20th, The steamer Kodiak left Copper
River for Puget Sound on August 25th, but
off Yakatat was caught in a heavy gale that
blew away most of her sails and washed the
coal from ler decks. She was blown back
to Kayak Island, where Captain Shaw put
her in winter quarters and proceeded in
boats to Copper River to the steam whaler
Orea, and from that point to Kodiak to the
steamer Elsie, en route to San Francisco.
The Jeanie brought down eighty white men
and 100 Chinese, who had been employed in
the canneries at Cooks Inlet.

Dispatehes from Dublin state that the
British ship Earl of Derby has arrived at
Queenstown, with the loss of many of her
sails.

ADRIFT IN THE BAY.

The tug Anasha, while on her way to
Broadway Wharf with a mud-scow in tow,
was disabled by a piece of timber which be-
came jammed between her wheel and the
transom, locking the propeller most effectu-
ally. The whistle was sounded for assist-
ance and the tug and scow picked up by the
Auanie and towed to Broadway Wharf, An
effort will be made to clear the wheel to-day,
but the chances are that the boat will have
to go on the dry-dock. ‘I'his is the second
time within a year that the Anasha has been
disabled by floating driftwood.

The schooner Ivanhoe came off the Mer-
chants’ Dry-dock yesterday and will soon be
ready for sea again. A new false keel was
put on her, the old vne having been torn off
when she went ashore,

The steamer George W. Elder will run be-
tween Portland and Port Costa in the grain
trade.

BACK FROM ALASKA.

The United States coast survey steamer C.
P. Patterson has retarned from her survey-
ing trip to Alaska. She nas completed the
survey of Behen, Cabal, Cattol and T'horn
inlets, and located the site for the new Cus-
tom-house at Hassler Harbor. Muterial for
the new butlding is on the ground and the
work of erection will soon begin. The Pat-
terson will shortly go into winter quarters,
as the season is about over.

The scow-:chooner Aunnie and Griffin
collided with the red-stack tugz Redmond,
off Broadway Wharf, about 3:45 vesterday
afternoon. I'he scow esca:ed with little or
no damage, but the tug had the afterpart of
lrer house torn off.

Qut-ide the heads vesterday the weather
was thick, with a light breeze from the west.
The barometer stood 29 85.

CHINESE KNOCKED 0UT.

First Decision of the Circuit
Court of Appeals.

In the United States Circuit Court of Ap-
peals yesteraay the case of Lan Ow Bew on
appeal from the Circuit Court, where it was
beard in habeas corpus, came up before
Judges IHHawley and Ross, who rendered the
following, their first decision in the new
court:

1t was conceded by Lhe counsel for the appal-
lant that in the case of Wan Shiugvs. the United
States, the Suprems Court declded adversely on
all the polnts tnvolv-d In this case, Neverthe-
less the court was asked, by virtue of the sixth
section creating the Court of Appeals, to certify
ilie case to the Supreme Court for instructions
on the ground, as was ciaimed, that the court
might bave decided the case of Wan Shing the
same way for other reasons than those assigned
as the basis of the deelsion, and because in that
case the attention of the court was not called to
certaln provisions of the act of Congress, the
conslderation of whieh, It was claimed, would
have wrought a differvnt result,

There 1s nothing, In the opinlon of the court,
to Indicate that 1ts attention was not called to
the clauses of the act referred to. The precise
polut was decided, aud we are bouud to pre-
sume that every provision of the law bearing
upon the subject was cousldered by the court.
We cannot put curselves in the position of ask-
ing instructions on a polnt alveady decided. If,
as 1s coutended on the part of the appellant, the
case of Wan Shing was not fully presented to
the court, and if, as i8 said, the Treasury De-
partment of the Government in eotoreing the
provision of the act of Congress involved in the
Wan Shing case s giving it a different construe-
tlon than ibat given by the court whose province
1L 18 1o construe and d-clare its meaning under
the belief that the court did not really lntend to
declde what it did d-cide, or if, for auy cause,
the Supreme Court may wish to reconsider the
questlon, an ap. lication to that tribunal to cause
the record in the preseut case to be cestified up
to it may afford the appellant the rvemedy he
seeks. For this court there is nothing to do but
1o aflirm the judgment on the authority of tue
case ciled, aud it Is ordered-accordingly.

This decision disposes of Chinese matters
finally unless the Supreme Court certifies,
as suggested, tne matter to it for its consid-
eration.

CLAUDE LEE'S SON.

He Claims the Estate of Captain
C. E. 8. McDonald.

Yesterday the legal battle over the estate
of the late Captain Charles E. S. McDonald
was commenced before Judge Coffey, with
a most numerically formidable array of
forensic talent on both sides. MecDonald
was a well-known local character, and some
years ago organized a drill corps, now in ex-
istence as a company of the Second Artillery
Regiment, N. G. C. He died two years ago,
leavingan estate valued at $150,000, No will
baving been found the relatives in Scotland
came over to secure the property.

Before 1t could be distributed, however*
P. J. Corbett, the father of the pugilist,
made a claim on the estate on behali of
Henry MeDonald, aged 18, whose guardian
he was, and who, Corbett alleges, is the ille-
gitimate son of the deccased, the boy’s
mother being Mrs. Ransome, better kno wn
as Claude Lee, a variety performer. Mrs,
Ransome-Lee some years ago gained some
cheap notoriety by competingina chariot
race against “Big Bertha,” the corpulent
“confidence queen.” She is, however, well
known to all old residents of California, and
especially Virginia City, Nev., where in her
earlv bloom she was quite a star.

Henry MeDonald claims that he was born
on February 2, 1874, and that his alleged
father died on March 21, 1879. His counsel
asserted in their opening statements that
the claimant’s father had openly acknowl-
eged hin as his son.

Mrs. Ilansome-Lea was placed on the
stand ana testifi-d that at the time of
Henry’s birth she liad been divorced from
zansome and was married to one Stewart,
an actor. She, however, had not lived with
Stewart for a long time prior to Herry’s
birth. Stewart was an invalid and McDon-
ald strongly urged ner to comeand live with
him. She gave her age as 36, having been
born in Maine, and came to California with
her parents in 1864, Her maiden name was
Emma McGregor.

The witness detailed at length the
paternity of the child, and told, for one who
has been so longz before the footlights, a
tale of her woes and downfall that brought
tears to her own eyes plentifuily and almost
caused her to faint.

Many of the questions put to the witness
were objected to and the objections sus-
tained by the Court. Mrs. Ransome-Lee
will econtinue this morning the pathetic re-
cital of Lier woes.

Supreme Court at Los Angeles.
The Supreme Court will open its session

at Los Angeles on Monday. Most of the
Justices will leave to-morrow by steamer.
