As Is
usual insuch cases Rodgers was asked it he
had any one who would go bail for him.

sworn against her husband and on whose
testimony lie was put under bail, stepped
up to the Magistrate's desk aud offered to
go bail for his appearance.

This, of course, greatly puzzled the Magis-
trate, but as the woman satisfied him of the
fact that she was a property-owner he was
obliged to accept her as security. The bail
was entered, and husband and wife left the
office together and no duiibt will sottle the
matter between themselves in such a way
that itwill not require the efforts of the
court to trdjust it.

SHOCKED BY HIS KELEASE.

A —,ife Frlflonivr Suddenly Pardoned by
Governor Davis of Klintle Island.

Two men arrived in the city from Provi-
dence. One was short, energetic, ruddy and
jolly; the other was tall and dark, and had
no apparent interest in anything. lie looked
as though weary of life and all pertaining
to it.

The first man was Pardon Clerk W. B-
Wightman of the Rhode Island State Prison.
The man with him was Henry Boesch, until
Saturday alifeconvict at the Cranston. (R. I.)
prison, to whom Governor Davis had on
Saturday given his freedom.

The pardon was conditional en the con-
vict's leaving the State of Rhode island, and
when the men separated Boesch was in-
forraed ll.at he was free to go where he
wished, so long as be did not enter Rhode
Island. Asum of money was handed him,
and with a shake of the hand he parted with
the only person lie had known outside of the
prison for fifteen years.

The man looked about him—all ways
were tho same and with head erect, strode
offas thou**)!lie was on his way to some
homo where a mother or wife would wel-
come him after all those long years.

Since his incarceration bis parents had
died, his wife had i-iarried air.iln. and even
his son, a boy of17, did not know of his par-
don, and Boesch himself, thinking that the
rest of bis natural life was to bo spent be-
hind the prison bars, was so overcome that
the slioek ofhearing his pardon read nearly
made htm insane.
"Ican't understand Itat all," he said last

night. "Inever thou.lit to leave tbat
prison alive. They should let a man know
when t icy are going to do such a thing as
give him freedom. Ihave not been in my
right mind since. The shock— the feeling
that yon aro free— itis too much. Itis cruel."

1don't know what to do or where to go.
Life has to be beaun again with me. Yes,
my hair is thin and white. When Iwas
sentenced to lifeimprisonment Itwas black
aud curly, My wife is married again. I
am dead to everybody. Ishall try togo
somewhere to forget everything."

On October 10,1877, the city of Providence
was shocked to learn of the elopement of
Mrs. Cora Deusley with Henry Boesch. a
well-to-do resident of that city. She had
deseiti'd her husband and he had lefta wife.
The couple went to Colorado, and, after an
adventurous career In Denver, Boesch
bought a hotel ata place called (Ireen River.
Iv less than a year the woman left him,
taking SBOOO worth of bonds and -.4500 in
money from his sale.

She went to Puwtucket, where, it is al-
leged, she gave the money to her husband.
At any rate, they purchased the Park Hotel
there.

As soon as Boesch got sufficient money
he followed Mrs. Deusley East and calling
at the hotel he asked to see her. she came
down the stairs and he shot her dead. He
pleaded guilty and was sentenced to life im-
prisonment. •*\u25a0

By whom the pardon was urged is not
known, and Boosch's release was so qui-
etly effected that no one knew of itexcept
the Governor, the Pardon Clerk and him-
self. The released man said last night that
if be could get help he would go West and
begin life anew, but the fnct that be had to
leave his wife and son forever seemed to
worry him more than the years he had lost,
He has a brother in Woontocket who is
Ignorant of his pardon.— X. _". World.
