His misfortune
was that he lived too early, Had be been in
Cungress ten or fifteen years later the chances
are that he would have been relnstated as a
great public leader or made the subject of
eulogistic resolutions at the hands of his parnly
associates, This is the difference between living
wheu parties we:re careful to preserve publie
lutegrity, and 1an the times when they were ad.
vised by those prominent in their membership
vot to be “too particular.”

Superficial observers take it for granted
that the purchase and sale of office and the
corruptions of officials in the United States
will continue because the practice has ob-
tained a sirong foothold in some of the
States; that the sensibilities of the people
have become callous to wrong-doing.

A PROMISING INDUSTRY.

California ouzht to turn its attention
largely to the picduction of sugar from the
beet, as it would relieve other industries
from overproduction.

The only obstacle urged against
the effort is the cost of machinery, and the
buildings necessary for carrying on the
business. These may be upon a moderate
scale, for there is no necessity for a large
outlay, Oane hundred thousand dollars
would give a neighborhood the means of
going into the business successfully, for
there is no lonzer any secret in the produc-
tion of sugar. Companies can, and doubt-
less will, be instituted and located in vari-
ous portions of the State. ‘L'here are few
locations where the farmers cannot form
co-operative associations, and thus realize all
the profit there may be in beet cultivation,

SCHOOL-TEACHERS' CERTIFICATES.

City and County Attorney Durst has
written an ovinion to the effect that under
the law the Board of Education has no
power to issue teachers’ certificates., The
power lies with the Board ol Examiners.
The opinion includes a requirement that
the certificate issued by the Board of Ex-
aminers must be based on an examination.
This opinion would seem to imply that in
the future diplomas will not cut as much of
a figure in the issue of teachers’ certificates
as they have in the past. As there are sev-
eral hundred applicants holding certificates
for whom there are ai present no places a
check upon the issue of certificates will not
work much harm,

His Explanation as to What He Had to
Do With the Postofiice Site.

< P. Irish, in conversation with a repre-
sentative of Tune CALL yesterday, said that
so far as the selection of the site was con-
cerned it was something that he did not
have anything to do with, *‘but what I will
stand by,” he continued, *“is the report 1
made as to the condition of the-land.

On the contrary, he found hard
ground and plenty of it., Conversations
with a number of old residents confirin the
statement that the site selected was not in
the bog, but that it was a high sandhill. I
am having the affidavits of these people
prepared, and also that of the well-borer,
and these will be sent on to Washington.
As one of the commiission it was my duty to
examine the various sites offered and to re-
port what they were, and that I did and noth-
ing more. Two of the sensational papers have
b-en saying all sorts of things, and asking
that the Grand Jury make an investigation.
So far as I am concerned 1do not fear any
investigation by that or any ol_her body.
These papers feel sore, and, mind you, I
don’t say that they have, but possibly they
may have, reason to feel sore. 1 just want
the people to know,” snid the Colonel, pre-
paring to leave, “that it was made my duty
to examine the sites and report on their con-
dition, ana that I1did; but as to the selec-
tion of the site, that I had nothing to do
with.”
