SMUGGLING RINGS.
Extensive Fraud? Tnm_Opium——Coolies
From British Columbia.

CuicAaco, Oct. 17.—The Times has a
special dispateh from Washingwon, D. C.,
which says startling disclosures are prom-
ised in regard to the smuggling of opium
into the country [rom the British pogses-
sions. It deciares that, after six months’
investigation, the officers of the S=cret Serv-
ice have made a ponderous report to the
Treasury Department, showing the exist-
ence of an opium-smuggeiing ring, which in-
cludes many prominent men and United
States Government officials, and that in ex-
tent it has not been equaled since the famous
whisky ring of 1876. At least two United
States Senators and five Congressman are
implicated.

NEw Yorg, Oct. 17.—Smalles’s special
cablezram $o the Tribune from London
says: The visit of the Russian Foreign Min-
ister to the King of 1taly at Monza has, of
course, given rise to endless conjectures.

ance, were in question. Russia cares more
about the Bosphorus and the Dardanelles
than about aleague of peace not prunarily
directed against her and Italian support to
her policy of freeiug tha Black Sea would be
worth much to her. That was as likely as
anything else to be the real aim of the
Monza negotiations.

The official announcement that Balfour
will succeed Swmith as the leader of the
House of Commons is still wauting and it is
Just possible that another resolution will be
taken; if not, Lord Salisbury will make a
grave m'stake.

WasnivagroN, Oct. 17.—Some time azo
several Chinamen, other than laborers, left
the United States for a trip to China, in-
tending to return, but they neglected to pro-
vide themselves with-the necessary certifi-
cates of prior residence. When they wished
te re-enter Collector Phelps at San Fran-
cisco telegraphed the Secretary of the Treas-
ury wanting to know il he should allow
them to enter, stating that he believed them
to be entitled to do so. The Secretary re-
plied to-day that the department had no dis-
cretion in the matter, and no Chinaman
should be allowed to land unless he was
provided with the proper certificate.

LAND CASES DECIDED.

In the case of J. H. P. Stevens vs. George
B. Sargent, T. B. Cody transferee, involving
a homestead entry in the Visalia District,
Califorcia, the decision of the Commis-
sioner has been affirmed. In the case of
George H. Lonkey, involving a timber-cult-
ureentry, on appeal from the Commissioner’s
decision holding sald entry for cancellation,
Lonkey withdraws his appeal, thus ren-
dering departmental action unnecessary.
In the case of Charles S. Howard vs. the
Southern Pacific Railroad Company, in-
voiving a homestead entry in the Los
Angeles District, California, Aecting Secre-
tary Chandler says the land «nvolved hav-
ing been patented by the Southern Pacific
Company in 1879, the Interior Department
has now no jurisdiction over the same,

THE CATTLE DISEASE SCARE.

News was recently received at the Depart-
ment of Agriculture of the outbreak of a
disease among cattle in certain sections of
Pennsylvania which, it was said, was what
is known as the fecot and mouth disease.
An agent of the department, after a careful
inspection, says there is not the slightest
doubt that it is not that disease, but one of
a simple non-coutagious character. Secre-
tary Rusk this afterunoon snid.emplm_tlcully
there isno foot and mouth disease in this
country, and that it has never existed here
except iu imported cattle. Ha strongly de-
nounced the tendency, aided by some news-
papers, to spread wild rumors of the ex-
stence of a contagious cattle disease. These
rumors are promptly repeated in Europe
and do great damage.

LEGAL STATUS OF INDIANS,

The President received to-day Messrs.
Henry Hitehcock of St. Louis, Professor
Thayer of Harvard Law School and William
B. Hornblower of New York, the commit-
tee appointed by the American Bur Associa-
tion at its recent meeting to bring the atten-
tion of the President and Congress a resolu-
tion adopted in reference to having settled
the legal status of the Indians on the res-
ervations, the subject having been intro-
duced by an able paper read by Mr. Horn-
blower. President Harrison listened with
attention and !uterest, and replied that the
matter should receive the consideration
which the importance and gravity of the
subject deserves.

Assistant Seeretary Soley received a tele-
gram to-day from Captiin Scliley, commaund-
ing the cruiser Baltimore, at Valparatso,
saying that the beatswain’s mate was killed
and six sailors of the Baltimore injured dur-
in™ a street row in Valparaiso vesterday
ai.cruoon, and that he has coummenced an
investigation of the affair.

MOUNTING A LARGE GUN.

The President this afternoon visited the
navy-yard for the purpose of witnessing
the hydraulic mounting of one of the 12-in¢ch
guns intended for the Monterey, and the
largest gun ever made for the United States
Navy. The President was received with

THE METHODISTS.

Address by President Harrison at the
Ecumenical Council.

WaAsmivGgToN, Oct. 17.—Rev. Dr. Williams
of the Methodist Church of Canada vresided
over the Ecumenieal Council to-day. Charles
Foster, Secretary of the Treasury, made a
short address. The anuouncewment by
Bishop Wayman of the African M. E.
Church, that the colored churches had de-
clided unanimously in favor of organic
union, was received with applause. The
general topic of the day was *“War and

Peace.” The first essay on *International
Arbitration” was read by 1. Spape of
Liverpool.

While he was rending his ad-
dress President Harrison and Secretary
Noble entered the hall. Evervbody in the
church rose to their teet and there was a
burst of applause as the President ascended
the platform. He was presented to the
Chairman, who, in turn introduced him to
the assemblage.
THE PRESIDENT’'S REMARKS.

Another burst of applause followed, and
w hen this died away the President stepped
forward and said: I came here this morn-
ing to make an expression of my respectand
esteem for this great body of delegates as-
sembled from all the countries of the world,
and, much more, to give manifestation of
my respect and love for that greater body of
Christian men and women for whom you
stand. [Applause.] Every Ecumenical Con-
ference is n distinct step in the direction not
only of unification of the chureh, but of uni-
fication of humanity. It is the naturalorder
that subdivisions should be wiped out be-
fore grand divisions. 'The church can be
united. You have to-day as the theme for
discussion the subject of ‘International Ar-
Litration,” and this being a public and an on-
larged use of the word, perhaps makes my
presence here as an officer of the United
States eepecially appropriate. [Applause.|
The subject is one which has long attracted
attention, and 1 think I may say has as
greatly attracted interest and adherence in
the United States as in any other Christian
power in the world. [Applause.]

SETTLEMENT BY ARB ITRATION,
“It Is known to you all that in the recent

conference of the American States at Wash-
ington a propositivntwas made and adopted
by the adherents of all, or nearly all, the
Governments represented, that as applied
to this hemisphere all international disputes
should be settled by arbitration.” [Ap-
plause.] Of course, there are limit:ntiuus'%i\
yet in the nature ot things to the complele
consummation and general adoption of such
a scheme. It is quite possible to apply arbi-
tration to the boundary dispute: it is quite
impossible, it seems to me, to apply ic to the
case of an international feud. If thereisa
disposition to subjugate an aggressive spirit
to seize territory or a spirit of national
aggrandizement that does not stop to con-
sider the rights of men, to such cases and
such a spirit international arbitration has
no, or if any, a remote and difficult applica-
tion. It is for a Christian sentiment mani-
festing itself in a nation to remove forever
such causes of dispute, and then what re-
mains wiil be an easy subject of adjustment
by fdir international arbitration. But 1 had
not intended to enter into a discussion of
this great theme, for the setting forth of
which you have appointed those who have
given it especial attention.
THE DESIRE FOR PEACE.

“Let me therefore say simply this: That
for myself, temporarily in a place of in-
fluence in this country, and much more for
the great body of its cizenship, 1 wish to ex-
press the desire of Amwerica for peace with
the whole world. [Great applause.] It
would have been vain io suggest the pulling
down of the bluck houses or the family dis-
armament of the settlers on the hostile In-
agian frontier. They would have told you
rightly that the conditions were not ripa;
and so it may be and is probably true that a
full application of this principle is not
presently possible, The devil still being
unchained [laughter], we will still have our
gun foundries and probably will best pro-
mote the settlement of international dis-
putes by arbitration, by having it under-
stood that if appeal be made toa fiercer
tribunal we shall not be out of the debate.
[Applause.] There is a unity of the church
and of humanity, and the lines of prog-
ress are the same. It is by this
great Christian sentiment, characterized not
only by a high sense of justice, but by =&
spirit of love and forbearance, mastering
the civil institutions and the Governments
of the world, that we shall approach uni-
versal peace and adopt the arbitration
mwethods of settling disputes.

“Let methamnk you, Mr. Chairman, and you
gentlemen of this conference, for the privi-
lege of standing before you for a moment,
and for this most cordial weleome that you
have given me, 1 beg to express again my
high appreciation of the cHaracter of these
delegates and of the membership ot the
great church from which they come, and to
wish that in your remaining deliberations
and vour jourueys to your far distant homes
vou may have the guidance and care of that
God whom we all revere.”” [Applause.]

As the President concluded and passed
out of the church the entire conierence rose
and applauded his remarks.

Secretary Noble, who was introduced,
made a few remarks. He was follonwed by
Sir Julian Pauncefote, who was preseuted,
but made no address.

MR. SNAPE'S EHSAY.

The discussion of the subject of the day
was then resumed, and Mr. 1. Snape of
Liverpool proceeded with the reading
of his essay on ‘International Arbitra-
tion.”” He spoke of the growth of this idea
in the last decade and its importance. He
made reference to the declaration of the
Pan-American Congress and the suggestion
of that body, through Secretary of State
Mr. Blaine, to the Governments of Europe
suggesting they should enter into a similar
treaty. Switzerlaud, however, is the only
European power that has given a favorable
reply. It is greatly to be regretted that
aniong tne Goveruments which ignored the
proposal is that of Great Dritain, the more
s0 because in the arbitration debate in the
Commons in 1873 Premier Gladstone had
said: *‘Providence had endowed Eugland
and America with increased advantages and
facilities for the propagation of the princi-
ple of arbitration.”

THE COST OF WAR.

Mr. Snape dwelt on the enorinous tax ne-
cessitated by the tremendous armaments of
Euruvpe, and said the suffering inflicted upon
the bedy politic and the injury sustained by
morality and religion through war and its
institutions are enormous. In times of
aciual strife, the church refuses to speak
lest she should offend her members who are
supporters of the Government, which is
responsible for the war. Prayers are ut-
tered for the success of the respective com-
batants on whose side they serve, Such
prayers, if genuinely paraphrased, can only
mean, *Lord, forgive our enemies, but de-
liver them up to death. Pardon their
offenses agaiust thee, but assist us to slay
them for their offenses against us.” Let
the church arise in all her divine strength
to abolish war; to establish international
arbitration and peace, and then shall cowe,
as her abiding reward, the Lenediction of
the most high, *“‘Blessed are the peace-
makers, for they shall be called the chiidren
of God.”

Congressman J. D. Taylor of Ohio made
an argument for international arbitration.

Rev. Enoch Salt of London said as an En-
glishman he was bound to admit that in this
respect England was at least twenty years
behind this country.

Bishop Newman of Nebraska hoped that
some day a high Suvreme Court would be
established before which could be adjudi-
cated all the differences of the nations of
the earth. Until that time should come,
however, the nations would do well to be
prepared to defend their rizhts,

Rev. Dr. Buckley of New York was not
one of those who denounece all wars as sin.
He believed in fighting for principle; in
fighting for his religion when unjustly at-
tacked.

After a number of other addresses the
conference adjourned.

FAVORABLY IMPRESSED.

Flattering Comments on President Har-
rison’s Address by Methodists.

WasningroN, Oet. 17.—The Star this
evening prints the following: There was
nothing half-hearted in the applause which
freely punctuated President Harrison’s ad-
dress in the ccnference to-day. Innumer-
able were the expressions of delight that
poured from the lips and hearts of all the
delegates, and especially warm and interest-
ing were the comments of those whose
homes are in lands other than this. They
were accustomed, if ever, to see the govern-
ing power afar off, and whenever royalty
parades in public there is much pomp and
military display.

“We shall have to do away with mon-
archies after this,” exclaimed Rev. W. K
Dawson of Glasgow. He was talking to
Bishop Hurst, and the remark was made so
loudly that every one in the lecture-room
could hear it.

Rev. Ellerv Jeres, an eminent and elo-
quent Welsh proacfmr. said to a Star re-
porter: * My visit to America has realized
the consummalion of my highest ideals in
the presence and magnificent speech of your
President. 1 should say that every rational
Englishman will return to England feeling
that a republic is the only true form of gov-
ernment, Never have 1 heard a man so ex-
pressing a heart of Christianity, and if his
position was simply the result of accident
of birth I would never have expected such
a deliverance. The welcome he gave Meth-
odism at the White House would have been
impossible at Windsor. If you rolled up
all the kings and queens we have ever had
since the days of the Conqueror down to
the Prince of Wales you would not make so
fine a man as President Harrison, nor could
you get out of the composite such an able
and couragous speech as that we heard
thismorning. I venture to say that more
Methodists in one day have seen and been
welcomed by the President of the United
States than in fifty years have been recog-
nized and introduced to the members of the
royal family.”

SACRAMENTO, Oct, 17.—The Convention of the
Young Men’s Christian Association reassemblied
In the Assembly Chamber this morning, with
First Vice-President L. J. Norton of Napa in the
chair. Tuhe Bible traioing class was reopened
by Evangelist Reaa, who discussed subjects
brought forth by the reading. Sevzral others
participated in the dlscussion on the passages
presented. The report of State Secretary Meade
was read. One year ago, the report reclied, there
were thirty-three assoclations on the list. One’
of these bhas practically suspended, although
kept on the list. Since tue last convention one
assoclation has suspended work and practically
dispanded. No new associations have been or-
ganized, although through the generosity of &
San Francisco gentleman room will soon be
opened there for a carmen’s braneh of the asso-
clatlon. The present numerical strength con-
sists of thirty-one assoclations, seven of these
being in the colleges of the State. Three of the
thirty-one are inactive at present, but expect (o

resume work.
INCREASED INTEREST.

The repor: speaks of the increased Interest
manlifested In the associaiion’s ranks, rejoices in
exirication from the burden of some financial
pressure In several places ana Is In the generally
healthy financial condition of most assoctations.
The report regrets that work in new ficlds has
been retarded because of the efforts spent In
overcoming obstacles resuiting from Injudiclous
building enterprise, ete. Sufliclent money is be-
lieved to be on baud, the report states, to go on
with the erection of the Berkeley College Assocl-
ation Buliding. From twenly-six reports re-
ceived the following faets Lave been culled:
Total mewbersiip, 4064; active members, 1774;
number of committesmen, 510; number of em-
ployes, 40; total amount of current expenses,
£56,977; number of associations Incorporated,
16, The assoclation buildings are valued at
$409,600, with building fupds amounting to
$£148,709; total value of building property and
funds, $618,200,

A HEALTHY GROWTH NOTED.

Secretary Meade was warmly complimented
by many of the delegates upon the completeness
of bis report. The selectlon of a place of meet-
ing for 1892 wus then brought up aud opened a
lively talk. Delegates [rom various cities urged
the advautage of thelr respective polats for the
convention.

The southern delegares had the best of it
and Pasadena was voled Lhe next nleetm)z
place amid thunderiog applause. R. V,
wair, Tieasurer of the Staie Commiltee,
read his report. It gave a detalled account
of all eontritutions recelved by the various as-
sociations. It showed that the total receipts
during the year past were $3408 73; disburse-
mepts, 3234 57—leaving a balance of $174 16
In the geueral treasury. A cominittee was ap-
volnted to consider the report of the committee,
It uotes the greatly increased attention that1s
belug given to publie study and recommends the
adadition of evangelist bible-classes where possi-
ble. It aiso noies a uealthy growth of the asso-
cialion during the year past aud calls attention
to the fact that all but two fields have General
Secretaries., Kedistricting the State is recom-
mended, and the turning over of all funds col-
lected in the districts (o the State Fuud 1s ad-
vised. It recommends that no less thaun $5000
be 1aised for the prosecition of State work dur-
lug the present year.

CALIFORNIA IRON.

The Finest Body of Bessemer Ore im
the United States.

The Los Angeles Times claims that in
California and within 175 miles of Los An-
geles there exists the finest body of Bease-
mer iron ore, both in extent and quality, in
t e United States. Such is, however, the
fact, and this ore body is tributary to this
city, lying as it does near the line of the
Atlantic and Pacifiz Railroad, in the vicinity
of Newberry, the first station east of Dag-
geit.

It is the property of the California Iron,
Steel and Tin Plate Company, who now
have a corps of engineers on the grounds
making surveys of their holdings and also a
line for a narrow-gauge railroad from the
mines to Newberry, and also have a nunber
of men employed developing the mines.

The ore body is a solid mass of Bessemer,
without a rock or break, 400 feet in width,
of more than 3000 feet in length and of ap-
parent great depth—300 feet of which is al-
ready exposed.

Some Pittsburzh (Pa.) men, joined by
others of the Wesr, now comprise the com-
pz2ny. They contemplate soon puatting up
two blast furnaces on the railroad at New-
berry and other extensive works at sowe
point in California.

The parties interested have been busy for
several months perfecting their plans, and
are now ready to vigorously prosecute their
work. It is thought that Los Angeles
stands a good chauce of securing ths pro-
posed works if they are established.

NOVEL ENGINES.
Cembination Locomotives Brought Here
by the Southern Paciflc Company.

There have just arrived at the Southern
Pacific yards in Sacramento two new ten-
wheel combination locomotives from the
Schenectady Locomotive Works, New York,
and two more will shortly come.

A combination locomotive hias both a high
pressure and low pressure oylinder, and the
steam is exhausted from the first into the
low pressure, giving a double use of 1t and
thus effecting a great saving of fuel.

This type of engine, says the Bee, is com-
paratively unknown in this country, though
they are in considerable use in England.
Last winter the Southern Pacific Company
made some experiments, converting an or-
dinary locomotive into a combination, and
were so well pieased with the results that
they ordered the four mentioned from the
Schenectady Works,

The two now being set up in the yards
were towed from the works, coming by
way of the Scuthern route. In a day or
two they wlll probably be ready for a trial
run. ‘They are numbered 1785 and 1786
respectively, are duplicates and will weigh
between fifty-five and sixty tons. The high-
pressure cylinder is 20x24 inches, and the
low-pressure 29x24, The boiler capacity Is
4000 gallons, and they will run ordinarily
under about 160 pounds’ pressure. 1t is
probable that the new motors will be put
