Fitxsiiunwiis in an interview said:

"Idon't know what Mitchell willsay to
this. As he is the 'Pride of California,' l
suppose be willjump at the chance to show
bow well he deserves the title. lam a Cali-
fornian, ton, now. lam settled down here,
and intend to remain here. 1like the coun-
try and 1like the people, and Iwould not
mind being the 'Pride of California,' myself.
However, 1 am not seeking for any fancy

honors or going todo the statue act. Iwant
simply to tell Mr.Mitchell that Ithink lean
take the laurels from him that he wears so
proudly. and Iam willingto back myself to
any amount up to f.'iO.oi. o. By the »ay, I
may as well repeat here my challenge to the
world. I am ready to meet any middle-
weight in the world, here in California, for
a fight to a finish at lot pounds. As to
Mitchell, 1 will meet him at any weight he
likes to come at, my weight being 154, I
don't very well see how he can refuse. 1
olfer tostop him in ten rounds, and if be
want* to remain the 'I'nde,' etc., he will
have to take me up.

RATHER BE A STATUE.
Young Mitchell said last evening that it

did not surprise him in the least to read a
challenge Wished in the evening pipers

from l: ,bei:Fit immons.
"The elongated middle-weight," re-

marked Mitchell, "has become very much
angered because he Has not given an oppor-
tunity at Dempsey 's benefit to spar either
the ex-champion or myself. We had made
arrangements to box four rounds prior to
the Australian's kind offer to box either of
us. and when he was asked to put on the
gloves with Jackson he left the hall dis-
gusted.'Now, Fitzslmmons lias been here for
several months, nml don't you think It
strange that he has remained so long silent?
To speak the truth, he is more entitled to
recosnition from heavy-weights than lie is
from middle-weights.

MAKES HIMFEEL SHORT.
"He is fully six inches taller than mc,

ami as all men who have had experience iv
the ring know, a handicap of this kind is en-
tirely too much to offset. However, Iwill
be prepared 11 accent his offer to stop me In
ten rounds alter my return from the East,
hut the contest willnot be witnessed by the
California Club.

BKOUGUT TO TERMS.

ARailroad Ordered Sold to Satisfy the Claims
of Employes.

Cor.vALi-is (Oregon), Oct. 20.-T. Eger-
ton Hogg, Receiver of the Oregon Pacific
Railroad, appeared in the State Circuit
Court to-day to show cause why he should
not be removed. The petition was filed by
employes who have claims against the com-
pany amounting to nearly $100,000. The
Judge ordered that the road be sold as soon
as proper legal notice can be given and the
proceeds applied to the payment of the em-
ployes. The attorney for the bond-holders
announced that he would file a petition for
the removal of Receiver Hogg, accompanied
by the assurance that all the operating ex-
penses and wages dues the employes would
be paid if the Court would appoint a new
Receiver satisfactory to the bond-holders.
The matter was continued tiltFriday next.

Stage Robberies.

fortunately found two men In a field, who
are doubtless the parties.

A Child's Skull Fractured.

The
child was kicked on the forehead, and the
skull was fractured, but the little fellow
rallied from the shock, and was met by his
mother staggering toward the \u25a0 house. A
physician attended the child and removed a
portion of the skull.

Sustained by the Circuit Court. \u25a0

Circuit Court to-day Judge Boise denied the
application of the Union Pacific and South-
ern Pacific companies for a writ of review
against the Oregon Riilro.r* Commission,
and decided that the commrssicn lifts power
to fixrates, and has properly exercised the
same; also that its reduction of freight rates
was mi.de after properly considering the
value of the roads mid costs of the service.
The railroads are given until Friday to show
cause why the rates adopted by the com-
mission shall not go into effect.

Sacramento's Water System.

Sacramento, Oct. To-day work was
commenced on an mental well In the-
great travel section ease ot toe city, to de-

termine llie question of a future supply of
pure water for the city. Private wells for
Irrigating in that locality have already prac-
tically shown that any quantity of the best
quality of water can be obtained. If the
experiment proves satisfactory, several wells
willbe sunk through the gravel bed and
water piped a short distance to the city
limits, wh:re connection will be made with
the present system of mains. Tins is re-
garded as an Important move for the city,
for, although the liver water is pure at its
source, itis more or less fouled in Its pass-
ago through the valley.

THAT BIG TOWER.

The Plans That Have Been Sub-
milted and Approved.

A telegraphic dispatch published a few
days since gave a brief account of the tower
that is to be erected at Chicago to overtop

the one built by Eiffel. The Chicago Herald
of last Saturday gives the followingdescrip-
tion of the structure:

The actual cost of tho tower willbe about
$1,500,000. The cost of the Eiffel Tower
was a little less than 81,700.000, withcheaper
labor and with the price of steel very much
less than In this country. The American
tower can be built for less money, notwith-
standing its greater size and earning capac-
ity, on account of its greater simplicity of
design, in which standard and merchant-
able sizes of steel are used. As to the capi-
tal, subscriptions and pledges have been
obtained from Chicago, St. Bonis, Cincin-
nati and Pittsburg for $1,500,000, leaving
5200,000 to be placed inChicago,

The increased height and capacity of the
American tower, besides its other novel fea-
tures, willmake this no more an imitation
of the Paris tower than the exposition itself
willbe an imitation of the Paris exposition.
Itwill,in fact, take the best of the Paris

tower ideas and enlarge and improve on them,
eliminating those features that were found
to be detrimental to its usefulness and profit.
Its height from the surface of the ground to
the top of the flag-staff willbe 1120 feet. Its
height from the surface of the ground to the
focal plane of the light-house which sur-
mounts the structure 1070 feet, and the
width over all at the fouudation level 410
feet Ineach direction.

The first landing will ba a circular plat-
form 250 feet in diameter and 200 feet from
the ground, and the second a circular plat-
form 150 feet in diameter and 400 feet from
the ground. The upper landing, more prop-
erly called the "lantern," willbe of circular
shape, 63 feet in diameter and 1000 feet
above the ground.

Atthe first labeling there willbe a grand

colonnade around the outside 15 feet, wide
and 738 feet mean circumference. On this
colonnade four or five thousand people can
be accommodated at one time. Inside the
colonnade will be space in addition to that
required forelevators and machinery, suffi-
cient to-build four hotels or restaurants,

each 4,).\90 leet Inarea, and as many stories
as may be required. These buildings will
be of an appropriate style of architecture
to accommodate, for instance, an English,
French, German and Spanish restaurant of
the highest order.' .
Inaddition to these restaurants there will

be provided numerous circulaT, oval and oc-
tagonal kiosks or booths, constructed in ac-
cordance with the architecture, styles and
customs of various countries, which will be
used for the sale of curios, ornaments, fab-
rics and other articles produced and manu-
factured inall lands.

Within the restaurants from GOOO to 8000
guests may be comfortably seated and served
at nn« time. Within and about the booths
and surrounding platforms 3000 more people
willhave room to move about. This first
landing will, therefore, accommodate from
12,000 to 15,000 persons at once.

The second lauding, being 150 feet in
diameter, may be used as a grand prome-
nade and picnic quarters in the day time
and as a dancing-hall in the evening, or
more buildings can be erected there ifde-
sired. It will accommodate at one time
from 5000 to 0000 people. The upper land-
ihg, sixty feet in diameter, willbe finished

as the grand lookout. It will be two or
three stories high and accommodate at one
time from 1201) to 1500 persons. Abovo this
willbe four offices. They may be used for
signal service and scientific investigations.
One is to be reserved as an office for George
S. Morison, the engineer of the tower.

Each elevator will have a capacity to
carry fifty people at high speed. Two of the
elevators will start from the ground and
run more than 1000 feet without change or
stop directly to the lookout landing. Four
of the elevators will run to the first floor,
two to the second and twoto the upper land-
in,'. These elevators willmako respectively
twenty-live, fifteen and ten trips per rour,
and as they have a capacity of fitlypersons
itmay be seen that 7500 can be carried up
in an hour.

A BELL 400 YEARS OLD.
Columbus Brought ItWith Him on Bis

Last Voyage to the New World.
congregation of the African Metho-

dist Episcopal Church at Ilaleyville,N. J.,
have a rare relic in the shape of alarge bell,
which is said by those who have traced its
history to be the oldest bell in the Western
Hemisphere. The bell was procured by
Captain Elias Newellon one of the Bahama

From the descendants of the sur-
vivors the bell and its hlstorv were obtained
by Captain Newell of the bark Ezra 11. Fisk
of Ilaleyville.

There is a debt of $190 resting upon the
church at Haley ville. and so highly do Iho
people value the relic— the Columbus bell-
that they willnot place Itin the church lest
the latter maybe sold for dent and they lose
the bell, but it is securely kept nt the resi-
dence of Trustee Alfred Green. Itwillbe
400 years old next year, and It is proposed
that itsball be exhibited at the Columbian
Exposition.— Y. Mail end Express

GALLANT ACT OF COURAGE.
Professional Life-Savers Shamed by Sea-

side Visitors.
Dispat lies received from St. Ives, Corn-

wall, near Penzance, and other places give
accounts of a gallant act of heroism upon
the part of -a crew of volunteer life-boat
men, chiefly* seaside visitors, and of the
rank cowardice incomparison of eight pro-
fessional life-savers.

A terrible storm swept over that part of
Cornwall known as Land's Eod, forming
the most western land of England and pro-
jecting sharply into the Atlantic. Dining
the worst of the earlier part of the gale,
when a heavy sea was raging, the wind
howling and black clouds sweeping over-head, a small schooner, apparently an
English coasier, was described off Senner,
tossing and plunging as she sought to make
headway for some port of refuge.

People who had been watching the little
schooner's struggle ran to the nearest life-
boat station, near Senner, wishing tosee the
life-boat put out to the assistance of the dis-
tressed craft. They found the life-boatmen
standing about their station, but were as-
tonished to see that they were making no
preparations to launch the boat. When
questioned the eight professional life-savers
said that no life-boat could livein such a
sea, and that it was useless to launch one.

Inspite of the remonstrances of the sea-
side visitors the eight men again and again
positively refused to launch their boat, say-
ing that it was simply an act of suicide for
them to do so. While this parleying had
beeu going on night had closed in. and the
late of the little roaster seemed sealed.
This so enraged the visitors that they de-
clared that they would man the life-boat
from among themselves. The places of
the eight regular life-boat men were filled
by a crew of volunteers, chiefly visitors
from London, such as lawyers, lawyers'
clerks, a Welsh aitist and a stockbroker, all
men but little vursed in handling life-boats.
While the eight professional life-savers
looked on, the others, with the volunteers,
gallantly ran their boat into the surf, hav-
ing huge life-belts around their wai-t<,
which greatly bannerol their movements,
aud finally, at half-past 8 o'clock in the
evening they managed to get away from tho
shore, drenched to the skin and their boat
half full ot water. _,

Pluckily they tugged at their oars and
soou disappeared in the darkness on their
way to the point where the schooner was
last seen. Hours passed, the brave men did
not return, and the people on shore began
to despair of ever seeing them alive again.
Morning broke, there was stillno =igu \u0084f the
missing life-boat, and the relatives of the
crew began to mourn them as dead. Finally,
the news was flashed from St. Ives that the
lost life-boat, its crew all safe, had managed
to reach that harbor alter a dreadful ex-
perience, passing the whole night at sea,
their boat tossed about like a cork by the
huge waves. In spite of their gallant
efforts, they were unable to rescue the
schooner's crew, and all trace of the latter
or their craft has been lost, and it is sup-
posed that she foundered during the night.

The life-boat men were greatly exhausted
when they reached St Ives, mid as they
made their way 10 their residences they re-
ceived warm and well-earned praise from
their friends. The professional life-savers
who refused to put to se.i that niglit are
pointed at with scorn on a Isides.

FOR PICKING HOPS.
AMachine by Which On. Man and a Team< an Do as Much a. Flrty Men.

A Utica man, says the Otsego Farmer,
has invented a hop-picking machine. The
inventor has spent seven years in develop-
ing his idea. The action of the machine is
very simple, ltconsists of tworubber roll-
ers which revolve, pulling the vine through
on the wringer principle. On the outside of
the rollers are two iron bars, the space be-
tween being wide enough to admit the vine
and leaves, but not wide enough to admit
the round, hard hop to pass through. The
hops are severed from the stem and fall
upon an inclined plane of canvas, which
rolls arouud on rollers. The hops, on ac-
count of their weight and shape, roll down
the canvas into the receiver, while what few
leaves fall with the bops, being Hat, light
and somewhat sticky, are carried up over
the inclined plane into a box on the other
side. This leaves clean hops, picked one by
one into the receiver. Either hand, horse or
steam power can be applied tn this machine.
