The words of a writer in the New York
Sun are worth more than passing consider-
ation in these days when so much is being

said and written in the agitation of the sub-
ject of tho nationalization of the National
Guard, and when even tlie cupidity has been
aroused of two certain army officers, who
for the sum of Jn>o in hand, paid and ac-
knowledged, were willing to deliver a cer-
tain lecture outlining a scheme by which, if
a certain number of "ifs" came to pass,
cavalry troops and batteries might be en-

abled to gouge out of Uncle Sam SSOOO for
the first and £3000 for subsequent years, and
infantry companies $1000 per year. The
writer takes the ground that perhaps the
most promising form just now of increasing

the strength of tho organized militia through

the action of Congress is that of creating

new bodies of it for special functions, as in

the recent organization of the naval re-

serve. Allusion is incidentally made to the
( :heon bill for the creation of a volunteer
heavy artillery, as also not open to the ob-
jection which must always exist against the
establishment of an auxiliary force to com-
lete with the existing system and tending to
undermine it. The writer then draws the
followingconclusions:

Slate forces by buildiug up a competing system
encroaching upon the same groin.d, and, sec-
ondly,Midi» nationalizing of Hie State forces as
willdestroy them by Imposing couiliilous Iore len
to the wfU-under«tooil peculiarities of Hie citi-
zen soldier.

STRANGLED TO DEATH.

Augnst Lulirs, a Porter, Hangs

Himself in His Koom.

Anrmst Lulirs. a porter, aged 50 year?,

was found dead in his room, at 620 Broad-
way, yesterday morning. He had committed
suicide by strangulation. For several days
the deceased was missed by tlie people of
the house in which he resided. The last
seen of him was on Friday evening.

On trying tiis door yesterday it was found
locked. Officer Scott was celled and the
door was forced open. Lulus was found m
a kneeling position iv the center of his
room, with a rope around his neck. He had
fastened one end of the rope to the wooden
ceiling of his room, then twisted the other
around his neck and let his weight hang
agaiiirt the rope until he was strangled.

The suicide was a deliberate oue, as every
evidence of preparation was to bo seen.
He was in liis shirt sleeves when, fcuud, his
coat and vest lyingon a chair near by. Tlia
Coroner was notified and the body was re-
moved to the Morgue. Lulirs had fre-
quently threatened to take his own life, lay-
ing he was tired of living,and once actually
made the attempt in the same way in which
he finally succeeded. In continuation of
this story an old mark was found around
his neck.

The deceased was a native nf Germany,
ami 1- not known to have left any relatives.
Nothing was found on him but a bunch of
keys and a pair of spectacles. An inquest
will be held in tue casts at 3 o'clock this
afternoon.

FELL UUWN THE STAIRS.
Two Intoxicated Men Barely £gcnpe

Very Serfoua Injuries.

James Hamilton, a pile-driver, residing at
Steuart and Howard streets, while inan in-
toxicated condition, was thrown down the
steps of a lodging-house on Third reel,

near Folsom, yesterday afternoon. lie was
found on the street by Officer She.i and
taken to the Receiving Hospital, where it
was discovered thai he had sustained a
fracture of the femur in the riiiht leg, which
will confine him to his bed for several
months. Hamilton was too drunk to re-
member how or where the accident hap-
pened or who threw him down the stairs.

MAKINGGUNS.

The Work of Reconstructing tho
Navy Going On.

Processes Esquired in the Construction of Ord-
nance—What the Government Is Doing

Toward Preparing for War.

The manufacture of ordnance, both for
the army and navy, takes in a wide range
of manipulation. This Is the case at present
to even a greater extent than it was during
the late war, at which tiina nun making in
this country commenced a development

which is still in progress, nud the end of
which cannot be forseen. As a rule, with-
out .exception, all guns under nine inch
caliber are cast solid, those over that caliber
nre cast witha core. Different fusions from
different grades of iron are made until a
proper decree of chrystalization is obtained.
The molds are placed in pits, ivan upriuht
positiou, and the molten metal is run direct
from the furnace. In casting the gun the
temperature inside and outside of the
foundry is taken ;the length of time oc-
cupied in fusing the metal; tbe fuel used ;
tlie time occupied by the metal in running
from the furnace into the mold; the bril-
liancy and quantity of the scintillations;
the time required to cool the gun so that the
core c> bo drawn; the time in the pit;

temperature of the pit at stated intervals;
the density and tenacity of tlie metal as
shown by specimen- taken from the sinking
head; the manner iv which the metal works
under the tool; the initial measurements—
inside with a star gauge and oiitside with
pri'tila and calipers; proving with service
charges and sabut; second measurement
with star gauge to ascertain the enlarge-
ment, hydraulic pressure to noi" imperfec-
tions in the metal, and final finish. Recent
improvements in the manufacture of steel
guns, and ordnance of various kinds Ikis
necessarily brought into action additional
processes, but those enumerated above are
sufficient to enable the reader to form a
very general idea of Nvtiat hits to be done
before the ordnance bureau accepts tbe
pi.-cp frnm the bands of the founder-. Tlie
Boston Ileraid, iv an illustrated article on
the reconstruction of the navy, has the fol-
lowing:

Our Naval Bureau ol Otduancohas with-
in a ye.tr developed .-i new grade of armor
steel, which has shown itself in re;e ted
tests far superior to any in use abroad. It
is true that nickel steel, as their material is
c lied, was first made in France, but mir

Government was the first t.i demonstrate its
superiority by uneqnivflcal evidence, and
has txeu tha lirsl to ado:>t it for service use.

There is thus an assurance of an ample
supply of high grade srinor and eun steel
for all our needs, and tilts condition Has been
created within four years. The manufac-
ture of guns, material being given, calls for
a plant no less elaborate and expensive to in
that required tor the production of the ma-
terial. The tools required are so powerful
that they hand with ease and certainty
guns weighing a hundred tons, vet so deli-
cate that they take account of the one one-
thousandth part of iin Inch. Money was
appropriated in 1886 for the erection of a
plnnt of this kind at the Washington Navy-
yard. The establishment ha-, been built up
gradually until it is now probably the
largest and best equipped machine-shop in
the world.

Here the roueh forcing for guns are re-
ceived by railroads running directly Into the
shops, and here they are worked up into
guns the most perfect that modern ingenuity
has yet devised. Here a visitor may sec at
one time a hundred guns of alls zes, up to
(i5 tins, in process of manufacture. Here,
too, nre gr«»t shops where the mountings
are made by which the guns ara held and
controlled on shipboard, and by which the
recoil of the heaviest of them, firing 1000
pounds of powder witha projectile o! nearly
a too, is arrested easily and smoothly withiu
a lew feet.

A hundred other articles belonging to the
ordnance out lit of a man-of-war are manu-
factured here

—
forges projectile!', locks,

primer*, machine guns, etc. The yard is,
for a layman, a veritable museum of war
material. Its annual capacity is 40 5-inch
guns, 00 6-inch, 10 8-ioch, ti 10-incli and 3
12-inch, with niountiuus and fi'.tings com-
plete for all.

Ayear aco the United States alone of all
the great powers was without a service tor-
pedo for use from ships. Experiments were
in progress with the very promising weapon
Invented by Captain Howell of the navy,
and now owned by the Hotchkis* Orduance
Company. Hut this was rot ina condition
to be Issued to shii s, nor was there any cer-
tainty that it soon would be.

Acontract has lately been made by the
Navy Department for tlie delivery of a large
number of Whitehead torpedoes— the type
in general use abroad— a condition of the
contract beiug that a manufactory shall be

established in this country by the company
controlling ths patents. In the meantime
the development of tho Jlowell torpedo con-
tinues, ami a plant for its manufacture is

already completed, so that we shall soon bj
able, to provide our ships with torpedoes in
any quantity that i>iay he required.

The secondary batteries of all our ships

up to lKßß'were burchased from foreign

firms—principally from Ilotchkiss &Co. of
Paris. The firmbaa for two years pa~t had
a factory in operation at Providence, K.L,
where, all the nuns ordered fn'm the firm by
tlie United States will hereafter be made.
Three other types of rapid-firing guns have
been invented in this country and are now
incourse; of manufacture for the nnvy. Two
wealthy firms have developed plants for
supplying the ammunition used with these
guns, and the Naval Bureau of Ordnance
has designed mounts for all of them, to b»
manufactured at tho Washington Navy
Yard.

The brown, or "Coeda," powder now-
used in most modern guns of lirge caliber
was first manufactured in Germany, and
until IHS7 our Government was obliged to
buy of German firms, but for several years
past E. 1. Dupont & Co. of Wilmington,
Del., have been making it, and aro now pre-
pared to supply it as fast as the Xavy De-
partment willbe likely to need it, even iv
the event of a war.

The latest development in gun-powder
is "smokeless-powder," which seems to be
just passing out of the experimental stage

iv Europe. A powder of this type, which
seems to be equal to any invented abroad,
has just been perfected at the torpedo sta-
tion atNewport, and a plant for its manu-
facture, on a large scale will be at once
erected.

Armor and piercing shells, to be effective
ntwinst the armor carried by modern ships,
must be of :iquality of steel as line as that
of the finest razor. Yet itmust ba made in
immense masses, forged with the greatest
care and tempered by processes of which
the secret Is jealously guarded by tlie three
firms in the world that have succeeded in

finding means to impart tlie extraordinary
qualities required in these projectiles.

For several years our manufacturers
straggled with this problem unsuccessfully,
and we should still be without the means to
arm a simile, oue of our ships withshells that
would not crumble against the side* of a
lightly armored enemy had uot an enterpris-
ing firm In Pennsylvania purchased the se-
cret of the most successful of tbo foreign
linns engiiKft inthis manufacture. As Itis,
the Navy Department is now shipping ar-
mor-piercing projectiles of the highest
giade, and of home manufacture, to tho
Charleston and other sliip-s ou foreign ita-
I :i-, nnd will smn have ou hand a supply
equal to all demands.

The only defense tn.it is found effective.
against torpedo attack Is a net of llexible
steel hung like a great crinoline around k
ship. The only mode of weaving such a net
that has been considered practicable Is that
invented by an Englishman named lialli-
vant, who demanded an unreasonable price
from our Government for tlie use of his in-
vention.
Itis reported that an American net has

been invented which is superior to B.illi-
vant's.

The list of manufactures which have
been created in the United States in the
eUht years sinc the reconstruction of t! c
navy began, and as tho direct result of thatwork, miglit ba prolonged almost indefi-
nitely. But the nn>st Important points have
been touched upon, and enough lias been
s.iid to show that the change amounts to a
revolution, uot only from the naval but

from the. industrial standpoint. In tho
nutter of war material wu are vow absj-
luteiy Independent.

WHY SHE IS HAUNTED

Some Superstitions of Suspicious
Sailors.

It Was Allthe Fault"of a Former Captain of

the Ship Who Illusec" His Crew-The
Malay Cook's Revenge.

Few ships that sail out of Liverpool are
regarded with more suspicion by sailors
than the ship Glengarry, now lying at the
Oakland mole.

"The ship Is haunted," said one of her
crew to a reporter last night, "and I
wouldn't make another trip inher ifIhad
to stay ashore all my life. There were only
eight of us in a watch, yet every time we
had to furl the fore-top gallant-sail at
night we could count from twelve to fifteen
men on the yard.

"Where did the extra men come from?
Well, Iam not what you call superstitious,

but 1don't mind telling you.
A HOODOO captain.

"Itall lies with the captain who for-
merly commanded her, and whose name
was Lisle. That man would 'hoodoo' the
best ship that ever floated, and no matter
what captain has charge of the Glengarry

now he always lias trouble with his crew.
Why, on the trip from London to Sydney

every seaman in the forecastle was locked
in for fourteen days. The, captain said it
was for refusing to bend the main-sail, so
he fed us on bread and water until we
agreed to beud the sail after dark.

The Glengarry is a fast ship, and Cap-
tain Lisle used to drive her for all she was
worth, and in consequence lias lost more
men than any two masters who ever had
charge of a vessel. One night while on the
passage from Liverpool to Baltimore he
carried sail until she drove into a bigsea
that took twelve men off the deck at once,
and every man of them was lost.

"On the next passage, the foretop-gallant
mast was carried away while seven mun
were on the topgallant yard furling the sail,
and not a man of the seven was saved.

A HAUNTED SHIP.
"That was his last trip in the Glengarry,

but since that time the vessel has been
haunted, and any one can prove itby going
aloft after night.

"Captain Lnle carried hU bad luck with
him to his next ship, and lie also took a
Malay cook who had been with him on sev-
eral voyages. The way he used to trout
that cook was a caution. Not a day passed
that he did not best or kick him, and every
one wondered why the man stayed with
him. The cook waited and watched, and
the chanoo lie was looking for came at last.'"

He was one of those men that never for-
got or forgave an injury, and lie only staved
with Lisle in order to get revenge. One
night the ship was caught in a terrific gale
while on the passage out to liingoon, and
the mate ordered the Malay cook to call the
captain. Lisle always locked Iris room door
when lie retired and never moved without a
pistol in his pocket, and this the cook k new.
On the night in question ho called Lisle as
ordered, but in coming out of his cabin he
was thrown against the cabin door by a sud-
den lurch of the ship and dropped to the
floor senseless.

a Malay's revenge.

"The Malay quickly perceived the opportu-
nity for which he had been waiting, and
seizing a large knife he sprang on the pros-
trate man like a tUer and- in an instant
plunged the keen blade Into his breast.
Again and again he stabbed Lisle and then
ripped open the body and cat out the heart
of bis enemy."

The murder was discovered by the mate
who went into the cabin to see why the Cap-
tain didnot turn out. The reason was soon
apparent mid the mate, running on deck,
shouted for assistance. The murderer was
close at his heels and daring any one to lay
a hand un him coolly walked to thu rail mid
jumped overboard.
"Itwhs some lima before, another captain

could be found to take command of the ves-
sel, but at last a master was sent out Co her,
and she sailed from Hangout! bound to Lou-
don.
