«hot at him. The bullet narrowly missed
him and lie tied. lie gave a graphic ifac-
count of his sufferings lrom cold and hun-
ger, and wept in doii 8 jo. John Clark, who
onrue down this week from Meadow Lake,
found his camp, and told him the true situ-
atiou,whtii he promptly came in. There Is but
little evidence, ifany, to convict him of the
crime.

Walker leaves a widow
and two children, and his father, Hon. E
Walker, cf Medford Precinct, is a promi-
nent citizen of Southern Oregon.

SCOTLAND ON TOP.

Result of Last Night's Rope.

Pulling Contest

AMagnificent Struggle Between Ireland ana
Horway-No Contests Will Take

Place This Evening.

The crowd In the Pavilion last night was

almost as large as on any evening during

the tug-of-war tournament
The conte-ts were watched with much in-

terest, especially. the struggle' between tne
Irish ami Norwegian teams, which was the
most stubborn and desperately fought since
the opening evening ol the rope-pulling
contest.

This evening the Scottish Thistle Club will
give a ball in ins Pavilion, so that the final
contest for first, second, and third prizes
Will be decided to-morrow evening.

I>cnninrk mid America.

Itwas a few minutes pant 8 o'clock when
the Dimes inarched on the platform, imme-
diately followed by the American team cap-

tained by George Melhling ot the Olympic
Club. It appears that the former captain,

a man named Sawyer, pocketed half of the
money paid by the management to the team
on each evening irrespective of the prizes at
stake, and that Sawyer paid out $2 50 to

each man out of tUe £5 per man allowed by
the management.

Prior to the. contest It. P. Hammond Jr.,
the- referee, announced that a protest had
been entered by several teams against the.
use of a knot employed by one or two of the
competing teams, and used by the man next
tile "anchor" in such a manner that it is
impossible for the competing teams to g-iin
any advantage. The referee and judges
decided that this means of pulling la an un-.
fair test ot strength, and ruled against its
further u<e.

When the crack of the pistol sounded, the
Americans made a desperate effort to gain
the first point of vantage. The white, dia-
mond-shaped box that hangover the white.
mark was therefore slowly moved along the
dark stick, which was in full view of all the
spectators, toward the American goal. .The
Danes, who had made, a vast improvement
in their system ofpalling, adopted the Scot-
ti-h style of allowing their opponent) to tire
themselvos tugging and then, when a favor-
able opportunity offered, to draw, by a de-

. termined spurt, the white sign on the rope

over the cleats in the direction of their
stronghold. .. ..

Judging from the appearance of both
teams, the Danes, owing to their sturdy
build, would be chosen -immediately as the
most likely competitors. Some of Uncle
Sam's men looked altogether too light to
contest successfully Inall athletic contest of
this kind with opponents whose .hands had
grown calloused from hard and severe man-
ual labor. After ten minutes of pulling the
Danes succeeded in moving the white spot
over the cleats in their favor.

They kept a heavy strain on the ropes,
and it made no difference how hard the.
brave Americans struggled and pulled, the
Danes proved too much for them. Their
captain waved a small ring whenever he
desired his men to put ou a spurt. The
stroke man of the Americans' did great
work, aim the perspiration ran from his
forehead as he bent \u25a0 himself up like a ball
ana pulled like a Trojan.

The despeiate effort of the Americans to
win a victory proved rainless. The Danes-
slowly gained ground, anil as the American,
lads crew weak from exhaustion a mighty
effortof tiie Danish luggers actually yanked
the rope through the hands of the Ameri-
cans, and in 24 minutes and 44 seconds the
pi-tot cracked and victory smiled on the
powerful Danes. The strokeniHii— a brave
fellow—on the American team could' not
raise himself from, the platform when the
tug was over. He was assisted to his dress-
ing apartments by numerous friends. .

Germany vs. Scotland.

The next was a tug between the represen-
tatives of Germany and Scotland, and both
were greeted with cheers that were deafen-
ing. The Scotchmen tried theknot scheme,
which was objected to by the Judges and
the German captain protested.' Shouts such
as "turn that knot over," "Get away from
that knot," came from all parts of the house.

The German captain kept a close eye,
however, on the man next the anchor, and,
although the Highlanders tried every de-
vice to have th» knot fixed to suit their
fancy— which was by having one of their
heaviest men sit.upon it and keep it be- •

t ween the cleats— the German') commander
prevented a repetition of th» former night's
tactics of the Scottish pullers. • .

The moment Hammond's little popgun
cracked the Caledonians settled down to a
straight pull, a long pull and a pull alto-
gether. The German", who looked more \u25a0

\u25a0confident than on former nights, settled
down to the same style of pulling adopted
by their opponents. The first attempt of
the Teutons to gain an advantage resulted
in the rupture of two cleats, which, how-
ever, were soon retaken by the powerful
blghlanders, whose system of tugging could
not. be equaled by uuy team that made the
game a profession*

\u25a0 When the white. sign on the rope moved
to the center mark between the dividing
lines a halt was called find neither side
gained any perceptible advantage for sev-
eral minutes. Finally the Scotchmen l-cran
gaining ground. It was noticed that their
style of pulling had a marked difference
from the other teams. Instead of a long
and tiring pill they made short and quick
efforts, after each of which they remained
on the defensive, so to speak, until they re-
ceived orders to pullazaiu.

Slowly the Scottish team gained ground
on the Germans, and after tucjring several
minutes they made one grand effort and
captured several cleats. Notwithstanding
thx mighty effort of the Germans to win
back their lost inches, the sons of bonnio
Scotland gained- rapidly inch by inch, and
once they had the rope their way they kept
a constant .-.train on the hemp, and amid
great and prolonged cheering. the con-
test in 23 minutes »nd 20 seconds.

Ireland v«. Norway.
Heavy betting was done on the next

match, between the Irish and Norwegian
tennis, and even money was wagered on the
result. Hoth slues were loudly cheeiel, and
as the contestants were arranging their
ilaces on the platform p old were sold at
S2O on the Norwegians as aftalnst $15 on
the Irish team.

The moment the order for "attack" was
given the Norwegians made a desperate
effort to gain an advantage, and when they
had relaxed the strain on the rope they had
gained an inch. It was a desperate strug-
gle; the instant one of the teams fet up on
the rope the other made an effort to win a
point, and the struggle proved the most
spirited and persistent of the evening.

The Norwegians, whose hands were as
callous as could possibly be, secured a won-
derful hold on the rope . Slowly the whiU
spot moved from the Irish side. No matter
how the Irish pulled they seemed to be un-
able to gain an inch on their powerful and
sinewy opponents. Itwas also noticed that
.-.. i>- (d the limn on the Irish side had much
difficulty in holding their feet against the
cleats and tho consequence must have been
that they lost considerable ground by not
having understood the scheme of bracing
before making an attempt to pull.

The Norwegians braced, themselves in
good stylo each time they saw the Irish
Buttle down to business, and by this means
they saved many inches which otherwise
they would have lost. The swinging motion
of tne Norwegians was not looked upon In
a favorable light by Scottish experts, who
said that the swaying motion of a body of
men in a tug-of-war greatly militated against
their success, and tnat a well-drilledteam
always pulls as if one man was at the
helm. However, the Irish and Norwegian
teams proved to be very well matched, and
it was not until twenty minutes' hard pull-
ing had iassed that th» Irish brought buck
the white mark to its original position at
the, time ol starting.

The excitement was intense when the
white spot on the rope hovered in the bal-
ance and slowly moved buck again toward
the Norwegian settlement. As previously
stated, better matched teams would be hard
to find. It was a series of tugs on both
tides, without any . apparent advantage
gained until half an hour had passed by.
Finally the little white handkerchief crept
over the cleats, »nd four indies were gained
by tho Norwegians, who strained and
strained until one would think the rope
must break.

'

The excitement now beggared descrip-
tion. The friends of the Irish yelled like
demons whenever Erin's sons gained the
least advantage. Norway had also it large
number of people in the Pavilion who
cheered like good fellows every time the
men frcm the chilly north won the least
advantage.

During the struggle the man next the
Irish anchor man took advantage of the"

knot racket," and, on being detected by
the captain of the opposing forces, was
ordered to

"
break away." It was now

forty-two minutes since the pistol cracked
the stiirt,and neither sido had gained any
ground, as the white marl: was resting over
the spot it. covered when the signal for the
struggle echoed through the Pavilion. '

As aco test of strength, dozedness and
endurance it was unquestionably the most
exciting that bus been witnessed since the
opening of the tournament. Large beads of
perspiration rolled duwn thu backs of the

plucky contest nits. Inch by inch the hardy |
Norwegians gained on their herculean oppo-
nents. The anchor man, whose bald pate
shone like a luminous pate in the distance,
took matters very easy and smiled at his
'aiii"'"'!"opponent on the opposite side.

Although the Irish worked and struggled
they were powerless to - win back: tiiS
ground their opponents had won, and
as the time flew by the faces of
the Norwegian team looked happy.
"Only a few more cleats," came a voice
from the Norwegian side of the house, at
which the boys from Norway made a
mighty effort, and away went fie rope to
th< ir goal. The pistol cracked, and Ireland
suffered its second defeat. Time of contest,
one hour, twenty-seven minutes and forty-
one seconds.

Canada vs. America.

The band played "One More River to
Cross "as the Canadian team that had lost
three trial-* entered on the platform. The
anchor man of the American team having
Injured himself In the preceding tug, his
Place was filled by a substitute, each team
having the privilege of two extra men.

Several people, did not understand why

the Americans' had to pull twice, buttthis
is explained by the fact that in the drawing
of the preceding evening for places it fell i
to the Americans lot, unfortunately, to pull
ngaiiift the odd team that remained in the
field, whi.'h happened to be the Canadian.

Although th".*boys inblue had had a severe
Struggle against the Dunes they pulled re-
markably well against their grav-shirted
opponents, who came fresh Into the field of
athletic battle.

The Canadians pained the first point, and
after a few minute*' hard tuegine they in-
creased their lead a few inches. Gradually
they gained ground on their plucky but
tired-nut opponents. Inch by inch the ball
moved toward the Canadian side.

Occasionally it would meet with a check,
but it was plainly seen that it was only a
question of time when the Americans must
succumb. The Canadians had about four
new men. who materially assisted to win
them a victory. The Americans suffered
defeat after a quick and determined strug-
gle which lasted 3i> minutes.

BIT HIS BOY.

Martin Lynett May Have Caused
His Son's Death.

The Family Claims That the Boy Died Frcm
Elocd Poisoning Due to an Abscess-Ic-

sanity of the Parent.
.'

Did young Edward Lynett die of blood
poisoning resulting from having had his
finger bitten by his father or from an abscess
of months behind sue of his pars? i? the
question which the Margins officials were
trying to answer la^t night,

Edward died yesterday afternoon at 2:30
o'clock at his home. 2..23 Pint street, of
blood poisoning. He bad been bedfast
three weeks, during which time he was at-
tended by Dr. R. W. Murphy. Hardly had
he grown cold when stories were circulated
to the effect that he had died, as before
stated, from blood poisoning, the remit of
his father's biting a linger.

Policeman Fields telephoned to Captain
Douglas about the stories and the

Morgue

was communicated with, with the effect that
Deputy Coroner McNamara was sent to in-
vestigate. With him went a Call reporter.

At the Lynett residence the family and
friends were almost violent in their efforts
to conceal the details of the Illuess and
death, but as socn as Mrs. Lynett arrived
home from a neighboring church the facts
were forthcoming.

A SIMPLE STOKY TOLD..
'

She tried at first to evade the fact of the
biting, but told it after some questioning,
saying, all the time, that death was not
caused by Itbut by the abscess. Her story
was simple, and, if true, the Insanity Com-
missioners should do what they have twice
refused to do, that is put the father of the
dead boy in some asylum.

About seventeen months since Edward
Lynett was thrown from a Sutter-street car,
striking on his head. An abscess posterior
to the leftear resulted, gathered and broke,
then gathered and had to be lanced off and
on until his death. Itis to this abscess the
family and friends attribute the death. The
abscess has not become more extensive or
morn virulent latterly, but an examination
of the wound night showed it had bean
lanced not long since, which is the only fact
giving color to the theory that the blood
poisoning had resulted fromit.

BITINTHE LITTLEFINGER.
Four weeks ago, while sitting at the din-

ner-Üble, Martin Lynett. Edward's father,
suddenly became violent, seized the boy's
right band and bit the little finger at the
middle joint. This wound, it is claimed,
bud healed, and last night the only evidence
of its ever having been indicted was a small
mark that resembled a scar. It ha Ievery
appearance of hiving healed over, but the
absence of blood Indeath gives all wounds
this appearance.

Lynett the elder was never called to nc-
count for his assault, as the family Had de-
spaired of ev;r putting him in a place of
safety. About four mouths ago he. was be-
fore the Insanity Commission, to whom was
shown results of his violence, Hnd insanity,
linthe was nut committed, as lie. had not
been on a previous occasion. The family
claims he should he taken, caro of, and he is
likely to be now, regardless of tho findings
of the Morgue official!*.

Charles Edward*, which is supposed to be
only his norn-de-jags, was Drought to the
City Prison last night by a posse detailed
from the now City Hall Police Station to go
to, the Ocean House to arrest him.

INTERRA DEL FUEGO.

Wreck of the Barkcnfine Hustler
Near Cape Horn.

A Bailor's Terrible Journsy Through a Deso-

late Country and on a Scant Diet of Her-
ring, Leaves and Mussels.

Among the crew of tho steamer Mlnenla
that arrived at this port yesterday was
George Kuowles, a native of Lowell, Mass.
Knowles was steward of tho ill-fated bark-
entiuo Hustler of New Bedford, wrecked on
the coast of Terra del Fuego whileon a voy-
age from Philadelphia to Seattle with a
cargo of iron pipe. The Hustler was a new
vessel, on her first voyage, and was wrecked
on what Is known as FaUo Cape Horn on
June 15th.

The vessel struck on a rock at 2 o'clock in
the afternoon and leaked so badly that
three pumps had to be kept going in order
to prevent her from sinking under their
feeL For thirty-six hours the crew kept at
t!ie pumps, but the water gained so rapidly
that she was authored ns close to the shore
us possible and the crew busied themselves
with packing up clothes and provisions be-
fore the vessel sank.

CASTAWAYS IX CAMP.

Quite ft store of food was collected out of
the vessel before she sank, aud then a camp

was formed, where tho castaways remained
some time making sails for their boats.
They theu mado their way to a place called
Usawaya, where they were cared for by a
Mr. I'llpy, who had a shenp ranch there.
The day after Usawiiya was reached,
Knowles was thrown from a horse wiiile
assisting Pippy with his sheep, and he re-
mained behind when the others of the crew
left for I'uenos Ayres in a transport belong-
ing to the Argentine navy, which Indcalled
at Usawaya on her way up the cnast.

Knowles remained at the sheep ranch un-
tilhis arm was nearly well and then, in
spite of thn long and dangerous road to be
traveled, decided to make his way overland to
Sandy Point, a Chilean station in the Straits
of Magellan. Taking a supply of provisions
he set out on his lonely trip of ."VIO miles
through an unknown country, where t^ere
was not even a trail to guide him. Before
he had been two days on his journey he
wished himself back at the ranch.

HIS FOOD GAVE OUT.
He did not lik« to turn back, so jogaed

along, sleeping night after night under
rocks and under trees, wherever ho could
find siieiter from the cold night wind. In
thismanner he traveled for ten days, and
then the little stock of food ho cairied cave
out, nnd for twenty-two days he lived on
heriies, leave?, and such mussels and shell-
fish as be cou'd liud in the streams on his
route.

To make matters worse the poor horso
became so weak from want of food that ho
could travel no farther, and Knowles was
forced Co travel the remainder of the Jonr-
ney on foot. Early on the morning of the.
eighteenth day the half-starved traveler ran
full against a large brown bear, aud al-
though he escaped unhurt the sight of the
animal frightened him almost to death. The
hear wai also badly frightened and lost uo
tune in that locality.

SI iiOB AT LAST.
Knowles' strength gave out when nbout

51 miles from Sandy Point and he concluded
that his time had come, but the thought of
dying alone in that wildcountry nerved him
to make another effort, and j.i^t ab.iUi suu-
d'lwn the poor fellow staggered into the
hot of a sheep-herder, and dropped sense-
less on the Moor.

The occupant of the hut furnished the
shipwrecked man food and kept him there
until he wa> aide to travel again, aud then
leaving his 11 ck iv charge of his son took
Knowles to Sandy Point on tlie only horsi
he had. Two days after he re.iche Ithe set-'
t.. Nt the Mmeola called on her way to
this port mid Knowlea accented the berth
of steward, the former steward having beeu
discharged fur incompetency.

OCEAN MAILSERVICE.

Three of the Route! Awarded to tho
I'acifle -t.ain-.h ip Company.

Tho bids for ocean mail service under the
new postal subsidies were opened at Wash-
ington a day or two ago, and dispatches re-
ceived by the officers of tiie l'aciiic Jlail
Steamship Company at this port are to the
effect that the company has beeu awarded
the contract for carrying the mails ou three,

of the routes named, viz: From New York
to Aspinwall, from ban Francisco to Pana-
ma and the Mexican ports, mid frnm San
Francisco to Japanese and Chinese ports.
These contracts are for a period of ten
years from date of acceptance.
Inorder to comply with tho terms of the

contracts the company willhave te build at
least four new steamers for the routo to
Japan and China, and willalso increase the
number of its fleet on rheS.in Francisco and
Panama route. Of the company's steamnrs
now running to China and Japan the China
alone possesses all the requirements iv re-
gard to size and speed to place her in what
will be known &ithe second class, which
the contract calls for on tliis route two
years from date of contract, and this vessel
cannot he Hsed ai she was built in England
and flies the English flag.

Allthe steamers now on the China route
will have to be placed ou the Panama route
and a new fleet built for the China tmae.
The chances are that one or more of these
vessels will be built in this city as the facil-
ities for doing so are fully as go nl as they
are iv tlie East. This new fleet willbe very
similar to the Canadian Pacific steamers
Empress of India and Empress ol Japan.

The company's agents say that the $I'J,OOO
a trip gained by the first-class steamers ou
the China route will be less than one-half
that paid to the Canadian steamers, while
the expenses will be greatly Increased, as it
willrequire from ILVJ to ISW tons of coal
to run such a steamer from this port to
Hong-Kong.
