SEA AND SHORE.

Quick Dispatch of the British
Ship Thomas Stephens.

Arrival of the City of New York-Work at

Mare Island-Ending Her Days as a
Whaler- Movements and Charters.

The British ship Thomas Stephens sailed
for Queenstown yesterday with 2015 tons of
wheat, having been in Dort but twenty-one

days. She arrived on October Dili,130 days

from London, with a largo of Gilllnglinin

Portland cement. Discharging was nuished
on Saturday, and on Sunday the ship was

wed to Port Costa. She rt turned to the
stream (in Wednesday, cleared on Thurs-
day and sailed yesterday morning as stated.
While the time spent in port is probably

not the sl.oitest en record, it is far below
the average, end the owners willhave rea-
son tocongratulate Hie captain on his luck
inoWam tog Mid; quick dispatch. Quite a
nun.ber of vessels which arrived a fortnight
or intic ahead of the Thomas Stephens are
yet lyingalongside the wliarvf waiting for
stiffeuinp, and theiefoie unable to finish
discharging their inward cargoes, while
wharfage and othei expenses keep creeping

right alon;.
IN FliOM PANAMA..

The Pacific Mail steamer City of New
York arrived from Panama and way ports
yesterday morning. The steamer brought-
thirty-three cabin and twenty-eight steerage
passengers and a very light cargo. As if to
mate up for the light cargo, she had on

board treasure to the value of 884,161,
mostly Mexican silver. Captain Johnson
reports everything quiet in Guatemala.
While in Panama, some time ago, he had a
chat with the commander of an English
war-ship, and inspeaking of the war at that
time going on in Chile the English captain
remarked that no matter which side won
some other nation would have to prolong it,
because if Balmaceda won the English
would have to take Chile down a pen, mid
if the Congresslonalista won the United
States would have to give them a lesson.

The steamer Mackinaw of the Uolmej
line, which was taken back to New York
disabled soon after she had left for this
port, will be ready for sea again in two or
three days, as the damage to her machinery
is 111v slight.

Outside the heads yesterday the weather
was hazy, with littleor no wind. The bar-
ometer stood, 30.10.

AT MAKEJSI. AND.
Work at Mare Island .Navy-yard Is on

the increase, as fully 600 men are now em-
-1 loyed there, cud work is being done on the
Adams, Thetis and lianger. The Mohican
is In the stream off the yard, and a survey
willlikely be held on her in a lew days to
determine what repairs are needed to the
ship. Should the Government decide to
send a fleet to Chile it is more than likely
that a large force of hands willlie put on,
and the various repairs needed to these ves-
sel? rushed to completion.

William Smith, h seaman of the British
ship Arctic Stream, lyingat Howard No. 1,
was at work yesterday, wood ho struck his
left knee against the buiukin, fracturing

the kiiee-cap. The injured man was treated
by Dr. Lawlor.

The Pacific Mail steamer City of Rio de
Janeiro is due from China to-day, but is
hardly exptcted to reach here before to-
morrow.

A BLUBBER HfXTER Now.

The schooner Blukeley, now being fitted
out at this port, was at one time a tonb
on Puget Sound, and spent the best part of
her career at that work, She «as then sold,
her machinery taken out Mid the vessel
turned into a schooner. Under that rig she
spent several years on tail coast as a lum-
ber droger. Having ended her career of
usefulness in that line, she is destined to
spend the rest of her days as a blubber
hunter.

The ferry steamer Piedmont willresume
her place en the ferry line to Oakland to-
morrow morning. Over 850.000 has been
spent on her since she has been laid up, and
she i<now as good as new. The Newark,
familiarly known as "the suicide boat," will
be laid up, much to the relief of a number
of timid passenger-, who shudder every
time they find themselves on buard the old
steamer.

DETECTED SMUGGLERS.

A Scott- Schooner Confiscated and Her
Crew Arrrati'il.

At noon on Thursday Inspectors Mc-
Ginnis and Greiman discovered thirty-two
five-tael tins of piepared opium concealed
in the coal on the steamer Empire, which
bad just arrived from Xana'tiio and was
lying at the P.icific-strcet Wharf. No ar-
rests were made, and the officers, in the
hope of a larger seizure, kept their own
counsel regarding the discovery, but main-
tained a close watch fur further develop-
ments.

As Inspector McLean was returning from
luncheon yesterday he noticed a uackage
being pasted froin the. Empire to the scow-
schooner Winfield Scott, lying alongside the
steamer, from which she was loading coal.
The officer at once boarded the schooner
and after a vigilant search found twenty-
four tins concealed ina bunk and fifty-eight
burled under some potatoes in the hold. The
seizure is valued at 1900.

The crew of the \V inlitld Scott comprised
the captain, Samuel Bauson, and the mate,
Julius Koze. Both were arrested for smug-
gling and were admitted to ball in the sum
of $2000 each.

The (.cow-schooner was confiscated by
order ot Collector Phelps. She is owned by
Merrill &Stetson and is valued at $4000.
