Cause of an Accident on the
Sonthern Pacific.

Examination ¢f the Roberts Brothers
Charged With Train-Wrecking.

Testimony of Railroad Employes for the Pros-
ecution—Acgle Plates Removed From
the Rails Near Lander.

AUBURYN, Nov. 4.—The examination of A.
and T. J. Roberts on the charge of train-
wre2kiug in connection with the accident
near Lander Station on the morning of Oec-
tober 12th opened to-day at 10 o’clock be-
fore Justice B, F. Gwynn of this city. Dis-
trict Attorney A. K, Robinson was assisted
in the prosecution by C. I. Jones of Sacra-
mento and E. L. Craig, associate counsel of
the Southern Iacific Company. The de-
fense is conducted by Attorneys F. P. Tut-
tle and L. L. Chamberlain. The court-room
was ¢:owded and the greatest interest was
manifested.

Angelo Phiillpio, a track-walker, Foreman
Caslan, Superintendent A. N. Towne, road-
overseer Thomas Ahern, engineers East-
brook and Trott, Fureman Hersinger,
brakemen Merrill, Costello and Brenton,
and Condnctor Murray testified. Thelr
testimony showed clearly that the wreck
was caused designedly by pulling the spikes
and removing the angle plates from the
rails.

Read Overseer Ahern testified that by
actua] measurement the Roberts house was
3626 feet from the point of the wreck and
only about 300 feet from the track

One witness testified to seeing Al Roberts
at the sieeping-car Santa Cruz when it lay
in the ditch. 5

Trott and his fireman testified as to pass-
ing down with the first section fifteen min-
utes before and noticed nothing wrone.

Ahern stated that sinee the wreck he had
tried the section boss on pulling the same
number of spikes and removing the same

number of bolts and leaving the track in
just the same condition as at the time of
the wreck. The time taken was only seven
minutes.

An adjournment was taken until 9 o’clock
to-morrow.

SEVENTEEN KILLED.

Miners Dashed to Death in the Anaconda
Mine.

BuTTE (Mont.), Nov. 4 —At midnight last
pight, when one body of shaft-men at the
Anaconda mine were relieving another, sev-
enteen men were killed by the falling of the
cage, and two were fatally injured.

The cage was full of miners returning from
work. The men stepped outinto the open
air, and their places were at once taken by
nineteen men, who were to take up the
work the relieved men had just abandoned,
and the cage sturted toward the depths be-
low.

The rope had been unwound but a couple
of times from the slowly revolving windlass,
when there was a sudden snap and a cry of
borror from the shaft.

The rope hed broken and the cage with
its nineteen inmates were precipitated to the
bottom of the mine. It was some little time
before assistance could be sent to them.

A number of miners who were through
work and waiting to be relieved were at the
bottom of the shaft waiting for the cage to
take them out, when it dashed amidst them,
parrowly nissing them,

Little could ba done.
men who made the fearful ride seventeen
were dead. Their forms were crushed out
of all semblance of human beings, while
two, yet breathing, have no hopes of re-
covery.

COOL ROBBERY.

The Cashier of a Bank Forced to Open the
Safe

. - ]
LA GRANGE (Oregon), Nov. 4.—A robbery,

which excerded the recent Enterprise affair
in the amcunt taken, has been perpetrated
upon the Farmers’ Mortgage and Savings
Bank of Summerville. ‘The village is three
wiles from the Elgin branech of the Union
Pacific and sixteen es north of this city.
As the mails re illage late In the
evening and leave early in the morn-
ing, it was the custom of H. C. Rine-
hari, cashier of the bank, to attend to
his correspondence after supper. As
bhe. was ieaving the bank about 9
o’clock last evening he was met at the
door by two men with sacks over their
beads, who pressed pistols to his head and
ordered him to get back and open the safe.
Be stepped back into the room and they
followed him, pulling down the biinds and
lighting the lamp. They displayed great
coclue:s, not only taking all the money in
the safe, but examining the papers as well.
The amount taken was $4800. After leav-
ing the bank they weut on foot toward the
timiber. There is mueh excitement in Sum-
merville this morning, and preparations are
being made to ipstitute a thorough search
for the rcbbers, who, it is supposed, are
residents of the neighborhood.

The Mate's Story of the Wreck of the British
Ship Strathblane.

ASTORIA, Nov. 4. — Twenty-one sur-
vivors of the wrecked ship Strathblane
arrived here from North Beach this after-
noon. First Mate Murray tells the story of
the wreck. Both he and Captain Cuthell
took observations at noon Monday. They
differed widely. Murray made the vessel
fi‘ty miles off the mouth of the Columbia
River, and Captaiu Cuthell made the vessel’s
position ninety miles away, while in reality
they were about thirly, The current,
which here sets strongly toward shore
to the northward, carried the ship
on to the Washington coast. When the
ship struck the officers supposed her twenty
miles off shore. A fearful gale was blowing
and in the darkness the men were washed
into the boiling surf. Captain Cuthell was
the last to leave the ship. He and five
others were drowned. Mate Murray at
tributes the wreck to defective chronom-
eters. Vice-Consul Cherry has decided it is
unnecessary to hold a court of inquiry.

No further news has been received of the
steamer Wellington.

Buit Against the Editor of the Marysville

McKinney declared that he knew
nothing of said card, which brought forth
the second defamatory article. District At-
torney Mahon and an able out-of-town at-
torney will conduct the prosecation.

He is still in jail
awaittng bail and examination. He is six
feet high, and very muscular.

"A STOCKTON CONTEST.
An Esteie Valued at $500,000 Being Fought
; for by the Heirs.

STOCKTON, Nov. 4. —The trial of the con-
test for letters of administration of the
estate of W. B. Johnson, deceased, was
ommenced here to-day before Judge Smith.
The estate is worth $500,000, and the contest
is between an adopted daughter and a num-
ber of nieces ana nephews of the deceased.
Johnson was a bachelor, 62 years of age

when he adopted Mary Eliza Strahan, then
a child 5 years old, but now Mrs. Howell
She lived at Johuson’s home after her
adoption, which was a few montus after
her mother’s death, and was raised and edu-
cated by Johnson. When he died last Jan-
uary, without leaving a will, Sheriff Kay of
Tulare County, a grandnejhew of the de-
ceased, applied for letters of administra-
tion, which were granted. Tho last Legis-
lature amended the code so thata married
woman can now act as adwministratrix, and
Mrs. Howell asks for a revecation of the
order appointing Kay administrator and for
letters of administration for herself. The
case involves a number of important legal
questions, and will be vigorously contested
by able legal talent on both sides.

AN ALLIANCE

Dangers Threatened by Hydraulic Mining on
the Sacramento River.

SACRAMENTO, Nov. 4—Sacramento Su-
pervisors, intimating in published inter-
views that they were about to grant the re-
quest of the hydraulic miners for a ninety
days’ “‘clean up,”” the various branches of
the Farmers’ Alliance throughout the
county sent representatives to a meeting of
the farmers held this morning and this aft-
ernoon to protest against such action.
They claim that the continuance of hydrau-
lic mining would not only destroy more
farms in the valley, but would prevent an
appropriation of £500,000 bv the next Con-
gress for the improvement of the Sacra-
mento River. Resolutions were passed de-
manding the Supervisors not to take any
action favoring hydraulic mining.

SULLIVAN'S TRIAL.

Testimony of the Defendant—The Case
Given to the Jury.

SAN RAFAEL, Nov. 4. —The trial of S. W.
Sullivan was resumed this morning in the
Superior Court. The case for the prosecu-
tion was closed yesterday afternoon, and
this morning the defense entered ujon their
case.

The first witness called was the defend-
ant, Sullivan, in contradiction of the testi-
mony of Pawnbroker Wetherall, who swore
positively that Sullivan purchased the weap-
ons from him on August 19th. Sullivan
testified that on that date he was workiug
at Boulder Creek, in tie employ of Dougu-
erty & Co., lumbermen,

Neale Dickinson, book-keepar for the
lumber firm, &lso testifiad that on the above
date Sullivan was working for the lumber
company. In fact he had seen him three
or four times on that day.

During his trying ordeal on the witness-
stand Sullivan was as cool as the proverbial
cucumber; his answers were direet and to
the point, and his whols demeanor would
strike any person with the sincerity and
truthfuiness of his statements. Continuing
his statement he said that on August 213t he
went to San Quentin in company with his
wife to see hLis brotuer. On arriving at
San Francisco he visited Attorney J. N. E.
Wilson, and bad an extended conversation
with him in regard to tt.e application of his
brother for pardon. While at the prison he
visited Dr. Mansfield’s house and there
first met the boy Wells. The only question
asked him was as to the doctor’s where-
abouts. The doctor not being at home, Sul-
livan and his wife departed for San Fran-
cisco, where thiey put up at the Interna-
tional Hotel. . Sullivan swore positively
that ne had never seen Wedls before and
that he gave him no weapon of any kind.

C. C. Sullivan, brother of the defendant,
was called to the stand and testified that
he had never given Wells a note to deliver
to his brother—in fact he never had any
conversation with Wells in any regard.

During to-day’s proceedings the court-
room was crowded.

This evening at 7 o’clock argument was
resumed, and the court-room was taxed to
its utmost capacity. When the trial com-
menced opinion was about equal as to the
guilt or innocence of Sullivan, but to-day
and this evening he has the popular favor.
The general theory is that Sullivan has been
made the necessary victim of some plot.

Argument for the prosecution was e¢losed
at 8 o’clock. Judge Angellotti immediately
began his charge to the jury, and at 8:15
o'clock the jury retired.

Up to a late hour to-night French was un-
able to obtain satisfactory bondsmen, and
remains in the custody of the Uunited States
Deputy Marshal.

THEY COME HIGH,

But San Francisco Must Have a
Convention,

Enthusiastic Meeting of Citizens, Who Will
Try to Get the Two Presidential Con-
ventions to Meet Here in 1892,

San Francisco is going to make a deter-
mined effort to secure one or both of the
national party conventions to be Lheld in
1892, for the nomination of the next I’resi-
dent and Vice-President of the United
States.

The subject has been occupying publie
attention for some days past, and it found
expression last night in a well-attended and
enthusiastic meeting held at the Chamber
of Commerce, :

Fully two bundred of the representative
men of the city were present, and the ut-
most unanimity and harmony prevailed.
The central thought was how to get one or
both of the national conventions, and it was
re-enforced by a spirit to get them if the ex-
penditure of a quarter of a million of dollars
and the promises of this city’s boundless hos-
pitaiity could accomplish it.

DOWN TO BUSINESS.

It was shortly after 8 o’clock when
Mayor Sanderson stepped to the rostrum
and addressed the assemblage. He briefly
outlined the purposes for which the meeting
was called—to take the initial steps toward
securing for this city both or sither one of
the two National Presid ential conventions
to be held next year. He said the time was
short in which to act, and in order to suc-
ceed work must be begun at once. He ad-
vised the choosing of officers and commit-
tees, and the getting down to Dbusiness
al once.

Irving M. Scott was chosen Chairman, R.
B. Hammond Jr. Vice-President and A. J.
Moulder Secretary.

Mr. Scott, in a short address, pointed out
the many advantages that wuu‘d accrue not
only to San Francisco but to the State from
the gathering kere of the Immense throngs
that come with national conventions.

THE REPUBLICANS FIRST.

General Hammond stated his experience
in 1888, when he went East in an effort to
have the Democratic National Convention
of that year held in this city, and said that
a mere invitation was not enongh induce-
ment. It was necessary to see every mem-
ber of the National Committee. The time
was too short to waste any now in prepara-
tory work and the appointment of commit-
tees. The National Committees of both
parties would meet now very shortly to se-
lect the place of meeting. He moved the
adoption of the following resolution:

WHEREAS, The Repnblican National Commit-
tee meets in two weeke, and tiis body has not
time to formulate immediately the various in-
ducements that the cltizens of this city wili ofter
for the holding of the next Republican Nallonal
Convention in San Frauelsco, be 1t

Resolved, Thatthe gentleman represanting the
State of Californla, M. H. de Young, In
Natlonal Republican Committee be authorized
to offer such Inducements that in his judgment
would procure the holding of the Natlonal Con-
venlion in this city,and that we pledee ourselves
to sustaln and carry out, as far as possible, these
offers.

IT I8 A RIDDLE.

Colin M. Boyd called upon M. H. de
Young to say whether or not there was any
prospect for the conventions beingz held
here.

Mr. de Young answered that he could
solve a riddle easier. There were many
other cities in the field striving to get the
conventions, notably Cincinaatl, whose
Mayor, John B. Mosby, had written him as
a member of the Republican Committee,
promising that if Cincinnati was chosen as
the place of meeting it would defray every
expense of the committeemen, railroad
fares, hotel bills and everything else, in-
cluding stenographers, clerks, hall and
amusements, as well as all other expenses,
excepting railroad fares, of the delegates.

A letter was read from the Governor of
Miunesota, offering similar flattericg induce-
ments to have the convention meet at St.
Paul or Minneapols.

TRANSPORTATION.

P. B. Cornwall moved that a commi:tee of
three be appointed to interview the railroad
people and see just what rate of fare could
be obtained for the conveution. The mo-
tion was withdrawn temporarily by request
of Mr. Hammond, aud bis motion was read
a second time,

A. C. Paulsell, ex-Harbor Commissioner,
was in favor of naving the convention here,
but he thought Hammond’s resolution was
premature. It was no trivial matter for the
city to pledze itseif to back up the offers
that Mr. de Young might make, and which
would involve an expenditure of at least
£200,000. It was no joke to raise that’
amount of money,

Mr. Hammond said that it wounld not cost
&€200,000. His resolution had in considera-
tion only one conveation,

General Sheehan did not approve of the
city pledging itself to back up Mr. de
Young's promises. He wanted something
less binding.

Colin M. Boyd sald that the meeting must
consider the securing of both conventions,
not only of one, and that §200,000 was a low
figure at which to fix the expenses.

Gavin McNabb said the best thing to do
was 1o first ascertain just how much this

city was willlng to raise in the way of de- |

fraying expenses.
A FINANCIAL PLEDGE.

William T. Coleman moved as a substitute
for the preceding resolutions that this meet-
ing pledge itself to raise £200,000. one-half
for each conventjon, within three days.

This proposition met with favor, and
there were a great many seconds, with
short speeches, pointing out the really
insignificant sum such an amount of money
was when contrasted with the splendid ad-
vantages that would accompany the hold-
ing of a national convention here. ‘The
money 80 spent, it was held, would be re-
paid a thousandfold, and that the benefits to
California and the city could not be over-
estimated.

Edward Curtis of the Southern Pacific
Company offered as a substitute for Mr.
Hammond’s resolution that the city pledge
itself to pay all the expenses of the dele-
gates and committeemen to and from Chi-
cago if the convention was held here. The
substitute was defeated, and Mr. Ham-
mond’s resolution was put to a vote and
passed.

Albert Gerberding then offered a resolu-
tion thatan Executive Committes of twenty,
& committee of eleven on transportation,
one of thirty on finance and another of
seven on hotels, bs appointed by thie Chair.

THE FIRST PROPOSITION,

As a substitute John A. Steinbach moved
that a committee of five only on Transpor-
tation be appointed now, and when it was
learned how wuch the convention would
cost the other committees could be ap-
pointed.

Wiliiam T. Coleman moved asa further
amendment that a Finance Committee be
added.

C. F. Hanlon did not want the meating to
wasle all its energy in an effort to secure
the Republican Convention only; he
thought a Democrat ought to be deputed to
take the same interest in the Democratic
Convention that Mr. de Young was wani-
festing in the Republican, and said that he
could not support anything that smacked so
strongly of partisanship.

After some further discussion Mr.
Gerberding’s  resolution, amended to a
committee of five on transportation and
thirty on finance, to be appointed by the
Chair, was passed. The committee will be
named as soon as practicable and will re-
%ort next Saturday night at the Chamber of

ominerce.

MORE COMMITTEES,

A resolution by Mr. Paulsell that the
Chair appoint two committees, one of two
Democrats and one Republican, and an-
other to consist of two Republicans and one
Democrat, the first to assist National Demo-
cratic Committeeman M. F. Tarpey, and
the other to assist M. H. de Young, each to
do all in its yower to induce the conventions
to be held in this city, was passed by a
unanimous vote. It is the intention to start
the Republican Committee off for the East
at once to consult with the National Com-
mitteemen at their approaching meeting.
The expenses of this committee will be
borne by the men preseut at last night’s
meeting.

STORMY CAPE HORN.

Nasty Weather Encountered by the Milton
Park and the Waterloo.

Two deep-watar ships arrived in port last
night, and both captains report very heayy
weather during the voyage. The DBritish
ship Milton Park, from Swansea, was caught
in a very heavy gale on August 20th in lati-
tude 40° south, longitude 50° 42° west, in
which she suffered seversly, a terrific sea
running, which continuously broke over the
ship, flooding both cabins and forecastle.

The vessel labored fearfully, and was on
her beam ends for thirty-six hours, during
which the cargo shifted to port. One of the
forward bouts was torn from its lashings,
and, with everything movable about the
deck, was washed overboard.

Having made a bappy hit, the
friends of the couple establishea them 1u the
Theater Comique on Broadway, bstween Broome
and Springstreets, and just opposite the entrance
to that famous old nostelry, the St. Nicholas
Hotel. After a few successful seasons this
theater was burned dowu, and the proprietors
in rebullding turned it into a Dbusiness
stand. Harrigau & Hart then obtained a lease of
the Globe Theater, opposite the New York Hotel
on Broadway, owned by A. T. Stewart. Tuey
were successful, and made money, but their
nemeses foliowed them tbere, and fire agaln
swept their Temple of Momus outof existence
The supersiftious said 1t was a judgment for
turning a church Into a theater, but those not
affecied by suverstitious ldeas sald the reason 1t
burned was because it was Inflamable and caught
fire. Hairrlgan & Hart then leased the property
known as the “Aquarium,” corner of Thirty-tifth
street and  Broadway, and baving refitied it
opened It A few vears ago as Hartigan & Hart's
Theater. Some four years ago a dissolution of
copartnership took place, and although the rea-
son was kept quiet fora whlle, it became ap-
parent when *‘Iony” was sant to the lunatic
asylum.
