To tke Editor \u25a0• I lliiink you for the couitesy
of your columns In which to deal Willi tbe only
two issues ol fact that were raised by the oppu.
ueuts of tlie public building site selected on
S venth aud ."Mission streets. I would have been
glad to bave "put this information belore the pub
lie through the Chamber ot Commerce or Hie
Board of Trade, In order to prevent Hie judg-
ments of men being affected by the ex-pane
statements which have been urged with honest
earnestness by a few who deserve consideration,
and with unseemly vituperation by some who
aie not entitled to leaped.

Tue first Issue of fact related to the foundation
of the sl c selected. This was easily disposed of
by relerence to Ihe many Federal and local sur-
veys, and the maps ,n.ii topography drawn theie
fiom. Tue iiu'ii.i>i les ot men sag. The most
truthful will dlflei widely In llieir recollection
ot topography or events. A survey Is mathemat-
leal testimony, and by that best of evidence I liesue is pioved lo have been *hill, rising to no alii
tude of tittyfeet.. In addition to tins ihe lioveru-
ment I*in possession ol the affidavit* ot the con-
iraetori who graded Ibis bill down, and ol Hie
-.win testimony of such reliable citizens as MaxPopper, Senator Sullivan, N. W. Spiiuldni.-.
Cornelius O'Connor, David Ilewes, aim scores nl
oilier-, all agreeing as to the fact that the site
was a lull, coveted with scrub oak and chap
arral. Ordinary wells dug on the sllu to a depth
of forty feet, and aileslau borings snow '.lie foun-
dation to be bardpan and solid cement sand,
which eveiy inclined aud builder In ibo city
will lecognize as Hie Ideal conditions of perfect
foundation.

for Ihis small dittereucs lies iv tin- Improve-
ments. The Union square sue is covered wlibcostly and remunerailve buildings, and tue same
Is Hue of ll.e .Mechanics' I'avllioo, while two
thirds of Seventh and .Mission are vacant, Willi
no buildings, and there aie only humble Im-
provement* upon in* inflaming Hind. Ivoilier
words the Uuvei uiiieut is buying laud which it
wauls, and not buildings winch ll does uot waut.
doing to the question ut comparative area of

Addressing Ilia Inquliy to a comparison ot
prices, ibe Seventh aod Mission site is 43 per
cent cheaper per square foot than tl.e Uuiou-
squaie site ami 32 per ceut cheaper than tba
Mechanics' Pavilion.

The Uuverumeui wants land, not buildings,
for these do uot as a rule bung euougb to pay
fur tearing tbem dowu and the cost uf cleanup
the '.'Kiiinii. Any site clius.ii must be snipped
down iv i tie land, which I*all mat lne (..vein
liienl buys Hut It cau use. Ihcrefoie, lei us
leave out the assessed value of ibe improve-
ments aud cousldei ihe assessment of tbe laud
alone.

The land lv the _'nlun-square site i* assessed
at $222. thai in the Mechanics' Pavilion at
$282,025. aud thai in th . Seventh unit \.l-s:o;i
at .171.860, omitting In each case the amount
added by the State Board ol Equalization, winch
Is the same percentage lv each.

VV'B find, then, thai the land In Hie Union-
squaie site ls assessed only ...0.76. more Ibau
thai lv Seventh and Mission, and that us price
uttered to the Government is _-77,3.4 lv excess
0_ its assessment, while Seventh aud Missiuu Is
only ».s•;•>'. l6o iv excess, and Ilia Mechanics'
Paviliuu Is $717,375 in excess. Reasonable men
will -re thai i.i all ibis series of comparisons
Seveuih and Mission does uol sutler, while It*
much larger area gives 11 a standlug superior to
either.

Id conclusion, that the percentage
ot dl'cieD.ncy between assessment and market
price lias beeu aacouuier. . by the officers of the
Uoverumeul In tin- case of every site ollered of
sufficient aiea lo meet the requirement of Ibe
law and the instructions of tbe lieasuiy, a* It Is
by every private Investor iv leal estate, aud U
_un d be encountered if the search wete pro-
longed IndeUutlrly, and 11 accepted as a bar to a
bargain would render annallty Impossible.

There is uo Invariable standard of human Judg-
ment and opinion, therefore I do uot discuss tbe
site in respect of its location In relatiou to ibe
people and the Interests lo be served by the Judi-
cia',, postal and financial uses to which tbe build-
ing Is to be put.
