The Denison Suicide.

The suicide on October 27th at the Hotel
Arno, New York, of Alexander M. Denison,
leading old man of the Euglish company
that supported the Kendals during the en-
gagement just closed at the Star, has caused
surprise and given rise to much comment.
Denison was in **the dumps,” as he ex-
pressed it, or run down by an attack of
malarial fever, and both Mr, and Mrs. Ken-
dal, as well as Mrs. Marsh, proprietress of
the hotel, tried without avail to rally him.
When found he was in the batl-room, with
the door fastened. He had fallen into a
crouching position, his legs bent under him
as he sank down, his head on the floor and
his hands caught between his kmees and his
body. He was dead. In one hand Le still
grasped the razor with which he had cut a
gash about two inches deep elear across his
threat. Denison was engaged to marry
Miss Hudspeth of Richard Mansfield’s com-
pany. Iiis real name was Dixon. His
father. who was a big ship-builder in Glas-
gow, is dead, but his mother is living in
Deal, England. He has two brothers and
pne sister. One brother i3 an actor, who is
playitg in London. The first that Mr. Ken-
dal knew of Denison’s life is that about
thirty years ago he was playving with Mr.
and Mrs. Bancroit. He had beeu with the
Kendals off and on for ten years, and four
years ago became a regular member of the
comypany. The dead aetor was buried in
Woodlawn Cemetery, Oectober 20th, Mr.
Kendal, who appesred tp feel Denison’s
death acutdély, m king all the arrangements.
The New York Hernld of the 20th says:
Manager Riddeil of the Kendal company
scouted the idea that Degison was engaged
to Miss Hudspeth, as has been reported.
“They were good friends,” said he, “but
there is no truth whatever in the statament
of their being engaged. And besides,”” he
added, *'she 13 but 18, whiie he was more
than 50 years old. ‘T'he onlv apparent rea-
sen for Mr. Denison’s suicide was his con-
tinuved ill bhealth. Both Mr. Kendal and my-
so!f,”” said Mr. Riddell, *are of the opinion
that Mr. Denison committed suicide while
in al state of temporary aberration of the
mind.

Why It Was Organized—Its Pur-
poses Explained.

The following is a copy of a circular ex-
plaining the purpose of the recently organ-
ized Naval Battalion, and which has been
addressed to the business men of thiscity:

It has been recommended that a leiier be
addressed 1o you through the medium of the
press, giving certain facts relative to one of the
INOsL important organizations ever established
upon his Coast, and oue in which every inhabi-
tantis wterested 1o a greater or less degree.

A careful perusal of the following, which has
not llm‘rme been publishead, is, therefore, re-
quested.

Last Marel, through the efforts of the Chamber
of Conumeice of this city, the Legislature of
California passed an act providiog for a
:;:vul Battalion, or reserve for the Uuited States
Navy.

Immediately upon the passage of this act steps
were taken for the organization of the four com-
panies, of over ninety men eacty, in couformity
with the law. Tue eflorts of the promot-rs
provea very suceessful, and there are now three
companias in this city and one in San Diego.
Ihe Naval Battallon 18 all mustered liuto ser-
vice, and, so far as the quantity and the guallty
of the men is conecerned they are all that could
be deslred, but the providing of these men with
suitable quartars, arms, equipments and cloth-
ing forms a serles of important guestions, though
not of so difficalt a nature but (hat they may be
net (l.ml_\', and a result satisfactory to all ob-
tained.

First—The matter of quarters. At present the
thiee San Fraucisco companies are using tem-
vorarily, and by courtesy of kindred organtza-
tions, for infautry drill and m eting purposes, a
couple of armory halls which answer the Imme-
diate requiremenis, the mea paying the attend-
aut expeuses out of their own pockets. The act
makes 1o provislon foi expenses of any kind.

I'tie advantages that would accrue by reason
of haviog the San Francisco companies together
in vne suitable armory canuot be overesthmated,
and It is hoped that some wealthy propeity-
owner will see his way clear to erect tor the
Naval Battalion an armory which wiil be always
Known as a naval headquart-rs. The question
of mecome as an Iinvesument, we think, could be
satisfactorily arraoged. It 1s not for this pur-
pose, however, that this letter is written.

Second—Owing to the pature of this Dbattalion
11 I8 seccssary that a war-ship be provided which
shall be properly equipped with modern guns
and small arins as well as torpedo aud boating
outfits. All of thess we have good reason o
expect wili be furnished by the Federal Govern-
ment in a very short time, Several of the Call-
fornla Senators and Representatives have been
given detailed {1sts of what is needed, aud ail
Lave promised to do their utmost infurthering
tne interests of the battaiion. Congress has al-
ready made an appropriation for arms and equip-
ments, and the Navy Department is disposed Lo
render every possible aid to have the batialion
become proficient 1o the science of uaval warfare,

1he proper uniforming of the weon, which must
be accomuplished to comply with the law, is Lthe
one serious problem now presented, and in
which you, as the heads of the families to b
motected and the owners of property to be de-
fended, are vilally tnterested, and ia solving aud
accomplishing the object for which the Nuval
Reserve was created.

We do not pretend by this to say thatthere is
golug to be war, or in case of any confliet but
that the regular army and navy could suceess-
fully handie it, but war some day may come and
the raserve force of the army and navy may be
nerded. The recordsin the Navy Department
al Washington speak for themselves in showug
that, owing to the recarcity of men durlng the
Civil War to man paval vessels, months of valu-
able (ine were lost 1 delay, eausing consequent
expendituies and damage amounting to millious
of aoliars. I 1t was diffieult then to get men
for 1bo old siyle of vess: ls, which were compara.
Lively easiiy handied, whal would be the case lu
the [uture when the time might come lo fully
man Lhe compiicated liguting machine that go to
make up & modern navy ?

The naval battalion is composed of ex-perty
oflicers and seamen of the Uniied States Navy,
cugiluesrs, machinists, eleetriclans, yachismen
apd youug busioess men, Is it oot well to hold
such wen together in an organized body, so they
may be educated and prepared for possible
future service, and who are ready at 2 momsnt’s
notice 1o go on board a mav of war and intel-
ligently exectite any orders the Government may
drem fit to give ? .

11 is the totention that the naval reserve man
shall not onty bicome proficient o ceriaio in-
fantry tacties, but shall also receive thovoeugh
fnstiuction in seamansblp, navigation, gunnery,
euglueering and torpedo practice, under the su-
peivision of ofiicers detaiied from the Uunlied
States Navy.

Difiercut successive Secretaries of the Navy
have recommended the proper establishment ol
the naval reserve, Naval eflicers (hemseives are
in hearty sympathy with the movement, aud the
sentiment of the business commuunity of the
country generally 18 that it solves an efieeilve
and cconomical support of the natlon's naval
strenglh.

1 ie present condition of affairs is thus:

Fiist—California, by ber Legislature, wanted a
reseive for the navy lo the shape of a battalion.
Thut has been provided, ihe men are all eulisted
and undergoing weekly drills.

Second—The men were obilged to have a drill-
room. They putibeir bauds into their pockels
and provid d ibat. A

Tuird—1Ths seamen require a practice ship.
Tue Federal Gove: nment promises oue.

Fourth—TLe ship must be properly equipped.
The Congressional delegation from Cualiforpia
wiil use their earnest eftorts in secariog such
equipment.

s ilin—The men are obliged by law to have
unlforms the same as in the United States Navy.
1t inay be well Lo bere explain that the uniforis
for the commissipued oflicers are provided for by
themselves. It is for the enlisted men only that
thls appeal for tinanelal aid in procuring such
uniforms is made, and these we are now making
varnest, united effort to secure, and therefore
ask you who may feel so disposed Lo assist lu
providing them.

The Naval Battalion has received any quantity
of good wishe=<: *Glad 1o see you organized” ;
“1t s a good idea'; I heartrly approve of it”
ete.; but good words, wirie very encouraging,
will not purchase uniforins, nor pay armory reat
and expenses,

a 1151 has also been placed in each of the news-
paper offices of this city,
