SHOT DEAD |
WHILE ON DUTY.

Special Gillen the Vietim of an
Infuriated Mongol.

Joseph Corwell Fatally and @. Barberis

Slightly Wourded in Attempting to
Arrest the Heathen.

Speclal Officer John Henry Glilen 1s Iying at
the Morgue stitf in the cold embrace of deatlh,
Joseph Coiwell Is on a cot at the Receiving
Hospltal slowly Lut surely siukiug foto that long
dreamless sleep ihat knows no awakenlng, and
G. Barberls is resting upon a couch of pain fron
a wounded leg.

The aftair grew out of the throwing ot a hand-
full of grain malt at a Chinaman by some boys on
a milk-wagon. The double muraer occured
shor!ly alter 1 o’clock yesterday, in the viclulty
of Green and Union streets, where they are ln-
tersected by Stockton street.

John Lewis Smith was driving & milk-wagon
contalulag a load of malt, which ke had secured
at the San Francisco Stock Brewery shortly
after 12 o’clock. On the wagon were Joseph
Corwell, Willlam MeGreevy aud a young man
whose name Is unknown. As they drove up
Powell stree¢one of those on the wagon epied a
Chinaman at the Intersection of Lombard street
and threw a handful of the grain at him. The
Mongolian threw his hand betind him and the
boys exclaimed: *Ob, you haven’t gol any-
thing.”

1be Chluaman took off his bat and looked at
it, after which he followed the wagon containing
the Loys, who continued to laugh at him. On
arriviog at Lombard street he whipped out a re-
volver and fired at the boys in the wagon, but
seelng that bis bullet bad gone wide of its mark

The Murdered Officer.

Le started to run after the wagon, stlll holding
the revoiver In his hand. Oficer Gillen, who was
at that time on Uulon street, ran to the corner
of B'ockton strect, the wagon and pursuing
Chinaman baving in the meantime reached that
street by Montgonmery avenue, the wagon having
pas«ed Green stieet,

Gliten at a glance saw the Chinaman with the
revoiver in bis band and also percelved his mur-
derous purpose. He called to ilm to halt, upon
which the Mongol wheeled upen i1he ofticer, who
was by that time only a shoit distanee from Lim,
and fired. A small puff of dust was gseen 1o arise
from Gillen's coat, showing thiat he had been hit,
aud th- next moment Le staggered, but though
wound+d fatally managed to draw his revolver
and fiie at s mumderer, after which he stag-
gered

irew up his hands and feil to the

orwell saw Glllen fall
the wagon 1o capture thie murderer. A
thiong hia by this t

gre né been attracted to
the scene by the 1eporis of the pistols, but noone
attempted {o bold the Chinaman, who still Kept
foliowing the wagon. When Corwell, who had

efl tlie wagon, reached the intersection of Va-
llejo and Stoekton sireeis the Chluaman saw him

and once more 1! of his pis bioke
1 Lie ears of Lthe heorror-stricken crowd. A
moment had passed ter the repoit when Cor-

well staggered aud fell
“I am shot.”
The murderous Chinaman continuea to run
Stockion streer, when Edward Carosio
Antonlo Bacelgalt siailed after him.
When they were al in the Chinaman
tuir t a4 sure shot at *m and ralsed

1o the pavement, saylng,

his n 1S revolver for the fourth time, but
Caros1o was 100 quick for bim. Uslng his over-
coat as a weapon he threw it over the China-
man's heaa and at ti.e same time knocked lils
pistol  arw upward aud -backward over the
shoulder.

How unear he was to death he perhaps now

knows, for as he knocked the Chipamau’s arm
over the shoulder 1he revolver was discha:ged
and apother man, G. Barb nis, a restaurant-
keeper at 1318 Stockton street, who was ap-
proaching at the !ime was struck by the bullet
in the left leg midway between the bip aud

knee. Caroglo and Bacelgalupi bad in the mean-
thme throwp the Chinawan to the ground aud
held him until the arrival of Officers Alden and
Wren who had been attracted by the police
whistles,

The ciowd then clesed in and Its anger was
shown by imprecations hurled at the head of the
murderous Mongollan. These were soon fol-
lowed by murmurs atthe idea of his escaplug
avd In a moment half a bundred volces were
crylog: “Lypeh him; lynch him. Kill bim;
stiing blm up.” The officers, however, con-
tinued to force the prisoner along, but not fast
enocugh to save nis hLide, for some one, who It
was could not be ascertained, pushed his way
through the crowd and deait the prisoner a ter-
1ific blow over the head, cutting a nasty gash in
his sealp, from which the blood stieamed down
over his face.

Iu thie meantime an exypress-wagon had bren
secuicd 110 which was placed the dylug oflicer,
and it was siowly diiven to the Reeceiving Hos-
pitul.  Gil'en was placed upon the operating-
table and the ¢c'othing was removed from the up-
per portion of his body. It was then s-en that
the latal bullet had struck him almost inthe cen-

ter of the breast. Everything was done to alle-
viale paln, but the wound was not probed, as it
was perceived that he was almost dead. Five
minutes iiid scarcely elapsed ere hie gave a final
gasp and explred.

As his boay was belng removed to a cot in the
hospital ward the patrol arrlv-d, and Corwell
was brought into the hospital. When his clothes
were removed a bullet hole was discovered in
his che~t just tothe lefi of the meaian line, and
Almost on a line with the hesrt. His wound was
pressed, and be was removed 1o a cot In the ward
of the hosplial, where he was placea under the
tnfluence of oplate to ease his pain, as It was
thought that Lis wound would in short time ter-
miuate fatally.

My name Is Chew Sin Cheong; occupation
cook ; formerly employed in Sacramento; came
to san Francisco uo quite a month ugo, since
which time I have been unemployed, as 1 bhave
been sick. I was walklng along uear the beach
or enirance 10 the barbor when five or six people

This aroused a sus-
piclon that Cheong was dolug a little game of
shamming, more especially so when h» did not
remember the number of pistols he had, nor the
name of the man for whomn he wo ked {n Sacra-
mento; but when the detective remarked about
bis ouly having $100, he replied as quick as a

When the reporters returncd to the Recelving
Hospital It was learned that Cheong’s third vie-
tim, G. Barveris, had been brought in to have
bls wound dressed. An examination showed
that the bullet had passed entirely through the
lec mldway between knee and hip, and although
qulte paluful was not at all serious.

my store with a friend, Captain Quilliel of the
Bersaglierl Guard, and we were crossing the
street, I sawa crowd and heard some shots.
The crowd came toward me. 1 heard another
shol and felt it hit me. The Chinaman, I thlok,
was about twenty or thirty feet from me when
he fired.”

Wulle Barberis was making his statement a
sad scene was being enacted in the ward of the
hospital. The news of Lis death had been con-
veyed to the aged mother of Oflicer Glilen, and
she had arrived at the bospltal accompanied by
hertwo sons, Frank and Peter. Leaning upon
the arms of irr sons, she slowly muade her way
toward the cot which coutainea the stiffening
body of the son she had seen only a few hours
befoie in the most perfect state of health and
physical activity. The crowd which is always
present at such scenes recognized her as she an-
proached and quietly drew back until ths body
was only hidden from her view by a scievn.

There the mother stopped for a woment as 1t
dreading the terrible ordeal vefore her. The
two sous quletly urged her beyond the screen.
When she saw the form upon the couch she
sobbed, “Oh, my son! My son!” 7Then her forti-
tude gave way entirely bencarh the biow which
bad been Inflicted upon her and she =1l on Ler
son. Kissing his tips which could return no re-
spouse. “Oh, my 'boy! My boy! You werea
gouod boy, and one who loved nhis mother!” she
moaned, and her sobs were piteous to hear. Her
grief overmasteired h-r to such on extent that
she falnied, and was carried from the hospit.l to
the carriage.

A' the urgent request of the brothers an
autopsy was beld in oider that they might ce-
move th= body to his late home, 624 Filbert
stieet. The autopsy developed the fact that the
buliet bad ranged to the lelt side of the body and
bad reach d the heart,

Lates on in the afternoon some of the relatives
of Joseph Corwell were f{uformed of his con-
dition and came to his bedside at the hospital,
Toe shock 1o them was not 8o great as he was
still breathing, although be was not conscious of
their preseuce, as he was under the lnfluence of
oplates,

The shooting was one of the most cold-bhlonded
which hias occurred for some time, and the num-
ber of wiinesses 1o itislegion. Chlef Crowley
took the staiement of scveral, and they are glven
beiow.

As be passed Broaaway a young
man ran up behind him with an overcoat and
atruck the arm wiih the pisiol In it. The pistol
was discharged aud the ball went through the
coat. Wheu the ofticers were taking the China-
man (o the City Prison, a man Idon’t know ran
up bekind and struck the Chilnaman on the head
with a cane,”

John Lewis Smith, dilving the grain-wagon
for George E. Koight, a miliman, near the
Olymple grounds, satd: **About 12:30 o’cloex 1
ot a load of gralu at the San Fraucisco Stock
ﬁle\\m}'. on the corner of Powell and Franelsco
sireel. Started up Powell sireet toward Green-
wich. On the wagoun were Joe Corwell and a
young man named Fiun, Willilam McGreevy and
& siranger, name unknown, making five oo the
wagon. The young man, name unknown, when
pear the corner of Lombard and Powell streets
thiew a handful of grain ata Culnaman who
stood at the corners The wagon was moviug up
Powell street all the time, The Chinaman put
his band behind ae if to draw a plstol; the young
mauw said, ‘You have gotuothing there,you sun of
acun!’” They drove oun and had turned Into
Montgomery street and were between Mont-
geme:y and Green when the Chinaman, wbo had
b en followlng up the wagon, fired R shot at the
boys in the wagon, Atihe time the Chinaman
had the pistol out. Oflicer Gillen thenan alter
the Chimaman acd hallooed to hun to halt.
The Chinamian turned around, cocked his re-
voiver aud fired at Glilen, Trhe Chinaman
turned Into Stockiton sfreet, rununing south, All
umped off the wagon. Corwell ian after the
Jinatan and was shot on Stockton street.”

Willtam McGreevy, 1311 Fllbert street, sald:
“1 saw Glllen 1un after the Chinaman and call
to him to Lalt. The Chinaman turned around,
cocked Dhis revolver aud fired at Glilen, Gillen
then Bred at the Chinamaun, took a few steps and
then fell on the cobble stones. The Chinaman
turned Into Stockton street and Joe Courwell ran
after him,”

John Henry Glllen, the murdered officer, was
383 years of age .nd a natlve of California. He
resiaed with his mother at €24 Filbert street,
and has a brother upon the volice force who is a
sergeant. He was unmarried and had recelved
bhis appolotiment as a special almost one year
ago, being statloned in the south-rn portion of
the Barbary Coast distriet. He had alveady
made for himsell the repulation of being a con-
sclentious, falthful and trustworihy officer.

Joseph Corwell Is a milkiauy, residing also
upon Fiibert street, beliween Polk and Larkin,
and Is about 32 yvears of age. He Is known to be
an honest and iodustrions man, having com-
menced at the boltiom and risen to the own ‘r-
ship ol a good milk route by hard work and fair
deallng.

Gilien (<1l between
Uunion and Green stieets, on Siockion; Corwell
fell at the corner of Vallejo and Stockton, a
block and a ha'l away, and Barberis was near
the corner of Broadway and Stock'on when hit,
a position 'n which a buliet could easily have
reachied him from the position of Cheong when
svized by Corosio and Baceig lupl.

During the eveulng the police secured the
statements of a number of other wiinesses to Lthe
shooting of Ofiicer Gillen, among them being
Maurice R. Donahue, Geoige MeGuarrie, John
B. Gassman, James Hester, Miss Tilie Geils
ana Wiltlam McCullongh, who was with G'lien
when the latler started to arrest the Chinaman.
The statements were all of a stimilar characier
as regards the chicl details of the tragedy. The
most important was that of Lientenant Daniel
Delebaniy, command'ng the United States Sur-
vey steamer Hassler, who stated: “At about
12:45 o’clock in the alieimoon I wa- crossing
Washington square, and directly ahead of me,
on the southwest corner of Unlon street and
Montgomery av nue, I saw « Chinaman diaw a
revolver and fire a shot, a< I thought, at an ex-
press-wagon, whieh bad just turned tuto Mont-
gomery avenue fiom Uulon street. He then ran
AC108s Lo streel 10 the easl side of Monlgome:y
avenve, with the evicent inteution of firing at A
boy who was on the opvosite side of this large
wagon. The boy then rtan around the horse's
bead, and agaln was on the oproslie side from
unodchmamhu. the boy appareutly mueh fiight-
ened.

“The team contlnued along Montgomery ave-
nue, separating the boy from the Chinaman, who
continued along the eastside of Mentgomery
avenue, tlourishing his revoiver. He had pro-
ceeded neaily to the corner of Green, when my
attention was called by somebody blowing &
whistle. 1 turned and saw a thick set man run-
ping rapldly for the Chinaman, When he was
about firteen feel away from the Chinaman the
latter tuined quickly and brought down his
weapon in a cool and deliberate manuer, and an
Instant later I saw the flash in the sunlight of
bis pursuer’s revolver, and at the same instant
the Chinaman fired one stot, which was quickly
followed by two shols from the revolyer of his
pursuer. ;e

** Immediately after the second shot the Chinae
man fled up Stockton street. Ithen saw Gillen
throw bhis bhand up to his breast, stagger and
plich headlong into the street. Directly after
the shots were fired I saw a man picked up and
carrled toward a drug-store on the corner of
Green street and Montgom ry avenue, and 1 con-
cluded that he must have been wounded by one
of the shots from Gilien's revolver, as his shots
were directed southeriy and the Chinaman’s 1o
the opposite direction,”

WHILE WITH
THE CHARGERS,

Privae James Lamb's Story of Experi-
ences at Balaklava,

Getting Away From the Field—Heroie Con-
duct of Privates Toward Wounded Officers.
Robbing the Dead for Water.

Well as the story of the charge of the
Light Brigade is known, bits of the history
of that memorable battle are never brought
to lizht without exciting interest. To-day
is the anniversary of the battle and follow-
ing is a description, written by Private
James Lamb, of the famous charge as he
saw it, says the New York Herald of Octo-
ber 25th. The writer just missed winning
the Victoria Cross on that eventful day:

On October 25, 1854, I was a trooper in the
Thirteenth Light Dragoons (now the Thir-
teenth Hussars), and wasin the foremost
squadron that led the attack on the Russian
guns on that never to be forgotten morning.
I was riding close to Cavtain Nolan when he
was mortally wounded by one of the first
shots from the enemy’s guns. The gallant
Captain stuck to his saddle, and his horse
gnlloped shoulder to shoulder with us down
the valley. The next discharge from the
Russian eannon tore wide gaps through our
ranks, and many a trooper fell to rise no
more. Owing to the dense smoke from the
encmy’s guns [ iost sight of Captain Nolan,
and did not afterward see him alive.

We still kept on down the valley at a
gallop, and a cross fire from a Russian bat-
tery on our right opened a deadly. fusillade
upon us with canister and grape, causing
great havoc among our horses and men and
mowing them down in heaps.

I myself was struck down and rendered
insensible. When I recovered conscious-
ness the smoke was so thick that I was not
able to see where wasg, nor had I the
faintest idea what had become of the brigade.
When at last I made out iy position I

found I was among numbers of dead and
The scens I shall

wounded comrades,

never forget. Scores of troopers and their
horses were lying dead and dying all around
me, and many men severely wounded and
unable to extiricate themselves from their
dead horses. Luckily for me my horse was
shot through the head, and falling forward
pitched me clear. My own wound was not
a very severe one, and I soon recoverel suf-
ficiently to endeavor to return to the Brit-
ish lines,

Just as I made a stirt I looked around
and spled two companies of Russian rifles
doubtling out from the right rear of the po-
sition where their guns were st: tioned, and
as thay dropped on one knee to fire a volley
up the valley I lay down close to my dead
horse, having its body between me and the
firers. I was not & moment t)soon, as I
had scarcely sheltered myself before the
butlets came whistling around me and
literally riddled the dead Lody of my Liorse
and its saddle,

After the volley T ventured to look over
my dead horse, thinking to see the enemy
reloading to fire again, but to my surprise
I saw them mustering together quickly and
running to the rear of their guns,

On turning around I saw & body of horse-
men charging down the valley on my right
front and thought they were a body of Cos-
sacks coming down to cut off our retreat;
but I quickly discovered that 1 was mis-
taken and that ths horsemen were two
squadrons of French dragoons charging
down to silence a masked Russian battery
that was firing on our left flank, whose
guns were covered by a regiment of Polish
lancers. This battery gave the gallant
Frenchmen a warm reception by means of
canister and grape, by which & number of
saddles were emptied. But riding swiltly
on despite thair losses, they charged right
up into and cut their way through the
Polish regiment, and wheeling around to
their right flank rode off and made good
their retreat,

In the melee I saw a chance of capturing

on fcot.

During the short time in which the French
dragoons aud I’glish lzmqo{s were fighting,
I managed to gat some distance up the val-
ley toward our lines, and when near No. 3
redoubt saw two men supporting a
wounded officer of the Seventeenth Lan-
cers. One of the men was a trooper belong-
ing to my own regiment and the other was
ohe of the Seveuteenth Lancers.

The officer was faint and exhansted from
loss of blood and was asking feebly for
water. Neither of the men who were help-
ing him had their water bottles with them,
and mine had been shot through in the eross
fire when the Russians first opened upon us at
thecommencementof our deadly ride. Isaw
no chanece of getting water other than by
searching among the dead bodies on the
batt®-field. I accordingly retraced my
steps and was soon fortunate enough to find
a caiabash half full of water strapped to a
dead trooper’s saddle. I snatched up this

calabash, and, as I made my way back,
pulled out the stopper and had agood drink,

&s 1 was frightfully parched myself. I had
to get along as sharply as 1 cou!d, for the
enemy were again on the move, but I suc-
ceeded in reaching the wounded officer withe
out any mishap and gave him the water,
which he gratefully acknowledged, aund,
turning to us, said:

*‘Men, leave me nere and seek your own
safety,

But we would not leave him and the
other two troopers carried him off the field
while I limped along by bhis side, ready to
render any assistance I could, should the
necessity arise,

As we were moving painfully along I saw
8 trooper of another regiment, who had
been severely wounded, and another en-
deavoring to get him off the field; but
they were getting along very slowly. I
went to their assistance, leaving the two
men with the wounded oflicer, whom they
eventually succeeded in carrying safely
from under fire. I afterward heard that
this officer died the next morning, after hav-
Ing ore of his legs amputated. My ecom-
rade and myself mavaged to get the
wounded treoper safely into our lines,

1 then went in search of my regiment, and

1,
”

at last found what was left of it—only about
one-half remained. We wentinto action that
| morning 112 strong and came out with only
| 61. Of horses we lost 84, and had besides
several wounded, some of which eventu-
ally recovered, while others had to be de-
stroyed.

As a matter of fact, ont of 112 horses of
my regiment which took part in the eharge,
unly one, named Butcher (so called from the
numwber and severity of its wounds), was
brougirt back to England.

This horse was presented to her Majesty
the Queen when the Thirteenth Hussars
embarked for India in 1874, and was kept at
Hampton Court until its death, about ten
years ago.

Our regimental doctors had their hands
full that day. They were very busy taking
off a leg or an arm here, extracting bullets
there, and dressing the wounds, more or less
severe, of others, The roll of my regiment
bhad been called before I reached it, and I
found I was reported “killed” or *“‘“taken
prisoner,” but 1 fortunately was neither,
and am alive at the present moment, with
the glory of being one of the survivors of
“The Charge of the Six Hundred.”

I must not forget to mention that the two
men who gallantly succored the wounded
officer and carried Ilrim safely off the field
were shortly after lauding in England
awarded the Victoria Cross as a reward for
their bravery aud humanity. Such is the
fortune of war. I myself just missed obtain-
g it.
