Assistant District Attorney Wit-
ters Life in Peril.

rut of Attorney F. E. Etranahan Is Also

Jeopardized— Chinese "Hatchet Ken" in

the Straw-Bond Prosecution.
•

Chinatown Is breathing threats, and even
the highbinder "liatchet men" are said to
bare been hired to do murder on a scale
tout has never been attempted in the his-
tory of the Chinese colonization in America.
The object of tneir threats is none otner
than t!'e Federal authorities and lawyers |
practicing in Chineau cases iv the Federal
courts.

The principal persons whose existence
has been threatened by this motley horde
of foreigners are Assistant District Attor-
ney Witter Bud Attorney F. E. Stranahan. |
These gentlemen have been threatened in

various ways, an 1 Mr. Witter lias even re-
ceived a communication by mail to the effect
that if he does not let up in his crusade I
\u25a0gainst certain Chinese he would be shot

down on sight.
When approached on the subject yester-

day, Mr. Witter said: "1 don't want this |
matter published. I have received several J
of these threats but those Chinese are cow-
ardly dugs. They wont mtaek me unless 1 |
go into Chinatown, ;iua not thenuuless they i
catch me in a dark place or at a disadvan- |
tage. So all I have to do is t > keep out of |
Chinatown all I can. and keep on the prin-
cipal thoroughfares when 1 do co.

"Yes, I have been threatened several
times, once by mail; but if the Chinese
think that is going ta make me let up in
cases that should have been brought to their
ends years ago, they lire badly mistaken.
1 am in charge of t!ie Chines* prosecution
a:id I'll prosecute tlietn out of the country,
If they are here illegally, or out of their
money if they own me Government any-
thing on bond?. I am not afraid of the
cowards, though tliry would not hesitate to
assassinate mr or any one else, if it would
bring the cood old days of straw builds
back to them."

HE ALSO WAS THREATENED.
"Yes, 1 have bee threatened too," ad-

mined Attorney Stranahan. "Itis all he-
cause of this prosecution on the straw bonds.
l:i certain cases I acted at the attorney.
The bonds were properly signed ami the
bondsmen sworn. Afterward the princi-
pals defaulted and the Government brought
suit on the bonds to recover the amount of
the bonds and the costs of the suit. Don't
think that all the defaulting case* were
mine. There were fifty cases distributed
among luvera] attorneys. ,Now the Cliinese
don't want me to be v witness against them
In the suits to recover.

"They have threatened me variously, al-
though they have not gone so far as to Hit
their threats in writing. They have often
asked me to'shield'them. I have, always
refused because 1 knew that that meant
thai 1 should resort to some crooked work.
Then they Would threaten me witn the loss ,

of the Chinese business, which, by the way,
Ido not want if I have to bo suborned or
act scaly iv my practice.

'"They have also threatened something
after this manner, always through some
friend sent purposely: 'It you don't stop
these proceedings somehow, they will do
vi>uup some trullt. You bet er look out.'
1 do look out, and whilo Ido not fear ins
loss of tlieir business, 1 do nut court Special
Officer Gillen's fate. Hotter not say any-
thing about this ye: in the paper, as it may
crystallize their forces. As it is we. don't
know leai'y how serious they are, but we
do know how serious they might become."

ONE RESULT OF THE CRUSADE.
Such is the position the Chinese bonds-

men are at last driven to effect their nefari-
ous schemes to land illegally, on every pre-
text lrom local nativity to previous resi-
dence, their mottled countrymen. It is but
the outward manifestation of the crusade
which th* attaches of District Attorney
Garter's office have been prosecuting for
months. Since Witter took etiargo of the
Chine*-- eases there have been more re-
mands executed than during all the years
the Chinese farce has been going on in the
courts. It is a war to the knife, and the
last stab at Chinatown's vitality is the issu-
ance of attachments on its stores.

A few days since Chin Sue Doon was pro-
ceeded against on an attachment levied on
lii» store at 710 Commercial street, and an
order of sale to cover the amount of bond
and $200 In costs was made in the United
States District Court by Judge Morrow.
The total amount is SITuO, which has not
yet been recovered owing to the Hesitancy
of United States Marshal Long in matting
the sale However, the Government is
confident of success in collecting on the
bond.

CASES OX HEARING.
Chin Sue 1' on went as security on the

bond of long Ling i'eong, who defaulted
when his case was railed for trial and he
was ordered remanded, an order that has
not been carried out owing to his disap-
pearance. His bondsmen were then held
liable. Doou now claims that he sold out
in January, and has been working at 535 a
month as clerk since. However, as late as
August he testined before Commissioner
liuughton that he was a member of the firm
at that number. There are over 100 bonds
in all to be recovered on, and Chin Sue
Doon's case is the first iv which judgment
Has been rendered.

Yesterday the case of I.c All Sing's bond
came up before Judge Morrow. The bonds-
man levied upon is Chin Goon Gee of 803
Washington street. The proceedings lasted
all day and will be continued Ibis morning
for hearing of further evidence In rebuttal.
Attorney Van Duzer, who has acted as at-
torney for several defaulting Chinese, ap-
peared for the defense, While for the prose-
cution appeared the determined, though

threatened. Assistant District Attorney
Witter. Attorney Strauabau was also in
court.

McKINLEY'S BILL.
One of the Results of the Recent

Tariff Act.

The annual report of ths Directors of the
Northern Pacific Kailioad, which has just
been made public, calls attention to the
great growth of the Northwest, and says
particularly :

There are several extensive irrigation
enterprises under way in Montana, the
most important being that of the West
Gallatiu Irrigation Company, which has
constructed during the last year a large
main canal over twenty miles in length,
and an extensive system of laterals, inch
will supply water to a large tract of farm-
ing lands lying between the Gallatln and
Madison rivers. The Irrigation company
has contracted to purchase nbout .''.0.000
Rcres of railroad lands, which will lie. under
these canals, and when the extensions now
under way are completed water will be
furnished to over 00,000 neres which have
heretofore been arid grazing lands. The
purpose of the projectors of this enterprise
Is to open, as fast as possible, extensive
farms for the, cultivation of barley,
which will be converted into malt,
«nd _ shipped by rail for use in
the East. The improvements already made
are extensive. A large force of men are
woiking on the farms; several thousand
acres nre already in crop, and a steam plow

has for some weeks been in successful
operation breaking the prairie sod at the
rate of twenty-live acres per day. A grain
elevator and a large malting plant are now
being built at Manhattan, the business
center of the.-xi farming operations. This
enterprise is a very important one to Mon-
tana, and it gives promise of adding lamely
to the i.n-:n\u25a0--»-. of the railroad.

It is an interesting fact to note that the
c-'shli'-liinfliit in Montana of this new in-
dustry, in wliich several hundred thousand
dollars has already been Invested by the
leaUin^ miltstrrs and brewers of tlin At-
lantic seabu.nl. is an immediate and direct
result of tlio recent tariff legislation of Cou-
giess, which placed a heavy duty on the to"
rotation of ' nia.lian barley.

BRUNER'S WRIT.
Another Postponement for the

Assenib!yiuan.

All the Justices of the Supreme Court,
except McFarlaud, were present in bank
yesterday morning. After a eulogy on the
late Judne llogo, rend by ex-Justice K. W.
McKiust.-y, tlie writ of prohibition obtained
by Elwood Bruner was argued by counsel.

Ex-Judge Khodes, who appeared for
Judge Wallace, interposed a demurrer to
Brunei's petition, upon statutory grounds
and asked the opposing attorneys to stipu-
late fur llie admittance of all the record re-
lating to Judge Wallace's impanelmeut of
the Grand Jury, so that the whole case
should be brought to the consideration of
llie Sin renie Court.

J. C. Campbell, attorney for Bruner, in-
sisted that stipulation should he written
out, and preferred that a return be made.

Attorney-General W. 11. 11. Hart and
District Attorney W. S. Barnes, represent-
ing the people, after consultation with
Judno Kiiode.s, agreed that a return to the
writ (otild not be prepared earlier than
Thursday.

Chief Justice Beatty staled that its con-
sideraliou on Thursday would interfere
with the plans of the Justices, who had ar-
ranged to leave on .Sunday night for Sacra-
mento, and it was filially arranged that the
counsel should appear ou Mouduy morninK
in Sacramento ana there and then proceed
with the matter involved.

AN EFFECT OF DRUGS.
They Cause Dissension in an

Italian Society.

Drugs and medicines have caused a dis-
sension among tlie members of tbo Italian
Mutual Benevolent Society during the past
few months. The broach has gradually
widened, until now it is a yawning chasm
in tlie minds of some ol the members.

The troulile began nt the July meeting,
when L. Demartiui charged that oue of tho
four druugists of the society was accus-
tomed to exact exorbitant prices for tlie
prescriptions filledat his store for members.

Then auotlier complained t!:at a female
member who suffered from a chronic com-
plaint was in the habit of procuring medi-
cine for bersulf iv large Quantities and then
dividing tho supply with other women who
were not members, but who also felt under
the weather occasionally.

No names were mentioned at the meeting,
but the* President appointed a committee,
comprising L. Demartlni, 1). Ginnocchio
and 11. Zueliyri, to investigate the matter
complained ol aud report to the Board of
Managers.

On each prescription written by the soci-
ety's physicians, Drs. Joseph Peseta and V.
v accari. urn the names of the four drtiß-
tfists, Guisi'ppe Calenari9. A. Zabaldano,
I'ietro C. Kossi and D. P. Rossi, the sick
member procuring the medicine ordered ai
which ever drue-store he prefers.

There are 1000 members of the ?ociety,
and the total monthly drug bill averages
S-70. Of this, it is claimed by some, SHveu-
tentlis is paid to Calegaris, and the balance

nbout equally divided among the others.
Tho committee investigated Brat the bills of
D. P. Kossi. They were written in what is
currently called " lion Latin," and the com-
mittee, after struggling helplessly, sum-
moned Dr. Pescia as interpreter. The
physician explained the abbreviations and
symbols, but when asked regarding certain
urices, he declined to express an opinion,
contenting himself with the general re-
mark that it was his belief that none of the
four druggists would charge more than was
just.

The committee then visited the store of
D. P. Kossi. and demanded an explanation
of an alleged irregularity. Thednigglstex-
plained it satisfactorily, as lie supposed, but
shortly afterward he «as summoned tc ap-
pear before the Board of Managers. He
did not attend the meeting, a:id wa3 conse-
quently suspended for contempt.

I'ietro C. Kossi was next called to a board
meeting, which lie attended, aud there
stated that lie charged for patent medicines
the standard prices and for general pre-
scriptions what he considered just and
equitable. This reply was deemed satisfac-
tory, and Mr. Kossi withdrew.

The friends of the brothers Kossi are now
inquiring why Caleparis' rates were not
looked Into, lie having the bulk of the
patronage. They also challenge the com-
mittee to compare the prices of each drug-
gist for the same medicine, "which, they
claim, will prove a boomerang for the fac-
tion which procured the investigation.

By this they mean L. Demartlni, Dr.
Pescift and G. Calegaris. They explain the
statement by adding that Dr. Pescla sends
his personal patients to Calegaris, and that
he uses his inlluenco to send tho society's
prescriptions In the same direction. Tbev
Btate, too, that Deniartini is a chronic
kicker, and that he has been made the tool
of Dr. Pescia and Calegaris to demand an
investigation and ultimately have Calegaris
mimed as the sole diuggist.

Just hnw this is lo be done does not ap-
pear, and it Is iudiguautly denied by all the
parties alleged to be concerned iv it. Dr.
Pescia iv particular pronouncing the state-
ment to be without a tissue of trutii.

In tlie meantime, the investigation seems
to have resulted in nothing but a feeling of
bitterness and unlove. No evidence has
yet been adduced to substantiate thecliargo
übnut tlie woman who gave the society's
mcdi me to her neighbors. Tlie members
ot the committee say that they are now en-
gaged in examining the prescription! of
Calegaris and Zabaldano.
