With the indictment, which has just been
found by the piesent Grand Jury, against
Christopher A. Buckley and Sam Kainey
there is every reason to believe closes the
political carcers of two of the most unique
fizures in the politics of the city of San
Francisco.

Both have been prominently identified
with some of the most disgraceful chapters
of municipal corruption, and for a number
of years their names have stood as syno-
nyms for all that was vile in polities.

Of the two the morea prowminent character
is Buckley, the **blind boss,”” who is known
from New York to San Francisco as the
*“bhind white devil,” an appellation which
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hie had two extremes, one of scalding steam
and the other the cold water from mountain
SDOw.

Despite the strenuons effortsof the wreck-
lm, crew, who later arrived on the scene,
it was 2 o’clock of the next day before the
tortured man could be released. He was
then taken to Seattle and carried to the
Providence Hcspital, where it was found
that his.face and head were badly burned
from the steam. The flesh was almost black.

Major was unconscious much of the time
while he was being tortured. Death would
Lave been preferable to him.

Major is about 45 years of age. He has
been in the employ of the Columbia and Tu-
get Sound Railroad for about two years. He
is regarded as one of the best engineers on
the road.

One of the most terrible experiences that
ever falis to the lot of man must have been
that of Engineer Thomas Mauajor of the
Columbia and Puget Sound Railway last
Friday. An irregular coal train of twenty-
five cars was derailed by the engine run-
ning over a ¢aow. The engine was demol-
ished and the engineer, Major, had a
miraculous escape from instant death, and
may yet not recover from his injuries.

locomotive for thirteen long hours. Idis
body during this time was buried in water
with ouly bis head above the surlace. For

water. There were but four men present to
render assistance. They were Counductor
Dave McKinney, Fireman Scott Furbes aud
two brakemen.

They socn discovered that Major’s feet
were over the quadron and beneath the
boiler brace. The reverss lever was on top
of his legs, which in some manner got
crossed. lnt engine was lying on the right
side and a little bit tipped over from the top.
In this position Major had to sit, and, de-

spite the efforts of his friends, let‘the steam
from the pipes and smoke from the furnace
escape in his face. The steam had to come
through a hole only five-eigiiths of an inch
large and known as the water glass gauge.
For just an hour and a quarter Major was
tortured in this way. It took that long for
the steam to escape. He would have been
literally roasted had it not been for the fact
that bis body 1o his shoulders was beneath
water. Watef was thrown on his face con-
tinually during the time the steam was es-
caving, or else hé could not have survived.

In the ineantime there was another diffi-
cuity arising. ‘The engine and cars had
practically dammed up the slough and
caused the water to rise, It was fast rising
about Major’s shoulders.

MORAL EPIDEMICS.

Some Precedents for Recent
Murders and Suicides.

It Is S8an Francisco's Turn Just Now—Opara-
tion of the Periodic Law—Curi-
ous Statistics.

At a time when every day seems to call in
a natural way for a fresh victim of murder
or self-murder at the Morgue, jt becomes an
interesting matter to note that this eriminal
epidemic is by no means without precede nt.

It seems indeed to ve a fair case on which
to base the application of what statisticians
of an advanced grade have learned to call
“The periodic law.” ‘Thus far the study of
this law is in its infaney, but someé remark-
able verifications have already been ob-
tained.

For example, notable historical events are
found to have occurred at fiva consacutive
periods in 2360 years, the periods called for

He conld notread or write, knew
nothing -»f the institutions of the cuunlr\
and the only reason he desirad to become a
citizen was that he could vote and take up
land.

Dr. Clarke of the San Jose Chamber of
Commerce has mg.;om- d a scheme to utilize
the waters of Coyote Creek for the elec-

trical motor force at San Jose. He esti-
mates the generation u( a force of saveral
thousand horse-power at a point some

twenty-five miles distant from the city and
the cost of transportation at $759,000. The
chamber has appointed a committes to de-
vise methods toward its realization.

A large body of silver ore has been dis-
covered near Almaden, Santa Clara County.
Specimens of ore which assay $14 65 in sil-
ver, with traces of gold, lead and arsenie,
were Dbrought to town by Charles
Schaeffer of San Jose, who has located
mine on Llagas Creek, near New Al-
maden. A body of ore twenty feet
thick is in sight. If it pans out as the assay
Indicates the mine will be worth an enor-
mous sum, and Santa Clara will enjoy a big
mining lmum

Removal of a Landmark of the
Potrero.

Escape From Death of a Stevedore—Lowering
the Grade on Kentucky Street—Inade-
quate Supply of Water.

One of the landmarks in the Potrero has
been destroyed. It was the bailding which
for nine years had been used for the
Catholic chureh. Nine years ago Father
Kimmey took - charze of the Putrero
parish and for the want of a more suitable
building secured an old structure, which
in days gone by had served for a matiress
factory. As time passed Father Kimmey’s
work began to show good results, his con-
gregation inereased in numbers and
strength. He never for a moment ceased
from his arduous labors, however, and a
short time since comumenced to set on foot
& movement to secure a church for his
flock. The result of his effort is now to be
seen in a large and handsome Luilding at
the corner of Tennessee and Butte streets,
which is now rapidly approaching comple-
tion. As soon as the lower portion could
be made habitable, he moved into it and
the work of tearing down tie former edi-
fice commenced and was finished in the last
few days. The fair held a few weeks since
for the benefit of the Potrero Catholie
Church closed last week and the results are
far beyond the most sanguine expectation.
The net amount of mnoney received will ex-
ceed $4000 and the work of completing the
church will be pushed.
