Eacbamexto, Nov. 16.—The Brunercase,
InTolrlne the legality of the Sau Francisco
Grand Jury, was argued before ihe Supreme

Court in bank at 10 o'clock this moraine.
The proceeding is a writ ol prohibition,
and Is designed to prevent Judge Wallace
from impaneling a jury and trying El wood
Brsmr on the indictment found against
bin, on the ground that tho Grand Jury
has been Irregularly created. District At-
torney Barnes find Attorney-General Hart
appeared on behalf of the people, and ex-

Justice A. L. Rhodes for Judge Wallace.
J. C. Campbell appeared for the indicted As-
temblyinan. All the Justices were present,
and the room was crowded with State offi-
cials and lawyers Campbell began bis ar-
gument by reviewing the facts attending the
lmDauehiient of the Grand Jury, and he
contended that the presence of 110 names in
the Grand Jury box and the presence of
Rule 4 of the Superior Court in full force
rendered the jury, as materialized by Judge
Wallace, illegal and void.

AI'TUOMTIES CITED.

He read from the case of Levy vs. Wil-
son, decided by the Supreme Court, to sus-
tain the view that if the Grand Jury had
been Illegally and unconstitutionally
created the indictment presented by it was
a nitre accusatory paper, having no force
or effect Section 226 of the Civil Code
must be read in connection with Section
4192 of the Political Code; that is to say,
an elisor cannot be called in to take the
place of the jury box until certain condi-

. lions have been complied with. He cited
that section of the Constitution which de-

clines that a Grand Jury shall be drawn
and summoned at least once a year. lie
placfd great stress on the word "drawn."
lit- claimed that it had a technical meaning.
Where the Constitution prescribes a mode
for doing a thing it must be strictly fol-
lowed, hence a jury must be "drawn," uot
summoned by un ellM>r, but dr.ivfv as that
word is used by the common law.

CONSTITUTIONAL BIGHTS.
He cited the case of McXamara in Fourth

Nevada, where it ii laid down as a princi-
ple that every person accused of crime has
a constitutional right to have an indictment
lound by a legal Grand Jury; and where a
Judge departs from the strict letter of the
law he must have indisputable right to do
so. He challenged the attorneys on the. other side to produce a case from any court
in the land where the Sheriff or the legally
constituted officer to draw a Grand Jury is
set aside, that the jury his not been de-
clnred Illegal. He declared that Section

4180 of the Political Code, l'-.J and 227 of:
the Code of CivilProcedure and 410.! of the
Political Ci de must be read together. Ifso,
trine could be no question that before an
eti-or can be cai>d in the Sheriff and Cor-
oner must be disQualitied. If the Court
were asked the definition of the word
"flisor." it would answer, "A person to
serve process In the event of the disqualifi-
cation of the Sheriff." There was no ques-
tion that the word is used Id Its legal sense.

QUESTION OF JURISDICTION.
Jutticu MiKarland asked: "Dues It ap-

pear from Hie record that time was no rea-
•on for appointing an elisor?"

"Yes. Mr," sail Campbell, "the record
admits that the Court appointed an elisor
to summon this. Grand Jury without offer-
ing any reason for setting aside the Sheriff
ami Coroner." Campbell next cited the
definition of the word "eli3 r" in over a
duzeii !a-.v dictionaries and text-bonks. He
declared that this technical meaning must
De npulirU to the word as used in the code.

The action ot J:id K'e Wallace in departing
from the letter of the law to seure the
summoning of grand jarors of his own se-
lection was Caiupb.-U said, worthy of the
Czar of Ku-sia, and would main an ordi-
nary potentate blush. The other points- made by him were ll.at the indictments
against Bruner, especially the one for per-
jury, were founded on his testimony; that
Hie 'jrand Jury was illegally impaneled
under Rule 4 of the Superior Court of San
Francisco, and that the alleged crime of
which Bruner is accused was committed in
Sacramento and without the jurisdiction of
Judge Wallace.

JUDGE RHODES' ABGUMEHT.
Juilee Rhodes followed. He claimed

that the proceedings upon the Impanelment
of the, Grand Jury were regular, and that
Judge Wallace had jurisdiction. This
r.nswered all th« objections ursed by the
petitioner. Having acquired jurisdiction,
it follows that any irregularities do not af-
fect the validity of the Grand Jury. Rule 4
at the Superior Court has no force in law.
If the court makes a rule in violation oflaw,
so much the worse for it. As for the md-
i tment of limner on his own ontb, there
In no evidence that such is the fact.
What' evidence he give stands on the. same footing as other evidence. He cited a
number of decisions to substantiate the rule
on questions of jurisdiction. The record is
the exclusive evidence. In this case the
record shows that the requisite number ofnames were drawn from the jury-box, thus
giving the court jurisdiction.

xo one's liberty threatened.
It la no answer to the fact that the law

gives ike Court discretion to appoint an
elisor to Bay that Itmay bo abused. All
discretion may be abused. No one's liberty
is threatened. Even thouzli a man may be
indicted he cannot be indicted without evi-
dence, nor can tie. be convictrd without a
fair and impartial trial. The presumption
Is that the discretion of the Court will not
be abusrd. 'i'hn Political Code has no ap-
plication to this case, Section 411-2 relates
only to actions »nd proceeding*. The ire.
panelment of a Grand Jury Is uot an action
or proceeding. AH the dehuitious from law
dictionaries read by Campbell apply to the
word " elisor," when used in its relation to
an action or proceeding. Neither the Sheriff
nor the Coroner could be parties to auy ac-
tion by a Grand Jury.
tAt noon the court took a recess until 2o'clock.

MERELY ERRORS.
After recess Judge Rhodes resumed his

argument. He read \u25a0 rep made by Jus-
tice Field, John W. Dwindle and Jackson
Temple, who were appointed to revise the
codes in 1873, In which they recommended a
section authorizing the court to order Its
bailiff to summon jurors where its pro-
ceedings were impeded for any reason, lie
submitted that the judgment of these men
was equal to any half dozen decisions. lie
argued at length upon th« question of juris-
diction. There was no doubt that if a court
\u25a0cQuin-d jurisdiction ol a subject it has
jurisdiction to commit error. In Impaneling
this Grand Jury Judge Wallace necessarily
got jurisdiction to the subject. It then
made no difference what errors were com-
mitted ; they could not render the proceed-
ings void. The errors might be ground for
setting aside the indictments on appeal after
Judgment, but they never could be relied on
to quash the jury. Perhaps an appeal from
the judgment might not be a speedy remedy
for such an error. Of that he did not ex-
pire an opinion. The argument was di-
rected only to the point that tho Superior
Court having drawn twenty-five name-, from
the Grand Jury box, it acquired jurisdiction,
and after that all irregularities were merely
errors.

policy OF the law.
M Campbell asked how the court acquired

jurisdiction to try a defendant for a crime
by the pr??entnieiit of an Indictment by a
Grand Jury," said Rhodes. "I am not
arguing that a iiihii can be tried on an in-
dictment founded in error, but that errors
do not invalidate the jury itself. This doc-
trine is held in all the nisei. Itis so held
in the Guldenson case, the Levy case, in the
JVtr«a case, ana It is so laid down by Chan-
cellor Kent The principle in that it is the
policy of the law to uphold the acts of de
facto officers.. Ido not know, for inotince,
tiiht your Honors were legally elected ; 1 do
tidl snow that you ever took the oath of
office; but Hh a suitor in this court Icannot
questiun your acts. You are the Justices
of the Supreme Court de. facto, aud your

' decisions are valid fi>r me and every other. rltizen." Judge' Khodes referred to . the
csw« of'the, buurem* Court of 1803, when the

offices were disputed, and related how he
was ono of those who received a certificate,
and W» colleagues, Sanderson, Saw. and

others, took shcir teat* and went on with
the business of the cruvt. H« also referred
al length to the Petrea case as substantiat-
ing this doctrine.

IUIiIiTS OF A BBAXD JTJBT.
Justice McFarland—Then, according to

your argument, there is no way to question
the acts of a Grand Jury when it has once
Ik-en sworn by the Court? The Judge
might pick them up in the Btreet himself
and throw over all ihe rules of law?

"Yes, sir," said Bhndea; '•there is no
method of questioning a Grand Jury except
it is guaranteed by the statute. A delend-
aiit might as well be permitted to question
the right of the Judge to try him. The
Btatutß provide-; tlie grounds upon which a
defendant may challenge a Grand Jury,

aud no other can be allowed. Errors may
be altacked on appeal, but in no case will
they, ii found to exist. Invalidate the jury.
Having acquired jurisdiction to impanel a
body of this kind, the jury becomes de facto
and must be recogni/.eu. That Is the law us
laid down by this ami other leadiug courts
of the land. He adverted to the case
of the Fifteenth District Court, where,
its title was questiouel after years of
litigation bad been hid before it.
There the Supremo Court held tliat
even if the Judge was not legally in utlice
his judgments must be upheld. In the. case.
of Southwell, and tbe case of Welsh, ihe
Coroucr summoned the (Jrand Jury. In
both eases this was held an error, but the
action of the jury was upheld.

WHAT IS AN KI.ISOH?
Justice HcFarland —Tne qu-stion seems

to me to be, Whaiisan elisor? Tlie code
does not say a citi/.eu, but an elisor. Now,
what is an elisor?

Justice Beatty—lt spems to me tliat an
elisor is a mere chooser, ll is used iv the
generic s^usp.

Uhodes closed with a discussion of the
definition of an elisor, iv which he reached
the definition given by .Justice Beatty.

Campbell concluded the aigument by
challenging the oth'T side to show a single
adjudicated case in the United States where
a Grand Jury impaneled by a:i eiisor has
been upheld.

Garret! W. McEnerny asked to be heard
for » moment. Ho said lie had a client, un-
der indictment by this Grand Jury, and h«
wished, iv his behalf, to submit h proposi-
tion. Permission was granted, aud he went
ou to claim that Jml^e Wnllaiv never ac-
quired juiisdiction to draw this Giaud Jury,
becau.se Section 204 of the Civil Code of
Procedure, under which the names aro au-
thorized to l>e iut in the box, is unconstitu-
tional. Under tlie third subdivision of
Article IV ol fie Constitution that section
provides that no siiecial or local laws snail
be passed in rcfereuci- to drawing juries.
Section -04 provrars that in San Francisco
the Superior Judge* shall provide tin- names,
while in all other counties it shall be done
by thn Supervisors. Ht< ciiej a number of
decision* to support bis theory.

The matter was then submitted.

16.—The yearlings at the
Stockton track are fast trotting up to Bell
Bird's record of 2:2054. On Saturday
Athadon made a record of 2:21)%, and owner
and driver were, congratulated.

To-day Millard Senders drove the Sidney
yearling fillyFrou-Frou, owned by Valen-
sin, in 2:28%. making the mile without a
break. It was a great performance for a
filly weighing 050 pounds and drawing a
full-weight driver. Sanders held her down
well for a strong finish, golne to the quarter
in 0:30%, the half In 1:16)4, the three-
quarters In 1:53% and finishing gamely but
under the whip in 2:2654- S.iuders is happy,
for he has worked thn filly up to second
place and within 2% seconds of the world's
record, held by Bell Bird.

Now, Athadon is coin;; to beat his mark,
and bets are offered that before tne week is
out the yearling record will be 2:24. Atha-
don Is a level-headed youngster, and has
speed.

Bell Bird, the Palo Alto filly, is very fast,
but nervous and hard to keep at her work.
Sue acted badly to-day, and Marvin started
her three times before he took the word.
She went to the quarter in 0:37/2 after one
break, and went up again. She made four
breaks in the mill', and cot around in 2:34.
The filly will bo given more work and
started again to-morrow.

Fausta, a Sydney yearling, went a mile in
2:40, and Red Sid, another yearling by the
same sire, went In 2:50.

Palo Alto made a fine effort to beat bis
record of 2:09%, and Marvin had him down
well to the half, but be went too strong from
that out, breaking twice and losing thu rec-
ord, lie went to the first quarter in
32 1-5, to the half in 1:04, the three-quar-
ters in 1:37%, with one bre.ik, and
on finishing the quartar made another bad
break. Marvin takes tho middle i>( the
track with Palo Alto, as he is apt to swerve,
and he therefore goes a long mile at every
race. Ho will _o again to narrow.

INDIANS AS SOLDIERS.

Serious Fights Among Apaches With the
Troops in Arizona.

Pkescott, Nov. 10. — The troops sta-
tioned at Wliipple Barracks were paid off
two days aco. Among those stationed here
is one company of Apache Indians, and the
fact of their being clothed in uniforms of
the United States soldiers seems to enable
them to secure all they wnnt to drink. The
result has been that during the past two
nights there have bi-en numerous fights. Al
one time it seemed an if serious trouble
would occur, as the Indians broke for theirarms id<! ammunition, and were only pre-
vent'd with difficulty from ontaining them.
Had they succeeded in getting ihen there Ispo telling ,\hat the result would have been.
During the h'.'ht oue white soldier had his
leg brakes and several Apache soldiers were
more or less hurt. Seven Apaches are in
the Kiiard-hru.'.e and nearly uh many mora
Apaches nnd white soldiers lire in the hos-
pital. Although tho experiment of enlist-
ing Indians is rcpoitcd satisfactory to the
War Department, a sigh of relief goes up
from this section over an order which trans-
fer* this company from Wliipple about the25th cf this month.

IRRIGATION BONDS.

Vote Against Their Issue in Sslma District
Fresno County.

Fbksho, Nov. 16.—'{be Selma Irrigation
District voted to-day

xon the question of
issuing bonds in the sum of £i>Ou,OOU to pro-
vide an irrigation schome uuder what is
known as the Wright law. The district
comprises the greater portion of Fresno
County between this city aud the southern
boundary of Hip county and running east toSanjier; also tluough a small portion of
the northern boundary of Tulare County
Early in this year the same district votedou the question of hsuing SI.uiJO.UOO of
bonds, aud the district voted uo with an
overwhelming majority. Special telegrams
to-night to thn Kepuulican iudlcate that thebonds are again defeated, but with less ma-
jority. There are seven election precincts.
The four largest—Selma, Fowler, Kines-

bury and Saug«r—give n total of 419 voles
I" f ivor of bonds and 544 against. The
other three precincts willprobably increase
tho vote against the bonds.

CHAUGKU WITH MUHDKU.

Dissatisfaction Expressed at the VerAictof a
Coroner's Jury.

Hoi.brook (Ariz.), Nov. lU—Tho verdict
of the Corouer's jury w.isthat ThoinasLovin,
killed aa reported in Saturday's dispatches,

came to his death from :i gunshot wound
inflicted with criminal intent by William
Clark, whom Justice W:\ltron held to-day
in bonds of $£900, which were promptly
given by raerchanta of Wiuslow. MuchdN-
satKfaclinu is expressed at ttie verdict of
the Coroner's jury, as few behave that
Clark can be convicted before a fnir jury.
o'her localities furnish the desperadoes
who comp here to do the killing nud Arizona
pays the costs.

POSTMISTBESSES.
I'lncky Women Officials lm Obeyed a

I>»Yl>artmt'nt Order.
A Washington dispatch to th« New York

Herald says: Sixty-one Postmistresses at
county cents have made reports to the Post-
office Department of their Inspection of
fourth-class Postofllees as directed by Post-
master-Gcner-1 Wannmaker. Of these
twenty-nine personally visited the f«urth-
class offices in their counties, five delegated
the work to their assistants, and the other
twenty-seven corresponded with the depart-

ment and promptly began the requited visi-
tations by correspondence or by proxy.

One Oetirgia Postmistress suggested an-
nual visits. Annther reported that many of
the offices were In country storea ami were
nit its neatly kept as women would keep
them. An Illinois PostmintrM-»reported
that not one uf the visited Pustofflces was
perfect, not even her own.

An Idaho Postmistress rode 2.14 miles on
horseback to make her inspections, anil
cheerfully spent S'JO in the process. A Ken-
tucKy woman went net rounds with liurse
and bugk'y, spent £30, and reported that
every Postmaster visited would welcome
closer relation* with the department. An-
other in Kentucky traveled 100 miles, mid
spent 810 for horse hire alone. A Louisi-
ana Postmistress report* that she keeps
bankrupt willingly in order to improve tho
service in her own village.

A Postmistress In Mississippi reached tho
Postofliee off the railroad line "in a sail-boat;
another in Mississippi traveled thr<>ii_h the
piny woods inland without hesitation. ANew York woman visited forty-four Post-
I'Mices with burse and carriage, traveling
291 miles, and a North Carolina woman was
so ruiirti-oiiKly welcomed by all the Post-
musters that she promised another visit next
year.

* A Texas woman omitted to visit ono office
because it required a horseback ride of
thlity-livo luilo". A Vermont woman was
not prevented from visiting the offices in
her county because it is composed of five
islands.

Virginia and California Postnntr esses
vi-ited every office In their comities. A
Pennsylvania woman attacked the tre-
mendous undertaking nf visiting 128 (.flices,
many of them among the Allegheny Mount-
ains, and disposed of it. A West Virginia
woman wrote that some of her offlci-s were
almost Impossible to be, reached, but she
would reach them just the same. An Ala-
bama Postmistress regretted that she could
nut undertake the work, as it was impossi-
ble to hire any conveyance in her county,
and one in Mississippi asked to be excusedas she was very young.

WHY IT SHUT DOWN.
The China Sugar Factory Want* in Ex-

crptiull In 11« Favor.
B. C. Weir, the chief United States Sugar

Inspector at Chlno, is in the city, says the
Los Angeles Express. 110 gays the sugar
factory concluded running its beets a week
ago, and baa consumed 11,177 tons of beet!,
turning out I,9oo,2oopounds of .sugar. The
factory is shut down now until it can be as-
certained from Washington whether it will
be permitted to hold Its syrups over to next
season before tlify are run through themachinery and reduced. They claim thatif the syrups lire permitted to ago a littlethey will cryntulize easier, ana aver it isa hardship .upon them '. If thn Gov-
ernment compels them to run new
syiurs. The penalty which the Govern-
ment provides lor so d.ing |s that
It will not pay the bounty on the sugar man-ufactured from anything that is not of the
ciiinpuign being run. The syrup-, of coursearea product gotten in the proofs of man-ufacture of the sugar, and so meat is the
quantity lhat it will take, tho factory six
weeks to work them.

The reason of this provision of the law Isthat no substance might or gotten for sugar
manufacture outside of the United States,which unscrupulous manufacturers mightdo were they permitted to other than cle»uup their entire material for manufacturingdining the tingle campaign.

Moran's method of pilfering It hns been
since learned was somewhat original. It
appears that he is a good machinist and
knows the value of tools, lie would secure
work at tho various large machine-shops
and hold his job for some time, but ou his
forming a connection with the shop's tools
they would at once commence to mysteri-
ously disappear, and when affairs got to
such a Condition that the strictest surveil-
lance was maintained. Moran would dis-
appear also, only to bob uu iv another work-
shop.

Machinists generally place their names or
initials upou their tools, but such a small
thing lv.d no deterring effect ou Moran, for
as soon as he fllched the tools he would
erase the uinrk of ownership with a file.

Itappears fiom inquiries made since his
arrest that Moran hns been employed in the
majority of machine-shops in and around
San Fraucisce. He has rather a prepossess-
iug appearauco.

This is the second capture of this kind by
the Potrero police, but the pilfering goes

merrily on, as is ibown by n complaint con-
cerning a inissiuj; suit of clothes brought in
Sunday afternoon by an inmate of one of
tho numerous lodging-houses in that lo-
cality.
