A Han! of $4000 in Cash Made
by Burglars.

Favoring a Chs;nge in Text-Books — A Fore
tune of $48,000 — Tailors Mourned by
Creditors—Completing the Bridge.

It leaked out yesterday that a burglary
had oecurred in the vicinity of Tenth and

Brush streets on Sunday evening and
$4000 had Deen stolen, but it was
some time before definite information

was learned as to whose money was
stolen, The house was that of C. T. H.
Meyer, a capitalist, with whom lived his
son-in-law, Ed H. Benjamin, and wife. Mr,
Meyer was spending the day in Berkeley
and Mr. and Mrs. Benjamin in San Fran-
cisco. The only servantin the house was
reading in a room downstairs and did not
hear any noise. She went upstairs a few
minutes before 6 o’clock in the evening to
light up and was alarmed to fiod the doors
locked. She rushed downstairs and just
then Mr. and Mrs, Benjamin arrived. The
former burst open the door of Mr. Meyer’s
room and found everylhing turned upside
down, while the top of the desk was torn
off. An hour or two later Mr. Meyer ar-
rived at home and then it was learned that
the burglar had secured something over
$4000. The window to the room showed that
the fastening had been removed to one side
with a chisel and an entrance and exit made
in that way, The bags in which the coin had
been kept were found on the street after-
ward. Mr. Meyer explained that he had
kept the money in the house so that the
family would have plenty of cash on hand
to nwait the settlement of his estate., He is
quite prostrated over the affair, being up-
ward of 70 vears of age.

FOUND DEAD IN THE HOLD.

Awful End of a Stowaway on the Steam-
ship Moravia.

An awful discovery, that caused their
hearts momentarily to stand still, was re-
cently made by the stevedores at work in
the held of the steamship Moravia, unload-
ing sugar at Hoboken yesterday. In the
deesp gloom forward of the main hateh and
close to the vessel’s port side, one of the
men noticed a peculiar, yellow, flickering
light. Pulling away a bag of sugar, the
man yelled with fright at bringing into full
view the figzure of a man, with outstretched
arm and index finger pointing straight
ahead. All about him was the peculiar
light which had attracted the stevedore’s
altention,

Iis cry of horror had been heard by the
other men, and when they saw the figure
they all boited up the ladder tv the deck,
where with chattering teeth they told the
officer in charge of their discovery, He or-
derea them Dack, but they would not go un-
til the ghost, as they called it, had gone.
The officer and two of the erew went below,
but failed to see what had alarmed the
stevedores. They were again told to go
down, but again refused.

_Finding they were firm in their determina-
tion the first engineer and a squad of men
went into the hold and the electric lights
were turned on. The ghost was discovered.

CHINA AND JAPAN. |

Disastrous Effects on Business of
the Recent Earthquake.

An Account of the Trembling Copied From
One of the Japanese Newspapers—Late
Items From Hong-Kong.

The steamer China arrived yesterday
from China and Japan, bringing Hong-
Kong exchanges to October 30th and Yoko-
hama dates as late as November 9th.

Japan.

The Japan Mail says: Terrible details of
the destruction wrought by the earthquake
continue to arrive in Tokio. The Ofiicial
Gazette publishes a telegram to the effect
that in the province of Echizen, exclusive
of the town of Fukui, concerning which in-
telligence has already been received, 210
houses and 100 fire-proof godowns were
completely overthrown, 146 houses and 55
godowns being partially ruined. Seven
lives were lost and 38 persons were injured.
These figures raise the totals for Echizen—
Fukui, the chief town, included—to 8 per-
sons killed, 60 wounded, 296 houses and 126
godowns wholly destroyed, and 195 houses
and 91 godowns partially overtirown. The
Official Gazette further states -that in the
Ono district of the same province a land-
slio, 80 yards long by 30 feet high, has
blocked the course of the Managawa and
produced an inundation.

Under any circumstanees it appears toler-
ably certain that 1500 to 2000 people have
been killed, from two to threa thousand in-
jured, and some 1200 houses overthrown, to
say nothing of damaged dwellings, inunda-
ticns and so forth. It is an appalling ca-
lamity. The eruption st Bandaisan sinks
into insigoificance by the side of such figures.

His Imverial Highness Prince Fushimi
has started from Tokio with the intention
of visiting the whole of the localities where
the calamily occurred. The Prince will ride
on horseback wherever the railway is not
available. The sum of 3000 yen has been
given by the Emperor and Empress for the
relief of the sufferers,

The earthquake has effected business to a
considerable extent, and the papers have
little to say about trade. The metal trade
is looking up, and keroseune begins to move,
tuough prices have nct changed. Sugar
market weak, with httle deing. The princi-
pal export has again been heavily dealt in,
and good silk commands full brices. There
bave also been large transactions in waste
silk at holders’ fizures, which are high. The
tea trade is duli, though quotations remain
unaliered. Exehange has fluctuated. the
general tendency being toward decline, and
apvarently there is not much stability in
present rates.

‘I'ne marriage of his Imperial Highness
Prince Kanin Kotohito to Princess Chiyeko,
eldest daughter of the late Prince Sanjo,
which was to take place on the 4th inst., has
been postponed in consequence of the death
of his Imperial Highness Prince Kuni.

The work of laying rails between Fuku-
yama and Onomichi on the Kansai Railway
Company’s line has been completed. The
sec;\un was opened for traffic on tha 4th
Inst,

One effect of the earthquake has been the
crumbling away of a partof the mountain
Komagatake in Shinshu. This mountain
lies considerably to the north of the Fukui-
Gifu-Nagoya line, alonz which the shock
developed its greatest intensity, and there is
consequently some difficulty in understand-
ing why a landship should have ocecurred at
such a place. A development of voleanic
activity on the part of the mountain itself
has been suggested, but Komagatake is, we
believe, of granite formation, so that the
volcanic hypothesis can scarcely be enter-
tained. The incident will be one among the
many points of interest which this earth-
quake offers to seismologists.

The Naval Department have dedided to
ask the sanction of Pariiament to devote the
sum of £2,700,000 for the eonstruction of a
cruiser of 2700 tons burden, and a dispateh-
boat of 1800 tons burden, the cost to be in-
cluded in the budget for the next fiscal year.
1t is proposed to build the eruiser at Yoko-
suka, and the dispatch-boat at Kure.

China.

The head authorities in the disturbed dis-
tricts seem to be anxious to restore quiet.
Several headmen of the Kolao Hui have
been arrested and executed at Nanking and
Chinkiang. Negotiations with regard to the
indemnities are progressing. There is still,
bowever, much unrest in Hunan. 7The agi-
tators there have discovered that burning
mission stations is unprofitable work, and
they have issued a wanifesto recommend-
ing the boycotting and persistent annoy-
ance of Christian converts as more likely to
stop the vrogress of what they call the pig-
goatdevil religion. A powder factory was
blown up the week ending October 24th, at
Heungshan, between Canton and Macao,
killing fourteen men and wounding 150.

There are some signs of a disturbance in
Hainan, anti-foreign placards having been
posted near mission stations at Hoithow.

Sceme Formosan aboriginies Jately made a
raid on some villages, carried off some plun-
der and killed a few braves. After this
they were again driven into the mountains.
But this little disturbance gave the Acting
Governor a chance to change two com-
manders of the garrison camps, on the
charge of negligence, while the General got
three black warks.

The Dell Courant of October 14th esti-
mates at no more than 10,000 the number of
coolies likely to be thrown out of employ-
ment owing to the fall in tobacco values
there.

News was received in Shanghai on the
18th of October from Namnking that a Kolao
Hui chief had just been escorted inte the
city by 200 soldiers, and was to be executed
at once.

The Shanghai Mercury understands the
water between Ichang and Hankow is al-
ready so low that the chartered steamship
Ella, withthe English blue-jackets on board
will likely have to remain where she is untll
nextspring.

Work in conneetion with raising the Brit-
ish bark Cape City in Nagasaki Harbor is
reported to be prozressing favorably, and
the contractor, Mr. E. Lake, has very san-
guine bopes of having her afloat again in a
very short time.

Hong-Kong,.

The Opium bills have passed through com-
mittee with few alterations. Certificates of
proficiency in the work of the St. John’s
Ambulance Society were presanted by the
Acting Governor October 24th to some -
thirty ladies and several members of the
police force. Mr. E. L. Woodin, Superin-
tendent of the Peninsular and Oriantal Com-
pany, has been arrested in Japan on a
chargs of embezzlement, and is to be
brought to Hong-Kong for trial.

Decrease in the Rainfall.
No signs of rain are reported by the
Weather Bureau, and the seasonal defi-
ciency is growing marked. Comparisons

with the vprecipitations of grevlous years
show an average falling off in this eity of
1.82 inches, and a similar decrease at other
points in the State. Fair weather for San
Francisco and cold nights-in the interior
are predicted. The need of rain is veing
seriously felt at certain intarior points.

JESSE JAMES' BRAIN,

It Is Preserved ia Aleohol in a
St. Joseph Doetor’s Office.

“‘A great many things have been written
about Jessa James, and at times it has
scemed to me as if the papers were taxing
their readers severely with their tireiess
efforts to preserve a strained interest in the
career of the great highwayman,” said a
prominent citizen of Northwest Missouri at
the Southern Hotel, St. Louis. A certain
little post-odit incident nas never found its
way into the press, howevyer, and the reason
no doubt is that it has been kept an invio-
lute secret among the few who were given
an opportunity to know about it for fear of
bringing trouble on those who were re-
sponsible for it. The facts are simply
these: While Mrs. Samuels, the mother of
Jesse James, was watching like a lynx
every incident connected with the arrange-
ments for conveying the dead desperado
from St. Joseph, the day after his death, to
her farm near K'earnev. where he was to be
buried, a pumber of enterprising physicians
quietly removed his brain and put it in a jar
of eleohol, in which condition it is now ex-
hibited, labeled or un!abeled, at one of the
St. Joseph medical colleges. '

“As soon as I heard of the shooting ot
Jesse James,” continued the narrator, *‘I
boarded a train and went to St. Joseph.
The excitement was something remarkable.
The town was full of witnesses, officers and
idlers from Kansas City, Omaha and from
towns 200 and 300 miles away, all bent on
seeing the great highwayman and the house
in which he was shot. One of the first per-
sons on hand was Mrs. Samuels, Jesse’s
mother, You know she is a woman from
whom the boys inberited much of their ag-
gressiveness. She is a General in petti-
coats. Nothing escapes her, and she is
everywhere at the same time. The Sheriff
from Kansas City—I think his name was
Timberlake—was to her a special objees of
aversion, and it was probably due.to
this antipathy, which to a certain
extent compeiled her to rely with more con-
fidence upon the St. Joseph authorities,that
the doetors owed their golden opportunity
to perform the operation that sent the high-
wayman brainless to his grave. Kansas
City was green with envy ‘that St. Joseph
should have obtained the notoriety of Jesse
Jamos’ fatal gaking off, and Timberlake
was anxious to save as much for his town
as he could by giving orders to have the
body sent there for identification, so as to
make business for the Kansas City hotels
and draw the crowds of curious people from
St. Joseph. Mrs. Samuels did not quite ses
it in that light, nor did she comprehend
Timberlake’s motive.@T'o ber his arbitrary
orders appeared in the light of a malignant
persecution of her son, even after death,and
she set herself to watch and thwart him
at every turn. The St. Joseph authorities
were just as anxious to prolong the attend-
ing scenes to their full capacity of profit ia
their own town, and for this reason natu-
rally acted in complete accord and symrpathy
with the anguished old lady. While she
was watehing themovements of the Kansas
City crowd to guard against surprises, the
Chief of Police of St. Joseph had her per-
mission to prepare the body for removal
One thing, however, that the old lady was
particularly set on was that no post-mortem
examination should be made, and this the
police authorities promised in good faith.
Just how those doctors manaeed it is more
than 1 can say, but there in a jar ou a shelf,
in a glass office case, was the b:ndit's brain,
the spot where the bullet had entered being
gasil_v distinguishiable by the suffusion of

lood.

“The doctor who pointed it out to me was
a personal freind,” the gentleman went on,
“and he laughed siyly when I asked him
bow he had accomplished if. He invited me
to go with him where Jesse lay dead in his
coffin, and as I locked at his face I endeav-
ered to discover the marks of the scalpel,
but in vain. When we were outof the room
I aszked him how the brain was removed
without leaving a trace of the knife, and he
then told me that the scalp had been cut
across the back part of the head and drawn
forward over the brow, leaving the skull
exposed to the action of the saw. The top
of the skull was carefully sawed and the
brain was removed. The scalp was then
drawn back into its place over the cap of
tie skull, and when Mrs. Samuels next
gazed uypon the pale face of her son his ap-

‘pearance was not aitered in the least, bat

his brain was in a g'ass jar. This is now
nearly ten years ago. 1 never heard again
my friend, the dector, refer to the matter,
nor has any other person cver spoken of it
to me, which shows how jealously the secret
has beeun kept.””—St. Louis Globe-Democrat,

OUT OF ITS ELEMENT.

An Eel Which Lived in a Horse’s Stom-
ach for Several Months.
