Trotting and Pacing Yearlings
at Stockton,

Records Broken by Fron Fron, Fansta and
Alhadon on the Kite Track.

Direct Falls to Lower His Time, but Makes

i Wonderful Half Mile —Trials on
the Programme for Saturday.

Stockton', Nov. 24.—The earnest per-
formance ever seen on a race track was the
world-boating mile made to-day on the
it?ekton "kite" by the yearling Sidney
fillyFrou-Frou, dilven by milliard Sanders.
Tl.e little one tied Bell Bird's time of 2:20%
li Bt Saturday, nnd to-day she beat the mark
with ease, coming to the finish strong ana
fast, making the last quarter in 35 seconds
»nd the mile in 2:26 flat. She trotted the
first quarter in S7 seconds tl.e recced 37%,
going to the half-mile pole in 1:1434- Sanders
let her out a bit after passing the hall and
she went the third quarter a second faster
in 86%, the watches giving the distance at

1:51. The drive home was a wonderful fin-
ish, tat no faster than she made on Satur-
day when she went in 2::g%. The fillymade
the last quarter in 35 second, making her
mile of 2:26, the fastest in the world fora
yearling.

In her 2:27 performance a week ago she
went to the half in 1:15. On Saturday when
she went her mile in 2:26% she went to the,
half in 1:16. To-day bander* rated her a
little faster on the first half, going the dis-
tance in 1:14% and trottins the second half
in 1:11 %

When President Shippeo an;;<"uuced that
the filly had broken the, record there were
cheers for Frou Fron and her driver, San-
der;, who has kept her working up from
2:41 to win the crown as the fastest year-
liug in the world. "She beat, the railroad,"
shouted an excited horseman, who. lit1
come from Pieasunton to see the great per-
formance.

Fausta, anrther phenomenal yearling by
Sydney, was then driven by Sanders against
her world's p..cinq record of 2:25%. She
made her first p.ieing record last Saturday,
after having been started at that Bait on
the previous Wednesday. She then paced
a half in 1:13% and made the second half
In 1:12%. To-day, after having paced less
than a week and only eight days after she
made a trotting record if 2:40, the yearling
lowered her record three-Quarters of a sec-
ond. going Uii mile in 2:24%. The, hall was
ninde in l:i;>!» and the second half in 1:11%,
the lan quarter being paced in 35 second?,
the lime made by Frou Frou in her wonier-
ful trotting mil*.'

Athadon. by Matadon, the level-headed
ycHiling colt owued by G. L. allow of
Fresno, made a splendid record to-day,
trotting the mile in 2:28 fiat. It was a
square and most creditable performance,
and Matt Dwyer, the driver, was congratu-

lated on all sides. He had dliven the colt
over ti.ii track three times in 2:29%, him! to-
day he wa« confident of bettering the mark.
The colt trotted to the half in 1:1414 and
finished the mile in 1:13%. He did cot
make a skip in the mile and would not
break in tie crowding on the last quarter.
It was announced from the stand that Atlia-
<Jnn had made the best yearling stallion
record In the woild, at.d was certainly the
fastest pollof bis ane in the world.

Monroe Salisbury's wonderful pacing
stallion Direct, by Director, was driven by
George Starr against h!a recoJd of 2:00, and
made the mile in 2:07%. The horse was
net ready to go at his best, and Starr did
not want to give him the work until Satur-
day, but Salisbury was afraid of the lateness
of tlifsea-en and wauled the trial made to-
day. Tip little wonder con.d have beaten
his mark ifbtnrr had not sent him too fast
on the first Half-mile, which was made In
1:01%. He was not able to keep up the
clip aud paced the last two quarters in 0:33
each. Ills first quarter was mad« in 0:30%
and the second 0:30%. making a most won-
derful half-mile record. Salisbury says the
horse will go again Saturday, and he willbe
rated slower on the first half to finish the
mile in about 2:05.

JAPAN'S CALAMITY.

Large Districts Devastated by the

Earthquake.

Later Accounts Confirm the Tale of Destruc-

tion and Increase the Number of
Those Who Perished.

"lustend of brine exaggerated, the hor-
rorß of the earthquake in Japan were
understated," said T. B. Ferguson, who

came from the Orient a day or two ago.
"It was originally stated that 5000 peo-

ple perished, while later an i, I fear, more
correct accounts, place the number whose
lives were lost at 12,000. In many districts

entire villages were laid in ruins, the ma-
j rity of th« residents perishing. Not less
thnn S(i,(KO houses were destroyed, and it is
impossible yet to estimate with any degree
of accmacy the aggregate value of tlie prop-
erty devastated.

" Fully a quarter of a million people were
left Immelcssiu a few days, and since the
disaster there has been great suffering for
the necessaries of life among the unfortu-
nate people. A relief fund was sUrled as
soon ns the news of the calamity was re-
ceived, Hnd liberal sums were subscribed by
the Mika>lo, the nobles and rich merchants,
but many families are actually in need of
sustenance.

11 The towns which suffered most severely
were Nagoya, Gifu, Ogki, Ayada, Otuni-
giwaHiid tibimsatatnura. In each of these
cities ruined buildings weie pilled up on
top of each other, the temples and all the
sacred symbols were destroyed and thpit-
saml-j of people were buried bcne.'.th the
debria.

"The shuck eau'ed great fissures in tho
surface of the earth, one being eighty mileim length. Many of the cracka swall wed
up houses and people and afterward closedup again. In the >'co Valley "icre was a i
immense subsidence of the ground wl jj"i
sank several hundred feet and cansec tiltotal demolisbmcut of ten prosperous set-
tlement!!.

Many of the larger rivers overflowed
their banks, drowning hundreds of natives,
and many who escaped death by the slmcknr the flood perished in the flames whichfollowed the earthquake. The mountainswere, bared of their verdure and in one
locality a flight eminence covered with
trees was propelled into the air by the force
ami sunered no displacement

"In some districts thirty miles fmm thesea salt water and sand were spouted up in
eolid columns twelve feet in height. Tne

shook continued at Intervals dnrine six
days, and the people are In mortal terror of
its recurrence. Prayers for the cessation
of what they believe is the anger of the
gods are offered up continually in the tem-
ple!', but scientific men are expecting a
repetition of the earthquake.

"There are now no complete railroads In
Japan, and few bridges winch have re-
mained intact. In places the steel rails of
the tracks have been twisted into knots,
and where the road lay between high banks
locomotion Is impeded by immense bowl-
den which lie across the tiack. Many
bridges were either shaken to pieces or
swept away by the swollen streams."

CONDITION OF TRADE.

The Volume of Business Still
Ahead of Last Tear.

Gain in Bank Clearings-Monty and Collec-
tions—Groceries and Dry Goods.

Cereals and Dried Fruit.

Trade i» very fair, and complaints are no
more frequent than usual. There Is a good
call for money and rates are steady. Col-
lections, if nut brisk, cannot be called poor.
Local bank clearings last week were £17,-
--808,101, against 814,457,12.') for the same
week last year, showing that in the volume
of business we are keeping steadily ahead
of IS9O.

TUB CEREAL MARKET.
Wheat has been very stiff at a pronounced

advance during the week, but yesterday
prices declined all over the world. This
market whs very quiet, as the shippers
withdrew for the. moment. The harbor is
fullof ships, and wheat freights are there-
fore weak, 31s 3d being the last spot rate. paid. This plethora of tonnage, and the
prohibition of wheat exportation from Rus-
sia, have.imparted much strength to wheat
recently.

Barley is in fair demand and unsettled.
Prices see-saw a good deal, advancing to-
day and delinine to-morrow. Oats are in
ample supply and moderate request.

Rye is quiet and rather easier. Corn ad-
vanced several days ago, but fell back
somewhat yesterday. Receipts of lots have
been very heavy.

Bakers' flour was marked up 30 cents per
barrel yesterday, owing to the recent rise
in wheat.

OEXEIiALCOUNTRY PRODUCE.
Hay is steady at the fair prices.

Beans still rule unsettled, but a specula-
tive demand sprang up a few days ago, and
hardened the market somewhat.

All potatoe* from the river district are
doing better, as stocks are not so excessive
a- they have been.

Onions sold up to Si 20 some days ago,
but at the close are easier under increased
deliveries.

Butter and eggs have both gone down
since last review, and are still tending down-
ward, with a dull trade reported. Cheese
continues linn at the high prices.

Dried fruits »re weak, with a decline in
apple*, peaches, apricots and nectarines.
Prunes are the only steady fruit on the list.
In fact, buyers readily purchase prunes
where they refuse to consider other fruits.

Nuts are weak,. with lower prices <or
Brazil*.

Raisins continue weak and dull, with
ample supplies for all necessities. The
New York Commercial Bulletin has the
following regarding raisins:

AN OLD-TIME WIZAED.
Wonderful Exploits of A. C. 11..1.1i>. the

."Yankee Lock-Ticker."
The story of the late Alfred C. Hobb*' ex-

periences in picking the safety locks used by
banks forty years ago Is full of Intercut.
Ills triumphs iv the fifties, which resulted in
the great improvements of bank locks which
exist to-day, caused great excitement^ the
time, says the New York World, and It was
the resolution of lock-makers to stop his
iconoclastic career, so disastrous to them-
selves, that led to his exploit of picking the
Herring safe In New York City.
I The object which Mr. Hi.bus had in pick-
in:; locks was to demonstrate the superior-
ity of the Day & Newell lock, which he was
selling, over all others then in use. For this
purpose be made his own toi.ls. Ills first
notable feat was opening, at Stamford,
Conn., the loi k and padlock combination of
the Andrews Hank lock, supposed to be In-vincible. This task he accomplished in
twenty-three minutes. For four years he
continued his work, when to stop him a re-
ward of $500 was offered to any one who
would open -within thirty days the Herring
safe in tlm Merchants' Exchange, New
York. Ilobbs accepted the challenge and
pinked the lock in less then an hour.iiis exploits in London caused a furor.
Bramah, the celebrated lock-maker ofLon-
don, had on exhibition .in his window a
lock of his own production. He offered
200 guineas to anyone who could open it
without the key. Mr. lloblis studied the
lock through the window and then .went to
his box and procured a few tools. He then
went to JiraniHh'st store and asked the clerk
to show him tho lock which hirtig iv the
window. The clerk handed it to him
turned around and as he did so hoard a
click. He wheeled quickly and to his as-
tonished pz.e Mr. Hobbs presented the lock
opened. The clerk summoned his em-ployer, who would not acknowledge that
the lock had been fairly opened. Ilobbschallenged him to a public trial. The chal-lenge was accepted, and before' a selected
committee Jlobbs opened the lock in a few
seconds. II« whs given the 200 guineas.

One day. he strolled into the office ofBrown, Shipley & Co.. bankers, who were
supposed to have on their vault doors tie
most secure lock in all England. Taking
advantage of an opportunity he opened the
lock while the member ot the linn with
whom he had been talking stepped out of
the room for a moment. When the banker
returned and saw the vault door open his
surprise was complete. The result was an
or.ler for a set of the locks which Hobbswas selling. .. Mr. Brown, of the firm mentioned, was the
invent!.r of tho lock, and had written an
elaborate description, showing how many
million combinations It hud, tho variousways to lock it and only one wav to open it.
It presented no difficulties to the Yankee
genius, however. In fact, before Mr. Brown
had recovered from his surprise. Mr. Hobbs
locked the vault door, and then turning his
back to it again, unlocked it in leas than ten
minutes. - -\u25a0 .
