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Ihe jury, wit t r oaths still fresh npon
their lips and White’s sell-convicting confes-
sions before them, failed to agree. It certainly
1s consoling to know that there were four honesg
men upon that jury whe respected their obliga-
tions to God aud their fellow-men and stood firm
for conviction. As to the others I leave them,
as thelr own consciences mast already teli them
hat they bave sinned against Knowledga and
that whatever defense lluey make countradlicts
their own conviction.

What security, I ask, Mr, Editor, have we
when a jury acts to this manuer and ¢rim: goes
unpunisbed even for atime ? A few words more
and 1 will have fini<hed. I'he course pursued by
your two morning contéemporaries seems to me
to have been eminently uojust and unfalr. Thelr
accounts of the evideunce are warbled
ana liocorrect, aocd their not publishtug
White's confessions suggests itself to me
as Dbeing very unjust, If uot coutemptible.
One maiter wiieh these so-called newspapers
misiepiesented was the testimony given in re-
gard Lo the apoarent resuits of the business in
THE CALL office during the eight mouths that
Wulte was casi.ier, as shown by the menthly
staiements which be presented to the pro-
mietors. These showed au appareunt loss al-
most every month, tle the fact was, as shown
by White’s boo« s, thar in that time tiie profity
exceeded £10,000, which he did pot tuirn over.
They announced n thelr reports that “ ! pE
CaLL was losing money,” but studiousiy
negi-cted Lo stale that it haa m «de profits during
that time, and that since White was dischaipged
the profits have been Lioin 34000 to $5000 per
month.

Tney seem to have endeavored to make a hiuge
joke out of the fact that Wulte embezzied €065,-
000 from THE CaLL. They receive Lim llke a
viegiu at the Magdalen, and by the course they
have chosen to purste say to all persons in posi-
tions of trust, **Go thou and do hkewise.” This
certainly a =ad siate of affalrs and should meet
with the disapproval of all right-minded citizens.
It is tlme a bait was call @ In this ciass of jour-
nalism apd the rising generatlon taught that
1beft ana embezziement aud the beltrayal of tiust
will meet with degradation and the bighest pun-
fshment. I can assert without fear of contradice-
tion that San Francisco is the only cliy in Amer-
lea to-day where rival newspapers, no matter
what their differences of oululon or quarr-ls
through thelr columns might b~, would not have
come out manfully aud express thelr sorrow at
thie loss by a contemporary of such a large sum of
mon-y by embezziement and done all In their
power to punlsh the eriminal. Let us be falr and
Lhouest toward each other aud eundeavor (o up-
Lold right, panish crime and let the world Know
that embezzlement i3 not one of the legitimate
occupations of San Franelsco, but that the law
must be execuied even though elght jurors be
found, who Laving swoin to be guided solely by
the evidence aud the law and nol aciuated by
outside iuflueices, said Lo the sell-conf-ssed em-
bezzler, “*You have douc right,” 1 am yours,

the most promiuent on the subject,

For several years during ny sea lite, I sailed
on the southeast coast ot Africa, my port of
entry being Table Bay. There I came in contact
with the first lepers I ever saw, and there were
mwany hundreds afliicied with the Iell disorder In
that colony, but 1 never heard It spoken of as
contagious. Io fact. 1 have been shipmate with
some afilicted ones. In that country the disease
was sald to be hereditary, showlng iseif in the
third generation ouly. It g werally eommencsd
In the ex:remiitcs; the finger joints would swell

up  until the skin bioke and the flesh
decayed, leaving the boune bare, which cal-
cined, aund dropped off at the first
jowt, so contynuing on until tne arm

dropped off a: the shouldei-jolot and a vital
pliace was reached. ‘Thesame took place in the
lower llmbs with a like result. Quiie a number
ol lepers were al oue lime Kept on an Island at
Lthe eulravce of Table Bay, which had been used
fora military post, but were snbsequently taken
from thence Lo tbe grand receptacle on the
porthern coast, cailed in Duteh “Himmel en
Aarden” (Auglice, heaven on earth), and a very
appropriate cognomen 1t 13, for no more beanti-
ful spot can Le found in the world, The vessel
to which 1 belonged Look as passengers thiny
of the afllicted ones from Robbers Island
10 their permanent nomwe, and 1 have neve: yer
heard of any of th« ofiicers or crew who Lecame
afilicted. It Is about foriy-five years siuce the
occurrence I refer 1o. Al the glorious Institu-
tion referred 1o a® patients of different natiou-
alitles, the majority being colored natives of ihe
country; many belouged 1o wealthy families,
and every possibie comfort Is extended 10 ali,
Tnde ol the poorer class able to work keep the
grounds in order, ana those whose fricuds are
able to provide e means live in comparative
luxury, LUl 10 get there is to cross the “*dark
river” and leave bope beliind,

I wriie tlis In order that the medicos of your
city may consider the subject and give an opinton
as to wiether or not thizie are different clusses
of the disorder.

JURORS DENOUNCED.

What Is Said About Those Who
Voted for an Acquittal.

When the case of John White, charged
with grand larceny, came up on the calen-
dar in Department 11 of the Superior Court
yeslerday morning, Assistant District At-
torney Hinkle asked that the matter be
placed on the list for next Saturday to be
reset for trial atthat time. The embezzle-
mewnt ease, upon which the jury failed to
agree ubvon a verdiet Saturday night, will
be taken up again just before the trial for
grand larceny, as Mr. Hinkle is anxious to
bring the former matter before an impartial
jury with as little delay as possible.

Mr. Hinkle met two of the jurors who
veted for acquittal Satprday night and told
them in very forcible language what he
thought of their conduet. In substance he
said that in view of the oaths they had
taken and the answers to questions as to
their qualifications to try the case they had
committed deliberate and willful perjury.
More than this, he said they had not only
proved themseives perjurers but infamous
prevaricators as well,

The jurors turned very pale, but sald
nothing in mitigalion of the terrible accusa-
Ltion.

Itis known that several members of the
jury were closely watehied durlng the trial
by regular detectives, who received instrue-
tions to do o from the Distiiet Attorney’s
office. ‘I'he precise nature of their diseov-
eries is only kuown so far to the oflicers of
the law, but certain proceedings may be
taken that will bring the matter foreibly to
the attention of the public within a very
short time,

The disagrerment of the jury was the
chief mutter discussed in legal and com-
mercial eircles yesterday. Mr., Hinkle's de-
1on of certain jurors was unani-
vy approved.

Saidone memberof tha bar: *“Thecharge of
embezzlement against White was most elear-
ly proved how any sane or intelligent

d, and
man could vote for acquittal in the face of
the law and the evidence I8 almost beyond
hueman comprehension. The fact that no
arguinent was mwle tor the defense now ap-
pears very siznificant.”

While in conversation about the case a
gentleman, well versed in eriminal practice,
stated that he bad never seen a ease pre-
senting such clear evidence of the commis-
sion of a crime, and that what may have
moved the eight jurors to act as they did is
enly & matier of conjecture. **It reminds
me,” hie continued, **of an incident that oc-
curred a number of vears ago. A Chinaman,
by the name of Ho Sue, known to be the
proprieter of a pumber of gambling dens,
was questioned as to the reason why eertain
police officers raided his place while they
let others quite alone. Sue drew a $20 piece
from his biouse and placed it over his right
eve, saying, ‘May be policeman no can see
much.” ‘I'hen placing another double eagle
over the left eye, e said: * May be police-
man no can see at all.”*’
