WISE AT THE FAIR.
The VHieulturn! Commission Will Make

a Gond Kxhlbit.
Secretary Thomas H. Thompson of the

California State World's Fair Commission
left Chicago yesterday, and will probably
arrive in this city on Friday. Tiie cum mis-
sion will meet on tbe following day to take
action regarding a State building, and to re-
ceive Captain Thompson's report.

Tlie special committee appointed to select
plans for the building have taken no action
yet. A number of local architects are re-
modeling their plans to bring them within
the maximum allowance to be expended by
the board for this purpose.

Commissioner Hatch thinks it will be nec-
essary to reconsider a resolution adopted by
the commission at its last meeting, provid-
ing for financial aid in the transportation
and maintenance of exhibits in the com-
petitive departments. Mr. Hatch believes
that only those exhibitors c;iu be assisted
whose products are displayed in the Cali-
fornia building, and he will bring up tbe
matter for reconsideration on Saturday.

At a meeting of the World's Fair Com-
mittee of the State ViticulturalCommission
held yesterday, it was resolved that the com-
mission should prepare a first-class diiulay
of viticultural products fur fhe cumulative
exhibit in the California buiMing and not
for classil'iLHl competition. All the wine-
makers uf the State willbe invited to con-
tribute toward tijis exhibition.
It was also decided to impress upon the

California World's Fair Commission the ad-
vantage of having a collective viticultural
disp.ay instead of having the wine products
scattered through the building under the
caption of the various cuuntiea where they
are prepared.

DOWN A PLUME.
How It Feel, to Travel Two Mile» a

Mfnnte in a Small Canoe.
Benjamin Edwards of Nevada is in this

city, says the Denver Republican, and was
sitting in the lobby of the Windsor the
other day discussing the early days of that
State, when the subject was changed to fast
riding.

"Youcan talk a3 you like about the Van-
derbilt specials and other trains that make
phenomenal time, but if you never rode
down a luinl'er-tiume in Nevada you don't
know what it feels like to cleave through
space like a meteor. Why, up in the Sierra
Nevada Baaga there are flumes from five to
forty miles long, built on a regular engi-
neer's grade with a sixteen-foot drop to the
thousand. They are built ofheavy planks
shaped like a V, and carry eight inches of
water in the acute ancle and discharge it at
the rate of 400 miners' inches per minute.
