
THREE SURVIVORS.

Sailors Rescued From the
Steamer Maggie Ross._

Thrilling Incidents of the Disaster Re-
lated by One of the Saved.

Desperate Struggle for Life—Captain Mar-

MArtsHFiET.n(Or.),Dec. 14.— schooner
Annie Gee, which has been lying outside of
Coos Bay bar for the past five days, arrived
in this city in tow at noon to-day. The Gee
bad on board three sailors rescued from the
disabled steamer Maggie Boss, which was
towed Into Ya-juina Bay last Friday.

F. Bokland, one of the. rescued men, said:
"As we snowed around Cape Arago Sun-
day night the storm struck us with great
fury, blowing away the sails. From that
time we were at the mercy of the cale, and
every wave dashed over the vessel. The
next day at 12 o'clock we cut away the
deck-load of lumber, which carried the
houses and everything with it. Steward
Anneusen was killed Tuesday by being
crushed by the lower house. Both of the
ship's boats were stove in and rendered un-
teaworihy.

THE CAPTAIN'S LAST WORDS.

"The Auuie G>e came up with us Tues-
day morning and sent out her boat, which
five of us, Including Captain Marshall and
the engineer, managed to reach in one of
our beat?, not, however, until the second
mate was lost overboard. Two of us had
both legs broken, and the. others of the boat
were lust. The captain and engineer, at
their request, were for the third time re-
turned to the K.OSS, preferring to chance
their lives on board the disabled vessel than
in the frail ship's boat. 'I will take my
chances aboard the ship,' were the last
words of Captain Marshall. So we left
them, with one man dead on deck, one over-
board and several others seriously injured.

STRUGGLING FOB HOUKS.

"With pieces of fence-boards which we
managed to pick up we struggled fur hours,
with our boat filling and almost sinking,
until we were finally picked up by the An-
nie Gee. Captain Marshall seemed to be
more anxious for the safety of the crew
than for himself. Itis possible that they
constructed a raft, as that was talked of as
a last resort though lack of material aud
tbeir crippled condition may have prevented
this. There is yet a chance for them, but I
have little hope."

Henry Berntsen and Hans Anderson, the
two injured seamen, are now lying in the
Marine Hospital here, each having both
less broken. They willprobably recover.

TKX AND FIVE YEARS.

Sentence of a Defaulting Bank Cashier and
H.s Acccmphce.

Tacoxa (Wash.), Dee. 14.—Edward
AlberUoii, the defaulting cashier of the Fi-
delity Trust Company of tbis city, was to-
day sentenced to ten years in the Peniten-
tiary by iSui'erior Juil^e Allyn. Fred N.
Chandler, Albertson's friend andaccomp'.ice,
was sentenced to five years in the Peniten-
tiary. Id September last Albertson took
about $20,000 uf tne bank's money and teing
unable to replace it he took about £600,000
worth of the bank's securities, aud after
chan^li g.tiie combination of the safe, left
tbe city. Tlie ufxt day President Wallace
of the Fidelity Trust Company received a
note from Albertson agreeing to return the
securities to the bank If the bank officers
wouM sign an agreement granting him iui-
snuuity from arrest. In the note Albertson
directed the President of the bank how to
rrach a place across the bay from Tanoma,
where he was in hiding. Accordingly Presi-
dent Wallace took a boat and went to the
place as directed by Albertson, and there
found Chandler, to whom he gave tbe agree-
ment io return for tlie batik securities.
Alberlson and Chandler then wandered
about in the mountains for two or three
weeks, finally goiug to Coos Hay, where
they were captured September 16th, Albert-
\u25a0on being shot by one of the deputies who
made the arrest. Both men were brought
here aud pleaded guilty.

In sentencing Aib-ilson Judge Allyn
•aid that the plea of ticcessitie9 whii'h
drove him to the crime was not valid. As
to the argument of the high standing he en-
Joyed in the community, tins would not be
considered as a plea for clemency. The de-
fendant had little reason to address the
court for mercy. So far as the Court was
concerned, the higher the previous standing
of tbe criminal in the community tne .c-->
consideration would be shown him.

Addnssing Chandler the Court said:
"Yours is not so much of a crime as a mis-
take. You were influenced by your foiend
and by your loyalty to your friend."

Albertson and Chaudler will be taken to
tbe penitentiary to-morrow.

FRESNO INTERESTS.

Important Propciitions Considered by the
Coaoty Board of Trade.

Fre6>-o, Dec, 14.—The Fresno County
Board of Trade to-night, at a largely at-
tended meeting, declined to organize an aux-
iliary to the San Francisco Traffic Asiocia-
Uod. The sentiment was that the associa-
tion's work wa= of no benefit to Fresno,
which wants terminal point rates.

A committee was appointed to urge an
appropriation of $250,000 by Congress for a
public building mid secure a session of the
United States District Court here.

The proposed dredging of the San Joaquln
Kiver and building a ship-canal hence to the
brad nf navigation was considered at length,
with the following action:

Whereas, it Das been auegested that thereare no iuauiniountabie obstacles la the way of
securing water transportation for Sail JoaqulD
Valley by drednliiK the Sau Joaquln aud bulldluit
ashlD canal; and whereas, mien water trans-
portation S veiy desirable aud would prove of

Kmolxed, That the Fresno County Board ofTrade call a convention to be held In this city
•n Tbui*day. January 21, ls'.rj, to consider
vay*ami means for the hulldlni: of a shin canal
ttirouiih the San Joaquia Valley to tide water.
Retolved, That the counties of Kern, Tulare,

Merced, Stanislaus, Mailpusa, Kau Joaquln and
Contra ( o»ta be requested to be represented by
five delegates, each to be appointed by the
Board ot Supeivisors of e.icu couuty or by ilie
Chairmen thereof.

The b^ard also took np the President's
recommendation relative to the Nicaragua
Canal, and appointed a committee of five to
Prepare a memorial to Congress and to se-
cure signers to the same, praying the adop-
tion of the President's suggestions. '

A Miner Knocked Into a Shaft Five Hundred
Feet Deep.

twenty feet long and weighing over 200
pounds got away from the men thirty feet
above him r.nd in falling struck Smith on
the he.\ I, knocking him into the shaft. He
fell 500 feet. His body was frightfully man-
gled. Deceased leaves a widow and two or
three children in Sutter Crvek.

Seattle, Dec. 14.—A1l the large passen-
ger and freight steamboats on the sound
are tied up here to-night becauso of
a disagreement between the Captains'
and Pilots' Union and the E'igiiieeca'
Ass.ciation. The engineers have been
waning a boycott ngainstCaptain McAlpine
because of hi* part in the trouble on the
stemner Olympian on November 1!Oth, which
resulted \:\ the revocation of the licenso of
Engineer Smith. Captain McAlplne was
siisi ended fur a month and at the expiration
nf that time, when he was assigned to the
command of the steamer Sehome.not nn asso-
ciation engineer would go on board his boat.
Saturday the engineers issued a manifesto
boycotting Captain McAlpine uutil sneb
time as Engineer Smith shoul'l be rein-
stated. The captains retal ate 4by re-
solviug to tie up every ste-mer
on which nn association engineer

is employed until the boycott
against Captain McAlplne is removed. As
a result every steamer plying out of this
port was tied up at midnight.

HER HONOR AT STAKE.
Mrs. Maryßurke's Strnggle Wilb

an Assailant.

Patrick Byrne, who says he Is a late ar-
rival in America, came within an ace of
taking his unwilling departure last evening
by the rope route at the hands of an infuria-
ted crowd that had been attracted to the
scene of Ills crime by the screams of his in-
tended victim. To his discretion in mak-
ing a hasty tliglitinto a house he owes his
bead aud to that, too, is duo bis safety be-
hind prison bars.

About 8:30 o'clock last evening, Byrne
entered the house of Mary Burke at 38%Dore street during the absence of her hus-
band, who Is a fireman. To her he was
slightly known. He represented he was ill
and askod for some soda. She went for it
in a room iv the rear, but was Intercepted
by Byrne, who made an assault upon her.
Ivthe struggle that eusued, she plied her
fingernails to hia face with such a vim that
scars will bt» left for weeks and mouths tocome. At last she broke from him and went
screaming into the street.

Her cries, even while in the building, had
been heard, and quite a crowd of neighbors
were in waltine on the pavement when she
burst upon them. I3yrne followed her
almost into the crowd, which made a move-
ment In close about him. Seeing his peril,
he beat a hasty retreat into the bouse and
locked the door. He dared not leave, as
there was kept a close watch on every exit
until Policeman J. J. Kelly was summoned.

After breaking iv the door a close search
was made of the premises until he was
found cowerinz In a small closet. Then
ensued a hand-to-hand fight between the
frenzied assailaut and the policeman that
the latter, who is a new star-bearer, will
long remember as his first fight while on
duty. Overpowered at last, Byrne was
locked up nt tbe Seventeenth-street Police
Station for the assault on Mrs. Burke and
battery on the policeman. He freely ad-
mitted the deed and offered as an explana-
tion that ho must have* been a fool to do
•uch a thing.

Tbe builiiing,
a two-story frame structure, was occupied
by Con Moouey's saloon, John Foster's
cigar-stand, J. Kisachoff's barber-shop,
Swan'scoffee parlor, J.Adelson'sstationery-
store and Fitzpattick & Smith's deutal-
roonis.

THE THEATERS.

Mr. E. S. Willard's First Appear-

ance at the Baldwin.

Great Success of "The Middleman "—Sulli-

van's New Play-" Ten Nighti."
"Billee Taylor."

Wlllard was warmly welcomed. The
audience was large-, fashionable and ap-
preciative quite beyond the tirst-night as-
scmblagrs at, the Baldwin. This Is not sur-
prising, lor the play "The Middleman" Is
quite beyond the style of the London
drama that has been submitted to
our people of late. All points of interest
are fully brought out, Its contrasts are
sharper, its antitheses more certainly and
clearly made. Jones Its author, is more
apt in the constructive faculty than Sims,
Conquest, Pettitt or any of his contem-
poraries, who have deluged the American
stage with their work for, say, the last ten
years. The play deals with tlie fortunes of
an inventor. la Cyrus Bleultarn, a potter,
whose whole being is absorbed in his
art, Mr. Willard personates a type
of that generally unfortunate class,
and one who, in his absorption,
allows unscrupulous capital to prey upon
his heart and brain as the vulline tore me
vitals of the man in the classic fab'e. His
time comes finally, when a great wrong tins
been done his family by tho con of
the capitalist. Then, by the discovery
of the lost art of making the
porcelain of the ancients, he beggars the man
who had oppressed him and bis revenge is
that the latter is dependent on his. bounty
for the bread he eats. Mr. Willard made a
splendid success of the part of the long-suf-
fering inventor. Good as the play U it may
be said to be only an adjunct to
his art, for he drew nil the attention to him-
self by his masterly development of the
several phases in the potter's career. The
scene in TeUow Hall, the home of the cap-
italist, Chandler (lioyce Carleton). where,
in the midst of all the wealth his patient in-
genuity had created, he begs in vain for
ten pounds to carry on further experiments,
is a striking one; but he grows greater as
the piece proceeds. In the second act ho
learns of his daughter's ruin; and then the
worm turns. ills appeal to heaven
for justice on his o: rressor and

lie wronger of his child Is one
of the most powerfully effective we
have listened to in some time. The pot-
tery furnace scene is realistic to a degree,
and tho dodged obstinacy of the man in re-
fusing all temptation to turn aside from i he
darling object of his life—the discovery of
a lost art, and, at the same time,' the grat-
ification of his revenge— the
revulsion that had taken place in his
usually submissive nature. All through
the pleco we have these, changeful lights
and shades in this actor, and in each ho is
true to tha purpose that inspires the
situation. The play ought to be sol-
idly popular. It is a picture of real
life in the business world of to-
day; of the strong destroying the
weak, and of designing men taking advan-
tage of the honest and true-hearted whose
nusfortuno is iho simplicity, and credulity
that usually accompany these quali-
ties. Mr. Willari is supported by a good
company. liis daughter, Mary lilenkarn,
is nicely played by Miss Mary Burroughs.
Mr. Harry Cane makes a capital factotum
as Batty Todd, Chandler's managing man,
and Mrs. F. H. Tyler (Jesse Pege) who,
with Miss Zeftie Tilluury as Nancy Blen-
karn, contribute the comedy element, re-
lieve the heavier and darker feature* of
this clever picture most agreeably. " The
Middleman" will be continued for a fort-
night.

Sullivan* New Play,

" Broderick Agra," was brought out at the
Bush-street to a fair attendance. It is a
much better piece for the purposes of the
pugilistic actor than "Honest Hearts," be-
causo there is but little sentiment in it.
Patho3 and pugilism are not consonant,
and Mr. Harrison ought to have known this
when lie let himself To work in equipping
the champion. In "Brcderick" Sullivan is

jovial and jolly, and so pleases the boys in
the gallery aid the more sedate people
much better. He was very well received In
the business he had to do. The scene in
Uaey's Dublin Varieties, where the Irish
champion fights are said to take place, is
supposed to be realistic. Ifso the city by
the Liffey needs an Improvement in its places
of amusement. But the set-to between
Sullivan and Ashton pleased the "fancy"
immensely, as It was the looked-for climax
of the whole affair. The piece will be con-
tinued all this week. "U and I," the popu-
lar farce comedy, improved in many re-
spects, comes next.

A Successful Concert.
The third Steinway Hall concert was

yesterday afternoon very well attended.
The general performance of the String Quar-
tet showed a great improvement since the
last concert a month ago. The last movement
of the Schumann string quartet In F major,
No. 2, constituted the best work of th» quar-
tetist. Another very Interesting number
was the Schubert quintet for pianoforte and
string?, opus 114, which is remarkable for
its admirable musical equilibrium. The in-
struments never give sign of prei'ondciance,
but all united in a marvelous labyrinth of
sonority, produce a superb whole. Signor
V. Ursumando played the piano part with
his usual skill. Mr. 1.. Heine was tho soloist
of the concert, and not only was he equal
to the good fame he enjoys among us.
but surpassed himself, revealing all
his rare musical qualities. He played "Kol
Niedrei," by Max Bruch, a splendid compo-
sition, which may be styled in one
pnra>e, "the production of a genius." It
is really true that In art the cru.le and
studied combinations of science aloneare entirely out of place. Art Is such
a sublime and complete thing in itself
that only a bre ith of it abates in one mo-
ment all the efforts of a hundred treatises
of philosophy. One of these breaths came
to us through the Incomparable composi-
tion of Max Bruch and the malic bow of
Louis Heine; it came like a nourishing
oasis in the desert of our daily ostentations.

Heine was exceedingly well accompanied
by his worthy colleague, Signor Ursumando.

THE VOCALISM.
Mrs. A. E. Brume was the vocaliste of the

occasion. The lady has a limited light so-prano voice, clear and llexible, but sings too
mechanically. Her enunciation is rather
good, hut her breathinz is not faultless. In
the first piece, an aria from Mozart, she
was undecided, owing, perhaps, to the in-
sufficient accompaniment which did not
second her in the least. Her second num-
ber snowed her to a better advantage. It
consisted in "Aime Moi," by Kemberg, and
"Vain Desire," by Vugrlch. The lady ob-
tained thus an encore and many friendly
tributes of flowers.

"Ten Mcl.ts In a Bir-Room."
Filled the Alcazar and gratified those who
were present. It Is homely and old-fash-
ioned, but is still true to nature, apd human
nature has not changed since Adam told
the Presence in the Garden of Eden,
" The woman beguiled "me and I
did eat." The play is " one • il-
lustrating the temptations to which
the thoughtless and easily led are
exposed. There are in It many touches of
New England life besides Medford mm,
and the actors appear to be at home in nil of
them. Mr. Stockwell has recovered from
his recent Illness and will soon take bis
place in the cast.

" Boy* and Oil-In"
Continues its successful run at the New
California, and is likely to do so till the end
of the fortnight. It is curious to know that
this last work of McNally'adid but little till
it reached this city, but now that San Fran-
cisco has put its staniD on it, the farce-
comedy is bound to "go."

The Opera Coralqne
At the Orpheuni will continue Sullivan and
Gilbert's "Gondoliers" till Saturday night,
December Mill, when, by general request,
"The Mikado," by the tame authors, will
be produced. So many people desire to•cc Mr. Charles N. Drew, the \u25a0 famous

A communication from Auditor Smiley
stated that Ivthe*recent fire in his office 600
volumes were dani<ged and would require
rebinding and relabeling. Seventy volumes
need recoiiying. -A resolution Win adopted requiring the
Southern Pacific Company to provide a sys-
tem of movable gates for street crossings
between Ninth and Channel streets and
southwesterly to Guerrero, from Tweuty-
fourth to Twenty-fifth.

The ordinance providing that hereafter no
wood"n building*, except churches, shall be
erected higher than lifty feet was referred
back to the Fire Dm artment Committee. .

Mayor Sanderson submitted a veto to the
order providing that the Supervisors shall
appoint members of the Board of lleallh.
As already stated, the grounds of the veto
are that there »re no vacancies lo fill and
that the order is illegal.
