YOUR CHRISTMAS LETTER.

When the package was opened the con-
tents were discovered to be a large number
of envelopes with “Your Clristmas Letter”’
printed on the outside, and cach contained
a letter in manuscript of which the follow-
ing Is a sample: .
CHRISTMAS, 1891,

Dear Friend—1 am writlng to wish you “ A
Happy Curistmas,” and not only to wish it, but
tell you how you can bave it. esus Christ came
lnto the world to secure happiness for all who
Will bave 1t on the first Christmas morning when
the angels announced, ‘“Good tidings of great
Joy, for unio vou is borua Savior.” A Savior
means one who will save us from sin, the cause
of much sorrow, and will forgive us all that is
past aud help us to do better In future,

One who can cure us if we are sick and com-
fort us if we are sad. When Jesus was on earth
be said: “Come unio me all ye that labor and
are heavy laden and I will give you rest.”
Wh ther we know it or not, we are all Lieavy
laden with sin, and we can only get rid of it by
coming to Christ. What 18 comiug? When
Chirist was In this world people eames to him for
just what they wanted. They just told him in
simple words and he always answered them. So
coming to-day means just telling Jesus every-
tbing and believing he can and will help.

There is not a person lo the world, however

ood thelr life may be, who does not need a
&wlur, God’s own word says: *“ All bLave
siuned.”” But the Lord Jesus Christ, aying on
the cross, has taken the punisiment on himself,
and the Bible says beis “the same yesterday
aud to-day and foreves.” That God will el vou,
and that this may be to you *a happy Chiist-
mas’’ Is the wish of your sincere ""kﬁ"d'

Each letter is beautifuily decorated in
the manner of Christmas remembrances
with flowers, either hand painted, natural
pressed, decalcomania or handsmqely litho-
graphed, and every letter was written by a
different person.

* PRISON-LETTER MISSION""

Inquiry developed the information that
this mrnner of reformation of the criminal
classes 13 widespread in Eogland, and the
mission is a systematically arranged or-
ganizatior, and to the forwarding or its
aims and purposes hundreas of charitably
inclined women in England labor arduously.
The * Prison Letter Mission’ is, however,
only one branch of a system of reform now
in vogue in (reat Britain, and probably is

an outgrowth of those institutions so well
kpown in that country, one of which is
Mildmay and the other the Meredith insti-
tution. These institutions go much deeper
Into the subject, and of themn it may truly be
said, ‘' They touch the prison gates.”

Whenever prisoners are released from
jails in England agents of these Institutions
approach them as they leave the gates and
if the prisoners show any inclination or de-
sire to lead a better life the opportunity is
given them, through the instrumentality of
the institutions, to get hionorable work and
to releem their past errors by upright de-
portinent in the future. They are taken to
the institutions, where they are furnisihed
with work until a sufficient time has elapsed
to convince the managers that it will be
safe to send them out In the world to serve
in situations procured by those in charge.
The former life in the prison can be rele-
gated practically to oblivion by an honest
life on leaving the prison walls, as there is
a law forbidding officers from giving in-
formation concerning the prison life of re-
leased vrisoners who have cominénced life
anew. The Dbeneficial results of the Mild-
may and Meredith institutions is incalcula-
ble, and thousands of men and women have
been reformed through their instrumen-
tality.

LITERATURE.

SIBERIA AND THE EXILE SysTEM—By
George Kennan. (New York: The Centary
Company. Cloth, two volumes.) After the
course of remarkably interesting lectures re-
cently delivered in this city by Mr. George
Kenuan, the world renowned traveler and
writer, his comprehensive book, entitled
“Siberia and the Exile dystem,” will be
taken up with a sharpened appetite by the
reading publie.

These two volumes are made up of the ar-
ticles by this writer which have appeared in
the Century Macazine, and to those whoare
familiar with them it will be an added satis-
faction to have them in bound volumes. Sit-
uated as we are under the liberality of
American institutions, the many accounts
which have appeared in print from time to
time depicting the horrors of the Siberian
exile system have sremed distorted and
wildly exaggerated, but Mr. Kennan’s mas-
terly treatment of the subject to which he
devoted years of close alttention leaves us no
alternative, and we must accept as truth
what he has written, and at the same time
acknowle@ge that he knew of what he was
writing. Indeed, when one considers the
vast amount of facts and knowledge at his
disposal it i3 a matter of wonderment that
he could have gotten it all in the limited
space in which it is presented.

Mr. Kennan’s pen pictures are so intensely
vivid that the sofferings of the exiled peo-
ple are brought sufficiently near to cause a
shudder. The sufferers are not of the luwer
class, but in the majority of cases are peo-
ple of position, wealth, education and refine-
ment. Their punishment comes not as a
result of a blind struggle against a tyranni-
cal government, but because of real or fan-
cied opposition to the entire failure of the
ends of justice and to the operations of a
misgovernment which admits of no amelior-
ation of the terrible condition ot the lower
classes, This gives to the subject a fresh
horror, and places us at once in closer sym-
pathy with this class of political prisoners,

The several partles existing in Russia
Mr. Kennan treats with great thorough-
ness, and of the courage, endurance and
nobility of even the more dangerous element
Lie writes in terms of praise.

The work aboundas in interes‘ing anecdotes
of persenal adventure while engaged in his
investigations, and, taken in its entirety, it
cannot fail to interest and instruct even the
most easual reader. Offered by A. M. Kob-
ertson, Post street.

Tne LATER oEMS OF ANNA MORRISON
REED—(San Franeisco: Stuart & Co. Cloth,
55 pp., $1.) In a neat and handsomely
bound little volume of 55 pages are presented
thirty-one of the later poems from the pen
of Mrs. Anna Morrison Reed of Layton-
ville, Mendocino County, a Jady whose
writings have won for her the admiration
not only of friends but of strangers, who
have been drawn to her by the beautiful
sentiment she has at various times so elo-
quently expressed in choice verse, This
collection is gne that everv lover of poetry
will feel a delight in possessing, for the
writings of this lady are so full of tender-
ness and contain such a degree of feeling
that they demonstr te that the heart of
the writer as well as the brain is in
each composition. This is notably the case
in “Her King,” “Death of General Grant”
and *‘Mother, a Reverie.” In this volume
there is also “Ode to Progress,” a poem
for which Mrs. Reed was awarded, over
a large number of competitors, a handsome
gold medal by the Agricultural Association
of Lake and Mendocino counties, and a
charming poem dedicated to the Native
Sons of the Golden West.

Mrs. Reed’s poetry is remarkable for ele-
gance and purity, and it is of that class that
is read Ly the masses and finds a response
in warm, sympattetic hearts. It is a
svlendid volume tor a gift book, and de-
serves the encouragement of those who fest
a pride in fostering the efforts of Califor-
nia’s literary workers.

S0NGS oF DoUBT AND DREAM—By Ed-
gar Fawceitt. (New York, Loundon and “To-
ronto: Funk & Wagoalls. 8vo., cloth, gilt
top, 311 pp., £2) ‘Those who have read
“Fartasy and l’.ns-ton." “Song and Story” and
“Romauce aund Revery,” the previously yub-
lished books of poems from the ven of Mr. w-
cett, will welcome as an additlon (o the co¥e-
tion this. his latest volume, While it is less unl-
Tormly pleturesque in trcatment than either of
the previous volumes, 1t 13 ecertainly more
thougzhtful and philosophic. Mr. Faweett, who
may be classed amoug the advanced writers of
the times, recognizes the {act that stiong human
Interest is requisite nowadays as an element of
all modern poetry. Mooubeams and diftodils
are not enough for uns earuest, eager and
sirongly intellectual period. It w .nis these, if
vou will, but it wants them &s back-
grouuds only. Mr. Kaweett gives a falr supply
of mocobeams aud daflodily, and at the sawme

time gives vital studies of meu and women as
well. The intensely dramatle poem, *“How a
Queen Loved.” 1s nothing, If not human and
passlonate. Its chief source of attraction, like
that of nfiny of the poems in this colleetion, is
the concern it shows with human frailties, im-
pulses and characteristics. The whole book is
radical and certaluly darlog, but Its skepticisms

much wider than that of the ordinary current
book of poems as to makesuch difterence almost
absurdly siriking.” Those who beileve that
modern poetry should be namby-paimby and all
sweetness will not derive pleasure from a read-
ing of Mr. Fawcetl’s new book, but those who
belleve that the poctry of to-day should grasp
fresh and living problems, and fling over (hem
the glamour of skllled and pictorial lterary
treatment, will be sure to tind a rare relish in
the perusal of this book.

THE FLYING ISLANDS OF THE NI1GHT—By
James Whitcomb Riley. (Inc¢lanapolis, Ind.:
Tne Bowen-Merrlll Company. White leatherette
cover, glit top, 88 pp.) There are but few poets
of the present time who have wained a stronger
hold on the reading poirtion of the people—and
Ly thls is meant those who can appreciate good
iiterature—than the Hoosier poet, James Whit-
comb Riley. Those who have been interested. in
Lis previous writlngs will take a speclal delight
In reading “The Flying Islands of the Night.”
Itis a weird and grotesque drama in verse. In
this the author displays lis peculiar genius with
aforce and a coutinuity not intimated in any
previous work. Thls may be said to be the most
remarkably quaint work that he has ever pro-
duced, and v it be displays an extraordinary
spirit of ingenulty and a most wounderful Imag-
ination. The plot and argument are radically
different from any known drama. A eritle weil
known for his literary juagment, after readiug
the advance sheets, sald, “We may very salely
doubt If this most strange and beautiful creation
has any paraliel in the range of purely fanciful
and idealistic verse.”

THE STORY OF OUR CONTINENT—By N. S.
Shaler. (Boston: Giun & Co. Cloth, 290 pp.
This work 1s from the pen of the Professor o
Geology in Harvard College, and both In the
subjeci-matter and arrangement it drparts
widely from the ordinary text-books which give
au account of North Amerlca. The work, whieh
has been prepared with great care, 18 Intended
1o be used as a reader in the grammar classes of
the schools, In conjunction with some geography
which trears in a thorongzh way the facts of a
poiitical and economic nature. The geogra-
phies ol the present day glve the student a vast
amount of detalled Informatton concerning the
existing state of the country. but with little or
no reference to the steps by which the land eame
1o its present state. The alin of this work is to
present only those features which can be shown
In their relation to the geological development
of the coutinent. It is a very useful book for
students and will no doubt be appreciated by
them, as well as Dby teachers. In this book
the author sets forth why the coatinent of
Norih America 1s suited to the home of Euglish-
speaking people.

AN OLD SWEETHEART OF MINE—Ry James
Whitecomb Riley. (Indianapolis, Ind.» The
Bowen-Merrill Company. Fiat quarto, combina-
tlon cloth and gilt, $2 50.) The thousands of ad-
mirers of this poet who have read his exquisite
poem in which he wiites:
