RAISING A QUESTION.

Who Gets the Ten Cents a Pound
Exira in the Price of Frait?

Editor Morning Call: Following the lead
of many older fruit eommunities in the
State, Niles shipped a train- load—ten ears—
of dried iruits of various kinds to Chicago
some time ago, which, however, are still an-
sold.

The shinping of dried fruit East isin a
sense experimental, as it has been but a
very few years since the first shipments
were made,

There is no doubt whatever about the de-
mand for California fruits KEast, and there
is but one great trouble in meeting the de-
mand. The mwauner of placing it on the
market is at fault.

Asarule it is sent to but two points—
Chicago and New York: ana to those cities
buvers from other points must go, and are
entirely at the mercy of the wholesale
houses as regards prices.

A persenal inquiry of two or more of the
lexding grocers in each of the following cit-
ies, Boston, New York, Washington and
1 v Orleans, revealed the following facts.
A report upon apricots and peaches will suf-
fice for exauple:

A No. 1 drsied fruit in bins, as dumped
from the sacks in which it was shipped, is
retatled at from 25 to 29 cents a pound for
apricots, and peaches 2 cents less.

THESE PRICES WERE RULING
Frem November 1st to December 10th;
meanwhile the guotations, as sent to the
grower from Chicazo or New York, or as
ruling in San Fraupciseo markets during the
same peiiod, have reached 8 eents a pound.

It costs a cent and a half a pound to land
them in the Eastern markets, and another
cent added will :uore than cover the 5 or 8
per cent commissien. The wholesale groeer
allows never more than 7 cents a pound (his
own figures) for all his expenses and his
freight over and above the price he pays for
the truit.

The question immediately artsing is,
where does the difference, a matter of fron
6 to 10 cents a peund, go? Eight cents to
the grower, 134 cents to the railroad, 1 cent
for commissions avd 7 cents which the
groeer adds before it reaches the consumer.
Faney grades in boxes are pot considered,
neither are poorer grades.

The grocers think that fruit-growers
should send out mneu for orders early in the
season, and no doubt the fruit-growers
think buvers should come out here for or-
ders. Surely one or the other should be
done, thus making but the one handling be-
tween the grower and the retail seller.
Somwe of these firms handle in retail trade
alone in a season as high as two and a
half or

THREE CARLOADS OF FRUIT.

Your correspondent has priced this same
fruit, in inland towns, and found it as high
as 40 eents a poundd, a price that is not at ail
conducive to large sales.

The Petaluma Canning Company have
their fruits everywhere in the East; in fact
that mest excellent brand is wet! known
everywhere, and the fine quality of its
fruits and the convenience of its packages,
1s doing mueil to make a pawme for Culifornia
fruits.

California growers should endeavor in
some way to put their fruits into Eastern
wmarkets in a wore directand echeaper man-
ner, if they wish the Eastern trade 1o grow.

This past season has probably been one
of the most unprecedented in this section on
record, as regards the quantity of fruit, the
price it has cost to handle it, and the small
prices which have been received. Euglish
walnuts early in the season promised to be
an unusually good crop, but sume sort of a
worm azttacked them, and as a result they
blave been nuperfect and undersized.

WALNUT TREES ARE FREE,
Handsome and rapid growers, but shy-
bearers her-, still very many of them are
scattered threcugh the valley and are a
pieasing addition to the laudscape, with
theirsmooth whitetrunks and large iragrant
leaves. They do not bLegin to bear until
they are ten or twelye years old, and twenty
or thirty pounds is a large crop. A new
variety said to bear much earlier has been
introduced within a few years, bat it will
take a tew years to prove the matter,

The season is generally very backward:
the rainfall has been but 3.20 inches and but
little plowing has been done. The hillsides
are being planted to vegetables; several
years at this date Nites' hillsides have sup-
plied San Francisco markets with new po-
tatoes and peas.

SUNG IN COURT.

MIS. L. E. THANE.

Pathetic and Semsa'ional Scene at the
Trial of an Alleged Murderer.

Noah Rienards, the young colored man on
trial for the murder of Policeman Sherman,
according to a New York special to the En-
quirer, created a sensation in court., No
one saw the murder commifted, but tha
chain of circumstantial evidence is being
drawn tighter arounda the prisoner, who
told his own story in his quaint negro dia-
iect. He said musingly, as if trying to re-
cali all the incidents of the day:

*“Some one else dene commit dat murder.
When dat man was killed I was sitting in
my room thinking of my dead mother, and I
dun began to think then of a song I made
up after she died. It went this way—".
Tnen the prisoner closed his eyes, and
seemed for a mement lost in thought. Sud-
denly a smile crept over his black face, and
in a rich, elear, mellow voice e bezan to
sing a plaintive negro melody. Louder and
clearer rose the notes of tne song, until
they seemed to fill the whole court-room
with a weird, ghostly melody. The hands
and feet of the singer begau to heat time in
rythmical measure.

The effect npon the spectators was won-
derful. The heads that had beenm eraned
forward to catch a glimpse of the alleged
murderer were now bowed, and tears
trickled over scores of cheeks. The Judge
and the jury were also strengly moved.
Uninterrupted the prisoner confinued his
song. His body swayed backward and for-
ward and the tears trickled down from his
closed eyes. He was singing the song of
death. But the fear of death was all gone
and the prisoner was back again with his
old mother. Perhags he was only acting:
perhaps he was tr¥ing to gain sympathy
with the jury, but if so it was more sublime
acting than was ever seen on a theatrical
stage.

When the song ceased it was several min-
utes before the testimony was resumed.
When it did resume there were at least a
huonared hearts in that court-room which
beat in sympathy for the poor, uneducated,
half-silly colored man, who, guilty or not
gulilty, was almost certain to be condemned
by the sirong chain of circumstantial evi-
denee.

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SULPHURING FRUIT.

A Discussion as to Whether This
Method Injures the Product,

But Not One Word Said With Reference to
the Effsct It Will Have Upon the Acids
or Juices Present—Color Fixed.1

Protessor Hilgard has issued another
prociamation against the practice of what
he terms “‘sulphuring” fruit. The pro-
fessor is a gentleman of acknowledged
learning, and has a practical personal inter-
est in the matter of whieh he writes. But,
all the same, the Evening News differs
from bhim on this question. In the first
place, “sulphuring” is not the most exact
term to apply to the process of which the
professor complains, It implies a physteal
application of the gross _sulphur to the
fruit. In fact, many people, even in Cali-
fornta, have come to understand that sul-
phur is sprinkled on the fruit when exposed
to the sun. *“ Bleaching’” 1s inuch the better
term, because the fruit is exposed to the
fumes only,and ina well-regulated bleaching
box, the ameunt of suiphur precipitated is
very small.  And even this amount is prac-
tically sublimated when the fruit is exposed
to the hot sun for a time sufficient for per-
fect curing, Although this paper has looked
closely it has not yet been able to hear of a
single well authenticated case of

POISONING
By sulphur-cured fruit. If the product was
so de.dly as the professor reptesents there
wotld necessarily be wnany such instances.
Nearly all the peaches, apricots, pears, ap-
ples, ete,, cured in California are subject to
the sulpbur process, and from the millions
of vounds of this fruit annually predueed
and consumed we have yet to hear of a
single faality or even serious indispesition.
Frult  sulpbured and cured in an
evaporator, especially in the East
where a low baroweter is is the rule, may
possess the dangerous element spoken of by
Protessor Hilgard; but fruit bleached and
cured in the California sun and arid atmos-
phere does not.  Auother, and perhaps the
mwost cogent reasen why Professor Hil-
gard’s doctrines will not be generally ac-
cepted is the difference in the price between
bleached and unbleacued fruit. The former
is always worth from 200 to 500 per cent
niore than the latter. The former meets a
ready sule and the latter can hardly be dis-
posed of at any price. In view of these
facts it will hardly be possible that the pro-
fessors” views
WILL BE ADOPTED.

The Citrographadds: Properly speaking,
the fruit is not “*sulphured” at ail. Neither
is it “*bleachied.” The freshly cut fruit is
spreaG on wooden trays, made of pine lum-
ber, “cup” side up. ‘These trays are placed
in a tight box or small house, so piled that
the fumes may freely eircuiate among aund
overthe fruit.  Sulphur is then fired and in-
troduced under the trays. The heavy irre-
spirable sulphurous acid gas is produced
which absorbs the oxygen of the atmos-
phere and, to a small degree from the sur-
face of the cut fruit. This **fixes’” the color
in a few moments, when the fruit t1s imme-
diately spread out to the rays of the sun.

[The hair-splitting scientist nced not tear
this explination to pieces because it is not
exact enough for him. It is exact enough
for the fruit-grower or consuwmer. |

We have explained this thing time and
again. But some erank doctor will try and
make a sensation by tulking and writing
about something he knows nothing of, so
we are, in a measure, forced to do the same
work vver and over again.

RIDING THE GOAT.
Architectural Mystertes in » Former Se-
cret Soclety Building.

Workmen engaged in tearing down the
buildings on the bloek condemned for the
new Washington Postoffice have made a
discovery. They have begun to demolish
the buildineg used for many yeurs by the col-
ored secret societies. Certain architectural
mysteries can only be explained on the the-
ory that they were used in the initiation
ceremonies. They suggest rites which
must have outdone the verformaunce of the
once famous Sons of Malta., By far the
most remarkable of all tiie wonders of this
sort discovered is a horribly suggestive
brick hole. It i1s Dbuilt like a ehimney into
the edifice itself, reaching from the bottom
of the cellar to the third floor. This brick
hold is 4 feet square inside. Ounelifts a piece
of floor in the third story and looks down
into it.

Beiow the flooring about two fectis a
curious lid with a funny-skaped opening.
lemoving this lid one sees a bLricked-in
space four feet square and ten feet deep.
Thbis is ouly a part of the hole. At the bot-
tom is another lig like the first, and when
that is lifted there is reveaied another
bricked-in space ten ifeel mdepth. Atthe
bottem of that is stiil anotber lid like the
other two, and when this is rewoved one
can look down yet another ten feetto the
very bottom of the eollar. Itis very weird
aitogether. The entire hole is rather more
than thirty feet in deptn. It forms, as has
becn said, a portion of the solid structire of
the building.

Perhavs the most carious thing abont it is
the cellar. It has an opening four feet high
by eizhteen inches wide, which is big
enough to admit the passage of a man’s
bedy. It is possible that viclims subjected
to the ordeal of the initiation ceremonial
were lowered into this awful well and per-
witted to find thelr way out iito the eellar
and to wonder vainly inte what sort of
place they had zot. There may have bezn
a whole cemetery of bones down there to
frighten the novice out of bis wits,—Wash-
ington Special to St Louis Globe-Demo-
crat.

TO A SAILOR’S DEATH.

He Realized It Was Beyond Human
FPower to Aid Him.

Our ship lay hove to in a gale of wind in
the Indian Ocean. It was one of the clear-
est skies overhead you ever saw. The eye
could not detect the smallest speck of a
cload, and the sunshine wassimply glorious.
But how the wind did blow. And what an
awful sea it kick up. It was a gale of wind
such as is never seen on land, with not even
the smallest island in its path for 2000 miles
It was not a hurricane, but a steady gale
screaming, shrieking and rushing to the
west, at the rate of a hundred miles—per-
haps faster.

We had hove the ship to at midmight.
She was new and staunch, and her captain
was a veteran of the sea, but when daylight
came to give us a view of the ocean no man
dared say our craft would live ten minutes.
Men who had sailed for twenty vears felt
the qualws of sea-sickness as we pitehed
about,

The seas were something terrible. As
they came down upon us out of the east—
out of that vast oeean stretching away un-
broken to the scuth of Australia—they
towered up forty feet high. One who
watched felt that the great wail of water
must break over the bows and foundar the
ship by dead weight, but as he continued to
gaze with fast-beating heart her bow lifted
up, and she. appeared to elimb right up the
wave at an angle as steep as any house roof.
Reaching the crest, she paused for a mo-
ment, rolled to starboard and back, and
then went sliding down, dewn, until your
heart stood still for fear it was all over.

It was 10 o’clock in the morning. We
bad life-lines stretched fore and aft, but
none of the men were woving about., They
were gathered in groups wherever they
could find shelter from the howlingz gale and
driving spray, but ready for any ecall
was looking ahead, when I suddenly caught
sight of a small vbjact oa the crest of an ap-
proaching wave. I could not make it out at
first for the foam, buat presently it came
sliding down the incline and then I saw
that it was a small raft. The structure
was so light and flimsy that the wonder was
hiow it beid together. It was just such a
raft as a counle of sailors could knoek to-
gether in half an hour’s time, and in the
center of it, with his back braced against a
water-geg, which was firmly lashed in place,
was a man. His face was toward us. He
was not a eommon sailor man, but a captain
or mate. He bad a lashing about his waist,
but liis hads and legs were free.

And now ihe raft came slidiug down the
wave litke a sied on a snow-covered hiil, and
I iookedithe man square in the eyes. He
was of middle agze and there could be no
mistake as to his vocation. He took in our
eraft alow and aloft at one glance. For
three or four seconds something like hope
camo into his Jook, but then it vanished.
He realized that it was utterly out of our
power to aid kim. Had there been a thou-
sand men aboard of our ship not one of them

could have lifted a hand. He looked
mmto my eyes in dumb despair as
he swept past, too far away to have

caught a rope, even had there been one
at hand to fling him. My eyes may have
expressed pity, but there was nothing to
bid him hope. It was ail over in twenty
seconds—his coming and going—and then
he disappeared astern, Being lighter, he
was driven at five times our speed. He did
not so much as move a foot or raise a hand,
but «simply cried for help with a look—
appealed to us for a brief space, and then
went driving into that trackless waste of
ocean over whien we had sailed weeks and
weeks, seemingly thelouly living thing upen
it.

THE SCAR ON HILL’S NECK.

It Is the Mark of a Knife Wound Inflicted
by Abr.m Minier.

The scar which Governor Hill ecarries on
his neck is the mark of a wound intlicted in
1867 by Abram Minier.

Governor Hill was then 24 years old, and
had just entered on the practice of law.
Minier was a morose man, and ill-treated
his wife, a beautiful woman. Mrs. Minier
finally left ber husband. The household
property and the house in whieh Mirnier
lived belonged to her, but Minier refused
to permit any of the furniture to be re-
moved.

Mrs. Minier brought suit to replevin the
furniture, and emploved Governor Hill as
counsel. Governor Hill pushed the case
with vigor and won it. This angered Min-
ier, and he vowed vengeance against the
young lawyer.

Soon after the termination of the suit
Minier was seated in a lawyer’s office whit-
tling a stick with a pocket-knife. Governor
Hill entered and passed into a rear room.
When he returned and was passing through
the front cffice Minier sprang upon him and
made a thrust with bis knife. The blade
struck Governor Hill in the neck, cutting an
ugly gash and barely missing the jugular
Ve,

Minier was promptly anested and in-
dicied. He had many friends among the
older members of the bar who tried to per-
suade Governor Hill to drop the case
against Minier. Governor Hill would not
vield and Minier pleaded guiity. He was
sentenced to State Prison, but the influence
of his friends at the bar secured for him a
pardon.

One of the lawyers who took sides with
Governor Hill was Seymour Dexter, who
subsequently became County Judge and
resizned three years ago to aceept the presi-
dency of the Second National Bank of EKi-
mira, « f which ex-State Senator Fassett is
Vice-President. Shortly after Minier’s par-
don his wife brought a suit of ej-ctment
against bim, and emuloved Mr. Dexter as
counsel. Mr. Dexter woun the suit, which
embittered Minier against him also. For a
lung time hLe never met either man on the
street without making offensive remarks.
Minter made hims<eif such an int lerable
nuizance that Governor Hill and Mr. Dex-
ter took steps to make him cease dogging
them, and finaliy succeeded. Nevertheless
he repeatedly made threats to others that
he would one day kill them both. A few
vears later he was instantly killed by a rail-
road train in this city.—Elwira special to
the World.

SOLD HIS BODY.

and Wants 1o Buy Back His
Post-Mortem Rights,

A man who lives in the suberb of Lowell
is seeking to have a deed given by him
twenty years ago recovered. ‘I'he deed con-
veyed his bodyv to a surgeon, now practicing
in Great Fals, N. H., for the sum of 8§10
and other considerations, possession to be
taken on his death.
